Ot'R CANDIDATE FOR CONGRESS.
The issues of the campaign are fully

made up, and there is no further necessity
for argument. But one thing is clear, and
deserving of careful consideration by tho
electors of this Congressional district. A
vote for John Ambler Smith is a vote
for protection to our highest industrial in-
terests in Virginia.

THE NATIONALI. • ECTION IAW.
The columns of the Democratic journals

have recently been teeming with abuse of
Congress for enacting, and the national
authorities for enforcing, the Election laws
of tho United States. That these laws
wero eminently wise and judicious is evi-
denced by the fact that the Registry and
Election law of New York, applicable to
tho city, was passed by a Democratic Leg-
islature and approved by Governor Hoff-
man, nnd contained even more advanced
provisions than those in the Federal law.

By this New York law uot only are
sworn officers of election—inspectors and
poll clerks—given tho right of canvassing
from house to house, making personal in-
quiries, but each political party and each
candidate for office is given the right to
name persons who may engage in such
work. But while verification, under the
National law, is confined to those who are
registeted unaer tho State law "full in-
quiry respecting any and every male resi-
dent of any dwelling, or other place of
abode, his age, termof residence, and quali-
fications as a voter" may be made under
the New York law.

The recent attacks of the Tribune, made
upon the officers acting under the Federal
law, has called out a card from Commis-
sioner Davenport, which concludes with
the following "sockdolager" on Mr. Gree-
ley :

"Permit me in closing, in view of the
recent attacks upon the National Election
laws by the Tribune, to appeal from the
Horace Greeley ot to-day, drunk with po-
liticalambition, disappointment, and rage,
to the sober Horace Greeley of two years
ago, who, both voluntarily and at my re-
quest, repeatedly penned editorials for
the Tribune, urging Congress to
pass tho act of February twenty-eight.
1871; to the Horace Greeley of one year
ago this month, who, during an hour's in-
terview withme, inwhich the whole plan of
enforcing that act and verifying the registry,
followed by me this year, was laid before
him and discussed, warmly approved of the
same; to the Horace Greeley of last March,
who in my presence read in proof the
State billreferred to herein as signed by
Gov. Hoffman, and commended it for the
extreme stringency of its provisions.
And lastly, I appeal from the World
of October 27, which charges me with
disfranchising thousands of citizens, and
from the Sunday Mercury of the same
date, which objects to the smallness of the
present registration, and says, " there are
undoubtedly over 200,000 legal voters resi-
dent in New York," to tho New York
Tribune, of to-day, which says: "The
largest honest vote ever polled iti this city
was that last November, when, out of a
registry of 152,592, there were thrown for
Secretary of State 137,403 votes. The
registration this year is, we are willingto
believe, in many respects a more honest
one than that of 1871, and the total is 148,-
--810, or 3,782 less than last year's."

QCINTEr-JNIAL lENttJ*.
The forthcoming report of the Census

Bureau, which will be communicated to
Congress at its approaching session, con-
tains a recommendation that is entitled to
a careful consideration. It is that a quin-
tennial census shall be regularly taken of
the population of tho whole Republic, re-
serving all other details to bo collected only
every ten years as at present. Afull de-
cennial census is a very elaborate, trouble-
some and expensive affair, and for that rea-
son it would not be advisable to take one
oflcner. But a census of the population
may and should be taken more frequently,
and would be of great value in exhibiting
the regular progress and growth of the na-
tionin all its parts. That this is desirable,
is shown by tho fact that many of tho
States are at the expense of taking
such a census, and as a consequence
these States always havo the advantage of
others in demonstrating their actual pro-
gress to the world.

The Republican National Committee
have issued an estimate of probable ma-
jorities for Grant and Wilson. Tho New
England States are credited with increased
majorities over those of 18C8 : New York,
25,000 ; Pennsylvania, 50,000; New Jer-
sey, 10,000 to 12,000 ; Ohio, 30,000; In-
diana, 10,000 ; Illinois, 35,000; Michigan,
10,000; Wisconsin, 25,000; Minnesota at

least 10,000; lowa, 60,000; Nebraska,
7,000; Kansas, 20,000; Missouri from
15,000 to 20,000; California, 0,000; Ore-
gon, 2,000, aud Nevada about the same;
North Carolina, 10,000; South Carolina,
45,000 ; Florida, 1,500 ; Alabama, by from
10,000 to 12,000; Mississippi, 10,000 to
20,000; Louisiana about the same, and
Arkansas, probably by from 3,000 to
0,000. The Committee say: "We shall
make a serious break, too, in the States
that we have placed on the Greeley list,
with, perhaps, tho exception of Texas,
from which State reports on the canvass
have been meagre." The total popular
majority, taking the lowest figures given,
would bo about 575,000 on a total of at
least six and a half million votes, an in-
crease over the majority four years ago of
286,000.

LET every Republican vote before one
o'clock, if possible.

There is .no doubt that the expecta-
tions of Greek-y and his Democratic allies
at the outset of the campaign were of the
brightest description ; that they calculated
on a comparatively easy victory, and, in-
deed, that after makiug allowance for a de-
feat here and there, itwould be littleshort
of a series of triumphs. How their high
hopes have been blighted! llow they
ought to feel—deeply degraded and pros-
tituted as they are—that the people have
not forgotten the efforts of the great mass
of them to destroy the I'nion, and their
sympathy with their country's foes, and
that other fruits than defiance of the laws,
slander, personal abuse, misrepresentation,
and groundless charge of corruption must
guide their councils and govern their acts
before they can be permitted to share in
the administration of the affairs of the
country. The ridiculous and abstml boast
of Gratz Brown that General Grant would
not carry more than three States, seems to
have been one of those imaginative predic-
tions which unhappily returns to plague the
inventor. Alas, for the poor tail-piece to
Greeley's dilapidated kite!

The North Carolina Legislature will
meet on the 18th of November, and as
there has been no formal notice given as to
a contest for the Governorship, Caldwell,
Republican, willundoubtedly take his seat
withoutopposition. The Democratic ma-
jorityin the Legislature on joint ballot is
twenty-four. An exciting contest will
doubtless occur over the election of a Uni-
ted States Senator to succeed John Pool.
The aspirants already in the field are ex-
Governor Zebulon Vance, Judge Merrimon,
the defeated Democratic candidate for Gov-
ernor, ex-Senator Clingman, General D.

,M. Barringer, and others. Tho Republi-
cans, it is thought, will unite with a mi-
nority of the Democrats in support of Bai-
ringer.

The probability that Greeley willcarry
a majority of the Southern States has beon
growing smaller by degrees and inflnitessi-
mally less for some time. Our own State
is still in doubt, the chances being that we
shall carry it, while North Carolina, it is
now conceded, will give an increased
Republican majority. Florida isreasonably
sure for Grant, as is also Alabama; while
Louisiana, we now believe, will cast her
electoral rote in the same direction. The
Democrats have lost their courage as well
as confidence, and the Republicans are cor-

Irespondingly emboldened. There willbe
less outrage and fraud on the part of the
first named and more voting and
greater effort to have their votes counted by
the latter.

For some unaccountable reason oi othtr
President Grant has not yet been held re-

sponsible by the New York Tribune for
the prevailing horsedisea.se. The silent c
of tho coalition press upon this momentous
subject is ominous. It is possible that
they are waiting to proclaim Grant's

K'pitude on the eve of the impending bat-
, so as to prevent sworn testimony in re-
ation of the charge being offered to the

people on the day of election. Something
is evidently brewing. —The skies are bright. New York, Penn-
sylvania, and Ohio are sure for Grant. Io
our own State, "General Apathy" is on a
grand raid from the Potomac to the Cumber-
land Gap, carrying consternation into the
ranks of the Conservatives, as all their
political mouth-pieces show. In the mean
time our reports from all quarters are not
only encouraging, but eminently cheering.
