in the shafts and the other behind pushing.

THE LOSS IMMENSE

A FINANCIAL PANIC FEARED

GOVERNMENT AID IS INVOKED

CHICAGO AND OTHER CITIES ASSIST

Boston, November 10.—The greatest fire
ever known in New England is now raging
among the large wholesale stores in the
very heart of the business portion of tho
city, and willnot cease until it reaches the
wharves.

There was hardly a breath of wind stir-
ring when the alarm was sounded about
half-past 7 o'clock last night, followed by
a second, third and fourth in rapid succes-
sion ; but the first engine was hardly on
the ground when the fire broke out from
the fourth story ofa large four-story granite
store on tho corner of Summer and King-
ston streets, occupied in the first story by
Tebbetts, Baldwin & Davis, wholesale dry
goods dealers. Ithad caught in tbe engine-
room, and the flames spread with lightning
rapidity up the large elevator, and were
first seen climbing underneath the wood-
work of the roof. Tho engines were hard-
ly at work before another store had
caught. The buildings in the vicinitywere
all of granite, four stories high, and each
surmounted with Mansard roofs, none of
them being over five years old. The de-
tached splinters flewreadily, as the air was
heated by the terrible fire, and soon the
flames began licking the Mansard roof on
the opposite side far above the reach of the
streams directed upon it from all quarters.

The fire was constantly in the air, and
one building after another caught in the roof
and the flames leaped rapidly away from
one window-sillto another, so that in iess
than thirty minutes every cheek was
blanched, as it became evident that the
whole city in one direction was at the
mercy of the flames.

Tho second building to succumb was di-
rectly opposite to that in which the fire
broke out, and was occupied by Neafin,
Mullen & Elms; Harding Brothers & Go.;
Bowen, Morse & Co.; and t'onant Broth-
ers—all wholesale dealers in fancy and dry
goods. This was at the corner of Otis
Place.

The heat now became infernal. The
streets ran rivers of water, and every mo-
ment was heard the sound ofgranite blocks
exploding and whole frames falling in the
streets, making them impassable. The
firemen were driven from one station to
another, and many an engine was kept
nobly at work while the hydrant was wet
down by hand-hose, and the engineer could
only hold his place while the stream of
water was kept playing on him.

Blocks of granite weighing tons were
split as ifby powder and hurled across the
wide streets, and planks went flying
through the air as if they wete feathers.
Firemen erected barricades and worked be-, hind them, but they were burned almost as
soon as erected.

An hour had hardly elapsed before it
was evident that Beebe's block, the finest
business structure in the city, built of
granite, five stories in height, with the

\u25a0 curved Mansard roof over all, must go.
1 Within thirty minutes flames were coming

out in fiery billows from every window,
and up tho stairway leading to A. T.
Stewart's rooms was a perfect column of
flames. This building served but as fuel. for the flames. Pieces of dry goods went
whistling across the square, landing on the

iwindow-sills of the magnificent stores on
Devonshire street. Beebe's block stood a
solid wall of granite several minutes after- the inside tell, but the heat warped it, and
$2,000,000 soon lay a heap ofstone, bricks,

' and mortar.
The hurricane now raged, and owing to, the intense heat and perfect shower ofcoals,, drove everything before it. Every building

! was now heated as if in a furnace, ana
caught like tinder. Four-story granite, blocks seemed like shavings, and deafening-
explosions were constantly heard,
i A new terror was now added to the Ba-

bel of confusion. The tenement-houses at
the upper end of Fedoral street were fast~ being licked up by the flames, and women,
crazed and fainting, were rushing to and
fro, carrying children, crockery, clocks
and bedding in their hands. One ran
screaming through High street witha stove-
funnel in her hands, while another was~ tugging a heavy chest which would have
been a weight for a strong man. Nowand

_
then a few pieces of goods might be savedc by volunteers, who ran and spent five min-
utes, during which they could work, in

_
bringing out, perhaps, a hundred pieces of

~ cloth. One man—Marshall Cotter—got
i out $25,000 worth of kid gloves, and had. them placed on tbe sidewalk in a damaged
c condition. He offered ahackman $510 in
it value to take them to a place of safety. In

less than an hour he had tv tiee for his life,

and tho flames were not again cheated of
their prey.

Tho fire was now in Federal street, and
the wool-houses were going like oil facto-
ries. They could never have been attacked
at a more dangerous time, as they were
crammed from cellar to garret. Hundreds
of thousands of dollars worth were in hand
that mght have been delivered to customers
had it not been for the horse disease. In
one store alone there were a hundred
thousand dollars' worth of wools storetl
which were awaiting delivery. Minor, Beal
it Hackett had their stores packed full,
being their winter's stock, three hours be-
fore the firo enveloped it all. March
Brothers & Pierce had just put their winter
goods in the cellar and sent their summer
gi os upstairs to be made up.

The paper houses came next, and with
them went tlie majority of the large'deal-
ers. It had been hoped that the fire could
be stopped short of Franklin street, but
the stores theie were as vulnerable as on
others. The Freedman's National Bank
went at ten o'clock, ami an hour later the
National Bank of North America was in
as bail condition.

The fire swept in a northeasterly direc-
tion from there, and I cannot tell where it
willstop, Iwritethis with my hair singed
with flames, my face burning, and two or
three burns where the coals have flown
down my back.

The following streets are completely de-
stroyed: Kilby, Liberty Square, Central,
Water, Lindall, Congress, High, Devon-
shire, Franklin, Milk, Summer, Federal,
Pearl, and part of Bedford. A large num-
ber of families are homeless. It S heart-
rending.

Boston, November 10—1:30 P. M.—
The fire is checked. Stato street saved;
Broad street saved; all nortli and cast of
State street saved. The post-office is dam-
aged, and the backs of some few other
buildings on State street. A largo portion
of the best business section of tho city is in
ruins. Tho telegraph wires are all down
in tho city.

Boston, November 9.—A very extensive
conflagration is now raging at the comer
of Summer and Kingston streets. The
fire extends east and west on Kingston
street, and north and south on Summer
street.
j THE FIRST ALARM.. was sounded about half-past 7 o'clock, and
I was lollowed by the second, third, and- fourth inrapid succession. The first engine
i was hardly on the ground when the flames: burst from the fourth story of tho granite
; store —wholesale dry goods—corner ofSum-
i mer and Kingston streets. The fire caught
lin the engine-room, and the flames, follow-
i ing the elevator, were first seen under the
i roof., The buildings in the vicinity were four-

story granites with Mansard roofs. The
flames soon reached the roofs on the oppo-
site side of the street, far beyond the reach
of the engines, and in loss than thirty min-
utes the whole city in one direction was at
the mercy of the flames, which leaped from
roof to roof without hindrance. One great
dry gooi's house after another succumbed,
and the granite walls fell in the streets,
making them impassible.

RAPID SPREAD OF THE FLAMES.
Baton, November 10—9 A. M.—The

lire still rages, and the engines are being
driven back from station to station. Granite
blocks weighing tons were split in frag-
ments by the heat and hurlett across the
street. Bube's block, the finest business
structure in the city, is burned. Stewart's
rooms only fed the flames, whole pieces of
dry goods being sent whirling across the
square, firing stores on Devonshire street.

Every building, now heated to the verge
of spontaneous combustion, caught like
tinder. Deafening explosions are constant-
ly heard. The tenement-houses on the
upper end of Federal street now caught,
and crazed women rushed to and fro with
clothes and bedding in their arms. The
wool-houses on Federal street then caught.
They were crammed frem celler to garret
Willi woolen goods. The paper-houses
came next, 1recman's National Bank was
burned.

10 J. .V.—The National Bank ofNorth
America is burned. Tho loss at midnight
last night was estimated at $20,000,000.
Several insurance companies must succumb.
Three square miles of the city are in ashes,
and the fire is stillraging. Ihe post-offiQC,
with most of Congress street, will go.

PANIC IN THE CITY.
Boston, November 10—11 A. M.—The

fire has reached dimensions that simply
defy description. The people of Boston
now find themselves in great danger of
their lives. The loss of property and
houses are now scarcely thought of. The
people arc retiring before the flames to-
wards Trcmont and Court streets, where
the fire is supposed to bo unable to reach,
but tho gale which is blowing seems to
have no positive direction. Probably
Faneuil Hall and Quincy Market will go.
The Western Union Telegraph office was
abandoned at 8\ o'clock this morning.

TELEGAPH LINES ABANDONED.

Boston, November 10—12:30 P. M.—
The regular telegraph lines have all been
abandoned, but cable dispatches go by a
roundabout route without interruption.

THE CHIEF FIRE-KNGINEER KILLED.
Washington, November 10. — Special

dispatches say that State street and the
Parker house are saved. ('hief Fire-Engi-
neer Damerells has been killed by falling
walls. Five miles of streets have been
burned.
THE OLD SOUTH CHURCH AND THE

NEWSPAPER OFFICES.
2 P. M.—The fire is now believed to be

under control. The Old South church is
saved. The Transcript office is destroyed
and the Boston Post is badly damaged.

THIEVES AT WORK.

Buslon, November 10.—The places for
the custody of thieves are overwhelmed,
and they are now onls' arrested to bo dis-
charged.

The residences of tho Fort Hill section
are destroyed, including Gridley, High and
Broad streets, rendering hundreds of fami-
lies homeless. A portion of the walls of
Trinitychurch are standing.

The" fire has crossed Washington street.
THE POSTOFFICE AND SUB-TREASURY

BURNING.
Washington, November 10.—Secretary

Boutwell has received a dispatch that the
postofflce and Sub-Treasury are burning.
The mails are safe, and Faneuil Hall willbe
used for the postofflce.

There is no confirmation that the fire has
reached State street, and it is hoped the
dispatch to Mr. Boutwell alludes to the
new postofflce on Devonshire street.

TRADES PARALYZED.
Boston, November 10.—The conflagra-

tion was checked at 1 o'clock, after fifteen
hours' havoc and after having destroyed
hundreds of the costliest buildings in tho
country and temporarily paralyzing the
shoe and leather, wool and dry goods trades.
Not one wholesale shoe and leather estab-
lishment is left. The wool-houses have
suffered in like manner, and the dry goods
jobbing-houses arc few and far between.

Among the burned are Bowen ft Brown;
Sleeper, Fisk &Co.; Stephenson itBrothers;
D. P. Ives &. Co.; Despaux, Blake ft Co.;
A. D. Williamson ft Co.; and Rice, Kendall
it Oe. (paper dealers). The material of the
Transcript was put in the cellar, and some
of it may bo saved. The walls of the Post
building will probably stand.

The ninth regiment and detachments from
other regiments arc on duty protecting
properly.
PROGRESS OF THE CONFLAGRATION.

Boston, November 10.—The following
are the particulars of the progress of the
fire : At a quarter before 9 o'clock the
fire hail reached, in a nearly straight line,
from Congress street through Lindall to
Kilby street and Liberty Square, both sides
being on fire. The rear of the post-office,
on Lindall street, is burning, it having be-
come necessary to blow up tho building at
the comer of Congress street and Congress
Square, it was mined and exploded shortly
before I) o'clock. The large granite-front
building at the northwest corner of Lindall
and Kilby streets, occupied by Vincent &
nutchings, insurance brokers, J. W. Ed-
wards, and others, was also blown up at
the same hour, though the effect of the
blast was apparently of no material advan-
tage. The inside was shattered, but the
walls and much of the woodwork was left
standing, the latter in a condition to ac-
celerate rather than retard the progress of
the fire. The flames are making their way
with rapid certainty towards the corner of
Broad antl State streets. The fire willin
all probability strike State street near the
corner of Kilby, it being only three doors
distant at 9 o'clock. An effort is making
to arrest the flames by blowing up the
brick building which is tho third door from
the State street front, but three explosions
failed to make the desired impression.

Nearly every building back of the S .ate-
Street front, between Congress and Broad
streets has been already mined, while kegs
of powder, with the match in readiness for
lighting, are placed under a large number
of buildings in the vicinityof Broad street,
ready to rend them in pieces. Quito a dis-
tance of the Kilby-street front and State
street, where tho fire is hottest, is of heavy
granite, with but little or no ornamental
work to catch the flames; but next to it is
a very high granite building belonging to
tbe Shoe and Leather Exchange, ana only
separated from the raging fire by it.

On Milk street the fire has passed below
the corner of Oliver street on both sides
and is very hot, with only a single small
block of Wildings between it and Broad
street. Right in the vicinity are many
large stores filled with oil, paints and

liquors, and if these arc caught there seems
to De no possible stop to the Ilames before
they reach tho water in this direction, but
there is yet a small chance to save State
street by fearlessness and promptness.

In the square fa Tied by Doane, State,
Kilby, and Hroad streets, at!) o'clock therewas only one building on fire, and that hasjust commenced at tho corner of Kilby andDoane streets.

In other nuarlers the fire seems to have
somewhat abatod, or at least reached its
extreme limit. Ifthe flames are not stoppetl
by some superhuman effort inKilby streetthe followingbanks willhavo to succumb:Atlantic National, Atlas National, Eagle
National, and the Shoe and Leather Na-tional. There are also a large number ofinsurance companies in the same street
threatened with the same disaster.The Merchants' Exchange, including the
post-office, has gone. The mails, however,have been saved, and the post-office will
be opened in Padeuil Hall to-morrow at 8
o'clock.

The fire is sweeping up Devonshire, t'on-
grcss, and Water streets.

At 11 A. M. itwas believed the fire wasso far under control that it would not crossState street.
At half-past 11 o'clock the progress of

"\u25a0 *• towards the water, in the directionor Kilby and Central streets, seemed to heeffectually stopped, and the streams of wa-
ter were used m extinguishing the flamesamong the ruins, which present an ap-
pearance of desolation.

The Commercial Printing-House is situ-ated in a four-story brick block on thesouth corner of Central and Kilby streets.
On the opposite corner is another four-
story brick building, which is completely
demolished inside.

By tho most strenuous exertions thefiremen succeeded in subduing tho flamesabout the post-office, so that about noonnothing is discernible in the interior iv theway of a blaze, and strong hopes are enter-tained that the building will be saved,though various departments in tho inside
will be thoroughly drenched with water.

The Fire Believed t„ be Checked.

the direction of the water is checked, andthe fire seems to lie well under control
everywhere.

The new post-office and Sub-Treasury
building was for a long timeexposed to the
fierce flames, but was scarcely scarred.
This massive fire-proof structure saved the
boston Post building, directly opposite, and
helped greatly in preventing the fire from
reaching Stato street. The Old South
church also escaped, though several times
g'yen UP -or lost. The costly and beauti-
ful Iranscript building, and Courier, to
Trott s jewelry establishment, on the oppo-
site corner of .Milk street, were burned.Tho Eastern Express office was saved.Two steam fire-engines came from Port-land with 400 leading citizens, headed by
Mayor Kingsbury, to proffer every aid intheir power.

The fire was got well under control alittle after midday and has not extended
since. The following are the
OENERAL BOUNDARIES OF THE OON-

FLAORATION:
The whole length of both sides of Sum-mer street, across Federal and near down

to Drake's wharf, and thence in nearly adirect line to Fort Hill;along Hamilton
street and Battery March to Kilby street,as far as Lindall and Central streets, andfrom Milk to Summer street, on Washing-
ton street. Within these boundaries is anarea ot about seventy acres.

Chicago, by telegraph, proffers sympa
thy and aid.

Fire-engines, by special train from New
lork, arrived this morning.

Tho loss is now estimated at from $30,---000,000 to $90,000,000, and the insurance
at from $21,000,000 to 822,000,000. A
good many persons were injured and sev-eral killed.

Boston, November 11—2 A. M.—A
gas explosion has again started the fire,
which has crossed Washington street to-
wards Temple Place. The block corner ofWashington and Summer streets jh
doomed.

Boston, November 11-0 A. M.—Thefire is once more under control, boing keptwithin the block between Summer andAvon streets. A fireman has just fallenoff-he top of a building on Summer street.
There were three explosions of gas at

3:30 A. M., the gas being only shut oil'
from a portion of tho city.

Perfect order has been maintained gen-
erally within the streets, and the people
begin to be relieved from the terrible ex-
citement of the uncertainty regarding the
spread of the fire.

New York, November 11 .—There is no
truth in the sensational dispatches that the
fire in Boston has gone beyond the limits
reported in the 6 o'clock dispatches this
morning. The burnt district is watched
and tho fire is well under control.

New York, November 11.—Stocks areuanicky in consequence of the Boston fire.Prices have declined from live to ten per

cent. The following suspensions are re-
ported : S. V. White, Pellot, Perry ,fc Co.,H. A. Wilcox, R. J. Kimball .t Co.—all
on the long side market, and for whose ac-
count the stocks were sold out under tho
rule. Stocks are now steadier, and it ap-
pears that tbe worst is over.

Gold opened at 114(3.114}. There is noinformation regarding the action of the
Ireasury department. Nearly all the insu-rance companies have their windows pla-
carded with statements showing their con-dition. Tho heaviest losers are the large
companies who are the best able to standit.

The EH'eci In Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, November 11.—There is
great depression in stocks, cotton, groce-
ries and breadstufls, but without marked
change. Wool, leather, boots and shoes
are held for a material advance.

The Board of Underwriters held a meet-
ing this morning, and in order to prevent
policy holders from transferring tlieir poli-
cies toother companies, advanced the rates
on meichandise 50 per cent., and on all
special risks, 90 per cent., to take effect im-
mediately.

Condition of Insurance Companies.
New York, November 11.—Thu _£tna

Insurance Company, of Hartford, has bul-
letined at its office here, that its lossesby the Boston fire will not exceed $1-
-000,000, and that its financial status will
not be affected thereby, capital beingSs.-
--000,000. '

San Francisco, November 11.—The
Fireman's Fund Company, has $1,000,---000 of risks in Boston, and will pay
up promptly.

Washington, November 11.—The Secre-
tary of tho Treasury this morning received
a telegram from the president of the Mer-
chants' Bank of Boston, saying there is no
reason for a panic if the hanks stand firm.
The loss is large, but it falls upon persons
who are generally able to sustain it, I

_ Another telegram to the Secretary, dated
New York, this morning, says the disposi-
tion to create a panic has abated, and tho
writer gratuitously suggests that there is
no need for the Secretary to do anything.

Information has been received that so far
as the treasury is concerned no losses have
been sustained by the fire, the funds and
books being uninjured.
