Bills, &c, introduced and referred :

:By Mr. Greene: A bill lo amend and
i re-enact chapter GS of the Coe.e of Virginia

(1860) so as to establish depositories of pub-
lic money in the cities of U'chmond, Pe-
tersburg, Norfolk, Lynchburg and Alexan-
dria.

By Mr. Holladay: A bill to provide for
the sale of the Armory ground-i belonging
to the Commonwealth.

By Mr. Robinson: A bill in regard to
weapons.

By Mr. Lackland: A bill declaring and
prescribing what fees a justice of the
peace may charge for services connected
with the trial of warrants for small claims.

By Mr. Ward: A resolution of inquiry
whether tho Alexandria, Loudoun nnd
Hampshire railroad has not made such a
forfeiture as to give tho Board of Public
Works the right lo resume absolute own-

ership of tho State stock the said road sold
by the Board of Public Works to said
company under tho act of April 17, 1807.

Read third time and engrossed :
Senate bill to exempt citizens of Tan-

gier, Syxes and Chincotcague islands from
jury service was taken up, on motion of
Mr. Taylor of Loudoun, read the f-econd
time nnd ordered to be engrossed and
read a third time; also Senate bills, to
provide for tho collection of thn revenue of
the city ofNorfolk for the year 1872 ; pre-
scribing tho duties and compensation of*
county officers.

Mr. Sterns was granted leave of absence
for two days from yesterday.

On motion of Mr. Herndon, tho Senato
resolved itself into executive session, and,
having dispatched the business before it,
the doora wero opened.

The following resolution was adopted by
the Senato in executive session :

The Senate amendment was agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Booker, under sus-
pension of the rules, Houso billto incorpo-
rate the town of Martinsville, Henry
county, with Senate amendment, was put
on the calendar.

On motion of Mr. Mathew, House billto
repeal nn act in forco March 7, 1872,
declaring what shall be received inpayment
of taxes, was put on calendar.

Cn m ition of Mr. O'Ferrail, House bill
to prevent tho funding of the outstanding
bond-, stocks and interest certificates of
the Stato and the exchange of registered
for coupon bonds, was placed upon the
calendar.

Public Schools of the State.—
Written reports from county and city su-
perintendents of public schools received by
W. 11. Ruffncr, state superintendent, and
embodied in his second annual report,
show a gradual increase of interest in the
question of education and confidence in the
present syst em of common schools. Thus,
93 counties and cities report a gain in pub-
lic sentiment during ihe year, six report no
change, five report favorably, one not
heard from. The colored people of the
state manifest a great desire for education.
Great improvement in the qualification of
teachers is observable. Teachers' insti-
tutes were hold in 77 counties aud cities
during the year. There has been a grati-
fying improvement in the school-houses
and furniture. Two school-houses were
destroyed by fire during the year ; suppos-
ed to have been tho work of incendiaries.

_»»
Pop-Crackers Aoain.—A few years

ago a stable balonging lo a prominent I'citi-
zen of Richmond was burned, the fire
being communicated by a pop-crae?ker,
which boys were permitted to explode in
any part ofthe city. In the stablo were a
horse, a very valuable cow, carriage, har-
ness, and the season's supply of provender,
besides other property, all of which were
consumed with the building. Afew years
ago the city of Portland, Maine, was
almost wholly destroyed by lire, tho con-
flagration having its origin in a holiday
rocket. Almost every year people are
killed by runaway horses, frightened by
pop-crackers. Ladies and children traverse
our streets Christmas and New Year's day,
if they go out at all. in mortal dread of the
fire squibs which unruly boys are permit-
ted to set oft" in the streets. Wo hopo tho
use of pop-crackers, rockets, Ac., will be
prohibited during tha npproaching Christ-
ma., and New Year.

Richmond Institute.—This institu-
tion for the training of colored preachers
and teachers, located at the corner ofMain
and Nineteenth streets, was establish"!
about five years ago. Superintendent
Rutfner report. il'»t during last year
eighty-three adult males were in attend-
mi-_i, about sixty of whom aro prepar-
ing for tho ministry. The institu-
tion is open to all denominations, and
instruction is free to all. Last year, of
those preparing for tho ministry, more than
forty were supported, wholly or in part, as
beneficiaries ofthe American Baptist Home
Mission Society, under the auspices of
which the school is conducted. There are
at present four regular instructors. Rev.
0. H. Corey is thepnncipal.

ment by Jay Gould with the Erie Rail-
road Company was the main topic of con-
versation throughout the city last night.

lhe proposal for a settlement was com-
municated in a letter by Jay Gould, ad-
dressed to President Wilson, of the ErieRailroad, on December 17. Ho stated
that since his resignation of tho presi-

conveyance to tho company oi the
property belonging to it, which he
held in his norae, but to which he
says he never made any claim. During
his administration ho made various pur-
chases ofproperty for the company, with
money ofhis own, the benefit of which ac-
crued to the road. Upon the construction
placed by Mr. Watson on his accounts, he
was charge with all the moneys and hence
he believed the properties in ques-
tion belonged to him, and if they
were now transferred, he would
be credited with their value. Owing to the
state in which he was compelled to leave
his accounts on his withdrawal from thecompany, and the loss of his account-book,
some things remained unexplained. The
various pieces of real estate in dispute,
therefore, he proposed to convey to the
company, and in addition, the Grand Opera
House and adjacent properties owned by
himself and Fisk. "Ido this," he says,
"for the sake of peace."
