security and protection to the people than

is likely to bo the case with special legis-

lation. Pass such a general law, and every

railroad project in the State of any solid

value- to the people, can be inaugurated

and pushed forward to completion with as

much advantage to capitalists as if they

had a dozen special charters at their coin-

Let capital, and individual antl collective
enterprise, have free scope and energy in
Virgiuia. It is no timeto throw obstacles
in the path of public improvement and
progress in the State. Railroads are want-
ed, and capital stands ready to meet the

want. Let our Legislature extend the

same rights and privileges to all. Let capital

construct railroads as freely as it would

build warehouses or blocks of commercial
buildings. They may not all pay big divi-

cheap and rapid transportation, and in

uanced values to real estate and other
sductivo properties, so that no railroad
n come amiss, be it builtby whose capital

it may.
The usury question is also one that

should receive a solution at tho hands of
the General Assembly. Our legislation on
this subject should conform to that ofother
states around us, and to the demands ex-
isting in the monetary centers of the coun-
try. To turn the currents of trade and

commerce so that they shall have free
courso in tho State, we must remove all
barriers and restrictions to the one great

agency that vitalizes productive industry,

and moves it when vitalized.

POWER Ol' MARRIED WOMEN TO

eoSIRACT I> REFERENCE TO
HER SEPARATE ESTATE.
The Chicago Legal News reports a very

important decision affecting tho rights of
married women to control their own prop-
erty. Tho News says: Tho opinion of
our Supreme court, delivcrcdby Scott, J.,
holding that a married woman can execute

a lease on her separate real estate for a

term of years that will be binding during
coverture without her husband joining in
the executing or consentiug thereto, and
that a contract \nade by her in regard
to her separate properly, fairly entered
into, must be held to be valid h. law. No
valid reason can be given why a married
woman, under our statutes, shouii

not be held bound by her con
tracts relating to her separate
property, and be liable to be sued thereon

in an action at law. The repeated dccis.
ions of our Supreme court that all reme-
dies against married women upon their
contracts, or to change their separate prop-
erty, must be, brought ou tho equity side of
the court, are, in our opinion, unreasona-
ble and contrary to the letter and spirit of
our statute. We can sec no reason why

married women, ifthey are allowed to own
property and sue upon contracts when to

their advantage, should not be held by their

contracts and be liable to bo sued in a
court of law and compelled to pay their
debts the same as married men are.
