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FARM WORK I'Olt JAM'ART.

[From tho American Agriculturist.]

The Cellar should be thoroughly venti-
lated whenever the temperature outside
is above the freezing point. This is abso-
lutely necessary for tho health of the fami-
ly. Tho fruit and vegetables willalso keep
bettor. It is very convenient to have a
thermometer hanging in the cellar, and
whenever the temperature rises above 45 •a door or window, or both, may be opened,
even on the coldest days, for a few min-
utes, prov'ded the stream of cold air docs
not fail directly on anything easily affected
by frost. How low you may safely ro-
.-j-o tho temperature in the cellar depends
on its construction. If it is "a warm cel-
lar," itwill do no harm to keep the door
and windows open until tho temperature of
the cellar is down to within a few degrees
of freezing; but if the cellar is at all lia-
ble to freeze in cold weather, itwillnot be
safe to reduce the temperature so low, be-
cause if a very cold, windy night should
follow the potatoes might bo frozen.
Should there be danger of this, a kettle or
two of boiling water sprinkled about the
cellar floor before going to bed willdo
much to prevent frost. Water in freezing
gives out heat. And we have had our cis-
tern in the cellar freeze over an inch thick,
while potatoes in the same cellar were not
injured.

Apples should be examined, and those
commencing to decay removed from the
shelves or barrels, and placed by them-
selves, for immediate use. It should not
be forgotten that a decaying apple that
touches another apple willsoon rot it; but
more than this, the presence of decaying
fruit in a cellar has a tendency to induce
decay even in fruit that is not in direct con-
tact with it. Remove all afl'ected fruit from
the cellar as soon as possible.

Animals must recsivo regular, and irre-
gular, attention. They cannot help them-
selves. Their daily wants must be sup-
plied—and these vary somewhat according
to th? weather. It is here that the intelli-
gence, promptness and experience of tho
farmer manifest themselves. Where (Jiere
i3much stock to attend to, and only say
two persons to do tho work, it is important
to know what to do first. This willvary ac-
cording to circumstances. Ivour own case,
commencing say at half-past five in tho
morning, the horses aro first attended to,
the stable cleaned out, and the horses fed
and watered. Then feed and milk the
cows. Then breakfast. Tho first thing
after breakfast, or about sunrise, feed the
sheep their grain, clean out the racks, and
give fresh straw or ha}'. Then feed tho
pigs, attending to the youngest first; and
then feed tho poultry a little grain. After
this, clean horses, pump water for tho
sheep, clean out the cow-stables, and water
the cows, clean out pig-ptns, and do what-
ever is necessary to make them consfortable.
Cook food for pigs, slice turnips for tho
sheep and mangles for the cows an. pigs,
and get everything ready for next morn-
ing's feeding. This is a great point. Much
work can be done before breakfast, provi-
ded everything is ready to your hand.

Horses. —lf possible, find something for
your teams to do, Avoid expos-
ing them to severe storms. Use the brush
freely, and feed more or less grain. It is
cheaper than hay. A common mistake is
to keep horses in the stable for days or
weeks, and then perhaps take a load of
grain or wood eight or ten miles to market,
and when there let them stand out in the
cold. The horses are weak from want of
exercise and nutritious food, and when
they get home they are in an exhausted
condition. Grain is perhaps then given
them—and the end is indigestion, colic,
aud death. A warm bran-mash mignt
have saved them. But steady work and
liberal feeding are the true preventives.

Cows. —There are an unusual number of
farrow cows in the country. Ifthey are giv-
ing milk, andjare good cows, feed liberally,
and continue to milk them. Ifserved now,
they would calve next fall, and new milch-
cows at that time often bring good prices.
Farrow cows, when wellfed, give very rich
milk. Cows expected to come in early in
spring are usually allowed to go dry this
month. This is the practice of the writer.
Some of our associates advocate high feed-
ing and milking to within a few weeks of
calving. It depends much on the breed
and the mode of feeding. Breeding aud
feeding for milk, and milk alone, for gene-
ration after generation, is one cause of
abortion. Our own aim is to get the cows
in good, strong, healthy condition during
winter, and we feed grain enough to keep
them about half fat—say two or three
quarts of corn-meal per day mixed with
cut feed.

Young Slock should always bo fed liber-
ally,and provided with comfortable quar-
ters.

Keep the Cows Clean by the free use of
the card or currycomb and brush. Ifyou
do not "believe in it," try it ona few cows,
and let the others go dirty. V-U willsoon
be satisfied that it pays to make the cows
clean and comfortable.

Swine. —Sell all that are fat, and turn
your attention to the young and breeding
stock. We shall probably have better
prices for pork next year, and shall get pay
for good breeding and good feeding. Last
fall's pigs should have the best of food,
and warm, dry, well-ventilated pens. Keep
them clean, aud give a suppfy of fresh
water. Let them have access to a mixture
of ashes,-salt, charcoal and sulphur, and,
better still, superphosphato made by mix-
ing ten pounds of burnt bones with ten
pounds of water, and then stirring in ten
pounds of sulphuric acid. Mix this with
the ashes, etc., and let the pigs have all
they willoat. It is especially good for pigs
troubled with tumors caused by eating too
much corn. Breeding sows should have
plenty ofexercise, and food enough to keep
them in a good, healthy, thrifty condition.

Sheep. —Keep them dry, giving breeding
ewes as much exercise as possible, but
avoid exposure to storms, especially of
rain. Keep the w«ak sheep in separate
pens from the strong, and the lambs sepa-
rate from tho old sheep, and feed them
better. See "Hints" for last month.- Grain is cheap. —Halfa pound of grain
per day to each 100 lbs. live-weight will
not hurt either horses, cows, or sheep,
but, on the contrary, willdo them a great
deal of good, and pay far better than feed-
ing hay or straw alone. Fattening animals
may have one pound of grain per day for
each 100 lbs. live-weight. Th» is the
average, but it is well to give a lilfcless at
first, and increase gradually as the animals
get used to it. ln very cold weathor they
may have a littlemore.
WORK IN THE HORTICULTURAL DE-

PARTMENTS.
Tho wintry weather of December does

not hold forth much promise of pleasant
days for out-door work in January. There
now is time for making up reports, for fu-
ture reference, upon tho different crops,
their quality, productiveness, etc. One
trialofa new fruit or flower is seldom
enough to determine its value; different
soils and exposures have much to do with
results, and affect quality as well as quan-
tity. Tho commercial gardener does not
experiment much with new sorts ; this
is mainly left to the amateur cultivator.
Information upon new varieties is given i.i
the horticultural departcr.©'. ofThe Agricul-
turist, and their comparitive value stated.
Every gardener and fruit-raiser should be
provided with at least one standard

no one can really afford to be without
them, however well-informed he may bo
in regard to his calling. If the practice of
keeping a record of tho different crops,
their yield, etc., has never been attempted,
commence at once, and in {he end it will
be found a very valuable return for tho
timo spent. By keeping such a record,
one in a few years acquires a stock of in-
formation which he can get in no other
way, and a knowledge which increases in
value year by year. Tho weekly gather-
ing at tho neighborhood farmers' club, will
not bo neglected; it tends to promote
friendly feelings between those engaged in
similar branches of horticulture, and plans
are often suggested and hints given wh eh
prove of great value.

FRUIT GARDEN.
A fruitgarden is better if made separate

from tho vegetable garden,but to many this
willseem v needless waste of room. The
majority of farmers and gardeners take ad-
vantage of every available spaco between
the rows of trees and small fruits. More
thorough and careful culture can be given
the trees and small fruits if the ground is
not occupied with vegetables. Afruit gar-
den should be situated in a well-sheltered
spot, aud where the soil is easily
drained, either naturally or artificially.
Tn selecting varieties, duo regard should
be had to both early and late sorts, so that
the crops willcover as long a season as pos-
sible. If farmers would have (heir sons re-
main upon the farm, they should pay more
attention to the cultivation of choice fruit
and vegetables, and try to LtiDJI in them
an interest for horticulture as wollas farm-
ing. Very littlecan de done now except to
make plans to be executed in the spring,
and occassionally, when a mild day comes,

feto
prune the grape-vines, gooseberries, and

sucli small fruits and trees as require it.
