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Wr want good men from the North to settle
:i - citizens here that tliey may assist us In up-
holdingthe great Oon-ervative cause, which is
so essential to the security ofour stale from the
political curse which is scdeadening and dam-
ning to lliose states south of us that have been
engulfed in the black waters of Radicalism.—
Enquirer.

We must confess to an admiration of a
high order for this most unique, liberal and
generous want on the part of The Enquirer.
The class of immigrants it wants from the.
North (and inforentially from all other
quarters) is that every excellent class (of
course) which will settle here as citizens,
"that they may assist in upholding the great
Viinsersatirc cause" in Virginia.'

time.

The "good men from the North," who
are appealed to to aid in "upholding the
•reat Conservative party" of Virginia,
would do well to come from Wall street
and share in the general plunder of these
three grand Conservative measures ; and we
would advise them to bring enough of the
"nasal twang" with them, ifnot eyes sin-
gle to their own stock-gambling interest, to
spy out all tho terrible "Spy Nozys" in
this, at present, unhappy land.
