The New York Tribune correspondent
at the Lynchburg convention, charges
upon this gentleman the attempt, while
acting as temporary chairman, to defeat
(olonel Hughes ; and further, that he had
made a bargain to secure for himself the
United States district judgship, in case of a
vacancy. Both these charges we denounce
as unqualifiedly false. General Wickham is
a true and consistent Republican. No man
in Virginia is more firmly grounded in the
principles of Republicanisma than he, but
he is not a professional politician, The
vast business of the Chesapeake and Ohio
railroad, of which he is the able executive
head, leaves little time to attend to the de-.
tails of politics, But no man possesses in
a higher degree than he, the confidence of
the entire Republican party, and we may
say, also, of the people of Virginia gene-
rally.

To a powerful, well-balanced and disci-
plined intellect, ho unites a noble and gen-
erous heart, alive to every just obligation,
No one would approach him to make any
corrupt bargain,  IIis support of Major
MeMahon in the late convention was dicta-
ted by the best motives. It was nof con-
tingent upon any reciprocal support of him-
gelf or friends for any office, and any
statement to the contrary is false. Iis
selection as temporary chairman was not
of his own seeking. Tt was the general
desire that he should accept the permanent
chairmanship, but he could net remain
longer.

General Wickham has persistently re-
fused every office tendered him., The
nomination for Congress in the Richmond
district 'was offered him last fall, when
his election would have been certain, but
he refased, Should a vacancy occur in the
office of district judge the people would
indeed be fortunate to secure such a man
to fill it. But to ascribe to him as'a mo-
tive for the part he took in the recent con-
vention a desire for that office is wholly
false and unjust.

When General Wickbam is willing to
take an office we hazard nothing in saying
that he will be unanimously nominated by
acclamation and triumphantly elected.
Deservedly and universally beloved and
admired, he has no need to make political
bargains, For the present he serves the
public most acceptably at the head of a
corporation that is vitally important to the
welfare of Virginia.

“The Black Man Against the White
Man ?—Orthe White Man Agailnst the
Black Man?”

This is the text of The Enquirer’s long
leader Sunday morning, in which it still
labors to exeite hatred and terror in the
minds of the ignorant white population ot
the state, We say ignorant, because such
appeals are an insult to every white man of
ordinary intelligence in Virginia. The Re-
publican party now has its candidates and
its platform of prineiples before the people.
The questian is not what negroes, or Ger-
mans, or Irishmen might wish to do
il they were in power, but what will
Colonel Robert W, Hughes do, as governor,
and his associates in their respective posi-
tions. What are the public and solemn
declarations of these men, and of the party
which nominated them ?  Has Colonel
Hughes “ changed his race, and would %e
change his color if he could?” Heis a
Republican, and the trusted leader of the
Republican host, but #o man dare publicly
to slander and villify Zim. Would he, if
governor, directly or indirectly aid or give
countenance o any attempt at negro su-
premacy 7 Everybody knows that such a
charge or insinuation is Is
there anything in the Republk:an phtl'orm

which can possibly be construed to me:n

the aggrandizement of one race at the ex-
pense of the other. Nothing. On the
contrary, it is full of expedients looking to
the common welfare.

We appeal to all honest and fair-minded
men whenwe say, that a party which pre.
gents good men for their suffrages, upon a
good platform, has given the highest proof
of its claim to their confidence. The can-
didates of a party may be properly attack-
ed, or its prineiples, but if both are unex-
ceptionable, that party must win, All
pleading to the personnel of a party is
irrelevant. In this case it is dishonest and
unmanly. We demand of our opponents
that this fight be carried on according to
the laws of honorable party warfare. Let
them atthck our candidates and our plat-
form, but let them not stoop to slander our
humble masses who are able to make no
defense.

The Condition of Western Farmers,
A correspondent of the New York 'Lri-
bune has just been to see our old friend
S. M. Smith, of Kewanee, Illinois, the
leader of the new farmers’ association.
Mr. Smith is a splendid specimen of our
western farmer, lives and labors upon the
farm himself, and, though sixty years old,
i3 as young and fresh as a boy. His
knowledge of the questions which now in-
terest the producing clagses is general and
profound. The correspondence well dis-
plays the difficulties and losses to which
farmers in the West are compelled to sub-
mit. Tt is quite proper for those of our own
people who propose to go west to consid-
er, before leaving a state, where, with in
dustry, economy and patience, they can
do well. We publish Mr. Smith’s state-
ment in another column. He shows that
it costs about sixteen dollars per acre to

raise and market an acre of corn. The
price of corn at this tune is twenty cents a
bushel there, the distance from Chicago being
about one hundred and twenty miles; land
is worth forty dollars per acre. These are
telling facts.

SENATOR MORTON has been engaged
at Washington in preparing his report for
he Senate committee on privileges and elec-
tions, upon the proposed election of the
president and vice-president of the United
‘States by direct vote of the people, in-
stead of by the _intervention of electoral
colleges. §

Ie is represented as in favor of dividing
the states into presidential districts of equal
population and contiguous territory, and
giving each district a single vote for presi-
dent and vice-President, a plan which he
thinks would strike a blow at the tyranny
of caucus party conventions.

The Senator will refer in his report to
the debates in the convention of 1787, and
show how the best minds m the body
pointed out the dangers of the method

adopted. Ie will vrefer to the
cases of Jefferson, Burr, Adams
and Jackson to illustrate the em-

barrassments and perils of the electoral
college system., In short, he will advo-
cate the district system as preferable to
giving every voter in every state a direct
and independent vote for president and
vice-president. The Senator expects to
Carry his committee, and hopes to advance
the measure considerably beforé Congress
as early as next session.

THE good sense of the elder Weller’s
advice to Samivel is confirmed almost
every day. The latest instance is that of a
widow of 50, named Shea, who recently
sued her godson, Mr. Davis, in a Dublin
court for breach of promise of marriage.
The widow to all appearances made a good
showing, but the godson showed beyond all
denial that - Mrs: Shea was a born maneeu-
verer, with whom he was never safe unless
others were present. e also showed that
the old lady was in the habit of smoking;
and appealed to the jury to ask themselves
whether they would ever promise to marry
a woman who not only smoked, but, in
addition, was old enough to be the grand-
mother of any of them. Notwithstanding
the proverbial gsllantry of the Irishman, the
jury found a verdict for her, awarding her
just sixpence, or sufficent to buy a new pipe
and a plug of tobacco! Another melan-
choly proof of the wrongs inflicted upon
;woman by the tyrant man !
