ve. Popham and Lewis—A Large
Crowd.

7o the BEditor of The State Journal :

A joint debate before a large assemblage
of ladies and gentlemen has just been
cloged at our place. A stand had been
constructed by the Congervatives, with
carpeted floor and most tastefully decora-
ted, and from this pomt, which is in the
court green, the speaking took place. The
division of time was more fair to the Re-
publicans than is usual, and the large
crowd of intelligent persons remained
quiet and attentive——many of them stand-
ing for five hours in the presence of the
gpeakers, Mr, Daniel’s speech was the
least effective, it is saidy of any he has
made, and failed to elicit any enthusiasm.

It was nevertheless a respectable effort.
Ife was followed by L. L. Lewis, esq., of
Culpeper, and never did I hear a Repu{)li-
can gpeech accorded more earnest atten-
tion, 1ledealt in facts and figures, and by
his solid argument must have carried con-
viction to many minds. e was succeeded
by Captain George D. Wise in a violent
and denunciatory speech, during which he
made some severe allusions to that part of
Mr. Lewis’ speech wherein Mr. L. avowed
his hostility to the war, and said that he
had avoided any participation in the
struggles, Mr, Wige described his own mil-
itary conduct, and condemned severely the
neutrality of Mr. Lewis. This gained for
him the applause of the boys,but in the opin-
ion of the judicions part of this community
the war is over, and as there were scores of
persons present who are tired of having the
war, the war, the war dinned in their ears by
cvery little captain and corporal in the land,
the effect of Mr. Wise’s onslanght was be-
yond a doubt disastrous o his party. Praise
of the Confederate cause,abuse of the negro,
and the old stercotyped talk of the interest
and honor of Virginia, constituted the n-
flammatory harangue of Mr. Wise. At
times he was eloguent and impressive, but
as usual entirely too violent to give satis-
faction to a large proportion of well-disposed
whites.

Colonel Popham’s was the last speech of
any length, and was a strong and convinc-
ing cffort. The way in which he handled
Iz opponents on their false and unfounded
issue of white or black was masterly.
t'hey must have felt it keenly. Ilis speech
was eloquent and strong, though at times a
little too violent.

T'he discussion will do us good here, and
the county of Orange may be counted for
the Republicans.
