One of the most serious obstacles to the
egtablishment of varied industries in Vir-
#inia is to be found in the great scarcity of
akilled labor here. For that scarcity the
short-sighted and utterly indefensible policy
of the Trades Unions is largely responsible.
These organizations undertake to limit by
arbitrary rules the number of apprentices.
Thus the great mass of our youth are shut
ont from thoge employments to which they
are naturally attracted and for which they
have special fitness of physical and mental
powers, We can scarcely conceive of a
greater wrong inflicted upon a child than
to shut it owk from the opportunities
of an honest and industrious life. Thou-
sands are thus doomed to poverty and
orime, The streets of this city are
thronged with children and youth living in
enforced idlenesss - They are acquiring
habits which ensure at best worthless and
miserable lives, They will fill our jails
and poor-houses and yield a full crop to
the prison cell and the gallows. They
will furnish material for the festering pools
of vice and corruption, whose stench-pol-
lutes the air, and from which disease and
deathogo forth into the finest domes to
snatch the loveliest forms from its happy
circle,

It is in the legitimate scope of munici-
pal authority to save this vast loss to so-
ciety and shield it from the dangers inci-
dent to the decay of its living forces.

1. We must have reform schools and
work-houses for children with bad tenden-
cles,

@&2. We must have compulsoryeducalion,
at least for all neglected children.

3. The city should at once establish
workshops far *boys and girls in connection
with its system of ~education, In these
the most systematic thorough nstruc-
tion should be givens A practical as
well as theoretieal knowledge should be
acquired by each boy and girl of some
trade by which they could obtain a liveli=
hood. The graduate of such scools would
be eagerly sought. ‘They would become
the feeders of a greaf industrial move=~
ment, which would hurry wealth and
prosperity to the city that had thus wisely
saved them from idleness; and vice, It is
true that this proposition is somewhat new
on this side of the water, but it is an
achieved success in Europe.

Let Richmond cast aside the character
of a mere blind follower of others and be-
come a leader, as she may, among the
cities of the land. Why should she be
content to equal the third-rate cities of the
country ? Why fold around her the musty

. robes of a stipid conservatism when the
world is wakening to the electric thrill of
fresh thought? Now, with the opening of
the new year, let her begin in earnest the
work of saving her poor children from de-
struction and making them a blessing to
themselves and to the state, by opening
for each the path to an honorable, useful
and happy life.
