DECISION AGAINST WHEELER.

Washington, Feb. 8..The inquiry
ordered Dy the House of Representa¬
tives ss to what moiiibots had forfeited
their seats by reason of accepting other
offices ended to-day with tho finding
by the Judiciary Committee that Major
General Wheeler, a member from Ala¬
bama; Colonel James R. Campbell, of
Illinois; Colonel David G. Colson, of
Kentuckj, and Major Edward E. Rob¬
bins, of Pennsylvania, had vacated their
ieati in tbe House by accepting com¬

missions in the army. At tho same
bime the committee determined that
none of the members of Congress serv¬

ing on civil commissions had thereby
vacated their seats in the House.
The Judiciary Committee has been

londucling the inquiry for several dayr,
ind to-day, after an arduous session,
r-nded, and tbe injunction of secrecy
was removed.

EAGAN'S PUNISHMENT.

It is said th it the sentence which the
President will impose upon Brigadier-
general Charles P. Eagan, commissary-
general of subsistence, will be suspen-
don (rom rank and duty for a period
~>t six ytars, ending with his retirement
from active service on January lGth,
L905.

It is expected the President's decij-
on will be formally announced within
i few days. With General Egan under
tuspension, it will be impossible to ap¬
point an t fficer of the subsistence corps
:ommissary-general. Colonel Weston,
irho has been detailed as acting com-

nissary-general, will conduct the af¬
fairs of the office, but he cannot obtain
.ither thc lank or pay of commissary-
general until the retirement of General.
Sagan, when he may be given the ap-
jointment.
