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COWPEA CULTURE.
riant Between Corn Ilo-v* nnd Atti

Small Grain In Tnt In .iiinf.

The place In tho rotation usually n
signed to cowpoas is thal of a parti
crop planted between thc corn rows i
the last or next to the last ctiltivatio
or oise that of a second crop on tl
land where oats, wheat or rye 1ms bet
harvested. It ls not putting the matti
too strongly to say that 8<i per eent <

the acreage of oom In Alabama abott!
have eowpeas between the rows an
that at least SO per cent or tbe an
from which small grain ls cut In Ma
and June should be planted in cov
peas.
On sandy upland where the cor

rows are five feet apart we prefer t
plant the cowpoas in a single drill hal
way between the lines of corn and t
plant at the next to the last cultivatioi
so that the last cultivation serves als
to give the eowpeas a start. On gooi
bottom land, well supplied with moil
ture, we prefer to sow cowpoas broad
cast in corn, aud this, of course, cai
be done only at the time of the las
cultivation.
On rich land care should be taker

thr.t the sowing of cowpoas, especial..
Of the running varieties, does not tak<
place so early that the corn crop wil
be overrun by tho vinos. Avoidance ol
this trouble lies either in late planting
or in the use of the bunch varieties.
In drilling cowpoas between the corn

rows we obtain a more uniform start
by employing the planter than by drop
ping the seed by hand in the first or
center scrape furrow and covering witta
the two siding furrows of the scrape
run next to the corn.
We havo employed numerous meth¬

ods of planting cowpoas after sinull
grain. Since work is pressing at this
season and the soil sulliciontly moist
for plowing only for relatively brief
periods our usual policy is to plant tho
seed without walting to make thorough
preparation.
There is roora for considerable inge¬

nuity in determining the best method
of completing the preparation and giv¬
ing the first cultivation. One of tho
most important aims to be kept in view
in this is to keep the land nearly level
60 that the plants may better resist
drought and so that a mower may be
conveniently used. After the first cul¬
tivation, when this servos also as a
partial breaking, only the heel scrape
or other shallow working implement
should be used.
The usual amount of seed is one to

one and a half bushels when sown

broadcast and about half a bushel per
acre when planting in drills far enough
apart to permit cultivation.
The grain drill, with all tubes open or

with part of them stopped, is some¬
times used in planting cowpoas..J. P.

On very rich land well prepared
about 8,000 stalks should be left on an

acre. This number should be decreased
in proportion to the thinness of the
land and shallowness of the soil. Thin
laud should have about 2,000 stalks.
When it gets below that, it would be
better to let the land rest. But whatev¬
er stand you think your soil will boar,
it is important to bring it to that stand
at once. Letting these useless stalks
remain not^jnly lets thom steal the
food from the others, but increases the
damage done to their roots when they
are taken away..Southern Cultivator.

farmers who have tried it. Some say
that hogs do not like it and will only
eat it when especially hungry for green
feed Professor Shaw.urges fanners
not to give it up; that hogs will become
fonder of it as time rolls round; that it
is the same with sheep. Those fresh
from the ranges do not like rape al
first, but gradually overcome this dis
like imd afterward are very fond of it,
says Farm Ranch.
