The first two points Just mentioned
relate to the manufacture and can he
controlled by the wmaker, The third|
point, a molst atmosphere in the curlng |

In the stution curing rooms yard wide
pleces of felt are used to give n lnrge
evaporating surface. These are sus
pended In the rooms, dipping ot the
top into troughs filled with water and
hanging over shuilar troughs at the
bottom, The felt sucks up the water
as a lamp wick does oil and thus keeps
a large surface giving off moisture.
Any excess drips Iute the bottom
trough. The air is kept as nearly as|
possible at 75 per cent of saturation,
the percentage being determined by a
hygrometer.

Central euring rooms are ewinently
practicable and probably afferd the
best solutions of the problem where
there are many factories within a mod-
erate distance from any center. When
factories caunot co-aperate, n eap.u.-hnl
curing room should bhe provided in|
each. Any such room, no wiatter how |
ventilated or eooled, should provide u&}
far as possible for shutting out heat by
double walls, air spaces, snwdust il
ing, sheathing paper, small \-.'imlnn-:-I
and refrigerator style doors. It r-'im\ild,I
if possible, be placed on the north slde

| of some other building and shut off on

Spinach will not do well in the sum
wer, so that one needs to turn to sowe
thing else for greens. The two kinds
of plants that hove given the best sat
isfaction at the New Jersey stntion are
the Swigs ehard and the New Zanland
spinach. The chard is a Kind of Leet,
but with the nourishment stored in the
leaf stalks Instead of the rout, It I
grown the same ns beets and thrives
tlie smmmer through, ylelding a large
amount of substance for the 1:1!-1-‘.5
The leaf stalks are large and guite Hat,
resembling gomewhat those of celery,
and when properly cooked is a fine
dish, Those who are familinr with the
preparation of creamed nsparagus will
know how to make a fine dish out of
the Swiss chard, It can be gown In
succession until as late as July. Be
gides, the early plants can be topped,
and a new growth of leaves will soon
come. The second salad plant to be
highly recommended ls the New Zea
land spinach, which is more like the
regular spinach than Is the ehard, This
plant ecms to prefer the hot wenther
and makes a large amount of thick
lenves and tender tips to the many
branches, which may be gathered at
frequent intervals throughout the sea-
BOT. [
