1Tragic Drowning in North River

of Two Students

Mesers, Paul Roderiek Dunn and
Lee M. Sutton, students of Wash-
ington and Lee University, were
drowned in North River lagt Sat-
urday afternoon, and their bodies
were not recovered until Tueeday.
The circumstances of the drown.
{ng were peculiarly sad. The last
seen of the young gentlemen ulive
was Saturday s{ternoon shortly
after three o’clockwhen they pulled
up the river from the boat house,
intant on an afternoon’s sport.
Just when they went to their
watery grave or where is not
known, a8 no one witnessed the ac-
cident. The supposition is, how-
ever, that the bont wae taken to
the old Leyburn dam through the
will race, as the river was consid-
erably flushed from rceent raine,

and no doubt as they pushed out
into the river at that poiut the
rush of the water swept them over
the dam to their death,

The young gentlemen left the
bont house with the expectation
of returning about six o’elock.
This information was given &
friend ue they pulled our, Some
alarm was felt that night at their
boarding house (the Miseea Lar-
rick) when they did not return,
and late in the night some of their
student friends ingtituted ngearch.
Nothing was known of their ab-
sence generally until Sunday morn-
ing, when rumors were apread
through town that they were mis-
sing, and even then nothing Beri-
ous wns thought of it, Sunday
afternoon searching parties were
orgamzed and the river was ex-
amined from Brown's hole to the
dam. n distance of about half a
mile Late in the afterncon the false
bottom of the boat used by the two
gtudents wae found near the dam,
ard shortly afterward two peirs of
{rovsere were discovered near the
gawe place, These discoveries
confirmed the sugpicion that the
young men were drowned, Mon-
day wmorning systematic gearch
was made al} nlong the river and
dynamite was used. The search
that day was unsuccessful, Al
night lanterns were placed along
the viver, and fraternity mates of
the mirsing wmen  Kep wateh
throughout the night,  As a pre-
caution wire netting was stratehed
across the rapids below Brown’s
hole, to eateh the bedies should
they float down the river.

The body of Mr. Dunn was
found Tuesday morning snhout 9
oeloek, It wns first discoverd
floating juet under the surfuce in

Brown's hole by Mr. Fred. Sut-
ton of Kinston, N. C., brother of
Mr. Dunn’s companion. The

body wns brought to town and
prapared for burial. ‘The search
wag continued, and about 3 o'slock
in the afligrnoon the body of Mr.
Sutton wae found floating some
one hundred and fifty yards from
where Mr. Dunn's body was first
geen., It nlso wane brought to
town and prepared for burial.

The funeral of Mr. Dunn was
held from the Lee Memorial
Chapel at b o'clock, conducted by
Dr.J. R, Howerton of the faculty,
assisted by Rev, W. Coeby Bell of
the Episcopal church. The re-
maine were taken to Raleigh, N.
(., for interment, leaving Lexing-
ton overjthe evening Chesapeake
and Obio train. Mr. L, C.Witten,n
fraternity mate of W. L. U., and
Mr. W, H. Dunn of Raleigh, a
brother of the deceased, Accom-
panied the remaing from Lexing-
ton. The fneulty and students of
Washington and Lee und the ecn-
dets of the Virginia Military In-
stitute, escorted the remaing to
the depot, mccomparied by a large
erowd of citizensend ladies,

The funeral of Mr, Sutton Was
held in the chapel this morning nt
§:45 o'clock, conducted by Rev.
W. Cosby Bell, Dr. Alfred T.
Graham aad Dr. J. R. Howerton,
The remains were taken to the
morning  Chess peake and Ohio
train and etarted on their journey
to Kinston, N. C,, where they will
be buried. Aeccompanying the re-
maing were his brother, Mr. Fred
Sutton, astudent nt the Universi-
ty of North Carolina, and hig
brother-in-Jaw, Mr. B V. Beoth ol
Clifton Forge. Mrs. Booth joined
the party at Balcony Falle, The
faculty and students of Washing-
ton and Lee escorted the body to
the depot, and the cadets attended
the funeral at the chagel,

The young gontlemen were popu-
ler young men at the Uriversity.
Mr. Dunn was a member of the
Pi Kuppn Alphe fraernity, and
Mr. Sutton of the Chi Tan Omega,
Their fraternity mates were faith-
ful friends in assisting o re-
cover the bodies.

These are the first drowningsin
North River for some years, Within
the past twenty years some gix or
eight students and cadete have
lost their lives in the river.

The floral tributes were hand-
gome and numerous, and were del-
jcate expressions of the love and
esteem in which the unfortunate
voung men were held.
