HOW HE RAISED THE CORN
Method of Cultivation to Produce
167 Bushels .

Following are tha methods used
by Frank G. Brockman, the seven
teen-year-old boy of Amherst coun
tv, to break the record in Virginia
incorn-raising:

His greatest ambition 'is to Lave
the world’'s champ onshio in corn
production. He made 167 bushels
of corn this year on an acre of land
that might be termed elevated bor
tom land. It ison a small stream
known as Buffalo River, aboot
twenty feet from low water leval.
About half of the acre is what could
be termed sandy loam, and the other
half is a beavy dark loam, carrying
u small percentage of sand. The
sandy part suffered fearfully from
the drougut the past summer, while
the heavier part seemed to be but
little affected, and yiclded ut the
rate of 200 bushe's per sere, or pos-
sibly more. This boy planted and
cultivated this acre for a 220.bushel
yield, and weont about it im a manly
and scientific way, nothing being
‘et undone that a boy eould do w-
ward the development of she crop.
The extreme dry wewther cut his
yield down, still it is & wonderful
achievement, when it is remember-
ed the little stream almost went dry
aond the shrubbery on the nearby
stony places turned brown from the
drought.

The corr planted was the Boone
County ‘White. The land was
broken March 26, fourteen inches
deep. The seed corn was put in
May 23, three feet six inches apart
in the rows and nineand one-half
inches in the darill. This 167 bush.
els of corn was raised at a net cost
of 22§ cents per bushel. Notwith-
standing the high cost of proguc-
tion, young Brockman cleared
£1563.35 on the acre. +

State Crusade Yielding Valuable

They know that the community
which confines its children for long
hours fo close, badly lighted and
badly ventilated rooms sins against
the future. Arocused 10 these facts,
they are willing to do their utmost
und only ask for advice as to the
best method of procedure. . The
pext year will witness a veritable
transformation in this respect.”

Ten quartsof pure water, 4 pounds
of rock salt, 1 pound of granulated
sugar, 1ounce of salt-peter.

Trim almost all of the fat from
the hams, then pack in a barrel and
sprinkle over each layer rock salt,
put on a beavy weightand compress

Make a brige of the abuve fo
ula, allow to stand for a few hou
and skim off all froth, then pour in-
to the barrel without removing the
weight. Have all pieces covered
with brine. Allow the undissolved
part of the brine w remain on the
wp of the meat. Keep In a cool
place for about one month.

Death Toll of Railroads

Every time tie big railroads of
the country took in $3,356 from the
operation of their freight and pas-
senger trains, during the fiscal year
ending June 30 last, a human being
was killed or injured. The casual
ties amounted to 180,123, Of that
number, 10 585 were killed and 169,-
538 were iojured, according to the
Interstate Commerce Commission
report sent to Congress.

During the year the railroads hav-
ing incomes of &1 000,000 or more
earned oD an average & ‘ew cents
more than $3,362 per mile of road
operated. During the preceding
year they earned a few cents more
than $3,465.

There was a decreass in earnings
per mile of road operated and an in-
crease in the number of persons

killed and injured, the decrease in
being $103.16 per mile.
