He acted as his military instructor, in place of
Col. Forbes, and taught him the use of Sharp's
rifle. His age is but 28, and he is a native ot
Norwich, Conn. He is a large, muscular man,
and capable of enduring much hard usage, as
was made apparent at Harper's Ferry, where he
received no less than five bullet wounds. He
has received much more attention during his
confinement in Charlestown jail than did any of
the other prisoners.
