Democracy and Slavery.
John Brown embarked in his insane enter-
prise against Virgivia under the mistaken notion
that he would find sympathgsers in the State,
who would gather around his _standard at the
first sound of the bugle. He did not anticipate
accessions to his small band of desperate and de-
termined men from the negro population alone,
but confidently believed many of the fres white
citizens of the Commonwealth, who heimagined
to be anti-slavery in sentiment, were ready and
anxious to rally under the baunar of a bold lea-
der and strike for the liberty of the siaves. It
is an admitted fact that such was the impres-
gion of the deluded man in regard to the state
of sentiment in Virginia, snd although the de-
lusion may seem strange at the first blush, we
are constrained to admit when looking back up-
on the political struggles of the past in this
State, that John Brown was iz some degree jus-
tified in the belief that Virginia was ripe for the
~“irrepressible conflict.” The leader of the ermy
of invasion was old John Brown,—a man well
up in years—who had watehed with the keen
eye of fanaticism the progress of poiitical events
in this country for the last twenty years, and
marked their bearings upon the great idea of
his life—the one grand object of his aspirations
and efforts—the liberation of the slaves from
their bondage. It is not reasonable to suppose
that he was an indefferent spectator to the fierce
conflicts of parties in Virginia. On the contra-
ry, the last steps of his career upon the soil -of
our State, as the avowed leader of a crusade a-
gainst slavery and slaveholders, even to blood-
shed and death, is of itself sufficient to estabiish
- the fact that he had been watching the eourse of
affairs in the State of Virginia with special and
peculiar interest. And what had he learned from
the conflicts of the last twenty yesrs, and heard
with exultation from the lips of politicians and
papers of the Democratic party? To those who
are familiar with the political history of the
State it is scarcely necessary to say that from
them he heard, probably for the first time, of a
difference of sentiment among the people of Vir-
ginia on the sabject of negro slavery. From
them he learned, not that a few of the people,
but that a large and imposing party, led on by
men of acknowledged talents and ability, were
regarded with distrust by their fellow-citizens
and denounced as unsound and unworthy to be
trusted by the Soath with the power of either
the Federal or State government, He heard it
as far back as 1836 when the “great Commoner”
of Kentucky,a Southern man and a slave owner,
was denounced as unworthy of Southern confi-
dence and support, and those who sustained him
were charged with disloyalty to their section and
jts “peculiar institution.” He heard of it again
in 1840, and 1848, and 1852, when the same
groundless and unjust charges were prefered
against Harrison and Taylor and Scotf, together
with all who sustained those true and loyal sons
of the South in those memorable contests. He
heard it in still louder tones in the guberna-
torial election of 1851, when Geo. W Summers,
the gallant standard bearer of the Whigs, was
held up for his inspection and admiration as an
abolitionist “to the manor born,” and the thou-
sands who gathered sround the bannmer which
he bore so gallantly, were denounced and de
famed as affiliating with and lending aid and
comfort to the enemies of the Bouth,

But not only during the political eampaigns
had John Brown heard this cheering intelligence
of the progress of anti-slavery opinions in the
State of Virginia. Pending the discussion of ev-
ery measure bearing upon the question of slave-
ry, he had heard the same charge ringing from
the hustings and the press against many of the
greatest and the best of Virginia’s sons. The
sound had been listened to so long that it grew
familiar, and it is not surprising that it received
credit. When so many concurred in the state-
ment that a vast number of the people of Vir-
ginia, were “doughfaces” and “submissionists,”
and thousands of others sympathisers with the
anti-slavery sentiment of the North, is it to be
wondered at that John Brown believed the thing
to be true, and addressed himself to the consum-
mation of his grand project with the confident
expectation of finding all things ready for the cri-
gis? Like many others who have put faith in
the Democracy, however, he was most egre-
giously deceived.

Without holding the Democratic party direct-
1y responsible for the bloody scenes at Harper’s
Ferry, we are fully persuaded that it is respon-
sible to a certain extent for that delusion in re-
gard to the sentiments of Virginia, which
lured old Brown to his doom. We had hoped
that the men of that party would have seen the
evil consequences of such a mode of wartare,
counterbalancing in our opinion all the advantages
to be derived from a mere party success, and
that the scencs of the bloody drama on our bor-
ders, to which men of sall parties rushed for the
defence of a common soil, would have put an
end to all aspersions upon the soundness of
Virginia on this question of slavery. But we
have been disappointed. We find the Dem-
ocratic papers still virulent in their abuse of
gll who do not square up to their ideas of what
a Southern man should be. We find them set-
ting up an “armory bill” in the Legislature of
the State as a test of soundness on the slavery
guestion, and holding up those who resist it as an
unnecessary and extravagant measure, 8s re-
creant to the State that gave them birth;
and especially are they violent against those
who are most likely to bein their way iu the

effort to perpetuate the power of the Democrat-
ic party. Thus do they endeavor to perpetuate
a “reign of terror” under which so many desti-
tute of “back-bone” have been dragooned into
their ranks. We are mistaken, however, if such
treatment will do any good either to the Demo-
oraic party or the Sonth. Men of sense will not
be driven into all sorts of jfolly because John
Brown invaded Virginia, nor frightened from
gheir propriety by charges of unsoundness that
have been rung against them all their lives.—
' The Democracy may turn the Harper’s Ferry
iaffair to their advantage, as they have generally
\ ged everything connected with slavery for

Wise is still telling them in his public
speeches, which are scattered far and wide at
the North, that there are “helpers of Helper”
even in the Metropolis of Virginia. Often re-
peated it will be believed, and whenever satisfied
that the “helpers” are sufficiently numerous, the
bereaved followers of Brown will choose his
successor for another descent upon our borders.

The Southern Conference.
Col. Memminger, the Special Oomuissioner
from South Carolina, is quietly waiting at Rich-
mond the response of our Legislature to the mes-
sage of his State which he delivered several
weeks ago. In the mean time, he is entertained
at the Exchange Hotel as the guest of Virginia,
and all of our people, without distinction of par-
ty, must desire that he shall receive the hospi-
tality which is due to him personally as well as
officially,
The Legislatore umapifests no disposition to
hasten his departare. Week before last both
houses agreed to a resolution for the appoint-
ment of a Joint Committee to consider the sub-
ject, and report a reply to South Carolina; but
the appointment of this Gommittse led to an an-
gry debate in the House of Delegates. Mr. Sed-
don, of Stafford, complained of the Speaker for
appointing & Committee hostile to the proposed
Conference, and severai other Eastern delegates
alleged that some of the largest slave-hoiding
sections of the State were not represented on
the Gemmittee, while an undue number of mem-
bers was taken from the West. Western mem-
bers natarally regarded this somp}aing ss an ju-
putation upon their feaity to the rights of the
South, aud resented it with becoming spirit.—
We learn from private gourees, that the excite-
ment ran much higher than was represenfed in
the newspaper reports, and that for a time a
strietly sestiops] division and controversy, be-
tween the Eastern and Western portions of the
State, was threatened. But such explanations
were finally made as to calm the excitement and
prevent further trouble.
As will be seen by our synopsis of Legislative
proceedings, & lgrge number of resolutions on
the subject of the South Caroling proposition,
were introduced in the Senate and House las
week, all of which were referred to the Joint
Committee. It is gratifying to observe that all
of these resclutions profess a desire to preserve
the Union, although some of them are favorable
to a conference of Commissioners to be appoint-
ed by the Southern States. We are glad to learn,
hewever, that a decided majority of the Legisla-
ture is opposed {o any conference. ~The Demo-
cratic members, it is said, ara diyided on the
subject—all of them who incline to disunion sen-
timents going for the conference, while Mr. Bar-
bour, of Culpeper, leads a strong section of the
party in opposition to it. Under these circum-
stances, the Opposition mewmbars hold the bal-
ance of power, and it is not to be doubted that
they will decide the scale in favor of conserva-
tive measures.
South Garoiinz iz the only State which has in-
vited a Conference, and she is candid gnopgh to
inform us, through her Commissioner, that she
desires disunion. Unless, therefore, Virginia
is prepared to go the same length, we can see
no propriety ip her acceding to the proposition.
It seems to us that South Caroling and the cot-
ton raising States generally should be more re-
served in making propositions of the kind to
Virginis. If disunion comes the border slave
States will bear the brunt of the contest, and
they should be left by their more Southern sis-
ters to degide for themselves the extent of their
wrongs and the time and mode of redress.

Election of Speaker,
The whole country feels relieved that the pro-
tracted contest in the House of Representatives
has at last terminated, although the result is
not such as the Sonth desired. So far as ab-
stract sentiments on the sabject of slgvery are
concerned, Mr. Pennington, the newly elected
Speaker, is probably as acceptable to the South
as his competitor, Mr. McClernand, of Illinois, a

Sherman, and his position finally as the candi-
date of the Republicaus, rerdered him unaccep-
table to Southern Representatives of all parties.
On tle last ballot for Speaker, the Southern
Opposition generally voted for Mr. Gilmer or Mr.
Smith of North Carolina, and the following
Southern Democrats refused to vote for Mr. Mc-
Clernand, but threw away their votes: Messrs.
Clopton, Curry, McQueen, Pugh, Bonham, Miles,
Boyce and Keitt. Mr. Adrain, of N. J., and Mr.,
Reynolds, of N. Y., anti-Lecompton Democrats,
voted for Pennington.

Mr. Pennington has been regarded as a Whig,
althongh he voted for Fremont at the Presiden-
tial election of 1856, and was elected to the pres-
ent Oongress by the united opposition of his dis-
trict. This is his first session in Congress, but
twenty years ago he held the office of Governor
of New Jersey. It is not believed that he holds
the extreme tenets of the Republican party. In
his address to the House after his election, he
said : !

A representative from the State of New Jer-
sey, on whose soil so many brilliant achievements
were accomplished in the Revolutionary war,
and whose people have ever been distingnished
for their devotion to the Constitution and the
Union, I pray the Great Arbiter of our destinies
that I may do no act to impair the integrity of
either, but that by wise and prudent counsels,
peace and order may yet reign in our midst, and
our free institutions be perpetuated to our de-
scecdants. I feel I Lhavea national .heart, em-
bracing all parts of our blessed Union.”

We hope Mr. Pennionton jwill prove by his
future acts the sincerity of these declarations.—
At any rate the candidate whom the Republi-
cans preferred to all others has been defeated,
and that is some cause for congratulation. The
Administration newspaper at Washington, com-
menting upon the election of Mr. Pennington,
says :

“It is true that Le is a Black Republican, acd
that he voted for Mr, Sherman ; but he is not
and never has been a Helperite. On the con-
trary, while Governor of New Jersey, he re-
peatedly expressed his resolution to enforce the
fugitive slave law and put down auy attempt to
violate the Constitation. He is thus far more
toierable than would have beer Mr. Sherman.
His nomination and election by the vote of Mr.
Briggs is a defeat of the Black Republicans—
a signal defeat—and one which they feel most
poignantly. It proves, as Gen. Clark happily re-
marked, ‘that an endorser of the Helper book
cannot be Speaker,” and that, henceforth, the
Helperites, like the turkey, wounded but not
lc.augl:t,,’ ‘will have to roost lower the rest of their
ives.

hive twenty-two families, took fire, and before
the unfortunate inmates could escape, a great
many of them were suffocated. The first floor
was divided into stores—a baker ocoupying that
on one side and a grocer the other—the entrance
to the tenements being between the stores. A
parrow staircase led to the upper part of the
building from the street, and another stairway
descended from the second story to the yard in
the rear. Each floor was arranged for four fam-
ilies, the doors of the apartments opening upon a
narrow hall. There were at the time of the fire
nineteen families in the house, exclusive of those
who occupied the stores. The back apartments
on the sixth story were set apart for wash-rooms,
for the use of the various families, and the roof
was arranged for drying purposes.

Abount halt past 7 o’clock a little girl in the
bakery, while filling a fluid lamp, set the fluid
on fire, and dropping the burning vessel upon the
floor, the flame was communicated to a pile of
shavings under the staircase. The inmates who
lived on the lower floors were enabled to escape
in comparative safety, the firemen and citizens
rashing ap from the street, and dragging them
through the smoke. Others raised ladders to the
second story windows, and bore down the fran-
tic women and helpless children,

But higher up, beyond the reach of the lad-
ders, where the smoke was more dense, the suf-
ferings of the poor inmates were truly heartrend-
ing. The lower part of the house was al] ablaze,
and so they had to yield at length to their fate,
for it were as certain death to leap from that
dizzy height as to stay till the fire came. Front
and rear the ghastly faces looked out of the win-
dows npon tpe hindreds of uptorned, sorrowing
countenances below, as blq,nched as thejr own.
The oldest firemen say it was a fearful scene,
such as they had never witnessed before. Some
gprang back to their rooms, gnd rushicg to the
windows, leaped forth injo the icy streets,
wounding themselves by the fall. Others threw
their children out first, and then followed thewn-
selves, as the quick fire singed their hair, and
laid hold upou their garments. The lives lost
are estimatgd at helween 20 gnd 80.

=5 At the request of the éditbf of the Vin-
dicator, we publish the report of Mr. Stuart’s
remarks in the Senate, on the 12th ult., in ref-
erence to which there has been some misunder-
standing. The bill for the payment of expenses
incurred by the Harper’s Ferry affair being un-
der consideration—

“Mr, Stuart said he was very much sur-
prised at the tone of the discussion. He did not
consider there was any quarrel or coutroversy
between the two Houses. He conceived that
each body was acting conscientiounsly. Mr. Sta-
grt then argued at considerable length, to show
that ihe spirit of the (anstitytion vzould be vio-
lated by concurrence in the amendments of the
House. In the course of his remarks, he said a
company from his town, having received a tele-
graphic dispatch late at night, started in the
morning, as on & frolic, to the war, as it was
cajled, and that none of them ever thought of
pay ; and that when a secong gispatch was re-
ceived for two companies they, too, were off
early in the morning, though one of them was
widely scattered when the message came, and
$900 were made up for them by voluntary con-
tribptions. He repudiated the patriotism which
would pat its hands ejbow dgepin the Treasury,
and he was opposed to paying for ‘constructive’
services, and not ready to hand over to an irre-
sponsible body the disbursement of the public
funds. He was not, at the same time, opposed
to the payment of legitimate and legal claims.

“Mr, August eaid he had heard, with surprise
and_pain, the remarks of Mr. Staart. Ie bejieved
that the soldier had as good a right to his pay as
a Senator had to $4 a day and mileage, and that
his (the soldier’s) patriotism was no wmore to be
guesticnad thgn that of a Senator.

The above is professedly an imperfect report
of Mr. Stuart’s remarks, but the Senate Report-
er says in his letter to Mr. 8., which we publish-
ed last week, that he intended ‘o convey that
Mr. Stuart was in favor of paying the volunteers
all such claims as were in his view, just—that
is, such as were not for ‘constructive service ;"
and that in the course of his speech he took oc-
casion to pay & very high compliment to the
Angusta volunteers.

The Anti-Dueling Bill.

The anti-dueling bill which passed the House
of Delegates and became a law on Friday last
relieves all persons from the disabilities incurred
by having been engaged io a duel prior to the
first of January, 1860. It also restrains the lia-
bilities and penalties to céses in which due]s are
actually fought, and establishes the competency
of witnesses by making the testimony of a party
evidense against all engaged except himself.—
The special object of the bill was to enable Mr.
Douglas, of King William, to take his seat in the
Senate, and the cther clgyses were probably in-
serted to gain the votes of members who are op-
posed to that sort of Legislation. At the next
gession of the Legislature we shall probably
have another bill to relieve somebody or other
from the disabilities incurred under this act.—
The whole thing is discreditable to the State,
although the present law is an improvement on
the former in some respects, It was opposed
by all the members from Augusta.

ANTI-SLAVERY B VEroEp.—Gov. Black,
of Nebraska, has vetoed the act of the Territo-
rial Legislatyre, to prohibit slavery in the Ter-
ritory. Nebraska, the Governor argues, was
part of the Louisiana purchase, which stipula-
ted by treaty that, until the Territory should be
formed into & State, the inbabitants should be-
protected in their liberty, property, religion, &e.
Every citizen, of every State, had a right to go
into the Territory with his property, whether
slave property or not. Some few persons did
take slaves there, but still foewer remained there
for the reason that Nebraska is no place for
slave labor. The bill was introduced into the
Legislature for the purpose of testing the power
of the Territorial Legislature, which is restricted
by this veto to objects within the constitutional
sphere of the Legislature, as defined by judicial
anthority.

TuE Voice oF VircINIA.—At the date of our
last semi-weekly issue, the proceedings of Dem-
ocratic meetings in thirty-five counties had been
received. Of these thirty-five counties, twenty-
one counties by resolation emphatically declared
Heory A. Wise to be their first choice for the
Presidency. One county declared R. M. T.
Hunter to be its choice, and thirteen counties
expressed no opinion as to preference. 'We hope
the remaining counties will promptly act, aund
as emphatically declare their preference. Let
the people decide—and the Convention register
the decree.—Richmond Enguirer.

Extension of Town Limits.

At a special meeting of the Council for the
town of Staunton, on the 1st inst., “a plat and
survey of the proposed enlargement of the town
being returned by the Committee, on motion,
the Olerk was directed to copy the proceedicgs
of the Council in regard to the extension of the
town limits, and transmit the same, with the
said plat and survey, to the General Assembly of
Virginia, with a prayer that the limits of the
town may be extended, agreeably to said plat
and survey.”

During the last ballot for Speaker, in the
House of Representstives, Mr. Keitt, of South
Carolina, endeavored to defeat the election of
Pennington, by taunting the Republicans for
“voting for a candidate who is an Old Line
Whig, in favor of the Fugitive Slave law, and
-whclpfq,oes not believe that slavery is wrong of
1tself.

Anuditor was laid on the table.

House.—The vote rejecting the bill making an
appropriation to the Rivanna Navigation Oom-
pany was reconsidered, and the bill passed—ayes
85, noes-36.

The Senate bill in regard to dueling came up,
Mr. Christian, of Augusta, indicated his desire
to speak in opposition to the bill, but ander a
call for the previous question the vote was taken,
and resulted in ayes 73, noes 58. So the bill
was passed.

The bill prohibiting railroad agents from re-
ceiving commissions, &c., for manifesting, re-
ceiving or shipping frejght wgs takenup. Ana-
mendment was adopted prohibiting railroad com-
panies from demanding pre-payment of freights
at their regular depots, and the bill was then
passed.

SaTurpAY.—Senate—The bill authorizing the
purchase from the city of Wheeling of 5,000
shares of the Baltimore & Obio- Railroad was
passed.

_ House.—On motion of Mr Christian, of Au-
gusta, a resolution was adopted for the appoint-
ment of a special committee to consider the me-
morial of citizens of Staunton in favor of en-
larging the corporate limits of that town.

The bill making an appropriation to the Roan-
oke Valley Railroad was defeated—ayes 87
noes 69.

Cuances His SenTiMEMTS,—Mr. Joshna Cop-
pic, a Quaker gentleman of Batler township io
this county, has always been a warm abolition-
ist. He is an uncle of Edward Ooppic and went
on to Virgiuvia for the purpose of bringing home
the remains of his nephew for interment. Oa
his way home he was detained at Wellsville for
a couple of hours, and there had a conversation
with Mr. D. T. Lawson, in which he said, “I
come home a converted man. The Virginians
are au kind-hearted and Christian a people as I
ever was among. Our anti-slavery agitation at
the North 1s all wrong. I am satisfied it has
put back the cause of the slave, and I am going
home to do what I can to put it down, and 1
hope thee will do the same. Iam satisfied all
Virginia wants is Ohristian treatment, and at
the proper time, she will do more for the slave
than we ever can.” Mr. Coppic never before
had opened his eyes to the disastrous consequen-
ces of Northern tanaticisw, but now having
Jearned them, like an honest man, he will en-
deavor to put down agitation. There are a
great many people ot the same class, aod when
they get fairly to understand where they are
drifting, they will cut loose from the rampant
abolitionists, and set to work to create & tone of
healthy conservatism,—New Lisbon Patriot.

Governor Houston’s message to the Legisla-
ture of Texas, fransmitting the resolutions of
the South Carolina Legislature, opposes the
proposition for the holding of a Bouthern Con-
vention. In the Legislature resolutions had
been introduced sustaining the Governor’s views,
on the ground that Texas has surrendered her
independence to thé Union, and was unwilling
to give up the Union on an emergency not deem-
ed a sufficient excuse for so important & step.

Deara oF REv. J. ADDISON ALEXANDER.—
Rev. Dr. Joseph Addison Alexander, Profes-
sor in the Theological Seminary of the Presby-
terian Church at Princeton, New Jersey, died
at that place on Saturday afternoon, the 28th
ult. He was the son of Dr. Archibald Alexan-
der, and grandson of Rev. James Waddell, of
Virginia. Dr. Alexander was born qp the 34th
of April, 1809. He graduated at Frinceton in
1826, receiving the first honor and pronouncing
the valedictory at the graduation of his class.—
In 1880 he was appointed Adjunct-Professor of
Ancient Languages in his alma mater, which
post he resigned in 1838, to visit Earope, in or-
der to avail himself of the gdvantages of the
German Universities. He spent a season at the
at the Universities of Halle and Berlin, and re-
turned to this country to accept & Professorship
of Oriental Literature in the Theological Semi-
nary at Princeton, to which he had been ap-
pointed during his absence, and with that insti-
tution he continued, with some changes in the
title of his professorship, up to the time of his
death. Dr. Alexander spoke almost all the mod-
ern languages of Europe, gnd as a scholar in
Qriental literatare had no guperior in this coun-
try. His critical works are distinguished by
keen analysis and by bold and original views.—
His commentaries on Isaiah, Job and the New
Testament have had a wide circulation both in
Europe and America.

The Rev. Dr. Hodge, speaking of Dr. Alexan-
der, says: “When twelve years old he took down
an Arabic Grammar, which he studied, and at
fourteen had regd through the whole of the Ko-
ranin Arabic. He then took up Persian, and
afterwards, while quite a lad, studied Hebrew,
Syriac aod Chaldee. These he mastered with-
out aid. Latio and Greek he pursued in the or-
dinary course of instruction at college. The
modern languages next occupied his attention,
They were 8s mere playthings to him. There
was not a modern language with which he was
not familiar. His store of antiquarian, historic,
and biblical knowledge, was wonderful. His

words, &c.”

In the powers of logic he was equally distin-
guished. His imagination was wonderfully vig-
orous and fertile. His sermons in this respect
were truly magnificent. In all my intercourse
with men, though it has not been limited, con-
tinued Dr. Hodge, “both in this conntry and Eu-
rope, I never met with one having such a com-
bination of wonderful gifts. We cannot proper-
ly estimate our loss till we think of what he was
and what he would have been, for he was only
52 years old, and the next tep years is the best
period of such a mau’s life.”

Dowx oN Sewarp.—The New York Tribune

is down on Senator Seward as the Black Re-
publican nominee for the Presidency. He isn’t
available for that phidlanthropic sheet. It is
said that scarcely one of the Republican mem-
bers of the United States Senateis in favor of

Harper’s Ferry Iovestigating Committee

arrived here to-day, and will appear before the
Committee to-morrow morning.

Senator Wilson was before the Committee to-
day. He stated that early in May, 1858, Mr.
Forbes eame to his seat in the Senate chamber
and introduced himself, and informed him th:tt
he, Mr. Forbes, had been employed by Mr.
Brown to go to Kausas to drill some force in
1857; that Brown had not paid him. That his
family was starving in Europe, and that tire men
in the East who contributed money for the de-
fence of Kansas ought to pay him, He was
much excited, and denounced Brown and others,

He said some of the arms sent to Kansas had
passed into Brown’s hands, and were stored in
Iowa ; and that he was not a safe man, and that
these armns ought to be taken out of his control.
Supposing he referred to the border difficulties
between Missouri and Kansas, and that Brown
might retaliate any atticks upon Kansas, by go-
ing into Missouri; he wrote to Dr. Howe, sug-
gesting to him to see some of the men who had
contributed arms for the defence of Kansas, to
get these arms out of Brown’s hands, and place
them in the control of reliable men in that Ter-
ritory, who would see that they were only used
tor defence. He said that it these arms shoald
be used for illegal purposes, it would involve the
men who had contributed them in trouble. Mr.
Howe immediately wrote back that an order had
been sent to Brown to deliver up these arms.—
The matter then passed out of his mind, and he
supposed all was right. He never had heard a
word about the organization of forces for the in-
vasion of Harper’s Ferry in 1858 or afterward,
and did not know that Mr. Howe had sent his
letter to Mr. Brown.

ReporT oN THE HaRrPER'S FERRY AFFAIR.—
The able and interesting report made to the
Legislature by the Joint Comamittee of the two
Houses, on the Harper’s Ferry outrage, was
written by Mr. Stéart, the Senator from Augus-
ta. The following are the resolutions recom-
mended to the Legislature for adoption:

1. Resolved, That the appropriate standing
committees of thg two houses of the General
Assembly be instructed to prepare and report
such bills as in their judgment may be necessary
to organize, arm and equip the militia of the
State for active and efficient service.

2. Resolved, That the committes on finance
be instructed to prepare gnd report such bills as
in their judgment may be most effectual (with-
out vialating the provisions of the constitution
of the United States) in encouraging the domes-
tio manufaotures ot our own State, promoting
direct trade with foreign countries, and estab-
lishing, as far as may be practicable, our com-
mercial independence.

8. Resolved, That we earnestly invite the co-
operatign of aur sister States of the South in car-
rying out the policy indicated in the foregoing
resolutions, ‘

4. Resolved, That the committee of courts of
Jjustice be instructed to report such bills as may
be necessary to secure the more prompt and eof-
fectual punishment of all forgign emissaries and
others who may be found guilty of conspiring
agajnst the peace of our community, or seeking
to incite our slaves to insurrection.

5. Resolved, That the course of the late Gov-
ernor in regard to the Harper’s Ferry affair is
amply vindicated by the evidence before the
committee, and entitles him to the emphatic
commendation of the country,

TriaL oF Stevens.—The special term of the
Circuit Court of Jefferson county, for the trial
of Steven and Hazlett, commenced at Charles-
town on the 1st inst., Judge Kenney, of Rocking-
ham, presiding. The Grand Jury brought in true
bills against both prisoners, and, on Thursday,
Blevens was arraigned. His counsel, Mr. Sen-
nott, of Boston, complained of the course of the
Commonwealth in removing the case to the Fed-
eral Court and then receding from that deter-
mination. He appealed to the Court to send the
prisoner to Staunton for trial. The application
was registed by Messrs. Harding god Hunter,
and refused by the Court. Great difficulty was
experienced in obtaining a jury. Before the
Court adjourned, Mr, Hunter said he had just
been handed a paper from Governor Letoher, in-
forming him that a brother of Coppie had been
arrested in Iowa, It has been deemed unneces-
sary ta inerease the military force now at
Oharlestown, and the only addition is that of a
company of twenty cavalry from Shepherds-
town.

The literary societies of the University ot Vir-
ginia invited the Hon. Daniel Voorhoes, of In-
diansa, to deliver the annuoal address before the
societies on Commencement day, in July next.
The invitation has been accepted. The eloguent
and conservative speech in defence of Cook, de-
livered by Mr. Voorhoes at Charlestown last Fall,
secured for Mr. V. the honor of the appoint-
ment of orator before the two societies.
