I have now before me document No. LIII. of
the present General Assembly, entitled “Ab
stract from the Reports of Clerks of the Court
of Appeals, District and Circuit Courts, Relative
to Suits in their Respective Courts.” The re-
potts are for the year ending August 30, 1859,

_From this official document I propose to fur-
nish a few facts bearing upon the charge made
by Mr. Faltz—facts which I am bound to pre-
sume he would have made known to “Many
Farmers” if he had been aware of them at the
time he prepared his circular.

1. This document shows that in the year end
ing August 30, 1859, Judge Thompson decided
more cases and disposed of more business, civil
and eriminal, at law and in chancery, than any
other Judge in Virginia.

ThomPBONy.ccecececccccccosoasansnsassasosses 896
and that in chaocery cases Judge Thompson
stamds at the head of the list in the number of
his decrees, both Interlocutory and final.

4. The same document shows that in addition
o these labors of Judge Thompson in bis Circnit
and his regular daties in the District Courts, he
was engaged 66 days in attendance upon the
Special Court of Appeals at Richmond, and that,
counting all of his services in the year, he was
longer in Qourt than ang other Circuit Judge
in Virginia.

5. This document completely explodes the
idea held out to “Many Farmers,” “that the
dockets are increasing” upon Judge Thompson,
and that unless Mr. Fultz is elected ‘‘the wheels
of Justice must cease to roll on.”

L
showing an actual decrease within the year of
201 cases : a diminution greater, by fifty cases,
than was made in any other Circuit in the State.

This exhibit of facts from official sources will
pot surprise the members of the Bar or the offi-
.cers of the Courts in which Judge Thompson
.presides, for they have long known bim to be
.an earnest and indefatigable laborer—devoted
woul and body to the faithful discharge of the du-
ties of his office. He makes no parade of his
work—no loud professions of industry—bunt
leaves it to others to find upon the records his
complete vindication against unjust assault.

1t is intimated by Mr. Fultz that if the regu-
lar terms will not suffice to “‘clear the dockets”
special terms ought to be held. It is easy to
talk about special terms and proper enough to
hold them when practicable, but I should like
to know when Judge Thompson could locate
special terms.  From the 1st of January to the
middle of March he is in the special court of
Appeals; from the 22nd of March to the 4th
of July heis on his Spring Circoit; from the
22nd of August to the 1st of Decewnber Le is on
his Fall Circuit, and the month ot December is
devoted by law to the District Courts. The
only vacation the Judge has is six weeks—from
4th of July to 22nd of August—and if he were
disposed to devote that time to special terms he
would find most of the lawyers engaged at the
QCourt of Appeal and elsewhere.

Between the “reformed Judiciary,” which
seems to have disappointed the sanguine expec-
tations of Mr. Fultz, and the “irresponsible Judi-
ciary,” which entailed upon us the “sleeping
docket,” it seems there is but one hope for the
country, and that is to get one of the patentees
to work the new machine. Under such an ad-
ministration the ‘‘sleeping docket” will be
“waked up”—the waking docket will be “clear-
ed”—the regular terms will be held specially—
the special terms regularly—and the Court-
houses of the Circait, like the temple of Janus
of old, wili remain open the year round in token
of the constant warfare waged against delay
under the lead of the great Reformer!

Rumor seems to be zfloat, from the writers in-
sinuation. Candidates are often placed in a
false position before the people by rumor ; there-
fore, I shall unhesitatingly reply to your ques-
tions, by stating that I am free from all combina-
tion, compact or agreement, or contract of any
kind, with any person, for the purpose of sharing
the profits of the office of Sheriff; and as the law
in regard to the Sheriffalty makes rotation in
that office obligatory on the people, by restrict-
ing the Sheriff to two terms in succession, there-
by vacating all the snbordinate offices, and leav-
ing his sucoessor free to make his own selection.
If an entire change were not designed, why such
restriction ¢ Believing thus, if elected, I should’
act accordingly. Pledging my personal efforts
to bave all the duties pertaining to said office
faithfully, impartially and satisfactorily dis-
charged, to the best of my ability ; and for the
accomplishment of which, I shall endeavor, in
the selection of Deputies, to obtain competent,

He seemed to possess, more than any of his brethren,
an easy familiarity, a subtle professional diplomacy,
by which he insinuated himself into the feelings of his
patients and aroused the hopes and excited the sensi-
bility of the most prostrate without shocking their
systems. =

Of his private life and his life as a citizen and a
neighbor little need be~said. They speak for them-
selves. A kindand indulgent father, he reared a large
family, bound together by all the ties of filial aftection,
Reverencing him as a father and doting upon him as a
parent and a friend, in life they loved him as in death
they wept over his grave the tears of those who refus-
ed to be comforted, because he was not. As a citizen
and a neighbor he was, perhaps, without a foe. Al-
ways following, with unwavering firmness, the path
of virtue and honesty, he cultivated the friendship of
no one through selfish or sinister motives. Proudly
relying qun his own exertions and upon his own
strength, he knew true popularity could onl{l be gain-
ed by true worth, and as a man of worth he sought
it. The vast concourse (of those who may be termed
his people) that followed his remains to their final
resting place proved that he sought it not in vain, and
that his was indeed the notoriety of the few.

Of his Christian life, would that he who pays this
hurrble tribute were more worthy to speak ! And yet,
to mention his daily life and his virtuous and temper-
ate habits is the only eulogy he needs. An exempla-
rv member of the Presbyterian Church, the fortitude,
the patience and the firmness, with which he seems to
have borne his last sickness—a most excruciatingly

was the calm assurance of Paul. He had fought a
good fight, had run a long race and might expect s
reward. We learn, too, through his pastor, that his
death was a fit close for such a life—a calm and
peaceful sleep after a long and well spent journey.—
Lake Jacob, he put his houschold in order, and then,
like the pious patriarch, received the summons of the
dread mess¢nger without a murmur and passed to an
everlasting rest.

May the Healer of Nations and the Physician of
Saul bring the balm of consolation to the widow, who
tho’ loved in time will enjoy a purer and holier love
in eternity. S
