In the meautime _ movemeut had been starte i
in New Orleans by some of Mr. Clay's friends,
that they would pay his debts and relieve his
embarrasmenis, ami Mr. A. 11.Trotter, the agent
of the Northern Bank in New Orleans, was sent
East to confer with Mr. Clay's friends.The consequeuce was that about titty thousand
dollars were subscribed, and t:.e Hon. Wm. S.
Peiiuingion was »enr to Ketuucky with the
m )ney, aud came to L.xii.giou without scarcel)
auy person knowing him. He walked uto ii;e
Noriiiern Bank, asked for Mr. Scott, the Oish-
ier ot the Bank, and upon being shown that
gentleman, asked if there were not several vote*
of Mr. Clay's rh.rt were mie in a icw days, and
was answered that there were.

_
Mr. Scott was

requested to give the whole amount ot Mr.
Clay's indebtedness, which was done, aud a
draft on one ot the New York hanks was handed
him, and Mr. Pennington left the bank with all
Mr. Clay's notes paid.

In a lew days Mr. Ciay came to town to ar-
range for a renewal ot the notes, if possible, and
was shown in a side room of the banK. After
sitting a few moments he asked Mr. Scott if
there could be any arrangement to run the notes
for a longer time. Mr. Scott looked at Mr. Clay
to see if he was uot jesting, and finding that he
was not, told him that a gentleman from New
Jersey had called yesterday aud paid all of his
indebtedness. Mr. Clay started when Mr. Scott
spoke, looked at him a few seconds, burst iuto
toars, aud left the bank everwhelmed. No man
everhad such friends. Such, sir, is a brief nar-
rative, an incident in the life of the Speaker e-
lect; and here, sir, where Mr. Clay lived, his
personal friends are rejoiced that he has beeu
honored with the Speakership.

Union Counsels.?The Hon. Wm. 0. Rives,
of Virginia, is out in a long and able letter a-
gainst the South Carolina Disunion Convention.
He _ays:

How would the system of absolute free trade,
patronized by the cotton States, accord with this
condition of things in Virginia ? With one of
her staples?tobacco?more heavily burthened
with taxation by foreign Governments than any
known production of the earth, and which, from
the necessities of their systems of revenae will
continue to be so burthened, aud with rising
manufacturing establishments of her own, could
there be an act of more suicidal rashness than
for Virginia to place herselt in a situation, in
which "kiug cotton," by undisputed preponder-
ance iv the councils of a separate Southern Con-'
federacy, would be enabled to throw her port 3 j
wide open to the free and indiscriminate admis-
sion of the manufactures and productions of for-
eign countries, without any regard to her dis-
tinctive and vital interests?

1 glance at these things to show that in the
ntopia of a Southern confederacy, we should
have no more harmony aud concord?in some
things, far less?thau in the grand continental
temple dedicated by our fatheis to Aineiican
unity, peace and lreedom. Let ns be content
with the uoble structure which they have be-
queathed io us; desiring neither a general con-
vention to botch it, nor a sectional couveuiion to
subvert it. It evils arise trom time to time?

and I have no disposition to e_te_uate the mag
nitude of those which have fallen on us?let us
seek a remedy for them within the Union as it
is. It is tiie peculiar felicity of a federative Re-
public like ours, as I have already r*marked,
that it iiifoids remedies, within the pale of the
Coiistituiioii, for he defence ot the public liber-
ty, unknown to au> other system of government.

Important Suit Decided.?The Virginia
Couit of Appeal* at R-ciimoud, on Monday de-
cided the iot'g pending .nit ot the Rinchmond,
Fiedeticksb'rg aud Potomac Railroad Compa-
ny vs. the Virginia Cential aud Orange & Al-
exandria Railro.-d Companies, favorable to the
former, iu-tiUinng _n inpuioti"ii on ru ure travel
over the combined roails forming the central
route from Washington to Richmond, and de-
creeing an accouut to be rendered by the Cen
tral roads of all money received thereon from
through tickets to the present time, deducting
the fare received on such during the disability
of the Fredericksburg route by ice io the Poto-
mac. Also a decree agaiust each of the com-
bined Companies for its share of the proceeds :

and each of the combined roads are bound for
the other if the decree against either prove in-
effectual.

A card from Col. Fontaine in the Richmond
Dispatch, corrects some mi-takes into which
that paper had fallen. Mr. F. says : The decree
has not been finally adjusted, but this is certain-
ly known, that the Court has decided every
point in the case agaiust the R., F. & P. R. R.
Co., except the right, to cany exclusively the
through passengers from Richmond to Wash-
ington, aud vice versa", by a continuous railroad
in cars runniug through, or with the aid of a
free ticket, and that the amount of the recovery
in money tor the past will uot probably exceed
one-teuth ot that which your article intimates,
which was, we believe, about $250 000.

Congressional Collision.?Oa Friday last,
oa the Capitol grounds at Washiagton, Mr. Ed-
mundson, member of Congress from Virginia,
made an attack upon Mr. Hickman, of Pennsyl-
vania. The Washington Star says Messrs. Ed
mundson and Keitt aDd Vice President Breckin-
ridge were together and met Mr. Hickman,
\u25a0when Edmundson walked up to 11. and some
words passed between them in reference to a
speech made by the latter on occasion ot a late
serenade. Finally Edmundson struck Hickman
on the head and was fullowing up the assault,
Hickman endeavoring to close with bim, when
the bystanders interfered. The correspondent
of the N. Y. Tribune says Hickman's hat was
only knucked off, Mr. Ciingman, who was pass-
ing, having caught Eimundson's arm. He bays
also that the alleged provocation for this at-
tack was an insulting reflection upon Virginia,
container! in a recem speech of Mr. Hickman,
in which lie charged that seventeen men and a
cow had frightened the State.

Attempted Arrest of Coppie?His Escape.
?A few days ago an officer from Virginia, ar-
rived at Dcs Monies, lowa, with a requisition
from the (governor of Virginia, on the Governor
of lowa, for the body of young Coppie, brother
oftheoiiewho was executed at Charlestown,
for participating in the Harper's Ferry disturb-
ance. Young Coppie, after the arrest of his
brother and John Brown, managed to escape to
Canada, but recently returned to bis home atj
Spring Grove, lowa

officer's paper-, stated that tbey w-r- inionnah
and refused bin warrant. The officer then
sought the aid of tiie United State- Marshal, but
in the meantime, a tiieiid ol Coppic started on
horseback to inform him of his danger; and it
is presumed he escaped before tiie V. S. Marshal
could reach ins house.

The Next Censua.
Exiructs of an uddress made by Hon. C. G.

Kennedy, of the Department of the luterior, to
the United States Agricultural Society,io Wash-
ington city, on the subject of the next Census,
the taking of which will commenceon the Ist day
ot June:

"With these few remark?, which I have
thought might present some encouragement
for persevering in the maintenance of your or-
ganizaiion and the enlargement of your influ-
ence, I will refer briefly to the prosecution of the
work of obtaining the statistics of agriculture by
means of the eighth national census, which will
be conducted on the same principle observed in
thesventh ; and state that, measures will be ta-
ken to make known in advance throughout the
ountry the points on wli eh information is re-
queued?a mutter wherein you can rei.der es-
sential aid. Our agriculturalschedule will give
the number ot farms, theacies of improved and
\u25a0-improved land composing each, tha value
thereof, and the worth of agricultural imple
nieuts ami michiuery.

It will embrace a return of all domestic ani-
mals, excepiiug two or three ofrecent imroduc-
tiou, which are not at all numerous, such as the
alpacca and the camel, and will return the quan-
tity ot the eleven principal crops grownfor food,
the items of cotton, wool, tobacco, hemp, flax 4*
.-ugar aird molasses, which form such important
items of consumption, manufacture and com-
meice; the quantity ol wine, butter, cheese,
hay, bops, clover, grass, flaxsetd, beeswax, ho-
ney, cocoons for silk, and the value of orchards ;
products of market gardens, of home made man-
ufactures, and of animals slaughtered. These
intei'bsts will comprise forty-nine separate items,
being about one half of the whole number of
questions proposed by the census, answers to alj
whioh may be obtained by care with almost ab-
solute certainty. They are to be returned as ex-
isting on the first day of June, or produced with-
in the year previous, terminating on that day.
They are the great agricultural interests of the
country, and it is not doubted that the agricul-
tural community will be prepared to make a
cheerful and prompt response to the agents of
the Government who will visit them personally.

"This is the only way recognized by law tor
obtaining exact information of this nature, and
the results thus procured, when proclaimed, will
demand aud receive the confidenceof the world.
They are to proclaim the importance of agricul-
ture and power of the cultivator, and it is grati-
fying to know tbat thus far no case has arisen
where the farmer refused to respond to the ques-
tion of the cersus taktr, whose universal testi-
mony is, that among the agricultural community
his demands are heard with respect and answer-
ed with alacrity.

It is very desirable that every farmer shall
have posted up his books and be prepared, when
called upon by the Marshal in June next, to
make well oon.-ideredreplies to his questions.?
Thus will he best support the character of a pat-
riotic, intelligent and law-abiding citizen, ele-
vate the dignity of his pursuit, and promote the
best interests of society. I hope, gentlemen, you
will lend your aid and influence in this matter,
and 1 doubt not that before the taking a ninth
decenuial enumeration you will have the satis-
faction to witness the establishment of a Bureau
of Agriculture, if not a Department devoted to
the iu;ereats which you have so much at heart.
