The Democratic Convention,

There are several interesting items in connec
tion with the recent Democratic State Conven-
tion which we omitted to mention last week for
want of room. Time and space alike failed us
to publish all the transactions and incidents of
that memorable meeting, and we cannot attewpt
to do it now. We long ago found out that the
wranglings of our Democratic friends at their
great gatherings, was no evidence that the party
was about to be dissolved ; but however amusing
their contentions may be to outsiders, and even
to themselves, the scenes of disorder and threat-
ening violence which characterize these Conven-
tions, must be lamented by sober-minded citi-
zens of all parties. It is & bad omen for the
country when the members of the same party
cannot assemble and trapsact their business
without-degeneratiug into a mob. In reference
to the late meeting the Richmond Enquirer says:
“No Democratic Convention in Virginia was
ever before marked by such injustice or such
unbecoming disorder intentionally excited and
sustained for the mere purpose of preventing a
majority from proceeding to a vote. But the
voice has gone forth in spite of the effort to
drown its expression.”

The cause of strife was the rivalry between
Gov. Wise and Senator Honter, ss competing
candidates for the Presidential nomination. The
friends of Gov. Wise counstitated a majority of
the body, and succeeded in getting the organiza-
tion, but the Hunter minority by demanding
scaled votes on every question, and by other
parliamentary tactics, prevented a direct expres-
sion of preference. A resolution in favor of
Gov. Wise was introduced by his friends, for
which Mr. Hunter's fiiends offered a substitute
declkring it inexpedient to recommend any can-
didate. The vote was first taken on the substi-
tute, and the proceedings were protracted by
the Hunter pa:ty till Saturday night, when the
result was sonounced. The sobstitate was re-
Jjected, but it was then too late to take the vote
on the original proposition. Thus both parties
have some excuse for claiming the victory. The
Enquirer says: “Henry A. Wise now stands be-
fore the Union as Virginia’s chosen candidate for
the Presidency ;" and the Examiner says: “The
question of personal preference was put aside
and abandoned by the Convention.,” We feel
kindly enough towards our Democratic friends
to rejoice that both are pleased with the result.
“All’s well that ends well.” But how both can
be satisfied under the circumstances is the myste-
ry. The contest will now be transferred to the
District Conventions, by which delegates to
Charleston are to be appointed.

One part of the proceedings of the Conven-
tion is quite inexplicable. A resolution endor-
sing Gov. Letcher’s course was introduced by &
member, and according to the reporter of the
Richmond Dispatch, it was defeated by 2 tre-
mendous “No.” We cannot account for this sin-
gular result, Perhaps the majority considered
the resolution a trick of the minority to obtain
an endorsement of one of Mr. Hunter’s friends,
and thus indivectly of himself; or possibly, ow-
ing to the “noise and confusion,” the matter was
not generally understood. We cannot tell.

At another stage of the proceedings, Mr. Col-
lier, of Petersburg, made a remark which crea-
ted a buzz, and even called forth hisses. He
said that he “would as soon Wm. H. Seward
should legislate on the subject of slavery in the
Territories as that 1i. A. Wise, R. M. T. Hunter
or Stephen A. Douglas should.” Astonishing !
to hear in & Demoeratic Convention Wise and
Hunter and Seward coupled together in this
manner. But Mr, C., although a very intelli-
gent and respectable gentleman, is a sort.of po-
litical mnondescript, and the Democracy will
probably disclaimn any responsibility on his ac-
count.

Newspaper Controversies.

We observe wiih some surprise, that two of
our Virginia cotemporarvies have lately had a
correspondencs in the nature of an “affair of
honor.” Mutual explanations were given, how-
ever, and, as we would have anticipated from
our knowledge of the two gentlemen, the diffi-
culty was awicably adjusted. The well-known
character of these gentlemen caused the surprise
which we have expressed, as we are satisfied
that neither would wantonly insult or wound
the otber, but at the same time we were rather
prepared for an angry collision. Week after
week weo have seen them engaged in political
controversy, each trying his powers of sarcasm
and irony as well as argument, and an unpleas-
ant termination was constantly becoming more
probable. Oar observation and experience du
ring more than eleven years, teach us that such
& result is almost unavoidable, and that the true
policy of all editors who desire to promote the
respectability and usetuluess ot the pewspaper
press is to abstain as far as possible from contro
versies ot the kind. Every editor can maintain
his own cause without sirite with his neighbors,
and we feel sure that this course is most agreea-
ble to sll readers of intelligence and”good taste.
There is a class of readers who relish newspaper
controversy for the excitement which it affords,
and the more personal and virulent it becomes
the more they like it; but they would take the

“same delight in a cock fight, and no man of
proper self-respect will deliberately enter the pit
to afford entertainment to such people.

Boot and Shoe Trade-
We find in the Richmond Whig some extracts
from the Boston Traveller, on the boot and shoe
trade of Massachusetts, which will interest our
readers, especially in view of the fact that a com-
pany has been formed in this place to carry on
the business. The Traveller says that Boston
stands pre-emivently the great boot and shoe
mart ot the American continent. “On every
hand, in our New England towns and villages,
and especially in those within twenty or thirty
wiles of this city, shoe manufactories have
sprung into existence by hundreds within a quar-
ter of a century, and the changes that have been
wrought in consequence in mauy astaid and qui-
et old hamlet have been like those which fol-
lowed the touch of the magic wands told of in
quaint Arabian tales. A genii has indeed pass-
ed over the land, and where each mighty foot-
step fell there has flashed into being & manu-
facturing town, teeming with happy homes aud
busy shops and warehouses. So shall it be ever
when the genius of honest industry moves among
a free and Ohristian people.”
There are over two hundred wholsale and job-
bing boot, shoe and leather dealers, and over
one hundred hide and leather dealers iu Boston,
transacting a business amounting to about sixty
millions of dollars annually. Eighty thousand
people in the State of Massachusetts are occu-
pied in the manufacture of boots, shoes and
leather, and from their workshops and factories
there is an incessant transit to the metropolis of
hundreds of thousands of boxes and cases of
boots and shoes.
The Whig does not fail to improve the occa-
sion by showing how little we owe to the eighty
thousand manufacturers of Massachusetts, and
how desirable it is that our boots and shoes
should be made at home.

The Convention,

We present quite a full report of the proceed-
ings of the Opposition Convention, held in Rich-
mond last week. At the time of writing this
paragraph, we have not received the preceedings
of the last day, but we learn that the Convention
declined to express any preference for a Presi-
dential candidate. Electors and delegates to the
National Convention were appoioted.

Opposition State Convention.

The Opposition State Convention of Virginia
met at the African Church, Richmond, on
Wedaoesday last, the 22n0d inst. The number of
delegates registered was 1,080, of whom 33 were
from Augusta.

~ At 12 o’clock, the Convention was called to

order by Henry W. Thomas, of Fairfax, on whose [

motion V. W. Southall, of Albemarle, was called
to the chair. T.S. Flournoy and John S. Pen-
dleton conducted the chairman to the platform.
He was greeted with loud applause, and before
taking his seat addressed thie Convention. He
alluded to the various propositions brought
ferth by the political parties ot theday. He de-
nounced the fire eaters ot both sections; con-
demned the Black Republicans, who, under the
guise of devotion to the Union, were seeking to
scatter every element of the Union to the winds.
And, as if to add fuel to the flame, South Caro-
lina, which has always been prolitic of revola

tionary schemes, sends & Commissioner to in-
vite the mother of States and of statesmen to a
sectional conterence. He hoped Virginia would
not touch that thiag. Let her do something
more rational. Let us unite and battle agaiost
these schemes, all of which, unless airested,
must lead to the same frightful and calamitvus
resuolt. Let us demand protection for our prop

erty of every species; demand every immubity
which tue Constitution gaarantees, and protect
ourselves ¢n the Union in preference to certain
ruin out of it. .

Oa wmotion of Mr. Thomas, the Chairman was
aathorized to appoint a comwmittee of fifteen to
select permanent oflicers, viz:

The Convention adjourned till half past 10
o’clock, Thur:day moruing,

SEQOND DAY.

When the Convention was called to order, at
ten inntes to eleven o’clock, the body of the
church was literally packed with Delegates and
visitors, the zisles being so solidly jamnmed that
it was impossible to force a passage aloog them.

in, except the 11th, which, on motion of Mr.

At this point, the house beinz so densely
crowded as to prevent the transaction of busi-
ness, Maj. McCue, of Augusta, moved to take a
recess till 4 o’clock, and it was carried.

At the afternoon session the church was again
crowded almost to suffocation.

On motion of Dr. T. H. Fisher of Fauquier, a
resolution was adopted, inviting the Hon. John
M. Botts to address the Convention at half past
8 o'clock to-night, a few voices responding in
the negative.

Oa motion of Mr. Green Peyton, of Albemarle,
a resolation inviting the Hon. Alex. H. H. Stuart
to address the Convention on Friday wmorning,
was adopted unavimously.

Mr. 8. MeD. Reid, of Rockbridge, presented
the following report from the defegates repre-
senting the 11th District: * Resolved, unani-
wously, That the delegation in the Convention,
representing the 11th electoral district, select
Samuel MeDowell Moore, of Rockbridge, as their
choice for presidential elector in the ensuing e-
lection.”

Mr, Moore arose and made some remarks,
closing by saying he had determived not to ac
cept the henor tendered him by the delegation
from his District. ‘Som&nisunderstanding arvse
between Mr. Moore and Mr. Kenoedy, of Jef-
ferson, which, however, was satistactorily ex-
plained.

Ou motion of Mr. Bisbie, a regolation was a.
dopted for the appuintment of a committee to
draw up a plan tor the more eflicient organiza-
tion of the Opposition party of Virginia. The
President appointed the following: D. T. Bis-
bie, ot Nortoik ; J. O. Shields, Richmond ; A, T.
Caperton, Mooroe; Wm. Martin, Heury; and
W. O. Wickhiam, Hanover.

The Elector tor the 6th District haying de-
clined to serve on accouct of business engage-
ments, the report from that District was recom-
wmitted.

In responses to calls made upen them, Messrs.
W. R. Staples, ot Montgomery and R. Ridgway.
addressed the Couvention.

The President then introduced to the Conven-
tion Mr. Dodge, of New York, who delivered an
eloguent address. His closing sentiments were
received with a most enthusiastic demonstration
of cheering. The President responded on the
part of the Convention.

Mr. L. H. Chandler, of Norfolk, then address-
ed the Convention, in response to a general call.

The resolutions and greeting adopted by the
New York Whig Comuittee were then read, af-
ter which, on motion, the Convention took a re-
cess until 8 o’clock.

Ag night, Mr. Botts addressed the Conven-
tion, in 4 speech of two hours length, and was
listened to with great attention. Oa pational
questions he repeated the substance of bis late
letter, and treated the Harper’s Ferry out-
rage and the acts of Gov: Wise with the same
severe criticism. He urged upon the Conven-
tion the propriety “f adopting the circular of the
National Central Executive Committee, as the
only means of establishing a Constitutional Un-
ion party, and of beating the Democrats. The
Convention, he said, ought to recommend two
persons to the National Convention.

THIRD DAY,

The Qonvention met at ten o'clock, and Mr.
Stuart proceed to deliver his address. He spoke
for neatly two hours, and was listened to with
great attention, being frequeatly interrupted by
applause. Ie traced the causes of our present
disturbances, discussed the policy of & tanff and
the effuris ot Clay, Webster and Calhoun in
connection therewith. e showed that the
Kansas act was originated for party purposes,
and endeavored to rally all men to abandon the
Democratic party, and showed that the Black
Republican pariy was the oid free soil party—
the off-shoot of Northern Democraey, He tra-
ced the antegedents of the leaders of the free
soil and Black Republican party showing that
all their leaders except Seward were Dewmoucrats.
He ran a parallel between the Democratic and
Republican parties, and showed that while the
Republicans were not blameless, the Dewmocrats
were Dot guiitless~—~that whercas the former ran
off our negroes, the latter were runuiog off our
political friends, by offering bribes to deserters,
making themn captaius, and if they hiad the power
in Virgioia they would wake one of them chiet
agistrate. He clused with a tculy eloquent
appeal for the Union.

Mr. W. B. Presion, from the Business Com-
mnittee, annouuced his readiness to repert. - He
stated that the wajority had instructed him to
present a series of resolutions, and before offer-
ing them he spoke in opposition to the adop-
tion of the Address of the National Cowmmittee.
[See first page of ihis paper.] The Secratary
then read the resolutions ot which the tollowing
is a synopsis :

1st. Asserts some general principles as to the
powers ot the Federal Governwment, &e.

20d. Declares that there is no power to in-
terfere with slavery in the States.

3rd. Endorses the Compromise Measares of
1850.

4th, Tukes ground against the African Slave
Trade.

5th. Eulogises the Union.

Gth. Denonuces President Bughangn's propo-
sition that he be invested with the war-making
power.

7th. Complains of the extravagance and cor-
ruption of the Governicent.

8th. Declares that the principles of the Black
Republican party tend to destroy the Union.

9th. Recognizes our duties in reference to
other nations.

10th. Approves of the Address of the Nation-
al Comuvittee, so far as it, recommends the ap-
pointment of delegates to a National Conven
tion at Baltimore.

On motion of Mr. Thomas, the resolutions
were passed by for the present, and then Mr, T.
introduced a resolution requesting the delegates
of the respective Electoral Districts to appoint
one delegate and vne alternate to the National
Convention, A

Mr. Biogham offered a substitute, referring
the matter to District Conventions.

This was warwmly oppoded by Mr, Thomas and
by Mr. Imboden, of Augasta. The latter said
he had a message for the Convention—an aged
gentleman, Capt. Wm. Watkios, of Charlotie,
who had been a Democrat all his life, told him
to tell the Whig Convention that he looked to
the Whigs to save the Union. [Loud cheers.]

Mr. Bingham withdrew the substitute, and Mr,
Thomas’ resolution was adopted.

Mr. A. J. Crane thea offered a resolation, ap-
proving the address of :Lhe National Committee,
and gpoke upon the subject and in reply to Mr.
Preston until the honr of adjournment.

When thie Convention re-assembled in the af-
ternoon, Mr. Orane resuined and concluded his
speech.

Mr. R. E. Scott, of Fauquier, obtained the
floor and replied to Mr. Orape.  Without con-
cluding he gave way to a motion for a recess.

A resolution emphatically disapproving of the
proposed Southern Conference was adopted.

Mr. J. F. Lewis, of Rockinghamn, introduced a
resolntion that no delegats to the National Con-
vention should be appointed who will not sup
port any nominee that the Convention may se
leet. The President decided that the resolution
was rejected, and a division was culled for, bat
the subject was finally withdrawn for the pres-
ent.

Being
repulsed and sgain returning with increased ar-
dor to the attack, they closed with the Spanish
battalions, fighting hand to hand, obstivately
disputing every foot of ground until finally de-
feated.

A letter from Milan says: We continue to re-
ceive conflicting news from Venetia. Austria
had sent off to her fortresses in Moravia and on
the Danube 180 prisoners in chains, who were
arrested on suspicion of feeling a love for their
country. They had not undergone any form of
trial. Fresh arrests are being made in all the
towns of Venetia. Every day more acts of vio-
