Tehrtble Tragedy at Syracuse, N. V.?A
tragedy of a terrible nature has just caused the
greatest excitement at Syracuse, N. Y. On
Wednesday last, Peter Tinker, whose wife had
abandoned him for a Dr. Searles, committed su-
icide by taking poison, after having first poison-
ed his two littledaughters with strychnine. He
was seen staggering in the streets that evening
from the effects of laodanum, and was carried to

the Park Hotel by his friends, who supposed he
was drunk. He died next morning about 9 o'-
clock. The Standard has the following particu-
lars of this extraordinary affair :

On taking off his boots several letters were
found in one of bis stockings, one of which was
directed to his wife, and another one stated
that his two children, girls of six and eight years
of age, would be found asleep in the Medical
College buildiug. As the children were miss-
ing, considerable anxiety was felt for their fate,
and Dr. Green proceeded immediately to the
College building, where, in the northeast corner
of the lower floor, a horrible sight met the eye.
The two beautiful little children named Flora
and Lucinda, lay on a mattress, dead, with the
froth gathered about the mouth, and beariog ev-
ery evidence of death from the effects of poison,
supposed to be strychnine. The potion had
probably beeu administered by means ot an or-
ange, and the children bad been partially laid
out af ter death, as their arms were folded across
their breasts with some care, and the bodies laid
out iv a straight position. The children were
beautiful aud intelligent little girls, and had at-
tended school until quite recently.

The statement of the wife of the unhappy sui-
cide is that her husband became very poor, and
she went to live with Dr. Searles and his wife in
in order that her work there might support her-
self. Some time since, the second Baptist church
to which Mr. Tinker belonged, took the matter
underconsideration ,and she was discharged from

i the cburch, on the charge that she did not live
with her husband and walk with the church,
aud had attended lectures on spiritualism. It
may be proper here to state that Mrs. Tinker is
not and never has been a spiritualist, and that
the absurd stories that are in circulation about
free-love are all false.

Mrs. Tinker is a lady apparently about thirty-
five years of age, with no particular pretensions
to beauty, and apparently not very gay. She is
much more intelligent than her husband, and
appears to feel very much depressedby the hor-
rible circumstances that surrouud her at this
time. She evidently feels the loss of her little
girls very keenly, although she is not so demon
strati ye as some females.

Mrs. Dr. Searles, who is a very intelligent ap-
pearing lady, indignantly spurns the idea that a-
ny improper intimacy existed between her bus
band and Mrs. Tinker. Sbe says she invited Mis.
Tinker to make her house a home from pure mo
tives of benevolence, as sbe well understood
their depressed pecuniary circumstaces.

We de not mean the k 'Qpposition," qr any
thing connected with the political elements, buf
the ''Staunton Lyceum," which has at several
pc iods been an association creditable to its
members and the town.

With the view, then, of permanently estab-
lishing such an association, we ask tbat there be
a meeting on Friday night, 16th March, in the
room over the connty Court Clerk's office, ot
the friends ot the "Stannton Lyceum," and of all
such as feel an interest in the young men of the
town, which meeting we hope will be atteuded
by such men as will lend dignity and perma-
nence to whatever measures may be adopted.?
We mean such ot our citizens as Col. Baldwin,
Messrs. Harm-in. Imboden, Skinner, Doyle, Bay-
lor, Watts and a number Of ofc: iers who might be
uamed ; all of whom, we tbink, feel sufficient
interest in tbe subject to encourage with their
presence and assistance, tbis.effort which has
been set on foot, to once more raise this now
fallen association, for mutual Improvement.

Baltimore Conference and Slavery.?-At
the recent session of the Baltimore Conference 1
the Bishop presented to the Conference memo- [
rials from the following places: Blacksbnrg
circuit, East Rockingham circnif, Stannton sta- j l
tion, Augusta circuit, Churchville circuit, Lex- i
mgton station and Rockbridge circuit. The »
memorialsrefer to the slavery qwstion and to

the unpleasant and unjust position in which
they are placed, it being asserted by the South- j
crn Church that they are tainted with Aboli- [
tidnism, whilst the Northern branch of the
Church, with which they are connected, give j
grounds for these charges, in the fact that they
are constantly declaring that the BaltimoreCon-!
Terence is entirely agreed with the Northern j
Church in their intense hatred of slavery, but i
ire prevented, through policy, from declaring

such hostility.
The memorialists say they have full confidence

in the soundness of the members of the Balti
more Conference, and will remember through
life the kind lessons of religious instructions re-
ceived at their hands. These charges have, how-
ever, weakened the effectiveness ot the Church,
md are daily growing more intolerable. The

The Charleston Convention.
As the time approaches for the assembling ot

the Charleston Convention, the opinion seem-
to be gaining ground in all quarters that Doug
las will be the nominee. We have nev_r enter
tamed a doubt that he would be the man, foi
the simple reason that he is the only man nndei
whose lead the Democracy can hope to succeed
Without the slightest claim to peculiar fore
eight, we venture to predict that the "Little
Giant" will achieve an easy victory in the Con
vention, and tha Cincinnati platform be re-
adopted as the ready remedy for all difficulties.
The Southern Democracy will take the Cincin-
nati concern asthey understand it, and the North-
ern Democracy will accept it as they understand
it, as expounded by Douglas as he understands
it, and thus all parties will be conciliated and all
barriers to the support of the oandidate be ar-
tistically removed. Douglas will then be inge-
niously furnished with two faces, as has been
done in the case of several Democratic candi-
dates heretofore, and while urged upon the
North as the avowed advooate of "squatter-sov-
ereignty"?that "short cut to all the ends of ab-
olitionism"?will be sustained at the South as
standing on the Cincinnati platform, and the
great expounder and champion ol the great Dem-
ocratic doctrine of "popular sovereignty."?
While professing to be strict constructionists up-
on all questions of constitutional interpretations,
the Democracy are iv favor of the largest liber-
ty in the construction of platforms. Every
individual has the right to make them mean
what he pleases, and the sania privilege is grant-
ed to the candidates who stand npon them.?
With tbis convenient method ot adjusting diffi-
culties, every member of the party may consist-
ently sustain every other member without re-
gard to principles?provided only he stands on
the one general platform of Democracy.

That this will be the issue of the Charleston
Convention we do not entertain a doubt. South-
ern Democrats have expended a vast amount of
breath and wasted a good deal of ink in denuu-
ciation of the heresies of Stephen A. Douglass,
but when Douglass mounts the Cincinnati plat-
form at Charleston, he will be good enough for
them. They will be able to tell the peoplewhen
they return that Douglass stands on the Cincin-
nati platform?tiie same that Old Buck occu
pied?and therefore he must be all right.?
They have all along been mistaken as to his
views on the territorial question; it is not
"squatter-sovereignty" that he favors, but only
"popularsovereignty"?the glorious democratic
doctrine of the people's rights and the omnipo-
tence of majorities. Forgetting that Douglass
has been denounced by them all as entertaining
opinions more fatal to the South than those ot

Seward himself, tbey will all knock under and
give the Little Giant a hearty support.

Legislature of Virginia.

Monday, March sth.--Senate? The House
hill making an additional appropriation of $75,
000 to defray expenses incurred in consequence
of the Harper's Ferry affair, was read and laid
on the table.

On motion of Mr. Stuart, the Governor's
message relative to the North Carolina and Ten
nessee boundary line, was referred to a special
committee.

The Senate bill concerning the Court of Ap-
peals and the Special Court of Appeals, was con-
sidered and tben laid on the table.

The bill for the assessment of taxes was next
takenup.

House.?After some other business of no in-
terest, tbe special license bill was taken up and
discussed by Mr. Robinson.

Tuesday.? Senate.?The bill appropriating
$75,000 to defray the Harper's Ferry expenses
was taken up. On motion of Mr. Wickham, an
amendment was adopted, disapproving of the
principle adopted by the Commissioners, iv
auditing claims of officers lor servants and
horses not in actual service; and directing the
Commissioners to re-audit said accounts. The
bill was then passed.

A resolution communicated from the House
was adopted, authorizing the Senate and House
Committees on Courts ofJustice to sit as a joint
committee during the session of both bodies, for
the purpose of hearing Mr. Sennott in advocacy
of a reprieve of the prisoners under sentence ot
death at Charlestown.

The tax bill was and unsuccessful
efforts were made to exempt the salaries otclerks
and others and State bonds from taxation.

The resolutions, reports &c, relating to the
Southern Conference were taken up as the order
of the day. The majority report, (adverse to the
Conference,) was amended so as to include Mis
sissippi, as well as South Carolina. Mr. August
moved tnat the minority report (in favor ot the
Conference,) he substituted therefor, which was
rejected, and the majority report was adopted
by a vote of 33 to 11.

The bill appropriating the publio revenue was
passed.

House.?The special license bill was advoca-
ted by Mr. Jones, of Appomattox, and opposed
by Mr. Dickiuson, of Prince Edward.

Wednesday.? Senate.?Mr. Thomas, of Fair-
fax, hy leave, introduced a bid allowing adili
tionul compensation to Robett T. Brown, Cie-k
ot ihe Circuit Court of Jefferson, tor extraordi-
nary services in the trial of John Brown and hit-
associates. Ordered to a second reading.

On motion of Mr. Coghdl, the Senate bill to
amend the 10th sect.on of chapter 108 of the
Code so as (v repeal the prohibition against a
mau marrying his brother's widow, was taken
up aud passed.

beeu used for electioneering iv Pennsylvania or
el ewhere, and under what authority this was
done; where the money came from, etc. Mucn
opposition was made to this resolution by the
Democracy.

The Shoemakers' Sthiee ?A correspondent
of the New York Jonrual of Commerce, writing
from Boston respecting the shoemakers' strike
communicates the following interesting fac's:??The boot and shoe manufacturing interest in
Massachusetts is supposed to be that yielding the
Ingest iucome. The annual sales in a good year
amount to some $60,000,000. There are from
forty thousand to fifty thousand persons employ
ed in manufacturing these goods; or say a twen-
ty-fourth part of all the inhabitants of the State.You will thos not wondei; at the 'no small stir'among this large class, when its real or financial
iuterests are touched. These people are also
found iv considerable numbers in southern NewHampshire and Maine, aud elsewhere in the
Eastern States. Many manufacturers of shoes
of our acquaintance have become wealthy, but
uot more io proportion tban the manufacturersot cotton, woollen and goods. Perhaps
tbe laborers iv all our factories have not been
paid any too much. If those who work on daily
aud weekly newspapers are paid bettei a. com-positors, it must he remembered that it is a
muoh more difficult art to set types than to
make shoes. Those who live here know very
well that tbe most of our shoe towns are the
most extreme of any we have in their violence
towards the Southern States and their institu-
tions. This is manifested by their votes and by
tiie Abolition Conventions that are entertained
by them. Now that they are'sutfering for the
lack of that trade which their bitterness has
driven away, tbey may be led to ask, ''whnthave we gained by waging war upon ti*ed -mes-
ne institutions of our sister States J What hashumanity'gained? Aye, how much ha* she
lost hy it ? For we do not soften meu's htarts
by raiding a whirlwind of violence and denunci-
ation against them, but by reason, by good will
nnd by love."

The Texas Prontikr War.?-4. Wa-!d igfon
correspondent say»:

Among the papers communicated 03 thi f y-
dent in answer to the resolutions of Ltie d-n*

ill-* alleged hostilities on the Rt .
Grande, is a letter trom General Twigg.-., the
Commander ot the Department of TcXns, dated
March 28, 1859, some ume after the commence-
ment of these iroubles, in wbich bp says :?

"There is not, nor ever has beep, any danger ot
Mexicans e-'osying on our side at the river to
plunder or disturb tbe inhabitants; aud tbe out-
cry on that river tor troops 13 solely to have au
expenditure ot tbe public money. At every post
that bas been abandoued in Texas, an outcry has
beeu raised, aud plenty ot Indian signs seen, ?
The citizens in the vicinity of posts are
very unwilling to lose the opportunity of hand-
ling a portion of the money necessarily expend-
ed t>y tbe government and troops."

This plaiu statement teilstbe wholestory, and
discloses the purpose cf ail the recent clamor.?
It may be true that outrages bave been commit-
ted on the Rio Grande, but tbey are iraceab c
not to Mexicans or Indians, but to citizens ofTexas, under the leadership of Cortinas who is a
Texau himself. Yet tbe Governor ot that State
informs the Secretary ot War that Texas has
been invaded, and demands tbe "interposition of
the Federal arm" for ber relief.

Before Governor Houston left the Senate of
tbe United States, be advocated a withdrawal
of the United Spates troops from Texas, upon
the ground that she was able to protect herself,
and the presence of the troops was it jurious to
tbe population. His opinion appears to have
changed very suddenly, and his letter to the
War Department is more remarkable for what
it withholds, than for what is bungliugly ex-
pressed.

We are informed, says the Augusta Consti-
tutionalist, ou what we regard as reliable au-
thority, tbat the hotels in Charleston will charge
five dollars per day, for board during ibe sit-
ting of tbe Demociatic National Convention.
We hear it stated also that this charge will com-
mence several days before the Convention con
veues.
