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_ Gorp AND Siver.—Few, who have not stud-
ied the subject, have any just idea of the in-
creased production of the precious metals since
1848, whea gold was first discovered in Califor-
nia. The estimated available annual production
in 1847, amounted to $27,715,000 of silver, snd
$15,675,000 in  gold, making a total yield of
$43,390,000 per annum to supply the use and
loss of these precious metals. After 1848 the
production rapidly increased up to the beginning
of this year, when the anpual yield was estima-
ted in round numbers at $50,000,000 in silver,
and $250,000,000 in gold, making a total pro-
duct of $300,000,000, against less than $50,-
000,000 only about ten years ago! Buta pew
phase is about to appear in counection with this
production. Heretofore, it will be seen, the
most important gain has been in gold ; for while
the annual production of silver has ooly in-
creased 80 per ceunt., the production of gold has
increased 1,500 per cent., a change so vast that
its ultimate effect upon commerce is beyond
all computation. Just as this startling truth has
become fixed in the minds of those who have
studied the subject, all the theories they have
evolved from it, are again upset by an announece-
ment of an equal pfobable increase in the yield
of silver. We see no reason for doubting the as-
sertion that in two years the production of sil-
ver in our Pacific possessions will amount to 50,-
000,000 per annum.—XN. Y. Journal,

Tae InTErIOR OF CHINA.—The voyage of the
Earl of Elgin, two years since, up the great riv-
er Yang-tse-kiang, of Cbina, the particulars of
which are only now first made known to the
world through the publication of the narrative
of the mission, has furnished some interesting
facts relative to the interior of this empire. The
rain which the rebeis have caused can hardly be
believed —populous cities bad been destroyed,
and the country everywhere laid waste. Chir-
kizng, which once had a population of 500,000
did pot contain 500 souls. The great city of
Ching-kiang-foo, which had been taken by the
rebels, was in 8 most deplorable state. *“A sin-
gle dilapidated street, composed only of a few
mean shops, was all that remained of this once
thriving and populous city; the remainder of the
vast ares, composed within walls six miles in
circumference, contained nothing but ruins,
weeds and kitchen gardens.” At Woo-chang, a
city of 400,000 inbabitants, the party landed.—-
They found its walls thrown down, large tracts
were covered with the ruins of houses destroyed
by the rebels, and so solitary were portions of
the ruined city, that in its very centre tbe offi-
cers scared up two brace ot pheasants.

A letter from Washington says: Geo. W. Ba-
ker, brother of Collector Baker, of Philadelphia,
has been before the Covode Investigating Com-
mittee, and testified that he was appointed assis-
tant cashier in the Philadelphia Custom House,
and has held the office since November 13, 1858,
and has drawn a salary of $1,200 per yesr, in
monthly payments ; that he did not have a desk
in the Custom House, and could not tell what
duties he perforimed. It is evident that he never
performed any duties under the government
since his appointment, but has been engaged in
editing the Pennsylvanian newspaper. This is
held as a direct violation of the acts of Congress,
and subjects both the Collector and his brother
in an indictment for felony, which, it is said,
will be forthcoming.

The Central Botts Club of Virginia has issued
an address to the Opposition throughout the
Union, urging the nominatian of Mr. Botts by
the National Convention at Baltimore, as the
most available candidate.

The Norfolk papers state that some 60 or 70
Knights of the Golden Circle paraded the streets
of that city on drill, several nights ago. The
Kuights were attended by a band of music.

VEYING AND CALCULATING AREAS, by Jas.
M. LiLLEY, Staunton, Va.
This is instrument is a semi-circular plate, with a
needle-box attached to the diameter, and the circular
edge graduated in degrees; and there being a mova-
ble limb or alidade attached tothe centre of the plate,
with veraiers at both ends, the bearing of a line can
be read for any number of degrees or minutes
The plate is so divided as to form, with the scale ot
the ahdade, a traverse table of lines instead of num-
bers, which gives at once the latitude and departure
of any course and distance run.
The table answers the same purpose for ascertain-
ing heights and distances, as the reaunired distance is
read from the plate without the trouble of referring
to the logarithmic tables.
It gives the horizontal measurement of the lines of
a survey ; and where there is local attraction the lines
can be traced independent of the needle; there being
two pair of sights, enabling the surveyor to form at
once the angle required by the bearings of the cour-
ses.
The variation of an old line is easily calculated on
it, and for such work as leveling for mill-races or
draining land, it answers every purpose of the level.
There is an attachment for solving oblique trian-
gles, which gives the base and perpendicular of the
triangle, trom which the area can be ascertained very
readily ; and it also gives the bearing and distance of
the closing line in a division of land.
