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The Trouble at Carleston.

This is said to be a world of troubles, and our
Democratic friends have had their fall share of
them at Charleston. Aftor a career of unpar-
alleled success, the agitation of the slavery ques-
tion, which, some how or other, has operated to
their advantage heretofore, has at last divided
the party, with little prospect at present of
a future re union. We are not disposed to make
light of the occurrence. The disruption of a
great party, which has boasted of its unity and
nationality, upen a sectional issue, is an event of
vast importance, and its effecte, so far as relates
to the perpetuity of the Union, cannot now be
predicted.

The Committee on the platform reported to
the Convention certain resolutions, as explana-
tory of the Cincinnati platform. The first reso-
lution denies “that Congress has any power to
abolish slavery in the Territories—or that a
Territorial Legislature has any power to abolish
it—or to forbid the introduction of slaves within
a Territory, or the right to destroy or impair
the right ot property in slaves by any legislation
whatever.” This much negatively, to which is
added the third resolution, which asserts that “it
is the duty of the Federal Government to protect
when necessary the rights of persons and prop-
erty on the high seas, in thé Territories, or
wherever else its constitutional authority ex-
tends.” A majority of the Convention rejected
these resolutions, and therenpon & nnmber of
Southern delegates retired. The Convention
then re-affirmed the Ciccinnati platform, with-
out addition or explanation on the subject of
slavery, but subsequéntly adopted the Tennessee
resolution, endorsing the Dred Scott Jecision as
“the correct interpretation of the Constitution.”

In opposition to the theory contended for by
the Southern seceders is the doctrine of Senator
Douglas and his Northern friends. This affirms
the right of the Territorial Legislature to settle
the question of slavery within the bounds of the
Territory, and denies that Jongress has the pow-
er to interfere either for or against tha jpstitu-
tion.

That a diversity of sentiment on the subject
of slavery existed between the Northern and
Southern mewbers of the Democratiz snd all
other parties, has been apparent for a long time;
and the failure of the attempt at Charleston con-
clusively proves the impossibility of embracing
these different opinions in one platform which
shall admit of but one interpretation. Even the
Seceders at Charleston are not agreed among
themselves. Gov. Wioston, of Alabama, pro-
tested against the resolutions adopted by their
Convention, because they do not contain & de-
mand for a slave code for the Territories; and
Senator Bayard, of Delaware, actually seceded
from the Seceders.

With such an irreconcilable difference of opin
fon, the question arises whether there is no way
of getting rid of the difficulty, or whether the
peace of the country and the Union itself must
be sacrificed to-abstract theories. The only way
we know of is to agree to disagree upon ques-
tions of really no practical importance. If let
alone, the question of slavery in the Territories
will settle itself to the satisfaction of all reason-
able and patriotic men in both sections of the
Republic.

Names of Counties.

When the Legislature was engaged last win-
ter in laying out new counties, and contending
over the names that should be given to them, a
gentleman of this county suggested the name of
Bacon as one that deserved to be honored in this
manner. All persons who are in any degree ac-
quainted with the career of Nathaniel Bacon,
the Virginia “rebel” of 1676, must be struck
with the propriety of the suggestion. For one
hundred years—from 1676 to 1776—Bacon was
branded as a traitor to his king and country ; and
probably nothing but a premature death saved
him from the gallows. His associates Hansford
and others were hung by Governor Berkeley.—
No printing presses were permitted in Virginia
at that time, and reliable accounts of the “Great
Rebellion” existed only in manuscript for many
years. The reports of Berkeley to his superiors
in England, blackening the character and mis-
representing the motives of the insurgents, were
received as true, and the world knew no better
till comparatively a recent date. But Bacon is
now universally regsrded as a genuine patriot,
pot unworthy of being compared with Washing-
ton, and the Rebellion of 1676 as the harbinger
of the Revolution a century later. Yet we have
no county called Bacon, while nearly all of the
old Colonial Governors, whose memory we are
not accustomed to revere, have left their names
affixed to Virginia soil. Would it not be appro-
priate to change the name of Berkeley county
to Bacon, and of Culpeper to Hansford ¢

Military Appointments,

The Legislature having failed to elect military
officers at the late session, the duty of filling
vacancies devolyed upor Gov. Letcher. He has
lately conferred the appointment of Major Gen-
eral of the 5th Division upon Capt. Kenton Har-
per, of this county. Capt. Harper has seen more
military service, and, we have mo doubt, is bet
ter qualified for the office, than any man living
within the bounds of the Division. There are
five Divisions in the State, and the Fifth em-
braces all the counties south of Rockingham to
the Tennessee line, and from the Blue Ridge
west to the Ohio River.

Vacancies in the First and Second Divisions
were filled by the appointment of O. G. Clay, of
Campbell, and Asa Rogers, of Londoun. Brig-
adier General W. H. Harman, of this place, has
been reappointed to the comwmand of the Thir-
teenth Brigade. :

Sunday Trains.

We Lave heretofore expressed our gratifica-
tion at the stopping of Sunday trains on the
Qentral Railroad. A respected correspondent
in this issue, takes a different view of the matter.
It seems to us, that, although the Directors have
based their action only on the ground of econo-
my, the end accomplished has a good moral and
religious influence, and in a case like this we
wonld not reject 8 benefit because the motive
which prompted it may not be entirely satisfac-
tory. If public sentiment sustains the action of
the Board so far, it is not improbable that Sun-
day trains between Richmound and Gordonsville
will also be discontinued.

The Great Prize Fight.
All the newspapers in this country and Eng-
land, aod no doubt throughout the civilized
world, religious as well as secular, have bad
something to say about the great prize fight
which lately came off in Engiand between Hee-
nan and Sayers. ~With but few exceptions, they

graceful to the age. A London paper thinks
“that English society, which, forewarned for
weeks, permitted the exhibition, has no right to
complain at being confronted with its hideous
details.”

We do not propose to go into particolars.—
Heenan, who was born in the State of New
York, of Irish parents, challenged Sayers, & no-
ted English prize fighter, to & contest for the
championship of the world. The fight came off
near London, on the 17th of April, before an
immense crowd. “Bell’s Life in London,” and
other sporting papers, describe the contest in the
most artistic style, interspersing their narratives
with a profusion of flash terms. 'The American,
we are told, excited the admiration of his oppo-
nents. “His right eye was nearly blinded early
in the contest$ about the twenty-fifth roand his
left was also fast going to sleep, He had an
awful ‘picture gallery’ to look at. His snout
was like that of a ringed boar, and he had fearfal
gashes in his cheeks, but still he fought with in-
domitable pluck. When he hit his blows were
terrific, and sounded on the ears of the specta-
tors like the crack of & haantipg whip.” The
right arm of the Englishman was disabled by s
steam hammer blow from his opponent at about
the sizth round. ‘‘He was caught on the ropes
twice by his maddened gdyersary, who placed
Tom’s head in chancery, and on the sgeond oc-
casion wounld have strangled him outright had
not the popes been cat.”

There were forty-two rounds and the fight
lasted for more than an hoar. Finally, Sayers’
friends, seeing, as the other party contend, that
he would lose the battle, rgshed in and put a
stop to it. eenan, therefore, fgiled to get the
“‘champion’s beit” and the mosey staked uypon
the result. The amount of “punistiment’’ regeiv-
ed by the parties is thus summed up: Sayers
knocked dnown 27 times, Heenan knocked down
not once; Sayers thrown 13 times, Heenan
thrown once; number of blows rpgeiyed by
Sayers 68, number”of blows received by Heenan
19. This includes only the heavy business; the
lighter head-punching is too unimportant for
record.

The London paper qaoted above says, now
that the public has been made acquainted with
the true character of prize-fights, we may expect
that it will be long before another exhibitjon of
the kind is permitted.

The Baltimore Convention.
The Baltimcre American of Thursday last
says: “The approaching session of the [nion
Constitutional Convention in this city, on the
9th of the present month, continues to excite not
oniy sttention in our own city, but throughout
the entire coantyy, The telegraph daily an-
nounces the election, by numeroas §tates, of del-
egates to the Convention, and the movement
appears to be daily gaining strength in every
State of the Gonfederacy. It 1s announced that
all the lines of railroad diverging Xorth, South
and Weat from Baltimore, haye arranged to car-
ry at half fgre delegates to and from the Con-
vention, and also to cagry visitorg 8t a reduced
rate of fsre. This arrangement ajone wil] tend
to bring large numbers of strangers to our city,
and much praise is due the raiiroad companies
for the facilities thus offered. At a session of the
Union Constitutional Committee, in the city of
Washington, on Monday evening last, an invi-
tation wgs cxtended to the Committees of the
American and Whig partiesto De present, with
the Union Committee, at the opgpjng of the
Baltimore Convention. This invitation, which
will no doubt be accepted, will at once prove to
the country the entire union of the national con-
servative elements.” Delegates from several of
the States had aiready grrived in Baltimore.
The American of Friday, in an grtiele on the
difficulties at Oharleston, says: “Theye is a
third party—and we honestly believe it repre-
sents the vast majority of our countrymen—
which proposes to ignore the whole question.—
If it had been possible for the Charleston Con
vention to plant itself upon the Union of these
States, ard to discourage and denounce all agi-
tation of the vexed question, it could have fought
the Republicans and done good service to the
country. As little as we sympathjze with the
Democratic party, we are sorry to see it wrecked
upon this shoal. A party that has been respect-
able, in its proportions at least, for so many
years, seems to be dismembered and blown into
trrgments by a firebrand cast by its own friends.
The hope of the Uniop may yet rest upon the
action of the Baltimore Convention,”

Dovucras wiLL Nor BE WITHDRAWN.—A de-
spatch from Washington to the Philadelphia
Press, dated May 2, midnight, says:

The excitement in regard to the Charleston
Convention increases, The war upon Douglas
by the Adwministration and Disunionists is main-
tained without mercy. He is to bg puynished
for doing right. Having obtained the nomina-
tion of a majority, he is practically the candi-
date. Despatches received to night indicate the
determination of Douglas and his friends never
to falter. They will never abandon him.
Southern Douglas Senators and Representa-
tives are now telegraphing to the Convention to
adjourn to Baltimore till June, in order to give
public opinion time to operate. Meetings are to
be held in the South to rebuke the seceders; and
an address is to be prepared asking Northern
Democrats to rise en masse against the recre-
aots who are hounding Douglas and assisting
the Disunfonists.  Geveral contempt and scorn
of Cushing are expressed. His partiality and
injustice are everywhere execrated.

The Massachusetts delegation have been de-
moralized by the office holders, and a deep game
is playing to put Gauthrie forward; and, this
failing, Seymour, of New York, is to be tried.—
Neither card will win. The Democrats who
prefer Douglas are 2 unit in taking him or po-
body. If he is slaughtered, they will avenge his
fell by such an appeal to the ballot boxes as will
be remembered for a century. The Secessionists
must take Douglas or a Republican. The hour
for compromise has passed forever. Fifty-seven
ballots have been taken, and five hundred will
not tire or terrify the Donglas columns,

Late advices from California state that the
mines are yielding sure returns. The gold re-
ceipts at San Francisco during the quarter end-
ing in March, were rising $10,800,000, being an
access of more than a million over the first quar-
ter of 1858 and 1859, and showing an unusual
accumulation of gold. Allison’s quartz mine in
Nevada county, yielded $27,000 from three days’
crushing. The accounts from tie quartz mines
near Jacksonville, Southern Oregon, continue
almost fabulous. One ledge, worked by Aras-
tras, yielded in one week, 1,000 ounces of gold.
Several other leaCs were also yielding enor-
mously.

The Southern members who seceded fsom the
Oharleston Convention, on Monday, the 30th
ult., met that night at St. Andrew’s Hall. Mr,

John . Preston, of South Oarolina, was‘called

to preside. He addressed the Convention—de-
claring that he considered this a great occasion,
a movement of the constitutional lovers of the

rights and redress our wrongs.

Mr. Yancey, of Alabama, said they had been
sent to the National Convention as delegates and
that their mission had been fulfilled. They had
retired and now stood in the attitude of private
oitizens. That Convention was Dow a mere sec-
tional gathering. Should Douglas be nomina-
ted, it would then befome their duty to present
or recommend to the people of the United States,
candidates for the Presidency and Vice Presi-
dency, on & National Constitutional basis, and,
therefore, a Southern basis. No action should
be taken by the seceding delegates, until the
proper time. ;
Mr. Bayard, of Delaware, regarded the influ-
ence that overraled principle in the Convention,
as a thirst for power and plunder. He was se-
vere on the New York delegation, who, he said,
had turned their backs on the Soath. He trust-
ed the other Southern States would withdraw,
and that the Convention would be utterly dis-
solved. He did not consider that seceders had
power to make a regular nomination, but he
would recommend, if it should be found necessa-
ry, that they shonld unite in g recommendgtion
of suitable candidates for the two offices to be
filled, and would put forth a written address to
their constituents.

After some remarks by Mr. Matthews, of La.,
the States were called. When New York was
called, Dr. Skinner, of the Wood delegation, said
he eame herz tp gttend a National Convention,
and had been kept “sitting out in the eold? for
eight days—the delegation to which he belonged
baving been onsted from their seats by frand.—
The entire Wood delegation subsequently joined
fhe sgoedeps.

A Committee on Organization was appointed,
and an sdjournment was made to City Hall,
where Mr. Yancey and others addressed a large
meeting.

On Tuesday, the Convention adopted the ma-

jority reFort, a3 preganted by the Committee on
the Platfornd to the National Gonveption.
A proposition to adopt the name’ of 'the Con-
stitgtional Democracy, after a long debate, was
voted dewn, the body claiming to be the true
National Democrgey. 1

The Pacific Railroad resoiutions were adopted,
but not without considerable opposition.

Nothing more was done during the morning.
At the evening session, Mr. Hatch, of Louisiana,
moved to adjourn till the morning, as the other
Conventiop had made ng nomination. Adopted.
A large gsudience was in-attendance, inclnding &
great many ladies. Qune of the Virginig dele-
gates, Mr. Fisher, of Northampton, joined the
seceders.

The Qonvention met again on Thursday, abou
40 delegates present, ana Senator Bayard presi-
ding.

A considerable diversity of sentiment among
the members was devejoped. ome of them de-
sired to 'make nominations for President and
Viece President; others wished merely to issue
an address to the people. Some proposed to go
back into the regular Convention when it assem-
bles at Baltimore ; others advocated the holding
of a separate Jopvention. Judge Meek, of Ala-
bawma, said that any Southern Sgate that went
into the Baltimore Convention did so as an ap-
prover of Squatter Sovereignty. Gen. Simons,
of 8. C., would not follow the Convention to
Baltimore—he had left it forever.

At the night session, Mr. Bayard took the
floor and spoke for an hour. He covld not ap-
prove the resolutions for an address and meeting
in Washington one week before the Baltimore
Convention. He desired the unity of the Dem-
ocratic party, sad was prepared to support their
nominee, if made now or a month hence, if he
should prove to be a truly nationai man. His
personal preference was for Mr. Haanter, of Vir-
ginia. He styled the New York delegation s a
band of political gamblers, and concluded by
saying he could not retain 2 seat in the Gonven-
tion if the pending resolution was adopted,
though ke wonid approve of it if he was a dele-
gate from a cotton State, He therefore asked
permission of the Convention to decline the po-
sition in which they had placed him and to re-
tire from the Convention. A great part of Mr.
Bayard’s speech was directed against disunion.

On Mr. Bayard’s retiring, Robert Scott, of
Alabamg, was chosen President.

The resolation for ai addresy was withdrawn,
when

Mr. Jackson offered his resolution for & South-
ern Convention to be held in Richmond on the
2d Monday of June, which was adopted, with
five or six dissenting voices.

A resolution for the publication of & narrative
of the grounds of sgoeding, together with the
proceedings of the Convention, wag adopted.

The Convention then adjourned,

The New York San says it is ‘refreshing to
find that the repressntatives ot the free State
Democracy have, for once, had the courage to
refuse entire submission to the imperious de-
mands of that small Southern oligarchy who
have done so much to disorganize and destroy
the party. We only hope that they will not dis-
play any timidity and yield the position which
they have taken. ~So far, the Douglas men have
stood firmn, and if they yield an inch more they
will only cover themselves with disgrace.”

ContiNvED OpPosrtioN To Dovaras.—The

Washington Constitution of Friday morning
sounds the key-note, for the instruction of the
Administration forces, of continued opposition
to the vomination ot Senator Douglas. It says:
QOne thing, nevertheless, seems to be very de-
cisively determined—namely, that the person
whose pertinacious partizans have caused all the
difficulty at Charleston cannot possibly be noiui-
nated for the Presidency as the candidate of a
Nationa] Democratic Convention. We need not
now go into the reasons for this conviction,
which every clear headed man musi possess,
whether it is agreeable to wishes or not.
We shall not suggest what patriotism, what
magnanimity, what party fidelity—nay, what an
enligltened and a sagacious self-interest dictates
to that person, because our motives would be
coustrued by scheming partizans, who care not
for their party nor for the country.

From Uran.—A Washington despatch says:
Gov. Cummivg has informed the President that
Utah is in a condition bordering on anarchy,
and that some action is therefore necessary on
the part of the government to relieve the Terri-
tory from present and impending evils. He al-
ludes to bands of desperadoes whose conduct
renders the tenure of life and property uncertain,
and requests that either Judges be sent out in
place of those who have deserted Utah, or that
the Probate Courts be anthorized to exercise the
power claimed by them and granted by the Leg-
islative Assembly, or that some other means of
ensuring safety may.be adopted. He asks that
five Liundred soldiers be retained there and pro-
tests against the withdrawal of the entire army
as injudicious and unjust. The Governor esti-
mates the population of Utah at 52 or 58,000,
though the Mormons assert that it is larger.

_ The first business in order was the ‘platforms
reported from the Qommittee. The President
decl(}ed that a recommendation by a State Con-

On tke test vote of adopting the majority re-
port of the Committee, committing the party to
the doctrine of Oougressional logislation for the
protection of slavery in the Territories, or that
of the minority declaring the question to be one
for judicial interpretation only, the Convention
declared very decidedly—yeas 165, nays 188—
in favor of the latter—thus rendering the mi-

But this result brought up a storm which the
North appeared unable to resist. An excited
debate, interspersed with'fauch wrangling and
confusion ensued. The Southern delegates pre-
sented an almost united front against the final
adoption of the Douglas plank in the amended
platform. Several delegations refused to vote,
and others declared its adoption would destroy
the Democratic party as a national organization.
Col. Richardson, of 1llinois, endeavored to ade
dress the Oonyention, but the South refused to
hear him., :

The vote was first taken on the resolution re-
affirming the Oincinnati platform, and it was
carrjed—ayes 283, nays 70.- When Mississippi
was called, Mr. Glenn arose and voted “No,”
declaring that Mississippi believed the Cincin-
nati platform, as explained North and South, to
be an unqualified swindle. [His voice was
drowned in cries of “order.”]

Finally the preamble and resolutions on the
subject of slavery in theTerritoyies were siricken
out—ayes 250, nays 40—Mississipp1, Alabama,
Atkansas and Elorida refusing to vote. The
portion rejected reads as follows:

[That, inasmuch as differences in opinion exist
in the Democratic party as to the nature god ex-
tent of the poweygs of a Territorial “Legislature,
and ae to the powers and dauties of Congress, uc-
der the Constitation of the United States, over
the institution of Slavery within the Territories.

Resolved, That the Democratic party will a-
bide by the decision of the Supreme Court of
the United States ovpr the institution of Biavery
within the Territories.] LR i

The remaining resolutions, relating to the pro-
tection of citizens at home and abroad, the Pa-
cific railroad, acquisition of Cuba, &c.," were " a-
dopted tnanimodsly, the above Stdtes still re-
fusing to vote. The platform, as it stands, is
entirely tilent upon the subject of slavery in the
Territories.

This disposition of the guestion, however,
failed to satisfy a portion of $he South, which
Lhad been instructed by their State Conyentions
to demand a posjtive” affirmation of the right
and daty of Jongress o protest slave property
from unfriendly Territorial legislation. TlLe ma-
jority of the delegations from Alabama, Missis-
sippi, South Carolina, Arkansas, Florida, Louis-
iana, Texas, and a part of that from Delaware,
withdrew—the delegations of thoss States wherg
a minosity remained protesting ‘dgainst their an-
thority te repreésent the State in the Convention.
On the part of the seceding delegations the most
earnest protests were entered against the action
of the Convention, and the free States warned
that in sixty days they wonld {nd thewseives
opposed by a united Sonth.” "

Mr. Morton, of Louisiaba, in taking leave of
the Convention, said “we have heretofore de-
clared that the Democratic party was harmoni-
ous, but we are now parted forever—separated
on principle—if our friends from the free States
cannot join us in fighting the Black Republicans,”

Mr. Glenn, of Mississippi, delivered in behalf
of the delegation of thaj’ State a powerful and
exciting address, telling them in less than ‘sixty
days they will see & united South acting in con-
cert. [Deafening appluse, the galleries joining.]
The time will come when you will waut us.

Mr. Bayard, of Delaware, said he came lere
to join in & Convention of thirty three States,
five of which have now withdrawn, and he re-
fuses to fetter his State Dy participating in the
action of those that remain. :

Mr. Russel, on bebalf of the Virginia delega-
tion, asked for an adjournment that time might
be given for conspltation. Ie exzpressed his
deep sympathy for the Bouthiern Btates,

Amidst an intense feeling of excitement the
Convention finally adjourned until Tuesday
morning, after having been eight hours in con-
tinuous session.

Eeara Day.—On the meeting of the Con-
vention, the President stated that three separate
motions to ve-consider the Flatform werg pend-
ing when they adjourned last night, and Mr.
Merrick, of Illinois, was entitled to the floor.

Mr. Benning, of Georgia, rose to a privileged
question, stating that the Georgia delegates, hav-
ing been in anxious consultation, and passed re-
solations, they could no longer remain in. the
Convention, and all but eight delegates with-
drew. Twenty-four retired.

The following delegations then asked leave to
wihdraw for consultation ; Tennessee, Virginia,
a portion of Maryland and a portion of Ken-
tucky.

Mr. Cohen, of Georgia, said he remained to
make an effort for harmony and union.

Mr. Flournoy, of Arkansas, took the same
ground and said the South could’nt unite on the
ground the seceding delegations had taken.

Mr. Montgomeyy, of Pennsylvania, was op-
posed to these speeches on either side. If there
were any more delegations prepared tu leave,
let them go. They have all made up their minds,
and we have made up our minds, We wish to
proceed to buosiness,

The Tennessee resolntions were adopted, con-
sequently the Tennessee, Virginia, and Kentucky
delegations remain in t nvention.

Twelve ballots were . "The twelfth bal-
lot resulting as follows: Douglas 150 1-2;
Guthrie 39 1-2 ; Hunter 38 ; Dickingon 4 ; john-
son 12; Lane 6; Davis 11-2. The Convention
then adjourned. -

Ninta Day.—The Boston Brass Band, seated
in the gallery, opened the Convention Wednes-
day morping with half a dozen spirit stirring
airs, concluding with “Yankee Doodle,” at the
close of which Mr. Flournoy, of Arkansas, in
stentorian tones, proposed three eheers for the
Union, which were heartily given. The floor
and galleries were thronged with ladies.

The balloting was resumed. On the twenty-
third ballot, when Virginia was called, Mr. Rus-
sell stated thgt he was required to cast fourteen
votes one way and one gnother, which he de-
clined to do unless otherwise ordered by the
Convention. His State Copvention had passed
no resolution on the subject, but voting as a u-
nit had always been regarded as the Democratic
law of the State.

Mr. Moffet, of Virginia, said that his colleague
thought the voice of their constitnents should be
heard, and he could no longer vote for Mr. Hun-
ter.

After considerable debate, the President de-
cided that the Virginia delegates could cast theiy
individual votes. Virginis then voted 14 for
Hunter and 1 for Douglas.

Douglas also received one from North Caroli-
na on this ballot, giving him 152 votes, being a
majority of the whole Convention. Guthrie re-
ceived 41, Lane 19, Hunter 25, Johnson 12, Da-
vis 1, Dickioson 1,

At the evening session, after the thirty-fith
ballot was taken, Mr. Gittings, of Md., moved
that the Convention adjourn to meet in Balti-
more. The motion was debated, and finally
withdrawn,

After the thirty-sixth ballot Tennessee with-
drew the name of Johnson.

The fifty-fourth ballot stood: Douglas 151,
Gathrie 61, Lone 16, Hunter 20, Dickinson 3,
Davis 1, (omitting fractions), On the fifty-fifth
Guthrie received 65 votes—the vote of Douglas
unchanged. Fifty seven ballots, in all, were ta-
ken, showing no material change.

Mr. Ashe, of N. C., then moved an adjourn
ment. Mr. Gittings moved an amendment to
adjourn to Baltimore on the 1st of June. The
amendment was rejected, and Mr. A’s motion
adopted, by yeas 148, nays 100. :
