Senator Douglas’ Speech.

The speech recently delivered in the United
States Senate by Mr. Douglas, in reply to Mr-
Davis, of Mississippi, on the resojutions offered
by the latter, defining the duty of Congress to
protect slavery in the Territories, was quite a
great affair. The Little Giant shows no dispo-
gition to back out from his position, but on the
contrary carries the war into the enemy’s camp,
and while defending himseli, convicts his oppo-
pents of flagrant inconsistency. Here and there
through his speech, he administers cutting re-
bukes to Yancey, Davis, Bayard, Attorney Gen-
eral Black, and even the Great Mogul himself,
President Buchanan; and his sarcasms are the
more effective because of the strict courtesy
which characterizes his language. There is
no vituperation, but a covert severity which
eould not fail to tell upon the victims.

Mr. Douglas shows from the gotiop of Demo-
cratio State Conventions in Florida, Georgia gnd
other Southern States, prior to 1848, that the
doctrine of Congressional non-intervention was
generally endorsed by the Southern Democracy.
Again, at the Baltimore Convention of 1848
Gen, Oass, the great chief of “squatter sover-
eignty,” was nominated, Virgicia and most of
the other Southern States voting for him. They
voted for him, says Mr. Douglas, with a knowl-
edge of his opinions on this question, and he was
their first choice. It is trne that during the
Presidential canvass of that year, Democratic
politicians at the South denied that “squatter
sovereignty” was contained in the Baltimore
Platform, or even in Gen. Cass’ Nicholson let-
ter ; but the party were precluded from taking
such ground, for Yancey had wade the issue dis-
tinetly in the Convention, and was defeated . by
an overwhelming majority. Yancey’s protest
was rejected—ayes 36, nays 216—Virginia cast-
ing 17 votes against it. Thus we find Virginia
voting against the incorporation of the doctrine
of intervention for the protection of slavery in-
to the platform. Mr. Davis supported Gen.
Cass under protest—*‘he has & clean record, but
a record outside of the Democratic party,” says
Mr. Douglas.

So in 1850, Mr. Douglas contends, non-inter-
vention, according to his understanding of it, was
re-endorsed, and the Georgia ‘“fire-eaters” then
became “submissionists perforce.” Gen. Pierce,
moreover, was nominated for President on that
issue—he was elected on that issue, and no other
—he never would have been President but for

that issue—and Mr. Davis became Secretary of

‘War by virtue of the same!

When the Kansas-Nebraska bill came up, the
doctrine was asserted again. The record proves,
says Mr. Douglas, ““beyond cavil, dispute or pro-
test, that those who voted for the bill pledged
themselves for non-intervention, and that non-
intervention meant that Congress should not in-
terfere for any purpose, either to prohibit or pro-
tect, establish or abolish slavery.”—Precisely as
the opponeats of the bill said. Alebama, Mr.
D. continues, “led the bolt at Charleston for the
sole reason that the majority of the Convention
adopted the Alsbama ultimatum of 1856. He
recognized the right of the Democracy of Ala-
bama to change their opinions just as often as
they please.”

Mr. Douglas comes down, in the course of his
speech, to the Cincinnati Convention of 1856.—
There, he contends, the same dootrine was as-
serted, and Mr, Buchanan approved it in his let-
ter of acceptance. Finding great difficulty with
his political friends in harmoniziog upon a plat-
form, he says: “I have tendered to them vari-
ons propositions—tendered them the Florida
platform of 1847, and they would not take it;
tendered them the Goorgia platform of 1854, and
they would not take it; tendered them the Ala-
bama platform of 1856, and they would not take
it ; I tender them now the letter of Mr. Buchan-
an’s acceptamce in 1856, and let them construe
it for themselves; I tender them Mr. Breckin-
ridge’s speech at Lexington, in 1856, and let it
construe itself—I won’t dot an ¢ or cross a ¢.”

Mr. Douglas refers to his exclusion from the
Committee on Territories by the Democratic
Senators, but rejoices in the endorsement of the
Charleston Covention. By a majority of the
whole electoral college, he was the choice of the
party for President; he is no longer a heretic—
no longer an outlaw. He has no great respect
for the famouns Tennessee resolutions—he wants
no double-dealing or double construction in a
platform. He is willing to stand on the Oincin-
nati platform, and give it the same construction
he has always given it. This is his ultimatum,
and there is no hope left for a compromise at
Baltimore or elsewhere.

Mr. Davis briefly replied. He said Douglas
had assumed the air of the monarch ot France,
who exclaimed, ‘I am the State !” and undertook
to dictate to the National Convention on what
terms he would accept their nomination. So
the battle rages.

Artists and daguerreotypists were
present to take pictures, and the Japanese them-
selves sketched everything. A correspondent
says:

After being detained in the sun for about
twenty minutes, they were walked up towards
the gate of the Yard, which is about a third of
s mile from the wharf, still bareheaded, and then
put ioto carriages, iwo large omnibuses being
provided tor the inferior attaches of the Em

basey, on the top of one-of which was placed the
treaty box in the cage.

Following after the procession came & dozen
large turnituré wagons, piled ap with boxes and
packages supposed to gontaio clothing and otber
articles of personal pecessity,  The balance of
the baggage, whichis to the extent of some
eighty tons, was removed from the sieamer, and
will be taken to the quarters of the Embassy to-
MOITow.

The Government troops, consisting of the
President’s-Mounted Guard, the United States
Artillery from the Arsenal, and the United
States Marines, then threaded their way with
‘considerable difficulty and -delay through the
orowd of carriages and omnibuses that blocked
-ap all the streets within several squares of the
yard, sud forwed in line -beyond the throng.—
Shortly afterwards the garrigges containing the
members of the Embassy came out of the gate,
and were immediately surrounded by crowds of
ragged and rude boys and ill-napnerly men,
thrasting their hands iato the carriages, climb-
ing up bebind, and even attempting to handle
their clothing and swords. - Allajtempts to keep
the carriages together amid such' a throng of
vehicles was futile, and by the time the head of
the-procession reached the capitol gate the Em-
bassy were separated with a half dozen om-
nibuses and private carriages intervening be

tween each carriage.

A delay ot & halt hour took place at the cap-
itol to form the procession' before proceeding en
the Avenue, during which period the carriages
were surrounded by all classes of people, and no
attempt was made to protect them- from the
aonoyance. The rear of the procession was
brought up by the volunteer companies of the
District.

" Ag the procession moved along on the whole
live from the Wavy ¥ard gate the streets were
crowded with people all anxious to gei a sight of
the strangers, and notwithstanding the annoy-
ance to which they were subjected, which they
seemed to take with good humor, their counte

nanges bore the evidence of surprise at every
step in their progress, Their first view of the
capitol and the unfinished dome exoited great
surprise, and their heads were all stretclied out
the windows of their carriages as long as it was
in sight.

Ou reaching the avenue the crowd of boys
and negroes around the carriages became more
dense. The black yisages of the negrues seemed
an odity to them, at whish they lapghed hear-
ily. The negroes returned their laugh with a
broad grin which excited their merriment very
much. On reaching the front of their quarters,
at Willard’s Hotel, the carriages were surround-
ed by the negro waiters and hack drivers, and
they shook hands with them with a cordiality
that would have gratified Gerrett Smith if be
had been present. The negro was evidently a
novelty to them—and what their impressions
were as to his position in the country, and their
being the first to throng around them at the
door of their quarters, would be worthy of in-
quiry.

The reception rooms at Willard’s were dense-
ly thronged with the wives and daughters of
members of Congress and other public men, who
assembled to receive these welcomed visitors.~
Over an hour was required in an exchange of
courtesies before the wearied traveliers were al
lowed to retire to their private apartments, when
the crowd slowly dispersed apd the military re
tarned to their quarters,

The suite of rooms provided at Willard's Ho

tel for their reception number sixty, and have
been newly furnished for the occa-ion with
beautiful and gostly furpitare.
The precise character of the mission was not
ascertained till Monday night, the 14th, when
the Ambassadors produced s letter dated Yed-
do, handsomely written in Eoglish, in which it
isstated that the Princes cowe hither as Envoys
Extraordinary, with a request that they be pre
sented to the President through the State De-
partment. On Wednesday, the Embassy paid
an official visit to Gen, Cass at the State Depart-
ment.

The Presentation of the Embassy to the Presi-
dent took place on Thursday, and was quite 8
singular as well as interesting and impressive
spectacie. The Ewmbassy wade their progress
to the Presidential mansion escorted by the wil-
itary and police, and observing all the ceremo
pious forms preseribed by their system of eti-
quette. The President regeived them in the
Kast Room in the midst of an assemblage of Sen-
ators, Congressmen, ladies, diplomats and Army
and Navy ofticers. The official speeches are not
remarkable except for the fact that the Japan-
ese Ambassador addressed our Republican Pres-
ident as *““his Majesty.” Both parties were pro-
fuse in their expressions of good will and friend-
ship. The audjence was soon over and the
strangers returned at onge to their quarters,
The Japanese presents to the President were
opened on Friday. The articles are ot the wpost
magnificent description ; saddles richly embroid-
ered and embossed with gold and silver ; silk bed
curtaing and bed screens, similar to those used
only by the Princes of Japan, and ingeniously
elaborated ; two swords, such as are worn by the
Princes of Japan, superior to any ever manufac-
tured either in this country or France; paper-
hangings ornamented with gold ; lacquered case,
inclading writing cases, and a lot of valuable
miscellaneous articles, all of them exhibiting the
most refined taste and agdvanced artistic skill,
and superior to any which have ever been
brought to' this country from Asia,

George Ashmun, of Massachusetts, was elected
President of the Convention. Robert Crawtord,
of V., was one" of the Vice Presidents, and - A.
A. Campbell, of Va., one of the Secretaries.

The Oouvention had an excited time on Thurs-
day, and finally adjourned for the day without
reaching a baliot. ' The morning session was ta

ken ‘up with a debate on the right of the dele-
gates from Southern States to vote for candi-
dates for the nomination. Mr. Wilmot, of Penn-
sylvania, with a strong show of reason, objected
that thiese delegates represented nobody, having,
in fact, no constituencies, and yet might, by their
votes, control the decisions of the Counvention.
He therefore moved to refer the credeutials of
these delegates back to the Committee. The
proposition raised quite a storm of indignation
on the part of some of the membzrs, but was
finally substantially adopted by reterring the
whole report back to the Committee. At the
afternoon session the Committee again reported,
giving the Bouthern delegates the right to cast a
vote not equal to the fall double electoral vote
of their States. The platform of the party a-
dopted*at the Phila@elphia Conventign in 1856,
was reported for re-affirmmation, aud after a
lively discussion the Comvention adjourned.:

On Friday, the Convention proceeded to bal-
lot for eandidates, - 'The first ballot resulted as
follows : -

The Republican Nominees.

The nomination of Abraham Lineoln for the
Presidency, by the Chicago Convention, is gen-
erally regarded as a breaking down of the Black
Republican party. Mr. Lincola has no elements
of popularity, and certainly no special qualifica-
tious for the office. - A year ago, says the Balti-
more American, he was unknown out of his own
State, and all his recent reputation rests upon
his popularity as a stump orator -in canvassing
Illinois as the Republican opponent to Mr. Doug-
las’ return to the Senate, when he succeeded in
carrying the Biate by the popular vote, though
Mr. Dooglas secured a majority in the Legisla-
tare. ~His record as & public man is briet and
obscure. He was born in Kentucky in 1809, re
ceived a limited education, adopted the profes-
sion of lw, was a Captaio in the Black Hawk
war, at one time Postmaster of & small village,
four times elected to the Illinois Legislature, and
a representative in Congress from lllinois for one
term, from 1847 to 1849. His private record is
that of a third rate district politician, not, at one
time at least in his life, very particular in his as-
sociations or correct in his moral habits. - The
selection of such a man over the great exponents
of the Republican party, to the exclusion of Sew-
a1d, Wade, Ranks, Fessendep, and others, whose
pomination would at least bave been entitled to
respect, is an insult as gratuitous as its accom-
plishment appears inexplicable. We cannot see
how any amount of party management can over-
come the general feeling of disgust which its an-
nouncement must create with the masses.

The nomination ot Mr. Hamlin for the Vice
Presidency, is much more respectable. He is a
native of Maine, born in 1809, a lawyer by pro-
fession, and entered public life as & member of
the Maine Legislature in 1836. He was a mem-
ber of the House of Representatives in the twen-
ty-pighth and twenty-ninth Congresses, and en-
tered the United States Senate in 1848. He was
re-elected for six years in 1851. ln 1857 his
party in Maine, to avail themselves of his per-
sonal popularity, ran him for Goverpor.

"8d. The Chiet of Police, who is, by virtae of his of-
fice, Market Master, shall open the Myarket every mar-
ket day at daylight, by ringing the Market beil, and
close the same at 11 o'clock, A. M., and any person
selling orru_rchlsing any urticls in Market before the
Market bell is rang, shall forfeit and pay not less than
one dolar; nor mere than five dollars, for exch otfence.
4th. 1t shall be the duty of the Market Master to
attend at the Market house every Market day, during
Market hours, or s0 long as nray be necessary to dis-
charge the-duties of his office: - He shall inspect all
provisions offered there for sale; and it upon his own
observation, or the information of others, he shall dis-
cover any unfit, damaged, tainted or unsound provis-
ions offered 1n Market, he shall seize them and order
the person or persons offering them for sale, to re-
move them beyond the limits of the town, under a
penalty of two dollars for disobedience; and any per-
son who shall sels, or offer 1or sale, any such provis-
ious, knowing it to be so—or any flesh or fowl that
hias died otherwise than by slaughter, or any meat by
any other than its proper designation—shall forfeit
and pay not fess than two dollars, nor more than twen-
ty dollars for each offence.

‘5th. The Market Master shall annually on the last
Saturday in March, rent the Stalls pf the Market-house
to the highest bidder—havmg previously given notice
of such letting for at least one week—provided, how-
ever, that 0o Stall shall be rented for less than twelve
dollars, the Tenant to hold the sawme iill the first Mon~
day in April in the next succeeding year, and provid-
ed further, that no Tenant or Company shall be per-
mitted to rent more than one Stall, unless there be
Stalls enough to accommodate all applicants, and the
Market Master shall collect from each Tenant the rent
of his Stall, half yearly, in advance, and pay over the
same to the Chamberlain, and shall immediately after
sucly letting, and from time to time thereafter, upon
the letting of any Stull or Stalls, return to the Cham-
berlain, a list of the Stalls so let, to whom and at
what rent, provided: thatno negro be permittea to
rent or occupy & stall in the Market, and provided fur-
ther, thatno occupant of a Stall shall be permitted to
enclose his Stall.
6th. Lt shall be the daty of the Market Master to see
that the Market-house 13 kept clean and in good order
by the Tenants of the Stalls, and others using the
same, and take care that every person selling in the
Market uses just Weights ana Measures, and that the
Ordinancein relation w the Market be strictly enforced.
_7th. That no person shall purchase in public Mar~
ket any provisiops usually sold there for the }urpose
of' ng the same aguin to sale, uader a penalty of
not less than wwo dollars, or more than twenty dol
for each offence.
8th. That every Butcher, or other person, owning a
Stall in the Market-house, shall keep the same, with
his block, hench and other furniture therein, clean
and degent, under a penaity of one dollar or each of-
ienoe,
yth. That any Butcher, or other person, erecting or
causing to be erecied within the hmus of the Market,
or attacuing, ot placing, within the Market bouse, any
biuck or otber tuniture, 10¢ ihe carrying on of his or
her wrade, without first renting u Stall, shall forfeit
and pay Aive doliars for every day so offending.
tuth. That auy person who shall Aitch or tie a horse
or other animal to the Market house, or deposit any
rabbish, filch, dirt or other ottensive matter, in or a-
bout the Market house, shall torfeit and pay not less
than fifiy cents nor more than five dollars, for each of-
tence.

Lith. That tor every Beet soid in Market by any
other than u'reiuhr Butcher renting a'Stall, the Mar-
ket Muster shall demand aund receive fifty cents of the
owner or person so seilmg, acd for every Veal or
Mutton s¢ sold, twelve and a half cents each,. wbich
he shall report and pay over to the Chamberlain,

12th That Dry Measure only shall be used in the
Market.

18th. That any person offering for sale, or sellin
any article by weight or measure, which shall be foun
deficient therein, the person so offering or selling,
knowing such deficiency, shall forfeit the thing so of-
fered, or sold, and the Market Master shall sell the
same, and make report and pay over the proceeds
thereof to the Chamberlain.

14th That the Stalls in and about the Market«
house, shall be numbered by the Market Master in
plain tigures. .

15th. Tnat all fines, penalties and forfeitures in-
curred under this Ordinance, shall be enforced or res
dovered before the Mayor, Recorder or any Alderman
of the Town.

16th. That this Ordinance shall be in force from its
passage. -

2. Thesaid Committee shall report, monthly, to the
Couneil the names of all persons to whom they have
granted the privilege atoresaid, and the terms on
which it*has been grasted, and where the applicant is
