5. It should be able to sew from coarse to fine,
and from thick to thin, with rapidity, and without
changing the tension.

6. Itshould be able to make the tension greater
or less, on both the under and upper threads, and
with uniformity.

7. It should have a straight needlgj curved ones
are liable to break.

8. The needle should have perpendicular motion.
