ridge and Lane, is "fuUy equal to it in its devo-
tion to the constitutional rights of the South,
and immeasurably its superior in point of abil-
ity, statesmanship, and public service."

This is the ticket to which all the friends of
tbe Union and of the Constitutional rights of all
sections should rally with might and enthusiasm.
Neither Douglas nor Breckinridge have any
chance, as is evident to the most simple. The
friends of the Union, the advocates of our con
stitutional rights, the opponents of sectionalism,
strife and contention should support Bell and
Everett.

Will Yon Assist the Election of Lincoln T
Whether designed for that purpose or not, the

nomination ofBreckinridge and Lane will tenc 1
to increase the prospects of Liucoln's election by
the electoral college. It being very doubtful
whether the Democratic party, even if united
upon one candidate, would be able to carry a
single free State except California and Oregon,
if the Democratic vote in those States be divided
between the two Democratic candidates, it is ev-
ident that there will be no chance for either of
tbem to carry the Northern States.

Even if Douglas were not a candidate, and tbe
Democratic party were united upon Breckin-
ridge, tbey would bave no chance of carrying
the Northern States. Douglas is the only Dem-
ocrat that could, by any possibility, beat Lincoln
in any of those States, atd it is very doubtful
whether be could do it, even with the party
united in bis support. There could be no chance
for the Democratic ticket unless it could secure
the votes of some of tbe free States, for even if
they would get all the votes of tbe fclave States,
they would yet be very far from an election by
the electoral college. It is evident that tbe
true policy of their party was to nominate a
candidate who had some chance of getting the
votes of some of tbe free States. Douglas
was the only Democrat tbat had any chance of
doing so. It must bave been known to all the
seceders that, when tbey determined to refuse
to nominate Douglas, there was no possibility of
the success of their party before the people.?
Even if they had remained in the Convention,
and bad succeeded in defeating the nomination
of Donglas, and had united in the nomination of
any other man, they would have had but little, if
any chance, for we do not believe tbat any other
Democrat could carry a sufficient number, if any
at all, of tbe Northern states to ensure an elec-
tion by tbe people.

As soon as it was determinednpon to separate
and bave two candidates, all hope of nn eleciion
by tbe people was given up. If tbey had united
npon Douglas, they might bave carried a suffi-
cient number ot free Sta es to prevent tbe elec-
tion of Lincoln, oven if tbey could not have car-
ried a sufficient number to elect their own can-
didate.

But by running two candidates, and dividing
their strength when they needed all they had,
they gave very material "aid and comfort" to
the supporters ofLincoln, whilst they gave up
all hopes of the success of their own party. The
nomination of Breckinridge, and the divided
support of the two Democratic candidates in the
North consequent thereupon, in the opinion of
man; wise politicians, will ensure the election
ofLincoln. The "Charleston Mercury," one of
the very ablest papers belonging to the extreme
Southern Democracy, says that it will "render
certain the election of Lincoln."

Every vote given to Breckinridge in the
Northern States is a half vote given to Lincoln.
The friends of Lincoln tbere understand it very
well, bence it is that the Black Republicans pre-
fer Breckinridge to Douglas. They know tbat
Lincoln bas nothing to fear from Breckinridge,
and tbat every vote given for bim is one taken
from Douglas. The "Charleston Mercury,"
which favored tbe Seceder'a Convention at
Richmond wbich likewise nominated Breckin-
ridge and Lane, in speaking of tbat ticket, says :

Democratic Meetings.
In pursuance of the published announcements j

of last week, both wings of the divided Democ-
racy held meetings at the Court House on yester-
day. The one endorsing the secession j
and appointing delegates to tbe Charlottesville;
Convention, and the other endorsing the reguiar \
nominees and appointing delegates to the Staun-
ton Convention, both of which conventions will
meet on the same day, August 16th. They both
adopted the same resolution in reference to uni-
ting the party upon a single electoral ticket?
the vote to be given to whichever ticket would
carry most electoral votes in the States other
tban Virginia?thus giving Virginia no voice in
the election, but to echo tbat of the other States
?transferring tbe Donglas votes to Breckin-
ridge, or the Breckinridge votes to Douglas as
the votes of other States may determine?tramp-
ling npon States Rights, especially the rights of
Virginia.

The Douglas meeting was first held, and then
gave way for the Secessionists. After both
meetings had adjourned, the people assembled
were addressed by Ex-Gov. Wm. Smith, Ex-
Lieut. Gov. Shelton F. Leake,Dr. Saml. M<>f-
fett, of Rockingham, Gen. Harman, Jas. H
Skinner, Esq., Jno. A. Harman, Esq., and the
Castor and Pollux of Democracy, Jacob and
George Baylor, Esqs.

As our form was nearly made up when these
meetings adjourned, we have been prevented,
for want of time and space, from commenting
upon the proceedings and speeches as we would
otherwise have done. It was the universal ex
pectation that Messrs. Smith and Leake would
boldly attempt to

"Beard the lion in his den
And the Douglas in his hall,"

but the people were sadly disappointed, for they
"roared him as gently as a sucking dove."

Dr. Moffett's manner'showedvery clearly that
he was prepared and was anxious to meet the
celebrated champions of the secessionists if they

were disposed to enter the lists; but as they re-
frained from discussing the issues between the
two wings of the party, and as the olive branch
was tendered and accepted in the resolution to
which we have referred, he was prevented
from making a vigorous onslaught upon the se-
cessionists, as he would have done under other
circumstances.

Without any purpose to disparage* the efforts
of the other speakers, we must saw that there
was more good sense and patriotism in one sen-
tence of the speech of John A. Harman, Esq.,
than in all the other speeches together. He
said that he would take back all he had ever
said against the Union?tbat-he was now a Un-
ion man up to the hub, and was in favor of
throwing all the disunion democrats over-board.
He said, too, that he did not want any more
"silk-stocking, bifalutin swell-heads"?tbat they
bad too many of tbem now.* '

The Union doctrines are beginning to take hold
upon the hearts of the people. Tbe Union men
supporting the Union ticket have great encour-
agement to prosecute vigorously their good
work. "Look with hope for to-morrow,"for a
glorious victory is beckoning you to its embrace.
She will not slight you and "kick" yon, as tbe
girl did Extra-Billy, who gave him the "rule"
and tbe "mitten," but not her heart and hand.
Work in the good cause, and "look with hope
for to-morrow."

At the close of the meeting, Jacob Baylor,
Esq., stepped upon the rostrnm, and swinging
his hat over his head, shouted, "Three cheers
for tbe United Democracy." But the cheers
were not forthcoming?like the "spirits of the
vasty deep" they were called for, but would not
appear. The Democrats were dumb, and tbe
assembled Whigs burst into laughter at the very
ridictilous spectacle presented.

Such changes are liable
to grievous suspicions, and as I can litid nothing
else which especially commends Mr. Breckin-
ridge to me, he cannot get my vote. He is a
clever, high-toned gentleman, with excellent
qualities, fair ability and a tolerable education.
But all these are possessed by thousands ot those
who never dreamed of the Presidency. It is
doing bim no injustice to say that be has ren-
dered no extraordinary service to the nation.?
He bas originated no great measure, nor has be
been identified with any, except as an advocate
in the third degree ot the identical heresy which
you esteem a sufficient cause tor disunion.

I do not agree with Mr. Bell in all things, but
I do agree with bim npon those questionswhich
I esteem of-vital importance. I know him to
be sound, safe, able and conservative; and should
hail his election as the dawn of a better and a
brighter day for tbe Republic."

The Same Proposition.
I It seems that Senator Bright, ot Indiana, made
lo the friends of Douglas a similar proposition
/o that adopted by the Democratic meeting here
yesterday. To which tbe "Louisville Demo-
crat" immediately replied as follows :

Answer to a Letter to Hon. Edward Everett.

The following letter, in reply to a letter ad-dressed by Joseph W. Taylor, E-q., of Eutaw,
Alabama, to the Hon. Edward Everett, was read
at tbe Bell and Everett Alabama State Conven-

! tiou, held at Selma, last week, when a Bell andEverett Electoral Ticket was chosen for the
State, and theirnomination unanimously ratified
amidst great enthusiasm.

Boston, June 18, 1860.
Dbak Sib:?Your letter of the 12 b was re

ceived by Mr. Everett this day. When he ac-
cepted the nomination of the Baltimore Union
Convention, it was in the understanding that
the correspondencewhich might grow out of it
should devolveon the Union Committee here.?
Your letter ot the 12th has accordingly been
placed in my hands, and as you request an an-
swer that will reach you by return of mail, I
have but a few moments to prepare it.

The compromise measures of 1850 were re-
garded, and have been supported by conserva-
tive men at the North, as a fair aud practicable
basis of united political action between the two
great sections of the country. To those meas-
ures Mr. Everett gave his lull concurrence.

The papers enclosed in your letter, viz: the
resolves of the Massachusetts Legislature, Mr.
Borden's letter and Mr. Everett's reply, date
trdta the year 1839. They were brought be
hue the Senate ot the United States in 1841, at
the time of his nomination as Minister to Eng-
land, md made the ground of a motion for its
r jectiou. Henry Clay opposed that motion
with great warmth, and said, "tbat if, through
the influences of the South, the appointment* of
a man of Mr. Everett's known conservative o
piuions was rejected, the Union was already
iissolved." At the close of a fervid speech by

Rufus Choate, in support of Mr. Everett's ap
pointment, the late Hon. W. C. Preston ex-
claimed: "I aimatraid I have committed myself
to vote against mm, but by Heaven he shall not
oe rejected." Mr Prestm was^afterwards heard
to say that "he regretted that vote more than
any ever given by him."

Mr. Everett's nomination as the first Minister
to China two years later, was, I believe, unani-
mously confirmed in the same Senate, of whioh
Mr. Vice President King, and Mr. Calhoun were
members. His nomination as Secretary of Stale
on the deathof Mr. Webster was unanimously
confirmed in 1862. In the following year he
was elected, by the conservative members of the
legislature of Massachusetts, to the Senate of
the United States.

Mr. Everett's views with reference to the
sectional agitation now distressing the country,
if left in any doubt by his own course, are suf-
ficiently shown by the bitter hostility of the en-
tire anti-slavery press. They were re-affirmed,
to the great acceptanceofgood patriots through:
out the Union, in his speech at Faneuil Hall, on
occasion ot the attempt at Harper's Ferry ; and
they are re-stated in his letter signifying his re-
luctant acceptance of the Baltimore nomination.

I will only observe, in conclusion, that it
seems to us here no good can result from a re
view of all that ha-< been said or written North
or South, for twenty or thirty years, on the
question which now more tian ever distracts
the country. Reasonablemen will not, in either
section, expect to find entire concurrence in the
other; and if sentiments like those entertained,
and on all proper occasions avowed, by Mr.
Everett, fail to win the confidence of Union-
loving meu at the South, Mr. Clay's emphatic
exclamation in 1841, may well be repeated.
