Gen. Walker's Filllbustee Expedition.?
Louis Napoleon Implicated.?A few weeks pre-
vious to his departure on his ill fated expedition,
Gen. Walker visited Montgomery, Alabama, (
where, it is alleged, he had a very full, if not un-
reserved conversation with the editor of the i
Mail, and 001. Joel Riggs. Now that the expe- iditiori has failed, and Walker has been shot, the
editor of the Mail deeming the substance of the
conversation no longei necessary to be kept se- ,
cret, gives the following version :

To both 001. Riggs and ourself, Gen Walker
stated that he had assurance of assistance from
the French Government, it he should be able to .
regain control of Nicaragua, lie alleged that
there wa9 a perfect understanding between that
government and himself, that it he would estab-
lish the institution of slavery, by law, in Nica
ragua, the French Government would see that
the French commercial marine should bring to '
Nicaragua as many slaves, from Africa, as could
be profitably carried there. He expressed the
utmost confidence in this arrangement, and to
001. Riggs' question, "if the Emperor of the '

g Fiench had himself signified his approval of the '
arrangement," he answered di itinotly, "Yes, the |
Emperor himself has been approached, and I i
have guarantees"?or words precisely tanta- '
mount. He did not, of course indicate the ]
channel through which the arrangement had <
been made?but that he placed absolute faith in 1
it, was obvious to any one who knew him. We ]
believe that ho added to us, that there were de- \
tails ot the arrangement which it was needless
and would be improper to mention.

An exciting discussion was held at Norfolk, \
Va., on Friday, the 28th ult., by the electorsof
the Constitutional Union, the "Breckinridge ,
Democratic" and the "Douglas Democratic"par-
ties. In the course of the remarks made by Mr.
Lamb, tbe elector of the Breckinridge Democ-
racy, (who it. will be remembered propounded to -
Mr. Douglas the famous "Norfolk questions," j
answered promptly by that gentleman,) he sta-
ted that he (Mr. Lamb) had tulfilled his promise \
and propounded the same questions to Mr.
Breckinridge, but that Mr. Breckinridge had de-
clined answering them.

The Ricbmond Whig argues that if it be "the
blackest treason" to answer the Norfolk ques-
tions as Mr. Douglas did, as is held by some of
Mr. Breckinridge's supporters, it would seem to
be a very easy thing tor the latter gentleman to
auswer tbem differently, and at the same time
properly.
