To do this, it must confine itself
to the ensctinent of laws under the Constitution.
It it shall attemnpt to do more, it will transgress
the suthority with which it is empowered by
the people. The people have delegated to the
Legislature the power to enact laws in conform-
ity with the Constitution, but have not delegated
to them the power to change the Government
in any respect. The Legislature has not only no
power to change the existing relations which
sobsist betwesn the Federal and State Govern-
ments, but it has not even the power to call a
Convention for that purpose. It can recommend
the call of & Convention, and submit the question
of “Convention or no Convention” to the people
for them to determine whether or not a Conveon-
tion for a particular purpose shall be held. As
there is a constant tendency in power to steal
from the many to the few, and as ceaseless vigi-
Jance is the price ot Liberty, it should always be
boraoe ia miod that the people in their highest
sovereign capacity, in solemn convention assem-
bled, determined the relations which siould sub-
sist between tue cit'zens of each State and the
Federal Government, snd that the power to
change these relations has pever been delegated
by them to the Governor and membsrs of the
Legislature, but wisely reserved that power to
themselves. The power which ereated is the
only power which can, properly, destroy—the
power which determined these relations, is the
only power which can, rightfully, change them,
and that power belongs alone to the people in
their sovereign capacity, and not to any of the
mere servants of the people appointed or elected
for the purpose of administering, not establishing,
Government. If, then, there be a majority of
the Legislature in favor of holding a Convention,
let the question, “Convention or no_ Conven-
tion,” be snbmitted to the vote of the people,
who alone hiave the power to say whether such
a body shail be held or not—the day of election
being postponed sufficiently long to give the
people time to canvass the important questions
which would be likely to engage the attention
of the members of that body. Ifthey determine
by vote in favor of “Convention” they should
then, at some appointed time, elect their Bepre-
sentatives.

Treasonable Desertion.

If a soldier deserts the army he suffers the
penslty of death. If desertion on the part of a
soldier renders him deserving of death, what
penalty should be intlicted upon those Senators
who are now resigning their seats and deserting
their posts of duty, when, by so doing, they are
betraying the trusts confided to them, and sur-
rendering the government into the hands of the
enemies of Southern institntions. If they re-
main steadfast at their posts and faithful to their
constituents, the enemies of the South can do us
no possible injury, as the Senators can control
all the appoiutments of the Execative to suit
themselves. Any Senator who, under these cir-
cumstances, should voluatarily desert his post of
duty should be deemed a traitor te the South.

Actions speak louder than words, and the
mere professions of fidelity to the South should
be deemed fal:e and hypocritical on the part of
those who surrender the power of appointment
into the hands of the Black Republican Presi-
dent. They profess to be the friends of the
Soath, par excellence, and whilst expressing their
devotion to the South, they surrender the cita
del which effcctually protects the South, and be-
come thereby the indirect allies of the Black
Republicans, for it will serve the purposes of the
latter just as well to get the majority in the
Senate by the desertion of the Southern Sena-
tors as by election on the part of Black Repub-
lican Legislatures. It seems that some ecf the
disunion Senaturs are determined to do for the
Republicans that which they could not do them-
selves, to wit: give thein a majority in the Sen-
ate that they may have the power to make ap-
pointments to suit themselves withount regard to
the rights or wishes of the South.

be no difficulty in securing the consent of three-
fourths of the States to the peaceable departure
of South Carolina. We can see no reason why
any should object. This mode of proceeding
would be regular and Constitutional, and would
prevent all the inconceivable horrors consequent
on civil war. Let Congress, then, as soon as it
convenes, recommend all the States to call Con-
ventions to determine the wishes of each State
in reference to the withdrawal of South Caroli-
na or other discontented States.
This is a suggestion which it would be well
for the people and Oongress to consider before
sabmitting the issues between the seceding States
and the Federal Government to the dread and
stern arbitrament of the sword.
The theory that any State can secede at will
withont regard to the interest or consent of other
States is fallacious; for that theory is based
upon the assumption that each State is not only
the equal of each other State, but that one State
is the equal of all the other States, which is dis-
proved by the fact that any amendment made to
the Constitution of the United States by the con-
currence of three-fourths of the Btates is binding
upon the other fourth, though they may dissent
from the three-fourths. If each were equal to
all, as the secession theory assumes, no amend-
ment gonld be made except by the concarrence
of all the States.

Hon. Jno. T. Harris.
From the abstract given in the last issue of
the “Valley Democrat,” of the speech delivered
on the 19th inst. in Harrisonburg by Hon. Jno.

AUGESTA COUNTY UNION NEETING!

Pursuant to adjournment, a large meeting of
the friends of the Unio in the couoty of Augus-
t8, irrespective of parties, was beld in the Court
House, on Monday, November 26th, 1860,—Hon.
Arex H. H. Stuarr in the Chair, and Jonx L.
Peyron acting as Secretary.
Mr. Stoart explained to the meeting the nlis-
app_rehension as to his remarks in regard to the
position of J. T. Harris, M. C., and mentioned
the receipt of a letter from Mr. Harris, expreéss-
ing his strong attachment to the Union.
The Committee, composed of the following
gentlemen,—Hon. A, H. H. Stoart, Chairman,
Hugh W. Sheffey, Gen. K. Harper, Col. J. B.
Baldwin, G. B. Stuart, John L. Peyton, Jobn
McCue. Joseph A. Waddell, Robt. Guy, John D.
Imboden, Benj. Crawford, Geo. M. Quchran, jr.,
and Col. Geo. Baylor, appointed at the last meet-
ing .to report resolutions to this meeting, pre-
sented through Hugh W. Sheffey, the following
PREAMBLE AND RESOLUTIONS : >
The people of Augusta in general meeting as-
sembled, solemnly impressed with a sense of the
danger which instantly threatens the existence
of the Government and tke Union of these
States ; cherishing a hereditary loyalty to the
Constitu of the United States; citizers of &
common th allied to the South in its domes-
tic institutions, affections and sympathies; but
bordering on the North, and, therefore, in itnme
diate contiguity to the perils which may follow
a dissolation of the Union ; far more vitally con-
cerned in the issues of the conflict between the
contending sections of the country than our
more Southern brethren can possibly be; as
deeply aggrieved as they by the recent election
of a sectional President ; as keenly alive as they
to the aggressive tendency of the step just taken
by the North ; and as firmly resolved as they to
resist infractions of their constitutivnal rights;
yet unwilling to believe the experiment of Re-
publican Government a failure, deem it to be
their privilege, and, in view of the important
interests at stake, their duty, speaking to the
North as well as to the South, calmly, but firmly
to declare--

> 1. That the OConstitution of the United
States, under the protecting power of which the
country has become so strong st home and so
respected abroad, with checks and balances so
wisely adjusted, by which abnses are controlled
and grievances are redressed ; imperfect it may
be in some respects: working hardly it may be
on some occasions, is nevertheless the easiest
yoke of government a tree people ever bore, and
yet the strongest protector of rights the wisdom
of man ever contrived, and so long as it contin-
ues to secure our equality and rights as citizens
of a common country “in the fullness of its spir-
it and to the highest extent of its Lonest inter-
pretation’we will stand by and maintsin it.

\ 2. The Union of these States, still esieemed
by them, as it was 64 years ago, by the “Father
of his Country,” as the ‘“‘palladivm of their po-
litical safety and prosperity—as the main pillar
in the Edifice of their real independence—the
gupport of their tranquility at home—their peace
abroad and of that very liberty which they so
highly prize,” is, 8s it has ever been, the ohject
of the unwavering attachment of the people of
Augusta ; and as for them apnd their Lonseholds
they will cling to it yntil the stern commnand of
honor snd the conviction that their rights can
no longer be preserved under it, shull compel
thew, in sorrow, to let it go |

8. That the right of each State to form and
regulate its own domestic institations is perfect
and complete under the Constitation, acd that
any organizations or discussions in other States
intended to impair that rtght or incite forays
upon our borders for the purpose of disturbing
our peace or robbing us of our property, are fla-
grant wrongs &nd breaches of faith inconsistent
with the tranquility of the Union.

4. That, apart from the consideration of the
question whether, as Virginia declared in 179§,
ghould be the case, to justify Aer in “interposing
to arrest the evil” of Federal power, there has
yet been, on the part of the General Government
g deliberate, palpable and dangercus exercise
of other powers not granted by the Federzl com-
pact,” and apari also from the consideration of
the right in itself and the ezpediengy in other
respects of State Secession trcin the Union, it is
the opinion of this meeting that, bordering as
Virginia does, on that portion of the Coufed-
eracy from which danger to the institution of
slavery is threatened, so far as her interests in
that institution gre concerned, secession is no
remedy.

= 5. That sympathizing deeply with their breth-
ren in the extreme Southern States in their sense
ot the outrage inflicted on the sentiments of the
South by the election of Lincoln; but having
still an abiding faith, if not in the sense of jus-
tice, in the inteiligent spif-interest of the Ainer-
ican people; and confiling in the efficacy of
Constitutional meaps to protect their rights
within the Union, the peovple of Augusta, as
rbrothers speaking to brothers, bound together
by the most sacred ties, beseech the gallant and

outrages to the feelings and rights of the peaple
of the South, as will, if persisted in, extend
over the whole South the fatal sentiment of dis-
union now so fearfully on the increase; and the
people of Augusta, convinced that there can be
no permanent Union without a strict adherence
to the Constitution and a just entorcement of
Federative obligations upon the authorities and
people of the States, think they have a right to
ask, nay respecttloly to urge, as essential to con-
tinued brotherhood between the North and the
South that the people of the ron-slaveholding
States require their public servanis to obserye
their coastitytiopal obligations to the South, to
remove from their statgte books the acts intend-
ed to thwart, if not to nullify, the 2t of Con-
gress concerning fugitive slaves, and thaj they
instruct their representatives as we shall in-
struct ours, to keep from the balls of Congress
that bitter apple of National discord—the agita-
ting discussion of the subject of slayery,

7. That we cherish the cincerest sympathy
and most fraternal regard for those noble and
true men in the non-slaveholding States who
have battled so g:llantly against faction and fa-
paticism in defence of the Uocnstitation of the
country and the rights of the South; and tbat
we are unwilling to desert them ; and that we
yet hope, with their aid, to beat back the ene
mies of our peace and bear alolt, in triumph,
“pot a stripe obliterated nor a star obscured,”
the glorious flag of the Union.

publican Administration, elected upon principles
which, if earried into action, would be destruc-
tive of our eqnality, our interests, and onr safe-
ty, and injurious to our honor, it is proper and
all important in our judgment that a Convention
of delegates of the people of Virginia should be
held at an early day, to consider ot the state of
the Federal Union, to preserve said Union, if it
can be done consistently with our rights under
the Constitution, and at all events to protect the
State of Virginia from any detriment.
A lengthy discussion took place upon the res-
olutions, in which the following gentlemen par-
ticipated : Gen. W. H. Harman, Col. Jobn B.
Baldwin, R. D. Hill,J. A. Harmau, Jas. H Skin-
ner, T. J. Michie, Gen. K. Harper, J. D. Imbo-
den, Jacob Baylor, A. Koiner, and Dr. E. G.
Moorman.
The vote vpon the preamble and resolutions
was taken seriatim and they were passed by very
large majorities.

Hon. A. H. Stephens of Georgia.
On the 14th inst., this distinguished gentle-
men delivered an address in Milledgeville, Geor-
gia, in the Hall of the House of Representatives.
Mr. Stephens is is one of the ablest men of the
South, and is as tiuly devoted to the interests of
the South as any man within its borders. He
is a Democrat, and in the recent canvass sop—
ported the claims of Stephen A. Dounglas. His
speech is “wise, conciliatory, patriotic, devoted
to the South, and urgent in defending the rights
of Georgia, yet it is moderate and temperate in
counsel, elequent in thooght aud convincing in®
argument.” We sre sorry that we have not
space to publish the whole speech, as we should
like to have it read and pondered by all. We
give as much, in the following exéracts, as we
have room for :

“The first question that presents itself is, shall
the people of the South secede from the Union
in consequence of the election of Mr. Lincoln to
the Presidency of the United States? My covn-
trymen, I tell you frankly, candidly and earpestly,
that I do not think that they ought. In my
judgment, the election of no man, constitution-
ally chosen to that high office, is sofficient cause
for any State to separate from the Union. It
ought to stand by still and aid in maintaining the
Conititution of the country. To make a point
of resistance to the Government, to withdraw
from it because & man has been constitutionally
elected, putsus in the wrong. We are pledged
to maintain the Constitation. Many of us have
sworn to support it. Can we, therefore, for the
mere election of a man to the Presidency, and
that too ia accordance with the presgribed forms
of the Constitution, make a point of resistance
to the government without becoming the break-
ers of that sacred instrument ourselves? with-
draw ourselves from it ?

“Would we not be in the wrong? Whatever
fate is to befall this country, let it never be laid
to the charge of the people of the South, and
especially to the people of Georgia, that we were
untrue to our national engagements. Let the
fault and the wrong rest upon others. If all
our hopes are to be blasted, if the Republic is to
go down, let us be found to the last moment
standing on the deck with the Constitution of
the United States waving over our heads. [Ap-
plause.] Let the fanatics of the North break the
Constitution if such is their fell purpose. Let
the responsibility be upon them. I shall speak
presently more of their acts; but let not the
South, let us not be the ones to commit the ag-
gression. We went into the election with this
people. The result was different from what we
wished ; but the election has been constitution-
ally held. Were we to make a point of resist-
ance to the Government and go out of the Union
on that account, the record would be made up
hereafter against us.

“Bat it is said Mr. Lincoln’s policy and prin-
ciples are against the Constitution, and that it
he carries them out it will be destructive of our
rights. Let us not anticipate a threatened evil.
If he violates the Constitution, then will come
our time to act. Do not let us break it because,
forsooth, he may. If he does, that is the time
for us to strike. [Applause.] I think it would
be injudicious and unwise to do this sooner.—
I do not santicipate that Mr. Lincoln wiil do
anything to jeopard our safety or security, what-
ever may be bis spirit to do it; for he is bound
by the constitutional checks which are thrown
around Lim, which at this time renders him
powerless to do any great mischief. Thisshows
the wisdom of our system. The President of
the United States is no Emperor, no Dictator—
he is clothed with no absclute power. He can
do nothing unless he is backed by powerin Con-
gress. The House of Representatives is largely
in the majority against him. * * * %

“When I look around and see our prosperity
in everything, agriculture, commerce, art, sci-
ence and every department of education, physi-
cal and mental, as well as moral advancement,
and our colleges, I think, in the face of such an
exhibition, if we can without the loss of power,
or any essential right or interest, remain in the
Union, it is our duty to ourselves and to pos-
t2rity to—Ilet us not too readily yield to this
temptation—do so. Oar first parents, the great
progenitors of the human race were not withoat
a like temptation when in the garden ot Eden.—
They were led to believe that therr condition
would be bettered—that their éyes would be
opened—and that they would become as Gods,
They in an evil hour yielded—instead of becom-
ing Gods they only saw their own nakedness.
*I lock upon this country with our institutions
as the Eden of the world, the Paradise of the
Universe. It may be that out of it we may be-
come greater and more prosperous, but I am
oandid and sincere in telling you that I fear if
we rashly evince pasaion and without sufficient
cause shall take that step, that instead of be=
coming greater or more peaceful, prosperous and
happy—instead of becoming Gods, we will be-
cowme demons, and at no distant day commence
cutting one another’s throats. This is my appre-
hersion.  Let us, therefore, whatever we do,
meet these difficulties, great as they are, like
wise and sensible men, and consider them in the
light of all the consequer.ces which may attend
our action. Let us see first clearly where the
path of duty leads and then we may not fear to
tread therein. * * * %7 x &
“Now then my recommendation to you would
be this:—In view of all these questions of diffi-
iculty, let a convention of the people of Georgia
bs called, to which tliey may be all referred.—
Let the sovereignty of the people spesk. Some
think that the election of Mr. Lincoln is canse
sufficient to dissolve the Union. Some think
those other grievances are sufficient to dissolve
the same, and that the Legi:l:ture has the pow-
er thus to act and ought thus to act. I have no
hesitancy in saying that the Legielatore is not
the proper bedy to sever our Federal relations,
if that necessity should arise. An bLonorable
end distingoished gentlemen the other night
(Mr. T. R. R. Oobb) advieed you to tske thie
course—not to wait to hear from the cross roads
and groceries. I say to you you have no power
s0 to act.

“You muet refer this question to the people and
you must wait to hear from the cross roads and
even the groceries; for the people in this coun-
try, whether at the cross roads or the groceries,

speak it respectfnlly, are but our servants.  You
are the cervants of the people, and not their
masters. Power resides with the people in this
country.

“Tue great differenca. between our country
and all others, such as France and England and
Ireland, is that herethe#@is popular sovereignty,
while their sovereignty is-exercised by kings and
favored classes. This principle of popular sov-
eteignty, however much derided lately, is the
| foundation of our institutions. Constitutions are
but the channels throngh which the popular will
may be expressed. Our Constitution came from
the people.
