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Union Voice in Georgia.

Oue of the best articles upon the present cri-
is which we have seen was written by Hon. J.
P. King, of Georgia, and published in the Geor-
gia Constitutionalist. We are sorry that we
have not room for more than the extract we
give below:

On the subject of our sister States, one ques-
tion must frequently occur to us. Why is it
that we are so much more excited and so much
more anxious for dissolution, than the border
States? They lose five hundred slaves by the
bad faith of the free States where we lose one,
and should be more excited and more anxious
for a change, if by a change they counld look for
a remedy. The reasons, I apprehend, are these :
First, they appreciate the dangers of desolating
border wars, with all their attendant crimes aad
destruction of life and property; second, they
see no remedy in separation, but only a tenfold
aggravation of the evil. They are near neigh-
bors to people of the border free States, and un-
derstand the whole subject fully—much better
than we do. They know that although there
are some miscreants employed in favoring the
escape of slaves, there are always hundreds of
others ready to assist in their recovery, and that
the difficulty of escape deters thousands from
making the attempt. Insecurity to the fugitive
in the free States is manifest from the fact that
the fogitive makes all haste to reach Canada,
where only he is safe. Now, suppose Canada
bordered on the Ohio, instead of the free States,
bound to us by the Union, instead of the slaves
now lost, they would go off in stampedes, with
no power to arrest them after they reachéd the
Northern shore; and this, too, supposes perpet-
ual peace, about as reasounable as to propose per-
petual salvation.

Now, what would be the nataral result of all
this? From the insecurity of slave property in
the border States, it wounld soon become value
less, and would be sold to the States farther
South. The present border States would be-
come free States in self defence. The same thing
would follow upon each border State as the free
States advanced upon them, until slavery would
be extingnished or confined to very narrow lim-
its on the Gulf and sea coast, where white labor
could not be employed. The ultra Abolitionists
are logical in their anxiety to dissolve the Un
ion, “as the only chance for the vltimate extine
tion of slavery.” DBut for vs to give up the se-
curity which the Union affords us, create a hos-
tile border of six hundred miles—with an ex-
posed coast of two thousand miles—without a
ship or a sailor, and trifling materials for either,
to give a greater security to slavery, would seem
to me as an absurdity, were it not for the respect
I have for others entertaining that opinion.

But, admitting all this, the question is asked
by our excited people: Will you submit to the

rule of Liocoln? Lincoln has no power to rule.
He is the mere puppet in tle execution of a
Conpstitutional government. I will submit to
the laws and constitation of my country, at least
until we can have time to thiok of something in
its place. Why is our honor more insulted than
that of the border States north of us, who are
vastly more interested than we are? Whilst
their honor is deemed safe ours cannot be in
much danger. They are acting with calmness
and deliberation, and pot loading their people
with debt and taxes before they see when and

In the great nul-
lification struggle of 1832—388 she was ready to
act & part worthy of her position and renown.—
She sent one of her ablest sons, the late Mr.
Leigh as a commissioner, or sort of embassador,
to South Carolina, who pleaded in a masterly
manoer, 1n large assemblies of the impetuons
people of the Palnetto State, the cause of the

+ Upion.

This same mission she has again to perform,
and exert her just and honorable influence over
the people of all the extreme Southern, or “Cot-
ton States.” She can do what no other State
can do. And one may address to her the larc-
guage that was addressed to the Hebrew maiden
that bad been exalted to the throne of a great
monsarch: “ Who knoweth whether thou art come
to a kingdom for such a time as this?"

It is true, Virgiois, bas no Watkins Leigh in
these days;she has no James McDowell, who
would so well have performed such a mission.—
Bat has she not a Hooter, a Millson, a McFar-
land, a Boteler, a Rives, a Boceck, a Stuart, and
mauny other able aud prudent inen who are fit
for this mission? CQCertainly she has. And she
has a Winfield Scott, who has won as many iau-
rels as a peacemaker as he has as a General ; and
this is saying mwuch. Biessed are the “peacema-
kers.” The greatest of all blessings is their’s—
the Savior of men being judge. Let General
Scott unbuckle the sword and go down and talk
with those fiery children of the ardent South.-—
We cannot doubt hLis willingness to undertake
the mission. Let him go; let many go, if it be
necessary. And may God bless their noble mis
sion, and save this people from commisting the
rash and dreadful crime of national suicide.

The Richmond Whig, in an able editorial ar-
ticle, gives its views on the “Daty of Virgigia
in the present crisis.” It says:—

“We are for exhausting all rational and hon-
orable means for obtaining a redress of South-
ern grievances in the Union, before taking up
our bat and walking out of the Union. To this
end we are for a State Convention—for a2 Con
vention of the Sourhern States— and for a gene-
sal Convention of all the States. And if,
through the instrumentality of these various
Conventions, we cannot effect an adjostment of
the differences and difficulties existing betwecn
the North and the South, then we are in favor
not of secession, bat of separation upon fair and
Jjust terms, to be arranged by the aforesaid Con
vention of all the Siates. In the terms ot sepa-
ration, if no adjustment can be had, and separa-~
tion must come, we shall demand a fair and
equitable division of ail the pruperty of the
United States, including, of course, the South’s
Jjust proportion of the army and pavy. Ifsuch
division of the army and pavy, and of all the
public property ot the Uunited States, including
likewise the public domain, should be refused
us by the Northern States, then we shail
be in fovor, neither of peaceable secession nor of
peaceable separation, but for immediate war,
and war to the knite, and war to the “‘bitter
end.””

In gnother article it says:—

“As Virginians, as Southerners, and as lov-
ers of the Union, “one and indivisible,” we
think it is the solemn and imperative duty of
us all to resort to every honorable expedient
for securing our rights in the Union, betore
Frecipiming ourselves into revolulion and all
ts attendant and intermediate calamities. Let
us, then, make one more united and deter-
mined and desperate effort to exhort justice
from the North, and if we fail in this last ef-
fort to that end, then let ws go in for a
peaceable separation, accompanied with a fair
division of all the public property of the Uni-
ted States.”
