Carolina Secession.

Four Negroes Drowned.
On Wednesday last?the day after Christmas

?four free negroes were drowned in the Shen-
endoah river in Rockingham county, a few miles
below Port-Republic. They were in a boat try-
ing to cross the river between the farms cf
Messrs. Jacob Strayer and J. F. Lewis, which are
situated respectively on the West and East side
of the River. One fell out, whereupon the oth-
er three ran to the same end of the boat to ren-
der him assistance, which caused that end of the
hj.at to sink, and all three were then_, thrown
into the water, and as they could not swim, all
were drowned. They were all found the next
day, and were buried upon the farm ot Mr.
Strayer.

It is believed that they were under the influ-
ence of liquor, as a bottle was found in the pock-
et of one. They also had a deck of cards and
some counterfeit money about them.

"Free-Slaves."
We have been requested by the Mayor to call

attention to the 6th and 7th sections of the 104th
chapter of the Code?and to say, tbat whenever
an offender is brought before bim or any Justice,
the law will be enforced :

"Any person permitting a slave under his con-
trol to go at large, trade as a freeman, or hire
himself out, for the benefit of any person what
ever, shall forfeit not less than ten nor more than
thirty dollars; and if the person so permitting,
hold the slave as personal representative, guar
dian, curator or committee, he shall pay the fine
out of his own estate, and not out of that held
by him as such fiduciary."

"Any person may, and officersshall, with or
without warrant, arrest any slave as to whom
there is a violation of the preceding section and
carry him before a Justice, who, on due proof of
the tact, shall commit him to jail, unless recogni
zance be given. If the master be adjudged guil-
ty the fine shall be imposed, and if he fail to pay
the fine, jailjfees, costs, the slave shall be
sold or an execution be issued."
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South Carolina Convention.
The proceedings of the South Carolina "Sov-

ereign Convention" ou Monday, tbe 24th, so far
as made public, were not interesting or impor-
tant. Mr. Rhett'e Address to the People of the
Southern States was debated and amended. In
theevening tbe Convention met iv secret session,
and waa occupied with the ordinance relating to

tbe postal aud revenue laws.
The South Carolina "Sovereign Convention"

on Christmas Day rejected a resolution directing
the Governor to make preparations for main-
taining by force the right and jurisdiction of
South Carolina in its territory. GovSrnor Pick-
ens affirmed the intentiou of the State to leave
tbe forts iv the possession of the United States
until the Commissioners have concluded their
negotiations at Washington, unless an attempt is
made in the meantime to reinforce them. After
a long debate the Convention determinednot to

officially notify the non-slaveholding States of
the withdrawalof South Carolina from the U-
nioD. The indications are still said to be that
tbe Convention will adopt the United States
revenue laws and order the receipts to be paid
into the Stale treasury.

In the Convention ou Wednesday, the 26th,
Mr. Rhett offered an ordinance providing for a
Convention of all the slaveholdiug States, to be
held at Montgomery, Alabama, for the purpose
of forming a Southern Confederacy. The ratio
of representation from each State to be the same
as at present in the Congress of the United
States, and recommendiug, on tbe part of South
Carolina, the present Federal Constitution as a
suitable basis for tbe new Confederacy. The
Constitution so prepared to be adopted in the
Conyention by a vote by States, aud afterward
submittedfor ratification to the several States.

In secret session on Wednesday, the 26th, the
Convention adopted au ordinance contiiiuiug the
present rate of duties ou imported goods, and
re-appointing, as State officers, the present Gov-
ernment officers in the State.

The news of the evacuation of fort Moultrie
was received here by telegraphic despatch on
Thursday night last, and created considerable
excitement.

The announcement of the evacuation of Fort
Moultrie and the occupation of Fort Sumpter
was received with various expressionsof opin-
ion, but the predominant one was a feeling of
admiration for the determinedconduct and Mil-
itary skill of Col. Anderson in abaudoning an
indefensible position, and, by a strategetic coup
de main which bas reversed the whole position
of affaire, transferring bis force to fort Sumpter,
the strongest of the Charleston fortifications,
and the key of its defences. 001. Anderson is
believed to have acted in this matter without
special orders, but as be has charge of all the
forts, the disposition ol the force uuder his com-
mand is a matter in regaid to which he may be
supposed to have full authority. The event
caused the utmost excitement iv Charleston;
the military assembled, and a disposition was
evinced to immediately attack Fort Sumpter.?
But as the transfer of the force from one fort to
another, though radically changing the aspect of
affairs, is not a re-inforcement of these forts,
and as Governor Pickens has declared that, ex-
cept in the case of an attemptedre inforcement,
South Carolina would not attempt to take pos-
session of the forts, we scarcely think that the
immediate commencement of hostilities is prob-
able. In one aspect we cannot but regard the
news as favorable. The continued possession of
the forts by the Federal Government is a neces-
sity, if the efforts for a peaceable settlement of
the difficulties are to be continued. If the U.
S. forces were once diiven out, war would be
an almost unavoidable consequence.

At the secret session on Thursday, an ordi-
nance was passed authorizing the Governor,
with the advice and consent of the Convention,
to conduct negotiations with foreign powers, to
make treaties in conjunction with the Senate, to
appoint ministers, ambassadors, consuls, etc.,
and do various other acts appertaining to the
Executive of an independentkingdom.

The proceedings ofFriday were unimportant.
Border States.

The members of Congress from the Border
slave States have held a consultation with the
view of concentrating all the Southern States on
a basis of Compromise, aud an address or recom-
mendation has been prepared proposing a meet-
ing of Commissioners from tbe Border States, to
be held at Baltimore in the 13th of February,
for conference in relation to the secession of tbe
Cotton States and the preparation of a plan of
action.

National Fast Day.
We hope that Friday next will be observed

by our citizens as a day of humiliation and
prayer, as recommendtd by tbe proclamation of
the President. We suppose business generally
will be suspended during that day. Religious
services will be held in all the churches of this
place at 11 o'clock, A. M.

A Just Rebuke.?To some citizens of Rich-
mond, Va., who desired to borrow a cannon
from the authorities for the purpose of firing a
salute to the independent sovereignty of South
Carolina, Governor Letcher replied that it had
not been customary to loan State arms to tire
partisan salutes.

Thirty-Sixth Congress-Second Session.
Monday, Dec. 24th.?10 the United States

Senate to-day Mr. Pugh submitted resolutions
recomeuding theLegislatures of the States to call
a NationalConvention for the amendmentof the
Constitution. Senators Douglas, Bigler and Da-
vis also submitted resolutions proposing amend-
ments to the Constitution, all of which were re-
ferred to the Special Conmittee of Thirteen.?
The bill for the admission ofKansas into tbo U
aion being under consideration, Senator Nichol-
son addressed the Senate in reply to Mr. Wade.

In the House a letter was read trom Messrs.
McQueen, Bonhara,Boyce and Ashmore, of the
South Carolina delegation in which they announ-
ced the secession of that State, and dissolved
their connection with Congress. The letter ex-
presses a feeling ofrespect for those from whom
the delegation separate, and tbe wish that the re-
lations ofSouth Carolina with the Government
may be friendly. The House ordered th% print-
ing of the letter. Both Houses have adjourned
over until Thursday.

The Sbeaker of the House has ordered the re-
tention of the South Carolina delegation on the
roll of tbe House, so ts not to officially recognize
the secession of the States.

Thursday, Dec. 27th.?The proceedings of
Congress to-day were not important. TheSeuate
debated the bill for the organization of the Ter-
ritory of Arizona. In the course of the debate,
in which various Senators participated, Mr. Ben
jamin said that the secession ot South Carolina
from the Uuion would be officially announced on
Monday, when the question would await decision
whether that State was to be permitted to peac
eably retire. The Senate adjourned over until
Monday. The House proceedings were unimpor-
tant and it adjourned early from the want of a
quorum.

Judge Douglas' Plan.?During Saturday's
session of the Senate Committee, Judge Doug
las submitted the following :

First. Leave the people of the organized Ter-
ritories free to decide the question ot slavery
themselves, subject only to the limitation ot the
Constitution?the courts to decide upon the va-
lidity of the Territorial laws without any inter-
ference by Congress.

Second. An equitable partition of all territo-
ry we now own or may acquirebetween the sec
tions, as provided in the Missouri Compromise,
and now proposed by Senator Crittenden.

Third. The status of slavery and personal
freedom in the Territories shall remain as it was
when acquired; neither Congress nor Territorial
Legislatures having power to change it; the
courts to determine all questions involving the
title of slave property and personal freedom, as
was provided in the Clayton compromise bill
and supported by Mr. Calhoun in 1848.

In addressing the Committee, Mr. Douglas
said he was unwilling to believe that Senators
from the North and South were going to sacri-
fice the country in order to preserve their politi-
cal consistency or party organizations. He did
not believe that the recent election by the peo-
ple had decided irrevocably that they preferred
disunion to yielding one iota of the extreme de
mands of their partisan platforms.

More Resignations in the Cabinet.
The South Carolina Commiß_.ioner<s sent to

Washington to negotiate with the Federal Gov-
ernment, complained that the evacuation of fort
Moultrie by Maj. Anderson was a violation of
the agreement entered into between the Presi-
dent and the authorities of South Carolina, and
demanded that the President should order him
back to Fort Moultrie, but the President has re-
fused to do that, aud has refused to withdraw
the United States forces from Charleston harbor,
and Mr. Floyd, Secretary of War, has resigned
his position in the Cabinet. The resignation is
an ascertained fact, and the President's decision
may be fairly inferred as the producing cause.?
Mr. Thompson, tbe Secretary of the Interior,
and Mr. Thomas, the recently appointed Secre-
tary of the Treasury, are also inclined to with-
draw.

§___*" The Richmond "Enquirer" advises
Maryland and Virginia promptly to interpose
to prevent Mr. Lincoln's inauguration at Wash-
ington, by taking possession of the Capitol
without delay. It says such a step will be una-
voidable, sooner or later. In another article in
the same issue, it says :

If the Governor of Maryland, influenced by
timidity or actuated by treachery, shall longer
delay to permit the people of that State to pro-
tect themselves, can there not be found men bold
and brave enough to unite with Virginians in
seizing the Capitol at Washington and the Fed-
eral defences within the two States?

Fort Moultrie and Castle Pinkney Taken.

Castle Pinkney and Fort Moultrie are occupied
by the State troops of South Carolina, under the
instructions of the Governor of the State, to
hold peaceable possession of these forts, and for
the purpose of protecting Government property.
Castle Pinckney and Fort Moultrie was held by
about twelve men, who peacebly surrendered.?
There was no collisionjand none were anticipated
when the troops left the city to garrison these
forts.
