AN ORDINANCE

For the adoption of the Constitution of the Pro-
visional (fovernment of the Confederate States
of America.

We, the delegates of the people of Virginia, in
Convention assembled, solemtly impressed by
the perils which sarroond the Commonwealth,
and appealiog to the Searcher of hearts for the
rectitude of our intentionsin assuming the grave
responsibility of this act, do, by this Ordinance,
adopt and ratify the Coustitution of the Provis-
iotial Government of the Confederate States of
Aumerica, ordained and established at Montgom-
ery, Alabawa, on the eighth day of February,
eighteen hundred and sixty-one; provided thst
this Ordinance shall cease to have any legal op-
eration or effect, if the people of this Common-
wealth, upon the vote directed to be taken on
the Ordinance of Secession passed by this Con
vention, on the 17th day of April, eighteen hun-
dred aud sixty-one, shall reject the same.

QOonvention between the Commonwealth of Vir-

ginia and the Confederate States of America.

The Commonwealth of Virginia, locking to a
speedy vnion of said Commonwealth and the
other slave Staces with the Confederate States of
America, according to the provisiops of the Con-
stitation for the Provisional Government of said
States, enters into the following temporary con-
vedtion and agreement with said States, for the'
purpose of meeting pressing exigencies affecting
the common rights, interests and safety of said
Commonwealth and said Confederacy.

1st. Until the union ot said Commonwealth
with said Confederacy shall be perfected, and
said Commonwealth shall become a member of
said Oonfederacy, according to the Constitutions
of both powers, the whole military force and
military operations, offensive and defensive, of
said Commonwealth, in the impending conflict
with the United States, shall be nuder the chief
control and direction of the President of said
Confederate States, upon the same pribeiples,
basis and footing &s if said Commonwealth were
now, and during the interval, a member of said
Contederacy.

2d. The Commonwealth of Virginia will after
the cousummation of the Union contewplated in
this Convention, and her adoption of the Con-
stitution for a permanent Government of the
said Confederate States, and she shall become a
metber of said Coufederacy under said perma-~
nent Constitation, if the same ocecur, turn over
to the said Confederate States all the public prop-
erty, naval stores, and munitions of war, &c., she
may then be in possession of, acquired from the
United States, on the same terms asd in like
manner as the other states of said Contederacy
have done in like cases. :

3d. Whatever expenditures of money, if any,
said Commonwealth of Virginia shall make be-
fore the Union, under the Provisional Govern-

ment as above contemplated, shall be et and
provided for by said Confederate States.

This Convention entered into and agreed to,
in the city of Richmond, Virginia, on the twen~
ty-tourth day of April, 18612 by Alezander H.
Stephens, the duly authorized Comrmissioner to
act in the matter for the said Confederate States,
and John Tyler, Wm. Ballard Preston, Samuel
McD. Moore, James P. Holeombe, James C.
Bruce, aud Lewis E. Harvie,’partics duly authori-
zed to act iu like manner for said Commonwealth
of Virginia—tbe whole subject to the approval
and rutification of the proper authorities of both
Governments respectively.

Lave hereto set their hands and seals, the day
and year aforesaid, and at the place aforesaid,
in duplicate originals.

A PROCLAMATION.

Whereas, Volunteers are simulianeously ten-
dering their services, in person, frow all parts of
the State, without waiting for orders, as they
were required io do by & former proclamation,
and are repairing to Richmond, without previous
notice, at great expeuse to the Commonwealth,
ard before suitable provision has been made for
their accomnmodation, and before their services
are required; these are, theretore, to reguire all
companies not now in Richmond and not order-
ed bere or elsewhere, to remain at their homes,
holding themselves simply in readiness for ser-
vice, until ordered by competent authority. All
persons engaged in waking artillery harness or
other equipments, or on any other special daty
fqr the State, are exempted from military ser-
vice, without express orders to the contrary.—
And no company will be mustered into service
unless the complement of men prescribed by law
shall have been obtained,

IMPROVED
INSTRUMENT FOR SURVEYING.

'1‘HE subscriber desires to call the attention of the
public toan “ IMPROVED INSTRUMENT FOR
SURVEYING AND CALCULATING AREAS,” in-
vented and patented by Col. James M. Lirrey, of
Staunton, Va.

This instrument consists of a semi-circular plate,
with a needle-box attached to the diameter, and the
circular edge fraduated in degrees and half degrees,
and a moveable limb or alidade attached to the centre
of the plate, with verniers at both ends; thus the
bearing of a line can be read for any number of de-
grees or minutes.

The plate 1s so divided as to form, with the scale of
the alidade, a traverse table of lines instead of num-

= | bers, which gives at once the latitude and departuve

of any course and dis:ance run.

The table also answers the purpose for ascertaining
heights and distances, as the required distacce is read
from the plate without the trouble of referring to the
logarithmic tables.

1t gives the horizontal measurement of the lines of
asurvey; and when there is a local attraction, the
lines ban be traced without using the needle, there
being two pair of sights, ennblin%) the surveyor to
form at once the angle reqnired by the bearings of
the courses.

The variation of an old line is easily calculated on
it, and for such work as leveling for mill races or
draining land, it answers every purpose of the level.

There is an attachment for solving oblique triangles
which gives the base and perpendicular of the trian-
gle, from which the area can be obtained very readi-
ly; and it also gives the bearing and distance ot the
c{o’sing line in a division of Jand.

The 1nstrument can be used with either the sights
or telescope.
