Asour forces
appeared in sight, at a distance of 400 yards,
the enemy broke and fled in all directions, firing
a few random shots as they ran, one of which
entered thé arm of Private Smith, of Capt. Dil-
lard’s company, which wa: in advance, wound-
ing him slightly.
The enemy did not wait to fire their artillery,
which Col. Vanghan’s command captured, find-
ing them still loaded, but spiked.
Col. Vaughan states, in his official report, that
his men were all eagerness to engage the enemy
when the order to charge was given, and rushed
forward with the utmost enthusiasm, wading the
river to their waists. The enemy’s loss was not
known, but several were seen to fall. No pris-
oners were taken, owing to the start the enemy
had, and Col. V. having left in the rear all
the horses belonging to his command.
The position occupied by the Federal troops
was on the North bank of the Potomac, at the
21st bridge on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad.
Col. Vaughan burned the bridge before re-
turning to Romney, taking with him the two
guns and stapd of colors.
Since the above was in type, we have received
the following official report of the affair at New
Creek Depot :

Br1GADE HEAD QUARTERS,

Caue Davis, Rouney, June 19th, 1861. }
CoroxNEL: I have the honor to report, that on
yesterday I directed Col. J. C. Vanghan, of the
3d Tennessee Regiment, to take two companies
from his own and two from the 13th Virginia
Regiment, and at 8 o’clock, P. M., to proceed to
New Creek Depot, 18 miles West- of Cumber-
land on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, dis-
perse the forces there collected, bring away the
two pieces of artillery, and burn the Railroad
bridge.

Thesejdirections I am happy toassure you,were
carried out to the letfer and the march of 38
‘miles accomplished between 8 P. M., and 12 the
next day. Some 250 of the Federal troops, af-
ter a slight stand, retired in disorder, with a loss
of a few men. The bridge was then burned, and
Colonel Vaughan retired bringing with him two
pieces of artillery and a stand of colors.

To Col. Vaughan, his officers and his men, I
am much indebted for the handsome manner in
which my orders were carried out.

They
had :carcely time to place two cannon iu posi-
iivn when a train of cars, ccnsisting of six flats
and a baggage car, came slowly around the curve,
pnshed by a locomotive, Each flat was erowd-
ed with armed men, whose bayonets glistened in
the evening sun, and gave our men an inpres-
~ion that a severe contest was as hand. This,
however, was not realized, as the resolt will
show.

Just as the train was about to stop, the artil
lery fired a well directed shot from one of -their
guns, which raked the Hessians fore and aft.—
Consternation and dismay were distioetly visible,
acd, after ancther fire, the enelny were seen
hastily leaving the cars and taking to the woods.
The engineer of the train was smart evough to
uncouple the locomotive and take the back track
tor Alexundria, leaving the entire train to be
captured by our troops. Col. Gregg’s infautry
and the cavalry pursued the fogitives a short
distavee througu the woods, bat were unable to
overtake thein. A few ot the party exhibited
suine bravery andendeavored, by shouts, to ral-
ly their fiying comrades, but 1t was impossible.
They then turned and discharged their pieces at
our men without effcct.  Six of the euemy were
left dead upon the ground.

It is believed that this invading party_consist-
ed of Regulars and Michigan Volunteers.

About twelve rounds were fired by our artil-
lery, but the enewy seattered aiter the second.

Judiciary.—The judges of the Court of ‘Ap-
peals and ot the Circuit Ovurts are to be nomi-
nated, and by and with the advice and consent
of the Senate, to be appointed and cominissioned
by the Governor. They are to hold office dur=
ing good bebavior, until the age ot seventy
ears.

Justices of the Peace are to be elected by the
people of . the respective counties, and to hold
oftice for six years.

Ministerial Officers.—The clerks and attor-
neys tor the Couwrmonwealth are to be appointed
by the Circnit and County Courts.

Sheritls, constables, commissioners of t! e rev-
enue, and surveyors are to be appoinied by the
Couuty Courts for terms of years.

Clerks and attorneys are to be appoiated for a
term of years, but to be removable at the dis-
cretion of the Court; but the Court is to spread
on record the reasors of the removal.

Sheritfs are to hold office for two years, and
to be re eligible ingefinitely, provided they shall
prodnce satisfactory evidence to the Court, be-
fore their second or gubsequent election, that
they have settled 2nd paid in tull all the revenue
due to the Treasury—such a settlement and pay-
ment to be a coundition of re-eligibility.

The Board of Public Works —This board is
to be abolished ss a constitutional board, and
the legislature is left free to exercise its discre-
tion in regard to the matters heretotore coutided
to that body.

W. informed them it was his partper, up stairs
asleep at the time, of which they might satisty
themselves. Mrs. W, being observed by one of
these minions waving her handkerchiet from an
up stairs window, was ordered, in course lan-
guage, to desist.

A few days ago a man presented himself at
Aquia Oreek, saying he had deserted, and vol-
unteered hisservices to work on the batteries, —
Some time yesterday the fellow undressed as he
said to bathe, and eutering the water made di-
rect for the Pawnee, which was lying some dis-
tance out. His movement was discovered, and
it is believed some of the shots fired fiom our
soldiers took effect on the spy, and that he was
killed.— Fredericksburg Herald of the 21st.

Mr. Carlisle oblained leave to report an ordi-
nance reorganizing the financial bureau of the
State, by which no sheriff or other depository of
the public funds shall be permitted, on the pen-
alty of loss of office, to pay any money to the
Richmond authorities, or any but the authori-
ties hereafter to be provided.

Mr. Dorsey then moved that the Declaration
of Independence be put upon its passage, calling
for the yeas and nays, when it was unanimously
adopted—yeas 56—not a vote in the negacive.
Thirty members were absent on leave, and the

ber as signed our National Declaration of Inde-
pendence.

On Saturday night last a terrible tragedy oc-
curred in the western extremity of Qrange Co.,
near the Greene line. Three or four negroes
went to the house or Mr. John Ferneyhough, and
eniering his chamber, killed his wife, nearly sev-
ering her head from her body. They intended
to kill Mr. ¥., but he happened to be sleeping
apart from his wife in a separate bed, and they
mustook her for him. The noise awakened Mr.
F., who jumped up, and seizing his rifle, shot
one of the villians dead, whereupon the others
immediately made off. Themurder created great
excitement, and the Home Guards were ordered
out. Two ofthe surviving negroes were caught,
and o..e of them was hung. The other is in jail.
A fourth is supposed to have been_conce:ned in
the matter, who is still at large. The party is
said to have consisted of a father and three scns.

“institute & new goveroment, laying its founda-
ticns on such priociples, and organizing its pow-

likely to effect their safety and happiness,” was
proclaimed by our fathers, and it is & right
which no freeman should ever relinquish. ~ The
State of Virginia has now, the second time 1o
her history, asserted this right, and it is the duiy
of every Virginian to acknowledge her act when
ratified by such’'a majority, and to give his will-
ing co-operation to make good the declaration.
All her people have voted. Each has taken his
chance to have his personal views represented.
You, as well as the rest of the State, have cast
your vote fairly, and the majority is against you.
It is the daty of good citizens to yield to the will
of the State. The bill ot_rights has proclaimed
“that the people have aright to uciform govern-
ment; and, therefore, that no government sepa-
rate from or independent of the government of
Virginia onght to be erected or established with-
in the limits thereof.” The majority, thus de-
clared, therefore Lave a right‘to govern.  But
notwithstandipg this right, 'thus exercised, has
been regarded by the people of all sections of
the United States as wndoubted and sacred, yet
the government at Washington now utterly de-
nies it, and, by the exerocise of Cespotic power,
is endeavoring to coerce our people to abject
submission to their authority.

men of other days, come to Virginia's baoner
aud drive the invaders from your soil.

Leen a strong secessiorist, almost a8 monomaniac
on thatsubject, and had enquired of two or three
persons whether any thing could or would be
done with a man who wo.ld Kkiil & Unionist, or
an abolitionist. On the day alluded to he and
his son and lis son-in-law, met with Jordan,
wlio had been charged with being a Unionist or
‘an abolitionist, and who had voted t! e Union
ticket. Siple had said betore the election, that
any man who would vote the Union ticket
ought to be shot. - Upon ascertaining that Jor-
dun had voted the Uunion ticket, Siple, as betore
siid, sought Jordan, and after some words, shot
hiw, the shot bringing him to the ground. He
rose, however, and as he was raising seize? ao
axe, with which he strack Siple a terrible blow
on one of Lis cheeks. The blow felled Sip'e,
and it was suppused that Jordan would have
kiiled him, bat Siple’s son and son-ia-law both
shot Jordan, killivg him almost iostantly, They
also cut Limn with 8 sword after he f:l. Two
of the pariies to the killing of Jordan—Siple’s
son and son in-law,—were immediately arrested
and counnitted to jail, but were afterwards re-
leased. Old Mr. Siple was removed to bhis resi-
dence, and it was expected he would recover.—
Rock. Register.

And however awnple or care-
tul preparation may have been made, the women
of our State should render to our aunthorities all
possible assistance in this work.

We make no appeal to you to come up ear-
nestlyiand unitedly to our belp— such an appeal
would be unnecessary. We design simply to
state that an- organized movement is already in
progress, aud to suggest how you may co-
operate. A society cupsisting of delegates from
the different churches, was formed on Monday,
June A7th. It started with ample funds for
present necessities. A committee was sppointed
to collect and dispense such materials as may be
needed for garments, &o., for the sick and wound

ed. Another committee was appointed to en~
gage comsetent purses for the different camps
and hospitals, and to accept the services of any
who may volunteer to act as nnrses. Already
some of ‘our number have ministered efficiently,
‘and, a8 we have reason to know, wost accepta-~
bly, to the sick soldiers who have been quartered
in this vicipity. These and others wil. be ready
to perform similar offices for any who may be
placed in the hospitals. Plans have been adopt-
ed to eontinue such supply of funds as can be
collected here, and we are encotiraged to beliove
that we are prepared for any call that is likely
to be made upon us-at thistime. We shall, how-
ever, need eventually the co operation of our
sisters throughout th2 State, and therefore we
wonld suggest that in every counnty and in every
commnuity societies be formed at once. What~
ever-amounts can be raised, iet them be forward-
ed ‘as 'soon as possible to our Treasurer, Mrs.
.Samuel M. Price.

Anti-War Resolutions.

Reselotions jn favor of peace: l:ave been intro
duced into theé Conneeticut Legislature by Sen-
ator Converse. - Tifey are préceded by a pream-
bie, stating the alarming condition of the coun-
try, the inevitable misery of civil war, and the
duty of all citizens tostay the fratricidal arm.
We copy tire resolations :

Resolved, That the Senate of the State of Con
necticnt recommend to the Government of the
United States this, their most earuest appeal,
that while every preparation for the defence and
maintenance of the Government shall be made,
a cessation, if possible, uf any other further hos-
tilities may take place, nctil Congress shall have
time to act in the premises.

Reso:ved; That we recommen ! to Congress the
calling of a Natiooal Convention, for the settle-
ment of national difficulties, and that every
possible; hanorable means shall be first exhausi-
ed by the National Government betore vur pros-
perous people be plunged into'a civil war, the
ultimate result of which the wisest cannot fore-

es.

RBesolved, That we are opposed to civil war,
prosecuted for the subjugation or destruction of
the seceded States, while it is possible amicably
to settie the d.dlicuities now existing,

Resolved;: That we are opposed to the prose~
cation of & war agiinst the seceded States, wag-
ed voder any circumstances, for the purpose ot
emancipating the slaves in the Southern slave-
helding States.

Another Peace Movement:

We fiod from the Newark (N. J ) papers that
the people of that city who are in favor of peace
are holding meetings to express their views.—
Al an adjourned weeting held one evening last
week, the following resolution was unanimoausly
adopted :
Whereas, That in view of the present deplor-
able condition of the coantry, the members ot
this eeting deem it their duty, and in accor-
dance with their constitutional rights, to peti-
tion the Congress cf the Uunited States abount to
assemble, to interpose (if in their judgment it is
best for them to do) their power to put an end
to the present troubles now existing in this our
once prosperous and happy but now distracted
country, and to save us from the ravages of civ-
il war. ,

Resolvd, That a comumittee of ten be appoint-
ed by the Chair to prepare and circulate a peti-
tion for sigoatures of those persons who may be
in favor of permavently restoring peace and
prosperity to our unfortapate euuatry.

A letter from New York says: -~

Notwithstaoding the fodignation ot scme of
our ultra political journals whenever the very
thought of peace is whispered, I can assure you
that a very earnest movement is on foot in - this
city, with a view to memorializa Congress in
favor of compromise, on the basis of the Critten-
den or Border S ate resolutiozs, rejected at the
last session.

The New York Tribuue, too, is becoming a
little more inclined for peace. It says:
“Nowhere on earth would a speedy and hon-
orable peace—a real peace—be bailed with more
hearitelt gladness: than by us. 1f the traitors
prove (oo strong to be subjugated, we are for
peace ox their terms, rather than & useless con-
tinuanee of the war.”

Lincoln’s regiment of thieves who made last
week a John Brown night raid upon Romney,
left the same day they entereqd, after breaking
into private houses, stores, &ec., and stealing
watches, jewelry, and such articles as their
thieving propensities craved. They loaded two
stolen wagons with their plunder, and drove off.
