*This call upon the militia of this place.has cre-
ated a great deal of excitement, as the citizens
have been uniable to see that there is any emer
gency demanding it. They think that there was
no necessity for such a proceeding as that of
calling out the militia en masse, and that it dis-
criminates unjustly against the interests of this
town which has already, with a population of
8000, sent three-Companijes into the service.—
They are not disinclined to do their duty, but
demand that even-handed justice should be met-
ed out to them.

We think that, as the chief purpose of calling
out the militia of this place seems to be to guard
the public stores and arms at this post, the militia
of Companies A and B miy console themselves
with the hope that they wiil not be called into the
field except in the event of some pressing neces-
sity—in which event, no one would desire to re-
main at home.

The Ladies of Stauntcn.

We have treqiently spoken in praise of the
very commendatie spirit inanifested by the ladies
of this place. We have not indulged in any
falsome eulogy, tar we kpow that that would sot
aecord with the wishes and tastes of the ladies
themselves, as they are 23 modest as deserving,
and are pot aspiring for nctoriety or even de
afrved praise. Too much conld pot besaid in
praise of the extraordinary services they have
rendered in & variety of ways for the equipment
and comfort of the soldiers. They have labor
industriously, . assiduously, end perseveringl,
without compensation or hope of reward, and

vere contusion on the other brow. Sam’] Clarke;
James Teabo, Jos. Sharpe and Henry Thise were
scorched in the face. but not seriously, and
Clarke had Lis'left arm®aorched about the elbow.
It it miraculous that they were not all instantly
killed. As it was, poor Coleman was the only
serious sufferer. His injuries are very great—
perhaps fatal, though he is perfectly rational,
free from fever and comparatively comfortable
this morning.

The explosion was purely accidental, and un-
accountable on any other hypothesis than that I
have givenabove.

The wheel horses were considerably burnt.—
Sandy Peace, the wheel driver, had all the hair
on the back of his head singed off and his shirt
blown to pieces‘, but was not hurt. Wm. Tayler
was by Coleman’s side, and was thrown with
great violence against the fence and had his cap
entirely carried away, but is not hurt. The
burnt men will all be well in a few days. Cole-
man, if he survives, will be confined a long time.

This is the first serious casualty that has oc-
curred in my command, and has thrown a gloom
over us all. No possible blame can attach to
any one. A number ofus, including Lieut. Bal-
this and myself, were within 20 steps, and a-
niongst the flying fragments which fortunately
missed us ail. One ball flew across the entire
battery to the othey side of thefield. We would
all rather take the chances of a five hours’ bat-
tle, than of another such explosion. The dam-
age to the gun will be repaired to-day.

In closing, I will take this first public oppor-
tunity of saying, as an act of justice to my boys,
that a better company of men 18 no where to be
found in the army. They have at all times be-
haved like gentlemen, and worked like horses.
We have had a great deal of hard service, and I
have ygt to hear the first murmur of dissatisfac-
tion. Such men, when the battle comes, I am
