It will not
pay in a war like the present, when tbere are
so many more convenient methods of assailing
the South, and wben tbe people to be attacked
are not Mexicans. The only effect of such a
hostile act on the part of Mexico would be to
compel the Southern Confederacy to annex a
portion of that Republic to onr magnificent em-
pire.

rhe Battle of CroM. Lanes on the 2Cth of
August.

In reference to Ibis battle a Lewisburg corres-
xmdent writes to ns as follows:

"On Saturday, the 24rh of August, General
Floyd, having separated his command trom ben-

Wise's (with tbe exception of t!ie cavalry) and
laving taker, la addition to his owu forces, the
-6_>iments of Cols. Tompkins and McOausland,
advanced on tho "Sunday" road to "Carnifax's
Ferry," and began conveying his troops over in
i boat. After be bad gotten the greater portion
_f his infantry ofer, (the artillery acd baggage
being still on this side of the river) tbe boat, by
some mismanagement,a9they were returning to
this side, was carried over the Falls, and four of
his men lost. Ha immediately set bis forces to
building another boat which was completed by
the next (Sunday) evening, and tbe remainderol
the troop? were carried over that n'ght. The
enemy having heard that a emailforce had cross,
ed Gaaley River, Col. Tyler advanced witb his
command to surprise tbem ; but wben tbey ar-
rived at tbe Cross Lanes in Nicholas Co., aboui
4 miles fiom the Ferry, finding our forces largei
than they expected, they encamped there for tb.
night. Floyd having beard of their advance
early next morning (Monday, the 26th of August
advanced on them and attacked them about sue
up. The 50th _i_g't (Col. Reynolds) leading th«
attack. After fighting about 15 minutes thi
enemy broke? and retreated in great disorder.?
Indeed, it was a perfect rout. The loss on ou
sid* was bat 4 killed and ten or 12 wounded.?
On theirs upwards of 40 dead bodies bave beei
found and buried, and about 100 taken prisouer*
Our men also took 5 wagons and one ambalanc.
the latter said, by those who have seen it, to b
a very fine one."

The following is an extract from a letter o
Mr. R. H. Glass, Editor of LyLchburg Republi
can, who was present at this battle :

"All of our men and officers acted with the
greatest gallantry end courage. Col. Heth led
in front of his men and was shot through the
eoatf. A minnie ball wounded the horse of Ma-
jor _I.Mi_ia._eH. Col. Reynolds was also shot
through the coat and came near losing his life.

General Floyd, who is as brave as a lion, fol-
lowed with his st.sff, and in his red hunting shirt,
upon the very heels of the troops, (frequently in
their very midst,) encouraging them by his ex-
ample and commanding voice. * * *

Co). Tompkins' regiment was held in reserve,
and did not, 1 think, get actively iuto tbe fight.
The Cob and his men,however,were hotly in the
chase, and took many of ti.e prisoners, the Colo-
nel himself taking Captain Shurtlefc, and others.
********

Col. Tyler's command was one ofthe very best
of the enemy?he was one of their crack officers.
It lias for a lor:g time been prowling all through
this country, holding it in complete subjection.
T>ler it was who boasted that he would march
to Lewisburg at all haz.rds, and would catoh
Floyd and Wise and feed them on beans. It ha9
now been defeated, routed, and disgraced, witb
all its prestige gone.

The people iv this section bave confidence in
our strength again, aud will rally to our stand-
ard at once. I think, too, the rout will alarm
General Cox, at Gauley Bridge, and I should not
be surprised if he beat a hasty retreat to the Ohio
river.

Skirmish aear the Hawk's Nest in Fayette Co.
On Sunday, the 25th of August, about 120 of

Gen. Wise's Cavalry nnder command of Col.
Jenkins, (Ex-Congressman) were sent out on a
scouting expedition towards the Hawk's Nest.?
They fell upon a party of the enemy's cavalry
whom they engaged for about an hour, and, while
thus engaged, a iarge party of the enemy's in-
fantry, by a long circuit around a hill got into
the rear ofour forces. When our cavalry were
on their wiy back towards their camp they were
fired upon by this party ofthe enemy's infantry
concealed in the woods along the side of the
road. They had to run the guantlet of fire for
about a quarter of a mile. It is wonderful that
most of them were not killed. There was only
one killed, and he was a young man of this coun-
ty, Mr. Frank Dillard, who was acting as a sub-
stitute for Mr. Harry Lofland. He was only 17
years of age. Wo had several wounded, and
some injured by thoir horses falling with them,
among others Col. Jenkins, who was quite badly
hurt?having his 1 g and arm bruised by the fall-
ing of his horse. Col. Jenkins compliments in
the highest terms the soldierly conduct of Maj.
Frank Reynolds, a son of Col. Reynolds, of
Floyd's Brigade, and speaks of him as one of the
best drilled and most gallant young officers of
the army.

Earthquake in Tenne^ee.?The Kooxville
Regisier .»_ Sunday last says :

Our citizens were startled yesterday morning
by a heavy shock of an earthquake, which com-
menced a few momenta before five o'clock, ac-
companied by a rumbling uoise aud shaking the

. houses to a degree that iv some places caused
uncomfortable appehen&ions. The shock crea-
ted quite a consternation in the camps in this

(. vicinity, sf artling the slumbering soldiers to their
i feet, aud causing soma of them to give vent to

their astonishment iv language more emphatic
* than elegant. A gentleman from Camp Cum-I mings, who was lying upon the ground, and
t therefore had an excellent opportunity for expe-
\u25a0 riencing its effects, informs us that there were
I three distinct oscillations. Opinions vary as to

the duration of the shock, some asserted that it
lasted two minutes, while others think it was

! not more than half a miuute, and others again
state it to have been about one minute. All a-
gree, however, that it was the severest shock of
an earthquake that has evt-r been felt here.

The Spirit of tbe South.

tery will prove a thorn in the sides of the Yan-

Openly Defiant.?The people ofBelfast, Me.,are greatly agitated by tho arrival of a number
of boxes in that city from Boston, containingmuskets, musket cartridges, and other muni-
tions of war, which have gone into the hands of
about 200 men, who have openly proclaimed their
disloyalty to the Government, and organized
themselves into a company, without any author-
ity of the State, declaring it theirobject to resist
any attempt to draft any member in their ranks *into military service and the payment of war '
taxes. 11

Skirmishing of the Army of the Potomac.
A stirring skirmish took place Thursday last,

says the Richmond Examiner, in the advance of
the army of the Potomac. For over ten days
our forces have been gradually driving in the
pickets of the enemy and closing up our lines,
seizing and fortifying strong positions. Having
I of Muuson's, Mason's and Upton's
Hills, and strengthened them by suitable en-
trenchments, it was thought advisable to push on
still further in the direction of Arlington and
occupy Hall's Hill, a mile further iv the advance,
where the enemy was posted in some force. 001.
Corse's Alexandria regiment and a detachment ct
the Washington Artiilery were dispatched for
this purpose. Tiie enemy defended the position
at first with some spirit, but soon retired after a
loss of between one and two hundred killed and
wounded. The Confederate loss is estimated at
abott twenty.

The day before, Col. Jenkins, commanding one
of the South Carolinaregiments attached to Gen.
Bonham's brigade, was sent, with Kemper's bat
tcry, to look after two regiments reported to be
encamped on the other side of the Potomac, in
the vicinity of the Great Falls. Col. Jenkins
marched eighteen miles, starting Ht eight in the
morning, and reaching his destination the next
morning about two Louis before day. Waiting
for the grey of early dawn, he opened fire ou the
enemy, which were posted as reported, just as
they were prepaiing for their morning drill.?
They made 110 resistance, but fled precipitately,
leaving, it id believed,two or three hundredkill
ed aud wounded. There was no pursuit, as the
river w;.s too deep to fold.

For now more than a week the glove of bat-
tie bas been thrown down to McCleilan by the
ConfederateGenerals, and as yet he has notdar
ed to pick it up. Five thousand Confederate
troops have lor tea days been in sight of Wash-
ington. The Coufedtrate flag has been flying iv

The citizens of Ricbmoud have been called on,
an'l have responded liberally in contributions
both of time and money, and whilst they are still
ready to aid, yet, tho daily increasing number of
our disabled soldiers, involving a corresponding
iucrease of expenditure, renders it necessary to
invoke the aid ot our,Southern brethren.

Our institution was opened on the 25ih of Ju-
ly, and our Register shows, that we Lave receiv-
ed and nursed?from South Carolina 487; Geor-
gia, 229; Mississippi, 403 ; Virginia, 155 ; Lou-
isiana, 57; Alabana, 98; North Caroliua, 53;
Tennessee, 52 ; Florida, 69 ; Texas,4; and Ken-
tucky, 29; making an aggregate of 1,336. We
have at this time in this, and a smaller building
on Main street, tendered upon the same liberal
terms, near 400 sick. Ia addition to the tore-
going, we have received at the railroad depot
and conveyed to other quarters 474 persons.?
We do not embrace a laige number who are
uightly supplied with comfortable quarters.

Some idea may be formed of the amount of
benefit conferred by this Institution, by a state-
ment of its expenditures. Tbe donations, exclu-
sive of exteus ye contributions of hospital sup-
plies, amount to $7,960 25. Our Expenditures
since 27th July, $4,680 68, thus leaving us with
$3, 279 57 in our treasury, a sum scarcely suffi-
cient to provide for the coming month. Under
these circumstances, we feel assured that i* is
only necessary to acquaint our patriotic citizens
of the Confederacy with the work we are cheer-
fully performing, a.d the responsibility we are
assumiag, to receive from them a cordial and
substantial evidence ol their appreciation ot our
labors in mitigating the hardships aud contribu-
ting to the comforts of the defenders of the soil.

We invoke tbe aid of the corporate authorities
of the different towns and cities throughout the
Confederacy, and wou>d suggest that they call
on their cuizeus to contribute to ibis great wo _

before us.

missioners for each place therer, at which a
separate poll is to be taken, (any two or more ot
vhotn may to superintend the elections at
such places, anil one officer to conduct such elec-
tion at each place for holding the same."

The ordinance tor the State Convention, pass-
ed July 1, 1861, provides "that the qualified vo-
ters ot the Commonwealth who may be absent
trom the coun ies or corporations of tlieir r Bi-
dence in the military serviceol tbe State, on the
day ot election torElectois ot President and Vice
President ot tbe C mf'ederate States, may vote m
the said elections, at such place or places wittiin
their encampmentas the commander at such eu-
campmeut shall designate, whether the said en-
campment shall be within the limits ot the S ate
or not. For each pl_.ee cf voting the commander
of the encampment shall appoint a Superinten-
dent, three Commission rs and as many clnrks
as shall be necessary, who, after having oeen first
duly sworn in by him, shall perform tne du.i.s
required of, and be liable to tbe penalties impo-
sed upon, such officers under the election iawsot
the Sate. Tlie said Commiss'iouers shall cause
polls to be opened tor the Electors of President
and Vice Pres dent of the Confederate Sia'es.' ,

One Elector for each Congressional District
established by the Convention ai.d two for the
State at large are to be elected, and the election
is to be by general ticket, and to take place on
the first Wednesday in November next.

His total
term of service in the Navy up to the time of his
resignation was forty-eight years. He was last
at sea in 1859, Commodore Barron holds the po-
sition of Assistant Secretary of tbe Navy under
Jeff. Davis. He is a son of Commodore Birron
wbo struck the flag of the Chesapeake to the
Leopard, and afterwardskill-ad Commodore De-
catur in a duel.

paper to state to the benevolent public, a few of
the results of a recent careful examination into
the condition of the sick in our Army North-
west of this.

At Monterey we found hospital supplies in
abundance?there were boxes in store unopened,
and some had been sent on to other points. At
McDowell such articles as would be suitable for
the wounded, are in limited quantity. The
point however, above all others, where the need
and tbe destitution, at this time are greatest, is
Valley Mountain. At this po nt, a hospital is
being established?wooden cubins for the sick
are being erected; and while there are from one
to hundred patients already on band, the con-
tributions of the benevolent have not yet began
to flow in. They are especially in need of bed
ticks, and pillow ticks, bed clothing, hard bis-
cuits and crackers that will keep, pickles, &o.?
Sheets and pillow oases need not be sent, as ar-
rangements cannot be made for having them
washed. At Huntersville, tha sick iv the hospi-
tal are lying on hay or straw without licks, and
they complain of such treatment as only fit for
dogs. The sick however are being removed from
this place as fast as possible and no more are to
be taken there. In the general, there is more
destitution on the Huntersville and Valley Moun-
tain side than on the Monterey and Greenbrier
River side, and it is therefore important to send
a large part of oar supplies for the sick, in the
former direction.
