Ast, thia mother, in conséquence of her
anxiety, distress and unceasing atteation to the
sick became sick herself. She; too, isnow im-
proving and we hope will soon be completely
restored. Notwithstandirg the very greut afflic-
tion brought upon his fanily Mr. Ast does.pot
regret the kindness he has shown the poor sick
soldiers. Thoagh his heart is bleediag for, the

Another Skiymish-=Wise’s Liegiorn.

On the 24 inst. -Gen. Wise's force took up
the ir Ene of merch from Dogword Ga  towards
Gavley Beidge. Near right, on meking a ebort
turn_in the road st Magraw’s Creek, they Were
fired upen by the enemy's pickets, whe lined the
road on both sides. Three of cur men weire
wounded at this place. The pickets of the ene-
my retreated, and as it was pear dark, and cur
men were within font hurdred yards of the ene-
my's stronghwld, theéy determived {o remain
thers till next tuerning., A correspondent, wri-
ting of this skirmish, says:

At daybreak on the third, sll were on the qui
vive. The second R-giment, Col "Anderson, was
detached via Tarkey Creek, to fall on the ene-
wmy’s flank, the ‘third to attack the frn:xfa to be
sappoerted by the first, under l{leﬂ'... Col. J.-H.
Richardson.” Qol. Henningsen directing the en-
tire movement. under the supervision of General
Wise. AtT A M. the Third moved forwardabout
100 yards, which -brought them to Big Oreek.—
When in a fine position for defence we saw the
enemy drawn up, evidently intending to dispute
any further advance of our forces. Ove howitzer
wes brought forward ; three c&{ﬂll‘ﬂﬂles.()f_ﬂl&
Third were deployed in the ravine as skirmish~
ers, while the balavse-of the regiment, with the
First, were in the road. The skirmishers had
carcely moved, when they opened fire on the
enemy, and drove them up the hill at the point
of the bayonet, Large masces of troops were
seen on’ their right, when our howitzer'opened
on them; snd to see themn rua was fun enuugl}.
Now saue the time for the development of their
plans ;- bat thasks:to the pradence of our Gene-
tal, they did.not eatch us. They had arifle cac~
won in pesition eommanding the roac, and scarce-
ly had the echo of.onr pieces died away, when
whiz came their ball right over our heads, at
least 30 yards above us. Our piece replied on
theirs, and fiuding they had gaived our range,
was dirccted at theé place whenee the smoke of
theirs was seen.  They fired bLut four times; s0
aconrate was eur fire, when they took vut to
their entrenched position in double quick time,
We now began to feel auxious about the Second
Regiment, who had not opened fire on themn as
agreed upon. Hour ajter hour passed away,
bnt no news from™ them, till at last the enemy
got up reinforcements in large numbers, bu: did
not dare to show themselves to drive us back.—
We threw out one company of the Third, as'an
sdvanéa: picket, and three companies held the
hill. opposite their stronghold. They advanced
their skirmishers to the edge of & wood withip
50 yards of -our picket, across the ravine of Big
Creck, and kept up a regnlar fire upon it. After
standing their fire for one hounr, the picket was
withdrawn ; no one Lurt on our side. - During
the engagement, which lasted among the ekir~
mishers for »ix hours, we only had one wounded
and none kil ed. Maoy of the enemy were kill-
ed and wounded, aud we got many of their caps,
knapsacks, guns, &c., which they left in their
flight ap the Lill,  We now received.orders tb
fall back 1o cur positien at the Hawk's Nest,
where the entire force arrived ‘abvut 6 P. M,
Ool. Anderson’s Regiment, the Secood, having
been unable to get to the epemy by the route
they toos.

Another Combat on Gauley River.

On Tuesday last, the 10ih inst. Gen’l Floyd’s
torees pusted on the West ride of Gauley River,
were attacked by a large force of the enemy.—
The contest was continued from 3 o’clock P. M,
till night. A letter from Lewisburg, dated the
12th eays that a gentleman, a baptist ininister,
who was presect «t the fight, had just arrived ip
that place, and reported *hat we had only eight
wenoded, ;wheress the enemy, it was supposed
lost about five hondred killed and one thousand
wonnded—that Gen. Floyd retreated that night
to the East side of Ganley River, for fear that a
portion of the ememy would cross at a ford above
and cut «ff hissupplies. Thisreport may be exsg-
gerated, but there can be no doubt but that the en-
emy soffered vastly more than we did. This we
would infer even from the enemy’s own account.
The following is the account of the enemy per
telegraph.

{ LARESBURG, V2., Sept. 13th—A battle cccur-
red at thiree o’clock on Tuesday - afternoon, near
Sommersville. General Rosencrantz, after ma-
king a reconnocisance, found General Floyd with
ap army of 5,000, with sixteen fiell pieces en-
treuched in & powerful position on the top of a
mosatain on the west side of the Ganley river.
The rear gud the extreme of both flanks was in-
accessible to foot scldiers. The porition was
guarded by Leavy forts and a jungle.

A etrong « etachment of Confederates was dis-
coverad out of their camp on this side of the riv-
er, and shortly afterwards the scouts discovered
themselves in the face of a parapet battery and &
long ‘line of palisades, when the battle opened
fiercely. The Coofederates poured u, on the
Federals a terrible fire of musketry, rifies canis
ter and shells, causing some casuslties. Colonel
Settle led several companies of his Irish to charge
the batteries, when he was brought down by a
shot in the leg. Col. Smith engaged the Confed-
erates on the left, and Ool. Lowe direcily in
front. Col. Lowe was killed. McMullen’s How-
itzer Battery and Snyder’s two-field pieces ‘got
in the best position possible, and soon silenced
two of the Coufederates’ guaos, The firte slack-:
ened atiintervals, ‘bit grew mcre furious as night
approsched, when the German Brigade was led
into action by Col. McOook, uoder the direction
of Adjatant General Hortzeofl, Afigr a furions
ight, which lasted three hours, night compellcd
the recall of the troops. The men lay on their
arms ready to renew the contestin the morning,
Gen. Floyd f+11 back duaring the wnight, sitking
his boats and destroyisg thie temporary bridga.
Thie d-pth of the river, auvd the exhanstion of
the troops, rendered a pursuit impossible: The
Federal loss was fitteen killed “and geventy
wouanded. The loss of the Contederates is un-
known, as they carried off their dead avd wound-

LATER.

Since the ahove was in type, we have seen a
gentleman, connected with Gen. Floyd’s Brigade,
who informed us that in the fight on Tuesday
last, we had only 1,700 against 11,000, 5,000 of
the enemy being acfually engaged and 6,000 held
in reserve. We had ~oxE killed, and nct more
than six or seven wounded. Gen. Floyd was shot
in the arm. The loss of the enemy in killed is
supposed to be between 200 ard 500, with a much
greater number wounded. Gen. Floyd has fall-
en back to Dogwood Gap and has formed a junc-
tion with Gen. Wise. We do not know the pro-
gramme of Gen. Lee, but suppose he will send a
force down the West side of Gauley that he may
get the enemy between it and the forces under
the commands of Generals Floyd and Wise. The
German fox will be caught if' he does not ¢look
sharp.””

More Tyranyv.—Lincoln’s hirelings in Balt-
imore have been ordered to stop the sale of Con-
federate flags, badges and envelopes, and also the
likeness of President Davis, Generals Beanregard
Lee, Johnston, and ail persons citizens of tlie
Confederate States, A number of pe'rsnns who
refosed to comply with this picce of despotism
were errestod.

The Government at- Washington has brought

upon itself a storm of indignation and wrath by { souut of the terri
its despotic course in suppressing cer;ain news-
papers in the North, for no other reason than

their peace proclivities. We fiad upon the sub-

ect, in the New York Daily News, the following

New Jersey, to the Postmaster-General. The re-
ply of Mr. Blair, which we also give, is a miser-
able subterfuge. It isthe old stereotyped pleas
Buruiyeron, N. J., Aug. 16, 1861.
Hon. Montgomery Blair, Postmaster General :
Dear Sik-—Your recent high-handed, uncon-
stitational act in stopping certain newspapers
from being circulated through the mails will
meet, as it deserves, the indignant protest of ev-
ery free man. If the proscribed parties have re-
flected severely on the conduct of ‘the ‘Adminis-
tration, they had a right 'so to do in a republic
where 1t has been our most cherished boast that
the acts of ourrulers are open to the freest seru-
tiny. Infuct, the right of examining the char-
acters of our public servants, and -commen'ing
freely upon theéir publi¢c conduct, is the sentinel’
standing at the door, and,effectually guarding ev-
ery other right. If the yeople relinquish that,
they richly deserve to be slaves.

Let me commend to your serious cosideration
the noble language of your late father-in-law,
the Hon. Levi Woodbury, during the war of
1812, toward the influential citizens of certain of
the Eastern States, who not only opposed the
war, but threatened a severance of the Union,
terming it <a rope of sand,’’ «a mill-stone about
the neck of New Eagland.>’

He was indignant at their opposition, but, no-
bLle patriot that he was, he proposed that it should
b< met only in the constitutional way. <<Such
opposition,” said he, ¢will and must engender
its own corrective. Lat, then, an unceasing ap-
probium be heaped upon the measures of our
Administration. It isnot punishable under Re-
publicans, however severely it was under Fede-
ralists. Our sacred regard to independence of
opinion and liberty of the press pardons the licen-
tiousness. But ti'e people:-willmark " its authors
and properly reward them, both by the finger of
scorn and the omnipotence of elections.”’
Remember, the above was uttered in reference
to a peace party who, during a' foreign war with
England, avowed the most supreme contempt for
the Republic—who, in fact, were in direct hos-
tility to the Constitution—engaged in intrigues
for the overthrow of the one and for nullifying
the other. In fact, a party that did not hesitate
to avow its sympathy for the foreign foe at the
very time our Capitol was in flames and in the
hands of the enemy.

Now, sir, I defy you to lay your finger upon a
line of the editorials of the Daily News (one of
the organs under the Government ban,) that by
the most forced construction could be deelared
treasonable to the country. That journal has la-
boured for a peace, for a cessation ot this un-
natural war, for.an anpeal to the people from the
acts of the Government, or ¢<can appeal from
Philip drunk to Philip sober.”” It had a perfect-
ly constitutional right to do this, and in that di-
rection I trust it will continne to labour, undis-
mayed by either the menaces of the Government,
or the thriats of mobs. In fact, had the Govern-
i.ent listened to the repeated warning of the New
York Daily News, instead of giving ecredence to
those journals that wers pretending to sustain it,
the disgrace of the defeat at Manassas Plains
would not now stain the national escutcheon.

The News, over and over again, before the ad-
vance of the ¢<*Grand Army,”” warned the Gov-
ernment of the inefficiency of its forces to cope
with the numbers and  storm the strong fortifica-
tions of the enemy at Manassas. Its warnings
were sneered at by those eminently patriotic
journals, New York Herald and Tribune, the
Philadelphia Inquirer and Bulletin, asthe <ssense-
less drivelings of treason.” A commonsense of
gratitude .alone might have induced the Govern-
ment, for this one act, to have overlooked the
News, in its wholesale ‘prescription of journals
in the city of New York opposed to the Admin-
istration. Bat, it asks no favours,and is willing
to stand or fall with its co-labourers in the cause
of peace.

Our fathers were intimate friends; and altho’
your father to-day belongs to the Republican
party, I cannot belieye he endorses the recent
arbitrary act of your department, or else he must
prove recreant to the doctrines he proelaimed
years ago in the Globe. In that able and influ-
ential journal, in speaking of the atten pt made

If I am in favour of peace, I
have a right to be, and I will work for it, write
for it, pray for it, do anything but fight for it, in
the face of all the imperial ukases that may be
sent forth from Washington.  If this war must go
on, it must be waged unconstitutionally. Wage
iy against the cnemy south of the Potomac, and.
notagainst the peace-loving citizensof the North,
whose only crime is loving thie old Constitution
so well that they cannot possess their seuls in
patience when they beahold the far-famed +<higher
law’? substituted in its place.

Action of the Kentucky Legislature.

Frankrort, Ky., Sept. 11.—The House of Re-
presentatives have adopted aresolution directing
the Governor to issue his proclamation ordering
the Conf:derates to evacuate their forces from the
soil of Kentucky. The vote was adopted by a
vote of 71 to 26. The House refused to suspend
the rules to allow the resolution to be so amend-
e¢d as to direct the Federal and Confederate
troops to evacuate the State.

LovisviLLe, Sept. 13th.—The Senate h#x pass-
ed the resolutions adopted by the House, in-
structing the Governor to order off the Confede-
rate troops from the soil of Kentucky.

Mr. Hustin, from- the Committee on Revised

Statutes, reported a bill to prohibit and punish
rebellion in the State of Kentucky. The bill has
been made the special order of to-day. One of
its provisions makes the waging of war on the
United States, or the enlistment of troops for
the Confederates, or inducing others to do so, or
the joining or parading with a company with the
intent of joining the Confederate army, a felony,
and punishable with from one to ten years’ im-
prisonment. Another provision makes the in-
vasion of Kentucky by any of her citizens, as
Confe lerate soldiers, punishable by death. The
act is to go into effect in ten days after its pas-
sage.
LouvisviLLe, Sept. 14.— Gov. Magoffin vetoed
the resolutions ordering him to prvclaim that the
Confederate troops must.leave the soil of Nen-
tucky. The resolutions, however, were passed
over the veto.

Ouly three passengers—Mr. J. W, Parker, Su-
perintendent of the U, States Express, Mc . Mars,
Mail Agent, and Mr Hager—were able to atford
assistance to.the saffering, ‘the remainder of
those who were not killed oatright being so dis~
abled as to be helpl.ss. After doing sll it was
possible-for these requiring immediate atten-
danee, Mr Hager; at miduig. t, left the wreck to
go to St, Joseph for medical and other assistance.
Mr. Hager walked five miles of the way when he
touud a hand car, npon whigh he proceeded the/
remainder of the jonrney. Two hundred  yards
west of the bridge he discovered a heavy-oak
railroad tie strapped ‘across the track, and two
milés further on he found the trestle work over
a small stream on fire, which bad not, however,
as yet, been so badly burnt that trains could not
pass over it, or.could not be easily extinguisbied.

Arriving at St. Joseph the alarm was svon
spread throughout the city and although it was
1 o’cleck at night, 75 wen including all the phy-
siciaps iu the reighborhood, qaickly volanteered
heir services. At.3.0'clock a train fally sup-
plied with medical stores and other necessaries
was &t the scene of the disaster. The wounded
had all emerged frown the wreck and wi.re. lying
on the bank and upon a sand bar in the river.—
17 dead bodies were recovered nnd it is believed
that this number e ubraced all who were killed
ap to'that time. Two of the wounded were so
badly mangled that it wss pot expected  they
would survive till morning, while many others
were dangerously wounded and would have to
be well taken care of to recover. Many who
will escape with their lives will be maimed and
crippled.

Mr. Hager, our informant, did not remain to
finich the embarkation ¢f the woundud for St.
Juseph, but was dispatched to Brookfisld, esst
of the bridge, for another trais to goto the
wreck.. When he letr, the names of the woand
ed were being taken down, and also such of the
| dead as had papers or other articles sboat them
by which they could ve identitied. Fifteen iniles
east of: Platte river, Mr. Hager found another
bridge over Smiths branch, almost eutirely barn-
ed, having been fired afier the train passed West,
thas preventing assistance being seat from the
East. Lieut. Shaw, of the Firss  Kansas rvegi-
meut, was killed, and Mr. Lawnesberry and 8.d
uey Clark wounded, are the:oily addivional
vames of those iujured we have ab present.
