Sheftey, E?q. in the defence on Saturday, after
which the jury retired and iv a short time re-
turned with the verdict of acquittal. The court
agreed with the jury in the opinion that the tes
timony justified the acquittal of the prisoner.

The Clarksville Chronicle, published in Ten-

nessee, says th t it t-eetns to be a diffi ,ult matter
for the people of the South to realize the heavy
responsibi'ities which the war imposes upon
them, and theabsolute necessity for providingan
abundance ot those things that are indispensable
for our support during its continuance. It can
avail them but little to make large crops of cot-
tan and tobacco with no market for either, and
even if they couid sell all they could raise, it
could advance but little the cause of the South
io the absence of an ample supply of meat and
bread. These we can obtain from no quarter ii
we fail to raise them, and he is a true pa*riot
who wdl enlarge his corn and wheat fields, anti
multiply his hogs, sheep and cattle, with an eye
to the necessities of his country. No one can
foresee the duration ot the war, but any one can
ioresee the dire iLfluence of a scarcity of food
upon our ability to prosecute it; and to aveit
such a calamity, every tiller of the soil shoulu
make the amplest arrangements in his power to
guard against it?taking into consideration, too,
the probability of an unfavorable season. Anc
whilst the farmer is doing this, his wife anc
daughters should set in motion loom and spin-
ning-wheel, remembering that every thread they
spin and every yard they weave is a contribution
to Southern liberty and in ependencd. The so-
dier who hazards his life on the battle field and
his health in the camp, looks to those at home t»
supply his wants, and none but the unfeeling
speculator can turn a deaf ear to the voice c*
humanity appealing tor food aud raiment for our
country's brave defenders. To the women, thifr
appeal is never made in vain, and we trust the)
will labor unceasingly to infuse into the hearts
of men a portion, at least, of their own noble
spirit and self-sacrificing devotion. It is a sad
commentary upon the cha'acter of some South-
ern men that such an appeal should be needed ;
but the indifference of some, the thoughtlessness
of others, and the selfish rapacity of not a few,
constantly remind us that all are not patriot*
who profess to be Southern in feeling, and all are
not to be trusted who are loudest in their ex-
pressions of devotion to a cause which they ap"
preciate only to the extent that it can be made
tofill their pockets. It is to be hoped, however,
that there are enough of the right sort who will
look beyond self to country, and the present to a
future that will repay everysacrifice in behalt ol
national honor and independence.

The Army.
The Richmond Whig says the State is to be di-

vided into Military Departments. The North-
ern Department, of which Gen. Johnston is the
commander, comprises tbe three armies of the
Potomac, the Valley and Aquia. Gen. Beaure
ti&id is Commander-in-Chief of the Army of the
Potomac; General Jackson ("Stone-wall") of
the Army of the Valley, and Gen. Holmes ot the
Army of Aquia. The army corps are abolished.
Instead of these four divisions are established in
the Army of the Potomac: the First Division,
which includes, ! esides infantry and artillery, all
the cavalry of the army, is commanded by Gen.
Vsn Dorn ; the Second Division is commanded
by Gen. G. W. Smith; the Third Division by
Gen. Longstreet, and the Fourth Division by
Gen. Kirby Smith, wLo has just been made a
Major General.

We learn with great pleasure, says the Rich-
mond Dispatch, that the command of oar troops
in Northwestern Virginia has been given to
Gen. Thomas Jackson?him ot the "Stone-Wall
Brigade"?who is a native citizen of that coun-
try. His command will be distinct trom, and in-
dependent of, that of the Army of the Kanawha,
and will be denominated the Array of the Mo-
nongahela. It will embiace the present com-
mands of Generals Henry Jackson and Loring»
aud all the troopsrtbout Winchester. We under-
stand that General T. Jackson has left the Army
of the Potomac and proceeded to this new field
of duty, where he will prove himself an instance
ot "the right man in the right place."

Gen. Rob't E. Lee has been sent to Beaufort,
South Carolina, to take comraat.d on the coast.

The Private Soldier.
The Richmond Dispatch very properly says

that in the war in which we are engaged, rank
is not tbejsynonym of honor. The most honor-
able position in this contest is that of the private
soldier. His position is anything but ad< graded
one. It is, indeed, most honorable. He is no
nlisted mercenary. He is a volunteer in tbe

service of his country. He comes forward at
his country's call, offe-ing to fight her battles,
without name or the chance of fame, without
rank or pay. He comes forward in the spirit ot
perfect self-sacrifice, giving up 1 ome, comfort,
everything; proffering to run the gauntlet of
disease and to brave death at the cannon's mouth
for no possib.e reward or return, but the con-
sciousness of having served his country in her
time of need. The fable of the Roman Curtius
is the best typ'.fication of the self-im-rolation of
the Southern private soldier. The officer fights,
in part at least, for pty ; the private from puie,
self sacrificing patriotism.

How warmly does the private soldier enlist the
affectionate sympathies of the Southern heart i
No generous man or true womau can see an
emaciated soldier, wan with disease and bent
with buffering, walking feebly along our streets
without the deepest emotions of respect and
kindness. What a contrast between the feelings
inspired by such a spectacle and those provoked
by the gay trimmings and pert assurance of the
throngs of officers who seem to dwell upon our
streets, instead ofpatiently and honorably devo-
ting themselves to their duties in camp.

Another Glorious Victory.
o'i Wednesday last, Nov. 6th, a tight began at

11 o'clock at Belmont, in Missouri, opposite Co-
lumbus in Kentucky, and continued till 5 o'clock
in the evening. Gen'l Pillow, with Tappan's,
Wright's, Pickett's and Russel's Regiments, num-
bering 2,500 men, wasattacked by 8,000 Federal
troops under Generals Grant, McClernand aud
Henford. Until one o'clock, there wee many

alternations of successes and reverses. Our for-
ces were then reinforced by Walker's, Cursol's
and Meek's Regiments, when General Pillow or-
dered a flank movement, which was made and
supported by Srajth's and Wright's Regiments,
under the immediate command of Gen. Polk.?
The enemy fled, aud were pursued to their gun-
boats. It was a complete rout. The roads were
filled for seven v iles with the dead and wound-
ed, with guns, ammunition, knapsacks, &c, &c.
The gun-boats were attacked by our sharpshoot-
ers, when their cables were cut and the Federals
made a precipitate embarkation.

Watson's battery is immortalized. It was
captured after a furious defence, and subsequent-
ly retaken by our troops.

Our loss is heavy, but much less than that of
the Federals. We have 90 prisoners. The ene-
my's loss is from 400 to 500.

Latek.?Gen'l Grant, on Friday last, sent a
flag of truce to Columbus for an exchange of pris-
oners. Gen. Polk refused, owing to the insult-
ing character of the proposition. Tbe bearer of
tbe flag acknowledged a Federal loss of 800.?
We captmed 200 prisoners and they captured 26
of our?, who were mostly sick. Another fight is
df.ily expected.

A Correction,
The evening before going to press last week the

telegraph reported that the Federal fleet had
been destroyed by the storm of the Friday night
preceding, and that a rupture in Lincolo's cabi-
net had taken place. It turns out, however,
that there is no rupture in the tyrant's cabinet,
and that but one or two of the vessels of his fleet
have been lost. The report of the rupture in
his cabinet arose, probably, from the retirement
of General Scott. The Federal Fleet is giving
considerab c trouble on the coast of the Palmetto
State.

Retaliation.

death?the Lincoln Colonels in our possession
were made to draw lots to ascertain who would
have to suffer the same fate, when the lot fell to
Dot.

From Gen. Floyd's Command.
The following letter is from a reliable officer

in the Floyd Brigade :

Camp Dickeuson, Fayette Co.,
November 2, 1861. J

Deak : According to prediction in my
last, we were all ordered the next morning (lsi
November) to tbe place selected for the com-
mencement ot the fight with the enemy, aud in
a short time the firing commenced and tiie bom-
bard, nent beca i c general. The enemy could do
ns no damage, while their wagons sulfeied great-
It from our fire. Their men and horses tell on
all sides, while we lost not a man all day. While
this was going on orders were sent to me to form
a certain number ot our companies ie conjunc-
tion with a portion ot Philips' Legion, to attack
about 500 Yankees who had crossed over on this
side ot the river and had advanced to within 500
yards of our forces. One of the Yankees was
taken prisoner, and from him we learned that
the 500 had lest their way and did not know how
to get away, ibis spread great joy among us,
and off we started at a double-quick, (I forget-
ting my lameness.) It whs raining iv torrents,
and night overtook us without our being so lucky
as to find the soandrels, so we returned, and
the figiitmg across the river lasted all that day.

The Yankees' communication is now complete-
ly cut off, aud I hope soon to send the good news
that we have driven them back across Gauley.

Nov. 3.?Yesterday proved a most disagree-
able day for our forces?raining in torrents,
ar.d very cold and gloomy?well calcuated to
effect as, but tor the glorious consolation that
the Yankees are having a rough time of it, fo<
we are pestering them incessantly our ar-
tillery and sharp shooters. We are so near them
we can hear them talking?only a ainall stream
being between us.

Our soldiers have become so accustomed to
being near them and exposed to their fire, that
they will fight like tigers if given a chance, for
they seem to feel it a duty to clear the land ot
such vandals!

Although the firing was kept up all day on the
2nd, they havn't hurt any of our men. A can-
non ball struck the musket of one of our men,
and shivered it, but that was all.

We have seen numbers of their men fall, and
we are still picking them off.

There is a camp rumor here that we are to be
ordered oil, but we place no reliance on such ru-
mors; Indeed, we are so "in for the fun" here
now that we would scarcely relish the idea ot
giving up the job of ridding Western Virginia
of tbese maurauders to any but our General.

The Federal Fleet?Vessels Ashore.
The Charleston Mercury of the sth says :
One of the steam transports of the Lincoln

fleet is aground on the Georgetown bar, where
she was driven by the recent storm. Her crew,
consisting of nineteen white men and two ne-
groes, went up to Georgetown and surrendered
themselves, under the impression tk»t their ves-sel was going to pieces, which is not the case?
The cargo consists of live cattle and potatoes.
The steamer Nina went down on Saturday to
lighten her and bring her into Georgetown, in
which, it is thought, she will be successful.

Another steam vessel, belonging to the "Grand
Armada," was lying in distress a out half a mile
from the beach and about fifteen miles North of
Georgetown bar. Col. Manigault, with two of
his companies, went down to capture her. We
have not learned the result, but feel confident
that the Colonel's mission was successful.

§3§T°Tbe Richmond Dispatch says: We re-
cognize no longer any such distinction as Seces-
sionits or Union men.

Retirement of General Scott?His Letter of
Resignation to the Secretary of Wa', &c.

Washington,, November I.?The following
letterfrom General Scott was received by the
President on Thursday afterno >n :

Headquaeteks ofttib Akmy 1Washington, October 31, 1801. $
Hon. S. Cameron, Secretary of War:

Sir: For more than three years 1 have been
unable, trom a hurt, to mount a horse, or to walk
more than a few paces at a time, and Unit with
much pain. Other and new infirmities?dropsy
and vertigo?admonish me that the repose of
mind and body, with the appliance-* of Hirgery
and medicine, are ueeessary to add a little more
to a life already protracted much beyond
the usual span of men. It is ur.der such cir-
cumstances, made doubly painful by the un-
natural and uujust rebellion now raging iv tbe
Southern States of our so lately prosperous and
happy Union, that I am compelled to request
that my name be placed on the list of army iffl
cers retired trom activo service. A* l his rt quest
is louuded on an absolute right, granted by a re-
cent act of Congress, I am entirely at liberty to
say it is with regret that I withdraw myselt in
these momentous times from the orders of a
Piesideut who has treated me with much distin-
guished kinduess and courtesy; whom I know,
upon much personal intercourse, to be patriotic,
without sectional partialities or prejudices; 11 be
highly conscientious in the performance of every
duty, aud ot unrivalled activity aud perseve-
rance.

And to you, Mr. Secretary,wbomI now address
officially for the last time,lbeg to acknowledge my
many obligations for the uniform high consider-
ation I have received at your hand, and have the
lionot to remain, sir, with high respect, your
obedient servant. WINFIELD SCOTT.

A special Cabinet Council was convened on
Friday morning at niue o'clock to take tiie sub-
ject into consideration. It was decided that
Gen'l Scott's reqaest, under the circumstances ot
his advanced age and infirmities, could not be
declined. General McCleilan was, therefore,
with the unanimous agreement of the Cabinet,
notified that the command of the army wonld be
devolved upon him. At four o'clock in the af
term on the Cabinet again waited upon the Pres-
ident, and attended him to the residence of Gen-
eral Scott. Being seated, the President read to
the General the following order ;

Ou the first day of November, A. D., 1861,
upon his own application to the President ot the
Uuited States, Brevet Lieutenant-General Scott
is ordered to be placed, aud hereby is placed,
upon the list of retired officers of the army of
the United States, without reduction iv his cur-
rent pay, subsistence or allowance.

The American people will hear with sadness
and deep emotion that General Scott has retired
from the active control of the army, while the
President and the unanimous Cabinet express
their own and tho nation's sympathy in his per-
sonal afflict.on, and their profound sense of the
important public services rendered by him to his
countiy during his long and brilliant career a-
mong which will ever be gratefully oLtinguished
his faithful devotion to the Constitution, the Un-
ion, and the ting when assailed by parricidal re-
bellion, (.'signed)

ABRAHAM LINCOLN.
General Scott thereupon rose aud addressed

the President aud Cabinet, who had also iisen,
as follows:

President : This honor overwhelms me. It
overpajs vM services 1 have attempted to render
to my country. It I had any claims before, they
are all obliterated by this expression of approval
hy the President, with the unanimous support ot
his Catinet. 1 know the Pres dent and his Cab
met well. I know that the country has placed
its interests in the trying crisis iv sate keeping.
Their counsels are wise; their labors are unti-
ring as they are loyal, and their course is the
right one.

President: You must excuse me. lam una
ble to stand longer to give utterance to tiie feel
ings of gratitude which oppress me. Io my re
tiremect, I shall offer up my prayers to God tor
this Administration and for my country. I shall
pray fir it with contid- nee in its success over all
its enemies, and thatspeediy.

The President then took leave of General
Scott, giving him his hand, and saying he hoped
soon to write him a private letter expressive ot
his gratitude and affection. The President ad-
ded :

General: You will Daturally feel solic tude
about the gent emeu of your staff', who have ren
dered you and their country such faithful service.
1 have taken that subject into consideration. 1
understand that they go with you to New York.
I shall desire them, at their earliest convenience,
after their return, to make known their wishes
to me. I desire you now, however, to be satis-
fied that, except the unavoidable privation ot
your counsel and society, which they have so
long enjoyed, the provision which will be made
tor them will be such asto render their situation
as agreeable hereafter as it has been heietotore.

Each member of the Administration then gave
his hand to the veteran and retired iv prulound
silence.

The Secretary of the Treasury and the Secie-
tary of War iccompany General Scott to New
York to-morrow by the early train.

The following is the response of the Secretary
of War to the letter of General Scott:

1 General: It was my duty to lay before the

President your letter of yesterday, asking to be
relieved, under the recent act of Congress. In

An Early Advance from the Potomac Pro-
bable and Desirable.

The Cincinnati Enquireroi tfee 27th ult., has
the following:

The New York Times, in its issue of Monday,
tells us that an early advance from the Potomac,
by Gen. McCleilan, is now highly probable. It
learns that our army is now complete iv all its
pars?iv numbe c, infantry, artillery, cavalry, in
discipline, and in its commissariat?al ! is in per
tect order, and is now ready tor active aud effi-
cient tfieusive operations.

n c aie p'eased to learn that such is the con-
dition of the Federal Army, and that there is a
prospect of au early advance by it from the Po-
tomac, indeed, it can no longer afford to be on
the defensive. The contiuuauce ot its present
altitude would be as injurious to our Govern-
ment, with foreign Powers, as a defeat would be.
The Uuited States and Confederate States stand
before the world in very dittcreut altitudes. It
is for the former to show that it has power to
put down the rebellion within a reasonable time.
i.t is for the Confederate States to demonstrate
that they can sustain themselves. It is not nec-
essary for them to show that they can conquer
the North, but to show that they can prevent us
conquering them. This last the, cau do as ef-
fectually by maintaining their position on the
Potomac as by au advance.

The Conledernte States, by maintaining their
position on the Potomac, demonstrate that they
are a power with ability to preserve itself. That
is alt they need show to command, according to
the acknowledged and universal law on the sut£
ject, the recognition of their independence by
civilized nations, which is what they ate at pre-
sent ttriving to obtain. But when, besides show-
ing their ability to maintain themselves, they
flaunt their flags. within sight of the Fed-
eral Capital, erect their batteries within can-
non shot of the President's mansion, and daily
invite an attack by provocation, menace aud in-
sult, foreign powers cannot but regard them as
of equal force with the Uuited Stales and equal-
ly as capable of ma ntaining their independence.

We consider, therefore, that our character, as
the superior power, is sullied by allowing the
Confederate forces to occupy any longer their
position near Washington. We rejoice to hear
that Gen. McCleilan is now ready, that his army
is just as he desires it to be iv all its depart-
ments, and that he is prepared to act upon the
offensive instead of the defensive. We do not
watt him to move before he ready; but move he
must, before long, if he expects to uphold the
oredit of the Government with foreign nations.
It will not do to allow the Confederates any lon-
ger to threaten Washington under its very walls,
aud defy our army to move from their entrench-
ments. The Confederates accomplish their whole
purpose by keeping their position, we lose our
prestige and character by not being able to move
forwatd. As everything is now ready, we ex-
pect to see Beauregard driven, at least, from the
neighborhood of Washington.

The Fight on the Coast
Savannah, Nov. 8, P. M.?The Steamer

Sampson arrived here from Port Royal with the
wounded- The engagement on yesterday, was
between Fort Walker and Bay Point Batteries,
against the fifteen vessels inside and several out-
side.

Two hundred men were at Port Walker, and
and thirteen hundred outside on Hilton Head.

The steamship Minnesota was the first vessel
to enter, and was followed rapidly by others.?
The attack was from three sides, and after the
second round from the fleet,the principal gun in
our battery was dismounted.

The engagement lasted five hours, and all the
guns on the fort were dismounted, except two.
As the forts were no longer tenable, the two re-
maining guns were dismounted and the maga-
zine arranged to be b own up when the enemy
entered. The total loss of the Confederates was
about 100. Sergeant F. Parkerson and private
Heiss, of the Berry Infantry, were slightly woun-
ded. In the Georgia Foresters company, two
are missing. In the Thomas' County Volun-
teers, J. W. Fontaine is missing, and also one of
Capt. Radcliffe's company.

Gen. Drayton's aid was shot from his horse,
and Geu. Drayton was slightly wounded.

Dispatches to the Charleston papers say that
our batteries worked badly, while the Federal
firing was excellent.
