Terrible Tragedy in Mississippi? Tws Men
Killed aud Several Wounded.

The Starkville (Miss.) Advocate, publish** a
letter from a gentleman living in Greensboro',Miss., to his son in Starkville, giving the par-
ticulars of a recent bloody tragedy which oc-
curred in Choctaw county. The letter bean dateNovember25th. We extract the following :

«-I have just witnessed the closing scene ofthe most terrible tragedy I ever witnessed, orever read, or heard of, and I sincerely hope Imay never witness a similar one. lt seems thata difficulty had been brewing for some time be-tween the Edwards andGray families aboutsome
property. Ido not know who was in fault about
the matter. The children of the two families
had intermarriedwith each other, and some timesince, one of the Mr. Edwards, who married a
Miss Gray, died. Mr. Robert Gray administered
upon his estate, and was trying to get the pro-
perty claimed by his sister. On last Friday the
parties met at the residence of tho deceased,
about five miles from this place, and two miles
from the residence of Judge Edwards, andabout
four miles from Dr. James Gray's residence.

"The parties met early in the morning, botharmed lor the conflict. It seems that the Grays,
Robert, William and James, reached the fatalspot first. After they had been there soma time,
Judge Edwards and his two sons, Luthar and
Knight, came and found the ?rays there, armed
with double-barrel shotguns. Some angry words
passed between the parties, and the firing com-
menced, and how long the battle lasted nd one
knows. There were three on each side, and it
is said that several negroes belonging to Judge
Edwards participated in the fight. Judge Ed-wards was shot in the breast arid died toon after.
Luther Edwards was abet in the side, and died !
that evening, and the two Grays, Robert andWilliam, were not shot, but were beaten overthe
head and left on the ground for dead?then Dr. ?
Gray was left alone to contend with Mr. Knight
Edwards and the negroes. They fought a long '
time. It >s said Mr. Knight Edwards received a '
severe woundon the head, and Dr. Gray a severe 1wound in the left arm with a large knife, and sev-
eral about the head. In the meaa time Robert
Gray came to himself and scrambled up and lefty
some of the negroes, it is not known bow many,
pursued him and two of them overtook him just
as he reached Mrs, Newman's, and there two
young ladies gathered axes and stopped the ne-
groes. Robert Gray was then carried to a resi-
dence near by, where he lies in a critical condi-
tion."

Salt.
At a time when salt is selling at such enor-

mously high prices, planters would do well to
adopt any plan that would save them the expense
of purchasing. There is scarcely a planter bnt
has on hand a large quantity of old salt which
has heretofore been used in packing meat. This
salt can be purified and rendered as good as ;
new salt for the secobd time. We have seen a
sample of the purified article, and find it nearly
equal to table salt in whiteness and puTity. The'
gentleman who left the specimen assured us that
he could make at least two sacks per day from
his old salt, and should be thus able to procure,
nearly as much as he would need. His plan is
to take the old salt, dissolve it inwater, skim off
all the impurities, and fiually strain the brine
into kettles, where it can be boiled down. We
haVe no doubt that a largeaddition to the supply
of salt now in the country could be made if
planters generally would adopt the above plan,
and mike available all tiie old salt they have'
about tbeir plantations.? [Mont. Advertiser.
