We beg leeve to remind our readers that the
vote on the adoption or rejection of the new coo-
stitution will be taken on the SEoONL THURSDAY
w Magom next. The polls will be kept open
THREE DAYs. We earnestly hope that every
voter in the comuty will be present to cast his
vote for the amauded constitution, and thus com-
plete our redemption from the domicion of
Yaokeeiem. It will evail but little if we cast off
the yoke of Yankee men if we cousen: Lo remsln
ander the rule of Yackee ideas and Yankee prin-
+-"es. In 1850 we departed from the good old
Yirginia, conservative doctrines, and adopted
shose pernicious dogmas of Yankee land which
hava brought so much miechief on the country.

The Virgisia convention, rightly comprehen-
ding the genius of our people and the tras char-
soter of the Liucoln dynasty, also decided to re~
pudiate the principles which bad brought Lin-
coln into power. They wisely resolved to make
the revolation ccmplete by reforming the State
Oonstitution so a3 to mske it conform to the |
pew order of things. In this patriotit movemeat
we believe the people will sustain them by an
overwhelming majority. Men of all parties are
tired of demagoguism. TLey see and feel that
they have been cheated and deceived by design~
ing and selfish politicians. What the people now
want is a stable conservative constitution which
will give security Go lite, libesty, and property.
Our observation satisfies us th:at the people bave
awakened to ajust perception of their true in- |
terests. Mismanagement ot public affaiis has
induoed them to disragard the ties of party, and
to institute a serious scrutiny into the canees of
the evils that are upon them. The rough jolt

to the wagon has waked up the passengers, and
they will now lock, notonly to the conduct of
the driver, but the condition of the vehicle.

The new constitution is not all that we could
have desired it to be, but still, it is a vast im-
provement on the old one. In the main it isa
sound conservative instrument. Itrids us of the
eternally recurring pepular elections of Sheriffs,
Constables Clerks &c. It establishes a judiciary
that will discharge its daties promptly, fearless-
ly and impartially. It gives greater stability
and dignity to the magistracy, and it will we
trost secure the faithful execution of the laws,
and the economical a¢ministration of the public
monies.f

The people will also be required to decide on
the second Thursdsy in March, whether every-
body is to vota, or whether that important fran-

chise is to be exercised only by those who pay
their taxes and do their duty to their country.
imnes like these, wher ithe encmy are upon
we think the people will decide that every
must do his part in the defeace of the coun-
tr "he man who is unwilling to contritute
Lis part to pay and feed the gallant soldiers who
isking their lives in defence of oar hoes,
certainly onght not to have the right to control
ihose scldiers. Money is as necessary for defence
a3 men. The man who will not pay bis share of
he public taxes onght not to have s voice in the
ndministration of public affairs. It is not propos-
ed to put any arbitrary resiriction on anybody.
I* only requires every man to do his duty. Tue
Jonstitation will exclude no man from the right
of voting. It only regnires him to pay his taxes.
If any man is excladed, he will exclude him-
self, by tailing to pay what he justly owes, snd
what every consideration of patriotism justly
regrics that he shounld pay. Ard here, we
would remark, that if thers be no taxes assessed
sgsinst a man, he is not deprived of the right to
v .e. The Constitation was not proposed to ex-
ciude poor men but ouly defaulters.

We hope that in Augusta there will be a u-
naninous vote for the provision limiting the right
of suffrage to those who psy their taxes. Au-
gusta expects every man to do his duty not on'y
in the field, but at the fireside—not only by
shouldering Lis musket when reqaired, but also,
by contributing to pay, equip and feed the sol-
diers who are ia the publ:c service.

News from the Northwest. :
We are pormitted’ to make the foliowing exs

tract from a private letier addressed to & gentle-
man of this county, from his son, who is c~n-

nected with the Quartarmrster’s Department :

Moxnrerry, Jan. 4th, 1862,

. DEar Pa:—We have had quite an exciting
time here for several days. 1 had just fallen
asleep night before last, (Thursday night,) w‘hen
I was aroused by the report that the 'Yanxeea
were about to sttack Lionterey. Juglpmg up I
found that a special express had jost arrived
from Alleghany with the news that the enemy
was advancing in very large force {{rom 5,000 to
6,000) on Camp Alleghany: had come d.OWD
that evening, and encamped st Greeobrier River,
pine miles beyond, and an sttack at daylight was
expeoted. Goode’s 58th Va. Regiment which
had come this far from Fork of Waters en routs
for Huntersville, was order.d immedistely to
Alleghany, and started at half past ome, A. M.
The 34th Regiment, also, stationed at Hightow,
was called and went, both reachiug there about
8 o’clock ; but, to the surprise of all, no attack
was made, and at 10 o’clock Geperal (late Col.)

F| Johnsop sent the 81st and 52d Regiments for-

ward to recounoitre, who found that the foe had

retreated, leaving no sure sign of a superior
force having occupied the grouud, there having
been 2 great number of campfires lighted, which

might have been done by twenty-five men, evi-

dently a feint to cover some other ulterior de-
sign, whose developement transpired yesterday

in an advance on tuntersville. We had there
only four small cavalry companies and parts of
two infantry companies, in «lI' aboat 250 men,

under command of Oapt. Alexander of Tennes-

see cavalry company. These were attacked yes-
terday at 1 o’clock by from 2000 to 2500 of the

enemy. Two or three fires were passed. Three
of them were killed, it was thought, and one of

our men shot through the hand, whea we Te-
treated towards Monterey, bringing off every-
thing except 700 barrels of floar and a large lot
of salted beef, said to be 60,000 rations; which
they attermpted to fire before leaving, and thick
they succeeded in burning the fiour, not certain
as to the rest, is the enemy came s0on enough,
verhaps, to extinguish the flames. It seems to
have been the strangest policy in the world to
have kept so large a lot of supplies protected by
o small a force. They hed just finished salting
away about 125 head of cattle, for whose con-
sumption 1 kecew not, and a8 very strong tempta-
{ion—a pressing invitation, in fact, for the thiev

ing vendals. The retreating cavalry companies
arrived here late this evening, leaving the infan-
try scattered along the road near here. They
don’t know whether they arve pursued or not.
I was mistaken when I said thoy brought all but
their commissaries with them; they lost their
tents and some baggage. There was a strorg
picket sent out from here to night to go 16 miles
in the direction of Huntersville. We may beat-
tacked here before morning, hardly probable so
soon, however, Fortuuately the 58th Regiment
returned here to-night, which, with three com-
panies of militia and two of cavalry, together
with the fugitives, making in all from 1000 to
1200, could show themn a little fight. The 44th
likewise came back to Higktown, five miles
across the mountain in Orab Bottom.

An approach towsards Huntersville was antic-
ipated, and Goode’: regiment, as I said before,
was this far on its rosd thitler, but would not
have reached there had it gose on, in time to
have prevented the ront. Sioce night before
last we have had some expectation of a rear at-
tack on this place, (i. e. in Johnson’s rear) and
an attempt to destroy hic supplies here and cut
him off from Staunton, A simultaneous attack
here and at Allcghany is probable now. 1 felt
and feel very littie apprehension as to the result
of an attempt cn Alleghany, even by an over-
whelming force, as our fortifications are thor-
oughly compleied there, and the men are apx-
ious and eager for an opportunity to use them.

Acrs PassEp BY QOowneress.—Congress has
passed, apd the President approved, an act to re-
quire the receipt by the Postinasters of the Con-
federate States of Treasury notes in the sums of
five dollars and upwards, in payment of pos-
tage stamps and stamped envelopes. It extends
the provisions of the act of August 30th, so as
to require postmasters to receive the Treasury
notes of the Coufederate States in payment of
postege in sums equal to the denomination oi
said notes, and to receive the same on deposit
for advance payment of such postage.

Also, an act making appropriations to comply
in part with treaty stipulations with certain In-
dian tribes. Also tbe following—

An act to authorize the President to confer
temporary rank on ofiicers of the Navy doing
duty with troops.

An act to establish a vniform rale of paturali-
zatioa for persons enlisted in the armies of the
Qonfederate States of America,

An act to provide for the appointment of
Chaplains in the Navy.

An act to provide for certain officers of the
Revenue service. This act empowers the Presi-
dent to employ resigned or dismiszed officers of
the U. 8. Revenue service, at the same rate of
pay to which they were eutitled in that service,

Au act to authorize the appointment of addi-
tional officers in the navy. It allows the ap-
pointment of five additicnal Commanders, fifty
Lieutenants, ten Assistant Paymasters, and thir-
ty Assistant Surgeons—the appointments to ter-
winale at the close of the war.

18th Febraary, 1862,

We gather the followisg particalars of the
burning of the Theatre sod other buildings from
the Dispatch of Friday last:

Yesterday morning, at guarter before 4 o’clock
some person passing the Riciimond Theatre, on
the corcer of Seventh and Broad streety, saw
flames issuing trom that bailding and gave the
alarm of fire. In a very eliort time atterwards
the whole etrncture was enveloped in ‘&
sheet of flame, and when the engines aciived up-
on the ground it wes found impossible to de
much else than endeavor to save the adjouining
preperty. The fire speedily communicated to
the block of buildings on the east, the first of
which, occupied by David A. Browu, saddler
and harness maker, and by Mrs. Jackson, msan-
tua maker, was entirely destroyed; Wm. H.
Davidson’s Hotel, the next tenement, was par-
tially burnt, and the clothing store of N. W. Nel-
sop, adjuining somewhat damaged. T.:e roof of
tho brick building o Grace :'icel, below 7th,
owned by Dr. C. lhomas, =ud occupied by
Thomas Lawson and Jvo. M. Lindeay, took fire,
and the farciture was moved cut. No grest
camage was done here, except by water and
breakege. Mr. Lawsen, who was sick in his
house, was removed to the residence of Dr Bul-
ton, in the neighborhood. The rear wall of the
theatre £ 1l and crushed two small frame build-
inge, owned by Green & Allen, onc of which
was occupied by Wm. Wildt, manufactarer ot
militery butions, and the other, we believe, as a
paint shop.

BY THE GOVERNOR OF VIRGINIA.
. "Whiereas, the Convention’' 6i this Commion-
| wealth, on the fitth day of Decomber, 1861, adop-
| ted a Constitution for the State of Virginia, to

which 18 préfixed a Declaratiod of Righ's, and on
the sixth day of the sume month a Schedule, |
winch is"annexed, thereto, and in' said Schedule
the Goyernor is required to announce the fact,
and putlich the same : Now, therefore, I, John
Letcher, Govérnor of the Commonwealth of Vir-
ginia, do hereby proclaim the following to be a
frue copy of the said Declaration of Righbts, Con-
stitation and Schedule, to be submitted to the
qualified voters for ‘ratification or rejection, as
prescribed  iherein : -

Given under my hand as Governor,

A DECLARATION OF RIGHTS.
Made by the Representatives of ihe goodpeople oy
Virginia, assembled in full and free Conven—
tion, whick rights do pertain to them and their
posterity as the basis and foundation of Gov~
ernment.

1. That all men are by nature equally frée and
independent, and have certain inherent rights, of
which, when they enter into a state of society,
they cannot, by any compact, deprive or divest
their posterity; namely, the enjoyment of life

tand liberty, with the means of acquiring and
| possussing property, and pursning and obuatnfug

happiness and safoty.

2. That all power is vested in, and consequent-
ly derived from, the people ; that magistrates are
l%eir trustees and servants, and at all times
ameunable to them.

3. Tnat Government is, or ought to be, insti-
tuted for. tho common benefit, protection and
security of the people, nation or community ; of
all the various modes and forms of Government,
that is best which is capable of producirg the
grestest degrde of happiness and safety, and is
most c#ectually secured against the danger of
mal-administration ; snd that, when any Govern-
meat ghall be found inadequate or cootrary, to
these purposes, & majority of the commuuity
hath amindubitable, unalisnable and indefeasib le
right. 4o referw, slter or abolish it, in such man-
ner aa-shall be judged most conductive to the
public weal.

4. That no man, or set of men. are entitled to
exclusive or separate emoluments or privileges
from the commun:ty, bui in comsideration of
public services, which, sot beiug descendable,
nesther ought the offices of magi-trate, legislator
or judse 0 be hereditary.

#. Thac the Legislative and Executive powers

/| she judiciary, sna that the members of the two

firet may: be restramned from oppression, by fecl-
ing aud participsting the burshens of the people,
tuey sposld, at ixed periods, be rdduced to a

tions, 10 which all, er amy part eof the former
mewiers to be again eligible or imeligible am the
laws. shall direct.

(6« That elections of all members to serve asrep-

' reseniatives of the peoplie in Assembly ought to
1 1@ tree, and that all men bhaving sufficient evi-

dence of permanent comigon interest with, and
attachment to, she ccammanity, huve a right of
suffrage, and cannot be taxed or deprived of their
prcperty for public uses, without their own eon-
scat, or that ef their represontatives so elected,
mor bound by amy law to which they have not in
like manier assented for' the jublis good.

7. That all power of suspending laws, or the
exec fion of laws, by any awthority, without
¢ peent of the representatives of the people, is
injurious to their rights, and ought not to be ex-
erciscd.

8. That 1o all capital or eriminal prosegutions,
a man hath a right v demand the cause and na2-
ture of his accusation, %o be eonf-onted with
the accusers and witnedsos, 1o call for evidence
in his favor, and to a speedy trial by an i par-
tial jury of his vicinage, without whose udaui-
mous ¢onsent he cannot be found guilty; nor
can he bé comrelled te give evidence' against
himself; that no man be deprived of his liberty,
except by the law of the land or the judgmeut of
his peers :

9. That excessive bail ought not to be requir-
ed. nor cxcessive fines imposed, nor cruel and

“11. That in controversies respecting property,
and in stits between man and man, the ancient
trial by jury is preferable to any other, and ought
to be held sacred.

12. That the freedom of the press is one of
the great bulwarks of liberty, and can never be
réstraincd but by despotic Governme.ts.

13. That a well regulated militia, composed of
the Lody of the people, trained to arms, is the
proper, natural, and safe defence of a free State ;
»that standing armies in time of peace should Le
.avoided as dangerous to liberty ; and that ia all
rcases tike wilitary should be under strict subor-
dination to and governed by the civil power.

14. That the pecple have a right to uniform
Government ; and, therefore, that no (Govern-
mient separate from, or independent of; the Gov-
érnment of Virginia, eught to be erected or es-
tablisired within the limits thereof. :

15. That "o free Government ¢r the blessings
of liverty cea be preserved to any people but by

|'a tirmy adberence to justice, moder .tion, temper-
'l ance, frugality, and virtue, and by frequent re-

currence to fundamental principles. :
16. That religion, or the duty which we owe
to our Creator, and the manner of diseharging i(,
can be directed only by reason and conyiclion,
net by force or vioience; and therefore al! men
are equally entitled to the free excrcise of rein-
gion according to the dictates of conscience;
and that it is the mutual duty of all to practice
Christian forbearance, love and charity towards
each other.

CONSTITUTION.

1. Whereas the delegates and representatives
of the good people of Virgini:, in Convention as-
sembied, on the twenty-niuth day of June, in the
year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred
and, seventy-six—reciting and. deciaring, that
whereas, George the Third, King of Great Brit-
aiy and lrelaud, and Elector of Hanover, before
that time entrusted with the exercise of the king-
1y otiice in the. Government of Virginia, had en-
deavored to pervert the same into a detestable
and insupportable tyranny, by putting his nega-
tive-on laws the mest wholesome and necessary
for the public good ; by decying his Governors
permission to pass laws of immediate and press-
ing importance, unless suspended iz their opera-
tion for his assent, and when so suspended, neg-
lecting to attend (v them for many years; by
refusing to jass certain other laws, unless the
persons to be benefitted by them would l't:“l'lgUle
the inestimable right of representation in the
Legislature ; by dissolving legislative assemblies
repeated.y and continuaily ; for opposing, _wn.h
manly firmness bis invasion ol the rights of the
people ; when dissolved, by refusing to call oth-
ers for,along space of time, thercoy leaving the
political system without any legiSlative head ; by
endeavoring.to prevent the population of our
country, and for that purpose obstructing the
laws for the naturaiization of foreigners; by
keeping among us, in time of peace, standing ar-
mies and ships of war ; by affecting to render the
military independent of, and superior to, the
civil power, by combining with others to subject
13 to 4 foreign jurisdiction, giving his assent to
their preicnded acts of iegislation; for quarter-
ing large bodies of armed troops among us, ior
catting off our trade with ali parts of the world,
for imposing taxes on, us withoul our, consent,
for depriving us of the beunefits of the trial by ju-
ry, for transporting as beyond the seas to bhe
tried for pretended offences, for suspending our
aown Legislatures, aod declaring themgelves in-
vested with power to legisiate for us in all ca-
ses whatsoever; by plundering our seas, rava-
ging our coasts, burning our towns and destroy-
ing the lives of our people ; by iociting insurrec-
tions of our fellow-sutjects with the allurements
of forfeiture snd confiseatios ;' by prompting
our negroes, to rise in arms among us, those
very negroes whom, by an inhuman use of his
negative, he had refused us permission to ex-
clude by law; by endeavoring to bring on the
inhabitants of our frontiers the merciless In-
dian ‘savages, whose kLown rules of warfare ig
sn undistinguished destruction of gl ag !

bither a large army of foreign mer
complete the work of death, desolatic
.anny, thon already begun, with circu &b
