Mr. Crocker, Chief of the Army In-
telligence Office, who has succeeded in
obtaining complete lists of casualties in
the battles at and near Manassas, and
also complete lists of the casualties in all

, the engagements in Maryland, excepj?:in the brigades ot Anderson and Jen-
> kins, reports that our entire losses in the
, Manassas battles do not exceed five

, thousand, and those in the engagements,in Maryland range between five and
, seven thousand. These losses, heavy
, and painful as they are, are much light-
. er than the public had been led to be-
_ lieve. Beyond doubt, they are less than
. one-fourth of those sustained by the en-
, emy. Mr. Crocker, who was present,
. pronounces the battle of Sharpsburg a
clear and incontestable victory. We

. pushed the enemy back while the fight

. lasted, and slept upon the field, holding_ it for twenty-four hours, and then abaif-
. doned it voluntarily and without moles-

tation.

Lincoln's Fiendish Proclamation.

Since the time our first parents were
expelled from Paradise, and
"Tbey hand in hand, with wandering steps and

slow,
Through Eden took their solitary way."
there has not been as much joyin Pan-
demonium as at this time. The Arch-
Fiend in the 1 egions ofwoe, "grins hor-
ribly a ghastly smile," for he and his
emissaries upon earth?the extreme ab-
olitionists ?have succeeded in prevail-
ing upon '-Old Abo" to issue a procla-
mation of emancipation which will send
a thrill of horror through all civilized
nations. He invites the servile popula-
tion of the South to enact the bloody
scene of St. Domingo throughout the
limits of the Southern Confederacy.?
Beiore he committed this act of atrocity,
in reply to the Committee sent by a
meetingof the "Christians (!) of all de-
nominations" of Chicago, who were, at
the instigation of Satan, urging upon
him to perpetrate it, he said that, "he
had been considering it night and daj
for some time?that lie raised no objec-
tion to it on l-egal or constitutionoi
grounds, for as Commander-in-Chief o
tne army and navy, in time of war, lit
supposed he had a right to adopt am
measure which might best subdue th(
enemy, and that he urged no objection!
ot a moral nature in view of possible
consequences of insurrection and in-as
sacre at tJte South, but viewed the mat-
ter as a practical war measure to be de
cided upon according to the advantage
or disadvantages it may offer to the sup
pression of the rebellion."

Having no legal, constitutional, no
moral objections, he had but little diffi
culty in coming to the conclusion tha
it would be a "good practical war meas-
ure."

From the Army.

There has been no news of interest
from our army near Winchester duringthe past week. There was some skir-
mishing between a portion of our cav-alry and that of the enemy at Martins-burg, on Wednesday last, in which we
drove the enemy back. The casualties
have not been given. The enemy havenot crossed the Potomac in as largeforce as was supposed at the date of our
last issue. Some thatcrossed wentback
again, as they found it was much safer
on the North than on the South Side of
that River. Our army has been rested
and recruited and it is'now in readiness
to meet the enemy whenever he maychoose to make an attack or an advance
movement.

It
was received too late for this number.It exempts certain manufacturers and
mechanics, and all employed by them,on condition that they shall not exact aprofit exceeding 75 per cent, upon thecost of production. The bill exempts

, Postmasters appointed by the President,and their clerks ; all persons certifiedupon oath to be necessary to the publi-cation of any newspaper; physicians,
preachers, religious non-combatants ofcertain sects who will pay a tax of$500:stock raisers, &c.

The Case ofCharles K. Hyde.

We published last week the initiatory proceed-
ngs of Congress in reference to the arrest of
Ir. Cb-s. K. Hyde, of this county. On Mon-
iay, the 29th ult., tbe House ofRepresentatives
eceived a communication from the President
ransmitting the report of the Secretary 'of War,
n the case of Chas. K. Hyde, ofAugusta county,
i. irgraia, arrested on the cbarge.of being jllegal-
y engaged in procuring substitutes.

Mr. Baldwin, of Virginia, moved that the ro-
>ort and papers accompanying be referred to the
ludiciary Committee, with mstruetious to r. port
mmediately thereon.

Mr. Gentry, of Tennessee, moved"that the pa-
pers bo laid on the table and ordered to be prin-
ted. This motion was agreed to.

In reference to this same case, in the House
of Delegates, Mr. James Walker, one of tho
Delegates from this county, offered the follow-
ing resolution: ...

It being understood that the President of the
Confederate States, in a communication this day
addressed to the. House of Representatives,
claims the right and is practically exerc.sing the
power to arrest and imprison citizens of Virginia
unconnected with the army and navy, for offrn-
ces;not known to the laws ofVtrginia or of the
Confederate States, but constituted wholly by
military orders,?

Resolved by the Senateand House ofDelegates,
Tbat tbe Governorof Virginia be requested to
eatrse the Attotney General and the Attorneys
for the Commonwealth to institute judicial pro-
ceedings for the purpose of testing ihe right so
asserted by the President, and of protecting the
citizens of\u2666Virginia.

From Kentucky.?A private letter reeived by a
member of Congress from Kentucky, states that
on the 14th of September a band of Partisan
Range:s, under Col. Woodward, captured on the
Cumberland river, opposite Canton, Ky. four
steamboats and their cargoes, consisting of mu-
nitions of war and supplies for Gen. Buell's ar
my- The same letter says our forces have pos-
session of Cumberland river in Southwestern
Kentucky, and of the counties of Trigg, Lyon,
Caldwell, Christian, and Todd. The people cf
Southern Kentucky wore flocking to the stan-
dard oi the Confederacy.

It is understood that Gen. Joseph E.Johnston
has been sent to the Mississippi Department,
having Price, Magruder and Holmes under him.
This array of talent must mean active work in
that direction.

"Stop the Speculators."

"We would invite the attention of our
readers to the following article from the
last number of the Lexington Gazette,
as what is said of Rockbridge applies
with equal potency to Augusta and oth-
er counties:

"If speculators who have money at
command, are allowed to buy up all the
surplus wheat and corn in the country,
the families of our absent soldiers must
suffer. The truth is that Rockbridge
has but little surplus this season, and it
is certainly the part of benevolence, if
not of duty, for our farmers tokeep back
their grain for home consumption, in-
stead of allowing speculators to make
money off of it.

There will be nothing lost by such a
course. Flour and corn will both ad-
vance in price, beyond what they willbring at present; and even if they do
not, it is certainly worth something to
the heart ofthe farmer to feel that he
has helped the family of his poor neigh-bor, who has gone to fight lor the de-
fence of his lands and his rights.

A meeting of farmers at the Court-House, on the next court-day, at 2 P. M.
has been suggested, for the purpose of
consulting, and agreeing upon some
course oi proceeding in the premises.

We hope there will be a general at-
tendanceof the land holders of the coun-
ty. They are generally wise and be-
nevolent men?the conservators of thepublic weal?men who wall certainly
devise measures for the good ofour army
by securing plenty and contentment in
the homes of our noble soldiers."

The Salt Bill.

The Salt bill passed gives the Governor, in
section Ist, lull power to secure tbe possession,
production, or distribution of salt in this State,
the only exception to that power being that he
shall not purchase the Smythe and Washington
or Kanawha salt works.

Sec. 2nd. If he deem it expedient he mayseize
and hold real or personal estate necessaryfor the
production of salt.

Sec. 3d is as follows :

If, by the exercise ofthe power conferred by
the second section of this act, u-_y property
should oe taken in relation to which there may
be existing contracts with the Confederate States,
or any of the States of the Comederats States,
or with any county, city, or town in this Com-
monwealth, « ntered into by virtue of an act of
tbe General Assembly, entitled "An act to au-
thorize the County Courts to purchase and dis-
tribute salt among tho people,"and provide pay-
ment for the same," passed May 9, 1862 ; or any

.contract witb individuals for the benefit of any
county, city, or town, which contract may have
subsequently been adoptedby sucb county, city,
or town, under the act aforesaid : Provided,
that such contracts with and for said counties
shall not be respected for a larger amount of
salt than the twenty.pounds for each inhabitant

proposed by the lessees to le furn shed in tue
proposition on which said act was founded, the
same shall be respected and tbe supply of salt or
salt water, so contracted shall be furnished. If
a sufficient supply of salt water cannot be obtain-
ed at the wells now producing salt water, for the
production of a sufficient supply of salt for the
people of the State, or cannot promptly be ob-
tained from new wells, then the Governor is em-
powered to disregard in whole, or in parts, such
contracts with the States of tiie Confederate
States ; but if a surplus of water may exist, then
the Governor is directed to furnish to the other
States of the Confederate States, out of any sup-
plies of salt water tbat may remain after the sup-
ply of a sufficient quantity to the Stale of Vir-
gi ia: Provided, that nothing in this act shall
be so construed as to authorize the Governor to
prevent the owners of salt property or thoi. as-
signees from manufacturing and selling salt from
salt water, or fossil salt remaining after all the
uses ofthe State, under the provisions of this
act, arc supplied.

The4th section gives the Governor control
over the railroads or canal for transportation. ?
The sth section empowers the Governor to fix tha
places of distribution and price, and fines any
person not more than $2,0§0 nor less than $100
for violating the regulations prescribed by bim
for its sale. Section 6 provides that the Gov-
ernor may appoint agents to carry out tbe act,
and section 7 appropriates $500,000 to pay for
its execution. Section 8. and last, provides for
a Board of Assessors of five persons, appointed
by the Legislature, who shall assess damages
for property seized under the act, the applica-
tion to be made to the Board in thirty days af-
ter the condemnation of such property.

The Losses in the Kanawha Region.?A dis-
patch irom Gallipolis, dated September 18th,
says:

The salt works between Charleston and Camp
Piatt were not destoyed by our forces. All but
>wo fell uninjured into tha Rebel bands, with
large quantities of salt, and are now being run
by tbe Rebels night and day. The Rebel loss
at Fayette was about hve times as great as ours.
The total value of Government stores destroyed
in Light, urn's retreat is es(.mated at a bait' a mil-
lion. Lightburn's trains are all sale in Ohio,
except a small one cut oft on the 10th. The se-
riously wounded are doing well. Capt. Hatfield
is still alive, but will hardly survive. Col.
Ligntburn was here to-day. He estimates toeloss in the retreat at 100killed and wounded.

The Fight at Sharpsburg.?A correspondent
of the Lynchburg Republican, writing from Win-chester, states with sorrow, tbat if it had not
been for stragglers, who deserted their ranks,
that the victory at Sharpsburg would have been
tbe most complete ofthe war. At least 20,000
men disgraced themselves by fleeing from tbe
held in the face of the enemy, and what is worse
than ali, a large portion of them wore brass on
tbe collar*, of their coats and straps upon their
shoulders. It is said tbat Gen. Lee intends
havii g every man wbo beai'3 the title of an oili-
cer that deserted his post on that trying occasion,
brought before a drumhead Court Martial, and if
possible, bave them cashiered, and pliced in tbe
front ranks witb a mus_et. The stragglers, it is
said, now number 30,000.

Synod ofVirginia.

The Synod of Virginia met, according to ad-
journment, in the Presbyterian Church of Staun.
ton, on Wednesday, October Ist, 1862, at 7 o'-
clock, P. M., when a sermon was preached by
the Moderator, Rev. J. B. Ramsey, D. D., from
Phill. 1, 21:?"For to me to live is Christ."?
After the close of public worship the Synod was
called to order and opened with prayer by the
Moderator. The roll was made out, and tbe
following Ministers and Elders were present du-
ring the .session:

OP THE GREENBRIER PRESBYTERS..
