Messis. Editors: The armies of Gens. Vai,
Porn and Price?under Gen. Van Dorn as the
ranking officer?having formed a junction at
R.pley, ti'arched thence tor the purpose of en-
gaging the enemy in battle, thougb it was well
known the battle must be waged under the se-
rious disadvantages of greatdisparity in numbers,
and strength of position.

Thursday last, October 2d, our forces marched
from Pocationtas to Chewalla, points on the M.
& C. R. R., thus moving from the West on Cor-
inth, the stronghold of the enemy. That night
the soldiers rested on their arms, in eager and
confident expectation of meeting the foe in bat-
tle array on the ensuing morning.

Friday, October .d. tbe order of battle was
formed, the right being held by General Van
Dorn ;B troops, composing only one division un-
der General Lovell; while the left was occupied
by General Price's troops composed of two di-
visions, tbe extreme left under General Hebert,
and tbe right under General Maury, whose divis-
ions as thus placed formed the centre of the
whole force.

Advancing in tbis order, at 7f o'clock in the
morning Gt-n. Lovel.°s division arrived within
long range ofthe euemy, who had marched out
some miles in front of the extreme outer lines ol
his lortihcations. Immediately the artillery of
Gen. Viilipigue, whose brigade was in the ad
vance. -.peued Ire upon the enemy, who, in a
shun time, began to give way and fall back, and
coutnued to do so for two hours, under a
heavy and elfective fire from the advan ing bat-
teries of Gen. Lovell's division. Meanwhile,
there w_u_ constant skirmishing along the line
oi tbecentr.- and right wing, in which the brig-
ad.. ot G. ns. Moore a d Phifer, and particular-
ly Col Budges" Texasregiment of suarpshoot-
ers were mv.i - r ive and conspicuous.

At 'J3 o'clof >, c ? \_my having made a stand
one-hali mil*- irunt of his fortifications, Gen.
Lovell artvane vis infantry and poured a de-
structive musket ry lire into the ranks of the
Yankees, who '. with spirit; and now, Gen.
Price having ordered up bisdivisions under Gens.
Manry and Hebert, tho battle raged all along the
line ? tbe enemy suffering terribly. At longth
a charge was ordered, Gen. Lovell's division
leading, and in double quick time our brave
soldiers drove the enemy behind his entrench-
ments. Simultaneously almost the divisions of
Gens. Maury and Hebert, the one after the otb-
er,charged the enemy in front of them with e-
qual success ; so that before 2 o'clock, the Yan-
kees had withdrawn entirely behind their forti
fications.

Now therewaa a lull in the battle?a cessation
of the fearful strife?lasting for a whole hour.?
Then the enemy haviug brought several field
batteries in front, openedfrom these, and, at the
same time from bis heavy artillery, a most tre-
mendous cannonading?the sound of which was
as the noise of many waters. This fire was di-
rected chiefly, if not wholly, against the right
wing, under Gen. Lovell; and, though ao tre-
mendous in sound, produced but little effect?
was almost harmless, in fact. To it there was no
rej ly?our soldiers remaining silt-nt and stand-
ing firm, as if waiting for orders. By-and-by
the second chirge was oidt-red, and right gal-
lantly was it m de by Gen. Lovell's division,
and just a. gallantly was it supporte I by charges
all along centre and right wing by the
divisions of Gens. Maury and Hebert. On. on,
onr gl rious columns swept through the leaden
rain and iron hail, until they bad reached and
passed the lortitications, lrom which tbe Yan-
kees fled, and stopped not unti they had arriv-
ed at tht* next line ot entrenchments.

Here tbe fight ot Frida> ended in a glorious'
triumph for our troops, in spite of the superior
numbers ofthe enemy, behind works of great
strength in the closing struggle. Gen. Van Dorn
in his first dispatch concerning this > ngagment,
ascribes the highest credit to Gens. Price and
Lovell, and the officers and men under them, for
the splendid fighting done by tbem, The casu-
alties of the day, on our side, were not numer-
ous. No official estima cis yet at hand ; but
from reliable data it is believed our killed and
wounded will not much exceed 500 men. The
loss of tbe enemy, it was thought, was twice us
heavy as ours.

THE BATTLE OF SATCRDAT.

go. We refer to the subject again not for the

purpose of finding fault with the Government. I
though it has been guilty ot the most unpardon- j
able neglect, but to remind the people of their j
duty in the premises. Our information is de- J1rived from persons who have been with the army
for some months, and whose opportunities have
been such as to leave no dt übt as to the correct
ness of their statements.

The health, zeal and discipline of the army !
ire all that the most sanguine friend of our holy '
cause couid desire. Since their return to Vir- I
ginia the troops have had ample time to rest and [
recruit their strength, and their supplies of beef 1}
an 1 flour are abundant. The stragglers and ab- ,

senteea, including many ofthe sick and wounded,
have rejoined their several commands, and the c
army is stronger to-day, in numbers, than it has *

, the very mouths of his heavy guns, and tired 01

hi-gunners as they stood at" their posts. Therhowever, his advance was thrown into confusior
and scattered away in haste, leaving his heavy
artillery and, some say, a number of field piece-
in our bands Our loss here was very heavy;
but having gained the last line ofentrenchments,
our brave troops seem to have won the day. Infact, if our men, though much reduced by the
casualties ofthe day, could have been support-
ed by reserves even equal to the dead and wonnd-
ed in number, they, in all probability would
have been crowned victors of the well fongh
field. But, alas! fresh troops were not at hand;
and rhe enemy bringing up his heavy reserves
about 12 O'clock, and hurling them against ourlines?particularly the centre?onr brave troops
were obliged to yield the ground so gloriously
won by them. Suffering intensely from thirst,
hunger and fatigue, they were but poorly pre-1
pared to meet this onslaught from fresh men ;
and besides many of them had exhausted the
last round ot ammunition,and no further supplieswere just at hand. So, under the necessities oi
the case, they fell back t and though in doing so,
they were exposed to a terrible and destructivefire, there was no panic, no rout?the wounded
of Gen. Price's army, oxcept those who fell
right at the entrencbtrentg, having been nearly
all brought away. Our army retired to the
woods at a distance of 600 yards; and there, while
our artillery resumed fire and kept it up for a
short time, formed again in order of battle?
But the enemy appearing indisposed to renew
the conflict, Gen. Van Dorn, at 3 o'clock, drew
off his whole force, being most ably supported
in doing so by Gen. Price and the other general
officers. The enemy attempted no pursuit dur-
ing the afternoon, and that night ourarmy camp-
ed securely in the neighborhood of Chewalla.

Sunday morning, at B.3oo'clock, our advance,
consisting of General Phiftr's brigade, and Col.
Whitfield's legion, with one battery?not exceed-
ing one thousand five hundred in all?crossed
the Davis bridge at Hatchie river, to engage the
enemy, a large body of whom, from Bolivar, had
the day beforereached that point, and had therebeen held in check by Colonels Slemmon's and
Adam's cavalry, with one battery. Our advance
having crossed the bridge and gone a little dis-
tance, received a heavy fire at short range from
I concealed battery, which was followed direct-
ly by a charge from a largely superior force.

Our troops retreated in a good deal of confu-sion across the bridge?having suffered a loss,
perhaps, of 300 killed, wounded and missing. Re-
inforcements arriving, our troops lormed m line,
md a fight with musketry ensued and was keptup for some time across the river, with very
tittle loss on our side. Meanwhile, our field
pieces opened upon the enemy, and, they reply-
ing, cannonading was continued duringthe great-
er art ofthe day, During this time, our ad-
vance was gradually withdrawn, and following
the other troops, with the long wagon train or
supplies, wounded, &c.?the artillery having
also been brought ott- made a successful cross-
ing of the Hatchie river seme miles higher up
ihe stream. And now our army is in camp a lit-
tle north ofRi ley; and it is rumored that th
enemy is advancing, and has reached a point on-
ly eight miles distant from our lines. Our loss
was heaviest on Saturday?perhaps much heavi-
er?as matter of course, than the enemy's. I
think our loss altogether?Friday, Saturday and
Sunday?will perhaps reach 3,000 killed, wound
ed and missing?not many prisoners, chiefly
wounded and stragglers. I can give but few
names. Col. Martin ofMemphis, commanding a
brigade?a galiant officer and excellent gentle-
man?was killed en Friday. Col Hodges and
(.'apt. Chatte. on of Texas, are here seriously but
not dangerously wounded?also others.

The ent-my's loss was heavy. We captured
several hundred prisoners; and besides these
I doubt if the enemy's loss will fall below 2,000
men.

Rumors have gone forth, and some of them
have been published, making matters much
worse thau I have detailed them. My informa-
tion is trom sources eminently trustworthy, and
though necessarily imperfect in a certain degree,
you may, I think, rely upon the main points.

The future is dark in this part ofthe country.
1 fear other reverses are in store for us, includ-
ing loss of much ground now he!d by us. The
enemy can readily, in a tew days, concentrate
three to one against our forces.

[From the Richmond Dispatch ofOctober 23d. j
Fr» m Oen. nil Let's Army.

We have some further particulars of the ro-
cent skirmishing along our lines. On Thursday,
tbe 17th, the Stonewall brigade was sent out be-
yond our lines to destroy a certain bridge on
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, and to tear up
the track. The enemy, who, at that time, cross-
ed the river in lorce, perceiving this, attacked
th m with overwhelming numbers, and they
were compelled to fall back, with the loss of
several m_n. (Jul. Ronalds of the 4th Virginia
Regiment, who was at tbat time acting Brigadier
General, is now in Winchester, severely wound-
ed. On Friday morningthe euemy seeing the
smoke of a barn which was accidentally tired near
our linos, and supposing that we tfere burning
our commissary stores for a precipitate ietreat,
made an advance along the whole line ; but find-
ing that our forces were prepared to meet tb_m, i
tbey lieclmcd an engagement, and the main body
of their army again fell back to the Potomac.?
When this was made known, our army went
back to camp well contented. Tbey are now
resting quietly.

A dash was made by our cavalry on a dwelling
below Charle.town, ou the 19lb instant, ofwhich
a correspondent sends us the iollowing account,
and a copy ol a letter to Win 11. Seward, writ-
ten by his nephew, which was captured by our
men. Our correspondent says|:

Our men were a little too late as all the blue
birds had fl.wn to the woods about fifteen min-
utes betore. But in their hasty retreat, the lan-
kees left behind a package of letters, &c, just
mad j up for the North, to be sent via llarpur -

Ferry. Thiough the kinuness ot Corporal M.
who made the capture, I have been allowed to
copy the following, which will be found exceed-
ingly rich. It seems to have been written by a
nephew of Seward, but there is nothing to ex-
plain what is his position ia the army.

THE LETTER.
.Near Charlestown, Va , 1

October, 19, 1862. J
Dear Uncle :?I got here from the Ferry

yesterday afternoon. 1bave not time to write
you out a few lines now but will write more ful-
ly in a day or two.

I send you a half a doz-n copies of various of
the Richmond papers, captured by some of our
cavalry last night By reading them you will
see that the rebels are* net yet fully convinced
that they have not been routed in Kentucky ! ?

The Whig's editorial saya it never . xpected
success there while the rebel army was under
sucb incompetent Generals! Aud the Exami-
ner is still in a state of painful anxiety about
the battle ofPerryvilie !
It seems that they bave received dispatches

from Gen. Forrest, and numerous other Southern
sources, telling of their victory; ut Bragg s
official report has not been received aud they
havo seen the Federal papers, and as these do
not admit a defeat to the Union army, the South-
erners really doubt whether any has occurred !?
Is nut this another evidence of the wisdom ol
your policy in regard to the Northern press !?

Geu. Scott was right in saying that falsification
was a necessary part ofthe macbluery of war.?
In tbis war it is a powerful aid, as the Southerr
press republish and seem to credit so much ol
what we choose to give to our papers.

Push your policy as to the press still further
Make them state every fight a glorious victor,

? and stick to it. Itwill do great good North am
? South. No time for more now. Bob Verplant

What, then, is their condition ? We assert
most emphatically and positively, that up to the
loth day of this month, it was most deploiable.
We do not mean to say that such was the condi-
tion of the entire army, or even a majority ofI the troops, but that large numbers of them were
barefooted, in rags, and covered with vermin;
and (hat those in the hospitals at Winchester
were the victims of the most cruel neglect. As
already remarked, this informati-n cumes to us
from su h source* and in so direct a way, tha -.
we fee. authorize 1 to assert, in tbe most positiv.
manner, that sucb is the sad condition or largo
numbers of the troops from all the States?rlu-
glorious conquerors, too, at Richmond, at Ma-
nassas, in the Valley, and in Maryland We are
assured, moreover, that any other statement
showing a more favorable condition of the a>-iny\
while it may be gratifying t. the public, is a cru-
el wrong to the troops themselves, in that, it may-
lead the people and the authorities to slacken
their efforts to furnish the necessary supplies.
It may be asked, how is it that the troops

should have become thus suddenly destitute ??

The answei is rei.dily give.. Having marched
from the James river to the Rappahannock, they
fought their way from tbat stream to the Poto-
mac, passed into Maryland, reduced Harper's
Ferry, fought two great battles at Boonsboro'
Gap and Sharpsburg, engiged in numberless
skirmishes, and returned to Virginia, all in the
space of one month. The weather was extreme-
ly hot, and many ot the men fell out by the way ;

others wore out their shoes, and were unable to
carry their baggage on barefeet over stony turn-
pikes; whilst others stripped themselves of their
knapsacks when they went into the fight, and
coming out at different places, were never able
to recover them, ln the " wear and tearoi bat-
tle," too, among the chapparel and sharp rocks
of the mountains, and along the hills and valleys,
many lost portions of the clothing they had on,
aud emerged from tbe terrible conflict with little
else than their trusty muskets and cartridge-
boxes. Indeed, we learn from a gentleman, who
speaks from personal observation, that it was no
uncommon thing to pass men on the march whose
miserable outfit was not sufficient to cover their
nakedness. Some were without shirts, others
had on only the dirty remnant of a pair of pants,
without shoes, and almost without caps or bats.
Some were barefooted, others had on ragged
sock- but no shoes, while one man he saw was
destitute of cap and shoes, and had bad one leg
of his pants torn entirely away ! Let it be re-
membered, too, that many of these troops, thus
r.ggedand destitute, and limping along on feet
covered with stonebruises, had been reared up
in luxury, and accustomed to all the comforts
which wealth and industry can supply.
But, bad as is the condition ofthe men in camp, j

those who were wounded and sent back to the !
hospitals are still inoie unfortunate. Surgeons
and medicines- were sent ni to Winchester, to
which point most of the sick and wounded were
taken, but up to the 15th instant we are assured
that the Medical Department had not furnished
a solitary cot, bedsack, sheet, pillow, or change
of clothing for these unfortunates With the
single exception of t.e York Hospital, which
was formerly occupied by the Yankees, and
where they had left a complete outfit of hospital
furniture, the sick and wounded were huddled
together upon the dirty floor? in many in lan-
ces without a wisp of straw betwee . their aching
bones and the hard plank ! At Hollingsworth
Grove largo numbers were placed under tent
flies, withn.hting to protect them against tho
cold night air aud driving mountain mists. A
few cases are reported where the pa-
tients were as naked as babes just bom, theii
scanty clothing having been torn off to dress
their wounds, and but for a blanket borrowed
from a comrade, they would have been wholly
destitute of any covering save the narrow fly thai
had been streiched above them ! Such as were
fortunate enough to get into into private quar-
ters were well cared for; but even the most
wealthy citizens of the town and country are bul
illy prepared to provide for the sick and wound-
ed. The lower valley of the Shenandoah has
been occupied alternately by one party or the
other for eighteen months ; and the people have
been stripped ofalmost every comlort. Some
of the good women of Wincnster had established
hospital kitchens, and i'; Warren ton they even
tore up their calico dresses to make bandage., foi
the sufferers; but with every disposition to as.

We are further informed, that the agents ol the
Georgia Relief and Uospit.l Association arrived
at Warrenton and Winchester, with supplies of
medicines, band-ages, splints, bed-sacks, sheets
and clothing, several days inadvance ofthe Gov-
ernment supplies. The*e agents even walked
from Rapidun station to Warrenton?a distance
of forty miles?in a day and a half, through the
the hot sun, and over the roads ; and the
surgeon also carried co his back his case ol
instruments. They proceeded at both places to
look up the sick and wounded from their own

\u25a0tate ; to place bed-sa ks, filled with a* raw, un-
der them, furnish them with a change ofclothing,
and to do whatever else tbey could to render
them comfortable. They even supplied the
Government surgeons at Warrenton. with medi-
cines, and at Winchester with such hospital fur
niture as they could spare.

Now, if the State of Georgia can do this much

On arriving within two
miles of the town, Gen. Jenkins sent n_e in
with _ flag of truce, demanding an uncondition-:al surrender. As I weot into the town the frstI man 1 saw was Major Trimble, who immediatelyrecognized me, am professed to be very glad tosee me. I asked to be shown to the Commanderor the Fost who was Col. Rathburn of Farkers-burg. I stated my errand ; and, after delibera-ting about fifteen minutes, he laid down his armsand surrendered the whole garrison, amounting
to two hundred and twenty men, all of whom w«paroled and sent home. On the day after we
camped at Ripley, Jackson county; on the day
following we took possession of Ravenswood,
the garrison having crossed the river at our ap-proach. We staid in Ravenswood about fivehours, when we crossed the Ohio river into thedominions ofAbe. The General sent me aheadwith two companies, io take the town of Racine,
which I did in double quick time. The HomeGuards turned out to oppose our entrance into
own, and flred at us, when I ordered a charge
and scattered them to the winds. Thus 1 had
tho honor of taking the first town in Old Abo'g
lominions. We recrossed the river and arrived atBuffalo, on the Kanawha river. We staid
there the next day, and on the day following wecrossed the Kanawha into Cabell county, wherewe remained for several days, waiting for Gen.
Loring to come down the valley, but could hear
nothing of him. We then took up our line of
march for Union. On arriving at Wyoming
county we learned that Loring bad gone downthe Valley.
