ang, corti for'thé’ past year; the fatality
that has attended the bog. crop; the
waste superinduced by lar standing
armics; the drought which "has retard-
ed the"Fall operations of farmers in get-
ting their wheat sown, and. the embar-
rassments that the agrienltnral portion
of our citizens - hdvé suffered, in conse:
quenée of the-presence “of the “énemy,
and the demand made upon them by
our Govermments; State- and Confede-
rate,” will, we fear, b¢" manifest ‘in a
short supply of bresd and meat next
year. 1t behooves us therefore to ob-
serve-the greatest frugality and’ econo-
my in the use of what we have. It mat-
ters 1ot ‘thdt we havi 'a plethora of ‘mo-
ney, or that there be an abundance
elsewhere to supply our lack,"when ‘we
are exclided from the ‘markets of the
world, and sre compelled to rely upon
what we have within ourselves. Money
eannot-produce’ one “grain of corn, or
in¢refise by one pound, our guantity
of meat, Our supply will ‘be limited
by the circumstances’that surround “us,
‘and to’that, whether much or little, we
must confine ourselves, We:cannotin-
crease it by the ordinary means of com-.
mercial intercourse.”” Under "these “cir-
nmgtances, we are called upon to hus-
band our resources of bread 'and- meat,
by the diminution, as fur-as praeticable,
of consumption. We ihgﬁlmimfdur—
sélves; and fhose who. have spread a
bounteous board -heretofore; should, no
martterwhut their’ means ‘may ‘be, en—
deavor to do With less. Thousands. of
dai"ﬁi_ﬂf&nti soldiers who were nursed in
the ap of plenty, and brought upinthe
midst-of affluence, have known what" it
was 1o go Tor ddys  fogéther without a
meal :—and cannot we, to increase the
stores that may be necessary for their
gustenance in the field, endure some lit-
tle of their patient self-denial? We'can
do with’ much Tess "than “we consuime,
gnd ingtead. of priding ourselves upon
spreading an ample board, groa_ning
with “¢very luxurly, we_should feel 2
sense of reproach for.indulging in such
improprieties: This is no time for feast-
ing and high eanival, but for ‘earnest
opgf-denial, ‘and _abounding " patriotis..
and charity. Our suffering conntrymen,
and the dependent familiés they have
committed to our care whilst they are
fighting our battles, demand that we
appropriate less to ourselves, and more
to those who would be glad to gather
the crumbs that fall from many ‘of our
tables, - The season, the condition of the
country, the wants of those to whom we
have referred, and the prospect before
us, all call-upon us, trumpet-tongued, to
forego évery species of luxury during
the existence of this war.
