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Lieut. Col, Doyle’s Fight with the Enemy

On Sunday week, the 9th inst,, Lieut.
Col. Robert L. Doyle, of Col. Imboden’s
command, had a fight with the Yankees
about 17 miles ‘souﬁ) of Moorefield, Har-
dy county. Lieut. Col. Doyle’s force at
the time was only 300 -infantry, whilst
the force of the enemy consisted of . 400
cavalry, one regiment of infantry and 3

ieces of cannon—one a 12 pound how-
itzer, one a rifled gun, and the other an
ordinary-sized mountain gun. At a
quarter before six o'clock on Sunda
morning, Lt. Col. Doyle received inte
ligence of the approach of the enemy in
considerable  force. - - He immediatel

ut his ‘train in motion up the Sout
E’ka,._drew.oi;t his little force and. pre-
pared for battle. His men were station-
ed on the sides of the mountains on both
sides of the river, commanding the road.
At 8 o’clock the enemy came up quite
confident that they would capture his
train which was in sight of the enemy,
and rout and capture his small force.—
The cavalry of the enemy dashed ahead
in gallunt'style, till they were called to
a halt by a heavy fire from Lieut. Col.
Doyle’s men, at the -distance ot -about
one hundred yards, which drove them
back helter-skelter into  the fields. . In
a few minutes the enemy opened upon
them with’ shell from: their 12 pound
howitzer and'rifléed gun, Seeing that
he would: be unable to contend success-
fully against such heavy odds against
him, Lt.. Col,” Doyle resolved to give
them .a skirmishing  fight along the
mountains that he might retard their ad-
vance, and, if possible, save his train.—
‘With the view of indueing the .enemy
again to throw forward their cavalry, he
ordered - two companies—Hill’s and
Cumming’s—to march up the mountain
as if in full retreat. This ruse succeed-
ed, and the cavalry of the enemy again
dashed wup the road, but as soon as
they crossed the ford of the  river -they
were ‘greeted with a heavy fire from the
companies of Nelson and Carlin which
again drove them back in great confu-
gion, wany horses returning without
their riders. The Yankees then again
tried what virtue therc was in bomb-
shells, and threw them all over the sides
of .the mountains. This- tremendous
shelling had the effect of wounding one
man slightly—a member ot Capt. Nel-
son’s company. Captains Nelson and
Carlin retired their companies up the
mountain. After cannonading the moun-
tain for an hour, the enemy pushed up
theirartillery, supported by infantry and

cavalry, about 800 yards in advance of

their original position. They placed
their cannonsin-pesition about 300 yards
from where Karricofe’s men were am-
bushed on the point of a rocky, brushy
ridge, from which they opened upon the
enemy, killing some of their artillery
horses. A portion of the cavalry, dis-

mounted, attempted to storm the posi-

tion, but they were speedily repulsed,

and ran out of the bushesin. great con-

fusion.. A company of infantry then
rushed up in a run and resumed the at-
tack, but they, likewise, were driven
back. Ax each repulse, the enemy shell-
ed the mountain where Karricofe’s men
were posted. The enemy brought up a
large force of infantry and pushed them
into :the woods, but- Karricofe eluded
them by going higher up the mountain.
He gave them a farewell fire and con-
tinued his retreat.  The enemy seemed to
be satisfied that they conld not capture
or conquer such men, and desisted from
the pursuit. Adjutant Berkeley, who
was in charge of the train and of the
party covering it, discharged his duty
with great:ability. - Upon. receiving a
despatch from Capt. Boggs that about
700 Y ankees were marching upon Frank-
lin from.Cireleville, he directed the train

across the mountain by Dry River Gap
to Raleigh Springs. 1t. Col. Doyle,
with his.command, erossed. the moun-

tain abount 12' miles lower down, and
came up with the train on Tuesday night.

Baltimore and Obio Railroad. Refore
he could reach the place of destination,
the enemy, in large force, attempted to
cut him off and capture him. He was
compelled to give up the enterprise and
return. The enemy had posted forces
at all the gaps and passes, and seemed
to be sure of capturing the whole of his
cavalry force; but in this they were
completely foiled, and he returned safe-
ly without the loss of a single man.—
The enemy were not so fortunate, for
at St. George, in Tucker county, Colo-
nel Imboden captured forty-seven Yan-
kees, whom he paroled. He appropria-
ted their comfortable blanketsand over-
coats. and destroyed the stores they had
at that place. Where the force of Col.
Imboden is now weleave the enemy to
determine.

mr J. Hara;ﬂl !céie’s Adventure with
the Yankees-«His Cupture and Escape.

Major J. Marshall McCue having purchased a
number of hogs, cattle, &e., in Hardy county,
and whilst trying to get them away from that
county where they were liable to fall into the
hands of the enemy, he, himself, fell "into their
hands, but by a bold dash made tisj escape. The
following is his own graphic account as written
to a friend immediately upon his safe arrival at
home, on Monday the 10th inst :

‘¢Yesterday morning ( Sunday the 9tb) about
daylight, I ran full tilt into the jaws of Kelly’s
foree, from 1,500 to 2 000 strong, at a short bend
in the road. I did not see them until my horse’s
head nearly touched that of Kelly’s—at first
mistaking them for some of Imboden’s scouts, I
said to them <<well boys is the rumor true I heard
a little while ago, that the d—-d Yankees were
las t night at Imboden’s old camp.” He, Kelly,
for I supposed it was he, made an evasive reply
and endeavored to keep up the impression his
party was of our men—but by this time I had
observed more closely their dress and could see
also the large force coming up behind, when I
saw I was in for it, but the next question was,
“where Imboden was 2>’ I did not of course re-
ply, when Kelly tcrning towards his command,
said : <<We had as well tell him we are Yankees.*’
[ assure you that was a work of supererogation
purely. I had made the discovery to my heart’s
content, but assumed a bold and defiant air, and
was at once ordered to' the rear as a prisoner, be-
ing first asked 1f I was armed, to which I replied
no ; and, on being required, held apart the skirts
of my over-coat to let Kelly see, he remarked,
s<he has no arms—take him to the rear;’’ The
cowardly officer took out of his holster a tremen-
dous pistol at which I felt so indignant, I had to
clench my teeth to prevent my calling him a
d——d coward in the face of Kelly, but reined
up my horse and started on down the road n
the same direction I had been going, and passed
in touching distance of the infernal wretches as
finely mounted, clothed and armed as you have
ever seen, and, to give you an idea of their num-
bers, will say I rode the distance from the Court
House to the junction of the Mt. Solon and Val-
ley pike, by cavalry and artillery.jin close order.
My determination was formed at the moment of
my arrest, and that was, to escape at any risk, I
cared not what. 1 passed my lot of hogs 4 to 500,
my wagon and four horses, and my two_negro
boys (man aud boy) the latter with a big Yankee
standing guard over both, I tell you 1 boiled
over, but my time had most come. I had passed
the cavalry and artillery (4 pieces) and feared I
might encounter the infantry, that would dimin-
ish my chances. I was scarcely out of sight of
my negroes, wh2n I saw at a glance the point
was just before me, a ravine or narrow level run-
ning up towards the mcuntain to my right, and
just a few yards in front the mountain putting
down bold and almost perpendicular close to the
road. The Yankee guarding me had been all
the way on my right, and in my way of  effecting
my design. I managed in passing a mud-hole to
put him on the other side and next' to the col--
umn. I then had his pistol close to my left hand,
and had taken my glove off my left hand with a
view of wrenching it from him, but a second
thought convinced me of the impropriety of such
a step, he was a larger man than myself, I might
fail, and two cavalry men were coming up imme-
diately in my front, they would have fired upon
me or in a moment surrounded me. I at onec
decided on a dssh into the ravine and made it
and quick as electricity, crack, erack, crack to
the number of seven went the pistols, and the
cry, shoot him, shootthe d d rebel, and after
me a dozen or more of them dashed. 1 kept a
path a short distance, snow two to three inches
deep, showing my tracks distinctly, but in the
first fifty yards I lett it and dashed at the thick |
undergrowth and brash. In a few yards a thick-
et that seémed impenetrable, I resolved to en-
counter, rather than lose distance in circling
it, and dashed at it, but.away went my hat and
scraich, and I was dragged {rom my horse, but
vetaived the bridle. No time to bunt for hat &c.
but mounted instantly, and away down into a
deep ravine, and then up the sides of a steep
ridge, that had only a few stunted pines, thatdid
not conceal me, and here I made sure I would
be seen by the whole party, in immediate pur-
suit as well a4s the column marching by, but by a
kind interposition of Providence it was not so.
I gained the apex »nd in a sccond was dashing
down the almost perpendicular steep of the op-
posite side, and by the time I reached the bottom
and comw.enced the ascent of the gulch, my horse
was blowed and I could not get the poor fellow
another inch. I sat down by him, to await his
getting his wind, and in my efforts to work him
up to the top by tacking I must have consumed
20 to 80 minutes, for I had to lead him encum-
bered with heavy overcoat ard wrappers, Snow
three to four inches deep and soles of my boots
became frozen and walking almost impossible, —
Here I concluded if they trailed me up, a second
capture was inevitable as both my horse and self
were completely exhausted. Buat in reaching
the top in a moment I discovered the good for-
tune I had in not reaching the top sooner, for
they would have caught me on top of the ridge,
so by following the path I abandoned in the out-
set it carried them to the top and they had made
a large beaten path passing to and fro, watching
me ascending either one of the ridges or ravines.
My good genius was here at my side again, for
in a trice I crossed the ridge and immediately
dropped down in a deep ravine on the other side
and on reaching the foot, dismounted - aud then
led my horse and toiled around a gorge almost

Yankees) bad fired. I could readily perceive ]
must be a good pigee removed, for I could see
the smoke issue from the guns and a minute or
two would elapse ere the report reached my ear.
‘Then I bteathed freér for a moment, in the
hope I had eluded the vigilance of my pursuers,
when a large dog came trotting by me that caused
me for some time much apprehension lest the
wretches despairing of their ability to capture
me had bribed some one of the numerons Union
scoundrels in the mountains to hunt me downr—
To avoid this danger, I at once had to descend
sonte distance under the comb of the ridge I was
on, that was so rocky and steep, I feared if my
poor horse should lose his balance, he would fall
down and down until he would only serve as
food for the ravens that were soaring high above
the toppling cliffs. ‘On this side of the mountain,
I encouniered so fierce a North wind that it
seemed to pierce me, with its icy breath, and,
bareheaded, as I was, with feet now wet with
melted snow that had become ice on the goles of
my boots, and my body wet with perspiration, a
chilling seized me, that betokened the stupor
that precedes death. 1 again struggled to the
top of the ridge, and seoing in the distance a
cleared field on the mountains 1 determined to
re_ach it, at the same time uncertain whether I
might not juat as likely encounter the residence
there of one of those Union men, ag much or
more to be dreaded than a Yankee. After a la—
boriovs ride on the crest of a ridge, I reached
a house and a number of women flocked to the
door, I felt I could trust them, and asked if I
wagd among friends? They responded simulta-
peously, yes, get down, and come in. I found
onreaching a glass, that my beauty had been
most seriously marred. My head on top was
covered with clotted blood and my face and
hands badly scratched and bruised from my vio-
lent encounter with the brush. I felt quite re—
signed and thankful they had not been caused by
the enemy’sshots. I foundthat two gentlemen
connected with the army had just left, having
made their escape from the house that had shel—
tered us all the past night, and reported to the
inmates of this mansion that I bad been captured
with my negroes, stock, &ec. I couid inform
them it was all literally true, but I did not choose
to stay captured and could testify in propria per-
sona to my escape. I endeavored to find some-
t.hlug to cover my exposed pate, when one of the
females told me if I would ride a half mile out of
my way she would give me a hat and my dinner,
but I was compelled to decline her kind offer, al-
though I had eaten nothing since the evening be-
fore. I obtained a covering that had at one time
been a hat and tying it an with arag, set out with
the kind wishes of my female friends for my
safety. As there was a probability the enemy
might send a force up Lost River, I felt that I
might encounter the.same experience at the in-
tersection of the Howard’s Lick road with Lost
River, but bad the gratification to find no Yan-
kees there. Not knowing but that Imboden’s force
might have to cross in%o the head of Brock’s
Gap before the.superior force of Kelly, I had
the same fear from the intersection of the Licst
River with the Brock’s Gap road, but on reach-
ing-that point at dusk, and feeding my jaded
horse, I came on ‘some six miles further, and
reached home to-night. You will agree with me
that this Sabbath has been one of the most event-

ful iu my life. I could not but say this morning
in Broek’s Gap, when I arose, that I fually ap-

preciated the difference between a lodgement
there and a sojourn at Camp Chase, and that the
:perl;g_ and faﬁgnen were not too dearly earned.
