in pursuance of the foregoing order, Colonel John
B. Baldwin prepared the following Entry, which is
.ordered to be entercd of record as follows, viz:

It has come to the knowledge of the Court that our
‘brave soldiers are greatly in need of essential articles
-of clothing ana bedding, and that as winteradvances,
destitution and suffering stare them in the faee.

It has become manifest that it will not do to rely
swhelly upon the efforts of the Government to supply
ithese wants of the soldier, and that if our people
arish to save the army they must take the business in
hand themselves. i i

1n view of this pressing emergency, the Courthave
.deemed it mot improper, in the absence of any more
efticient organization, to suggest the following plan
of affording to our people the opportunity to aid in a
work whieb, it is not doubted, will enlist their most
heart-felt sympathy :

1. The J{xslfces )(;f the county and of the town of
‘Staunton will constitute Commitiees in their several
Jdistricts, charged with the duty of call_m_g upon the
neople of the county and of the town of Staunton, to
woutribute 1n money, materials or work, in clothing,
Wlankets, shoes, stockings or other things qaloulated
%o add to the comfort and health of our soldiers.

‘The Justices in each district will appoint canvass-
ers, male and female, to visit every house, call upon
every family and citizeu, and ascertain what supplies
useful for the soldier can be spared by those at home,
and be given or sold for their use.

_All donatioas will be reported to the Central Com-
mittee hereatter camed, who will, at their discretion,
make purchases according to the vieans provided.

2 AlbertJ. Garber, Esq,, and Rev. Messrs Camp-
bell, Wheeler, Wheat, and Gilbert, willact as a Cen-

trai Committee charged with the duty of regulatiug
and directing the systematic action of their district
Commitiees and Canvassers, and of receiving all do-
mations for the benefit of the soldiers. The money re
ceived wili be expended under their direction in the
purchase of such articles a8 they may tind most need-
ed, and they will make such distribution of the means
placed at their disposul as will most advance the com-
1ort, health and efliciency of the soldiers from Au-
gusta county actually in the field. p
3 The general plan of distribution will be, as far as
pmcticable, 10 sell all supplies to the Quartermaster
of the army for the special use of the Augusta sol-
diers, s'0 26 to be able to use the money again either
in purch wsing other supplies or in conu-.lbuuug to
the reliet 't the families of th absent soldiers. And
all the efforv’s and operanions of the Committees will
be, as far as possible, in aid of and in co-operation
with the authos-ities of the army. ;

4. Special coritributiors will be received by the

Committees for the benefit of soldiers named by the
donors and will by forwarded aceording to their di-
rections. . ; !
- ¥ In suggesting this plan for the relief of the soldiers
from this county, the Conrt would not willingly be
understood as limiting the sympathy or the kindoess
of our people by any artinial, local or State lines,
but they bel eve that greate:” ertainty and efflciency
will be zecured if each community will look after 1is
own sons and brothers in the armay.

This Courc will not believe that any labored argu-
mentor eppeal can be necessary to induce Lhe' people
of Augusta county to respond earnestly and efficiently
to the call now made upor them. :

The citizens at home in comfort and safely will
ot forget the soldier who, 1o his defence, bas left bis
ge with all its comforts, to encounter the discom-
fort and suffering and danger of the camp and the !
battie-Geld. The family gathered around the fireside |
at home, before retiring to sleep, rendered safe by the
Jabors and sufferings of our army will remember the
brave defender, who for their sakes. is exposed half-
clad to the storms of the winter night.

At the Democratic meeting in New York on
the night preceding the municipal election, John
Van Buren was one of the spokesmen. We sub-
join the ciosing portion of his speech as report-
¢d in the Hcrald of the 29th ult:

They, (the people,) gave notice to us, who have
the physical force,not only that the physical force
resides with the governed, but that resistance to
tyrants is obedience to God. (Loud cheers.)—
The real security of Mr. Lincoln and his Cabi-
pet, and the men who are now administering the
government of the couutry, lies in their faithful
obedience to the constitution. The moment
that they depart one live from it, they throw off
the protection of law, resolve society into its
originil elements, and make it a question of
physical force. And in this community or in
New Jerscy, with its fourteen thousand majority
for the demoeratic party, or in' any portion of
the State of New York, if they transcend in obe
line or letter the writien constitution of the
United States, I wouid not answer for the per-
sonal safety of any man connected with the gov-
ernment, who should set his foot upon our ter-
ritory. (Uheers.) They have talked of arrest-
ing promicent men on our side, and they have
spoken at times of arresting me—not to me—
they would not talk such noasense to me, but to
sick relatives, to women and children, and to
other persous who may be around. (Laughter.)
I told them that they dare not arrest me in the
city of New York ; the physical force was too
strong for them. (Renewed Laughter.) They
thought they wonld arrest me in Philadelphia,
where they had a majority; I went there to seo
if they would ; but they did not do it there. I
went to Baltimore, and as they did not do it
there I went to Washington, and into the Presi-
dent’s house. ((Great laughter and ppphﬂ”-)—
My business there has been the subject of con-
siderable conversation. I had no business on
| earth except to see whether they wanted to ar-
rest me ; and I now say that while I knew then,
and knew aiways, that they did not dare arrest
me so long as I kept inside the constitution and
the laws. (and however moderate a lawyer I may
be, yet L knew law enough not to violate it,)
and while 1 know perfectly well that they did
