wm—=“sFhe Conflict at Fredericksburg.

At five o’clock on Thursday morning
last, the enemy, under the command of
Burnside, at Fredericksburg, attempted
to lay down pontoon bridges, on which
to cross the Rappahanock, at three

laces. One at the site of the railroad

ridge which spanncd the river at the
lower end of thetown ; amother at the
ford above the town, and between it and
Falmouth, and the third below the
mouth of Deep Run, which is about
three miles below the city.

The attempts at the firstnamed points
were repulsed with considerable loss to
the enemyy our sharpshooters and skir
mishers co-operating with the artillery
in the affair. At the lower point, the

ntooniers were protected from the fire
of our artillery by the river bluff, and
the commaud of the posrtion by the en-
emy’s guns rendered sharpshooters una-
vailable. At this place, by six o’clock
in the evening, the enemy commence:d
crossing.

At seven o’clock, it is supposed by
the permission of Gen. Lee, the enemy
crossed near the railroad bridge and
took possession of Fredericksburg.

It is said that an entire company of
our troops, on picket near the river,
were surprised.and captured. Sharp
skirmishing ensued in the streets of
Fredericksburg. and about eight o’clock
our forces relinguished the place to the
enemy. Daring, or short{)y after the
skirmishing, 1he enemy fired the Post
office and the Methodist chureh, Bank
of Virginia and all the square was con-
sumed. Citizens say there is scarcely
a building in town that has not been
struck with onec or more shells. Of the
several hundred citizens remaining in
town, bat three, women whose husbands
had previously gone over to the enemy,

remained and claimed the protection of

the Abolitionists.

On Friday there was considerable
skirmishing and . quite heavy: artillery
duelling, but no general engagement, —
It was well known by the officers that
an engagement would take place the
next day, and Friday was spent in, ma
king arrangements for the, bYobdy work.
Saturday morping. fonnd = our forces
drawn up from opposite Fredericksburg
to a distance of six miles eastward.—
Longstreet’s corps occupied the High-

Donaticns for Our Scldiers.

“We “have been requested by the
Quartermaster of the 1st Brigade to
state to the citizens of Augusta, Rock-
ingham and Rockbridge that he will
farnish transportation for all articles
contributed for the benefit of the sol-
diers of that Brigade, (composed chiefly
of soldiers from the counties above
named) and that he will, also, furnish
transportation to the army and back for
any gerson who may be appointed to
see that the articles be given to the sol-
diers for whom they were designed by
the contributors. The 5th Regiment
belongs to this Brigade, and those who
wish fo contribute to soldiers in that
Regiment, and who may desire to avail
themselves of this mode, have now an
opportunity of doing so. It is not de-
signed that this mode shall interfere
with that adopted by the County Court.
It is designed more especially for those
who may desire to make contributions
for the benefit of particular soldiers.—
Fathers and mothers may desire to send
clothing to their sons, sisters to their
brothers, and others to their friends,
and may prefer to send them by some
trustworthy person, who will be sure to
deliver the donations to the persons for
whom they were especially ‘designed,
and to accomplish this purpose, this
mode is proposed by the Quartermaster
of the Brigade as the cheapest and best.
There are some persons who are willing
to donate for the benefit of special per-
sons, who are unwilling to contribute to
a common fund, and for such thig
mode is especially designed. We
would, in this connection, state that the
soldiers are now in greater need of socks
and gloves than anything else. We
hope the copmittees in all the neigh-
borhoods; of this connty are now basily
engaged in calling upon the people, and
‘that the people are responding in a lib-
eral and patriotic spirit. Let blankets,
socks, gloves, and everything needed by
the soldiers be contributed to an amount
that will reflect credit upon our county,
and warm the hearts of our dear boys
with gratitude and love. Let them see
that we not only remember, but love
them still,

A Word to Farmers about Extortion.

The Press has been very generally
and very justly denouncing in the
strongest terms Manufacturers, Mer-
-chanf:s,. Shoemakers, Tanners, &c., for
Practlsgng extortion in their respective

ines of business. Can the farmers right-
ly claim that they are guiltless of the
same offence? Do they not charge more
for flour, grain, pork, beef and wood than
they should ¢ The Richw.ond Enquirer
says that “the chief distress of the coun-
try and peril to the cause result from the
extortion in the products of the farm.

This is not excused by the high prices
of the merchants’ goods. These are, in-
deed, very high, but the farmer is not
obliged to nse many of them. If, when
he pays four prices for a bunch of cot-
ton, he puts four prices on his wheat
and corn, he is an immense gainer; be-
cause he sells so much more than he
buys. As for that large class whose bu-
siness is such that they have nothing of
either sort to sell, the farmer combines
with the manufacturer to grind them be-
tween the upper and the nether mill-
stones.

The Government must arrest, all a-
round, these enormous extortioners if
possible. We do not think it would be
so difficult as some imagine. We be-
lieve all parties to it are ashamed of it.
They plead each other as ezcuses. Bring
all down together, and for very shame
none of them will dare complain.

The Government must at least take
care of itself. It cannot pay the prices
demanded for army subsistence of all
sorts, without overwhelming us with
debt. It must pay a fair price, but it
shonid pay no more. And to avoid
ﬁi-ound of complaint, it should make

Ose prices as uniform as the relative
abundance of the different localities will
allow,

Thee safety and welfare of all depend
upon the applieation of such a rule to
2ll. It will be terrible toallow the ship
to wreck because the crew are gambling
for the eargo. Force every man to do
his duty, and require every onc to de-
sist from the pursuit of immoral and de-
moralizing gains, and all will be well.”

" Reconstruction of the Union lmqu;fblo';j

Before the great revolution in which
we are at present involved took vlace,
there was a considerable proportion ot
the citizens of the South who maintain-
ed that the true policy was to secede
that the Union might be re-constructed.
They believed that re-construction was
possible after secession. We never con-
curred in that opinion. We believed
that the Union, like a ‘porcelain vase,
might be broken, but that it could never
be made whole again. A similar error
to that which prevailed in portions of
the South antecedentto secession,seems
now to be deluding the minds of the De-
mocracy of the North. That party there
profess to believe that the South would
be willing to go back into the Union if
certain protective, guarantees were incor-
porated into the Constitution of the U.
States. ' This is g woful error. In the
language of ¢, contemporary, we say ihat
the assurauce that our rights in the
Union woald be guaranteed, might have
saved the Union, when the present. dif-
ficulties between the two sections com-
menced—nay, it might even have saved
it some time after the Presidential elec-
tion of 1860. But not now, not now.—
We have seen the veil removed from the
Abolition hypocrites of the Norith—we
have learned to know and feel what
Yankee faith is—we have learned to
know, too, what Yankee treachery and
falsehood are. And with all this knowl-
edge, purclased at the expense of the
blood of our best citizens—purchased at
the expense of widows’ wails and or-
phans’ tears—purchased at the expense
of desolated hearthstones and devastated
fields—purchased at the expense of ruin-
ed commerce and the loss of fortunes,
shall we now give that people our con-
fidence ?

Nineteen months of war, of bloodshed,
of rapine, of robbery, ot murder, of in-
sults to women, of devastation, and of
all kinds of cruelty, have removed all
delusions from the minds of the South
ern people, and taught them what Yan-
kee faith, and Yankee promises, and
Yankee conservatism means.

Morgan at Work Again.

MurrrEESBORO’, Dec. 8th, 1862.—An expedi-
tion sent under acting Brigadier General John
H. Morgan, attacked an outpost of the enemy at
Hartsville, on the Cumberland, yesterday morn-
ing, kiiled and wounded two hundred, captured
eighteen hundred prisoners, two pieces artillery
and two thousand small arms, and all other stores
at the position. On the previous day a small
foraging train was captured by Gen. Wheeler,
near Nashville, with fifty prisoners; and on the
5th, Col. Reddy’s Alabama Cavalry, also cap-
tured a train near Corinth, with its escorts and a
number of negroes. Our loss at Hartsville about
125 killed and wounded.
