The slave population is a laree one,nearly one-thud ot the population of the whole Statednot far tr.m being one half of the population of the
loyal part of the State. The slaves are exemptedfrom serving in our armies, they are freed from all
military duty, and it is but reasonable that a small
portion of their time and labor should be devoted tothe prosecution of works conducive to the public de
lence. The law is a liberal one to the owners. Iiallows sixteen dollars per month as a compensation
tor the labor ofeach slave, besides rations, medicinesand medical attendance. It provides that "the valueot all such slaves that may escape from the (J___s£.
crate authority;; and not returned to their nim_>, ?.\u25a0 ~ ~*.\u2666_., or
». seized or i-ilied by the public enemy, or may, by
want of due diligence on the part of the authorities
of the Confederate States in any manner be lost to the
owners, shall be paid for by the Confederate States to
the owners, and in like mauner allows compensation
"tor any injury to sia.es arising :rom a want of due
diligence on the part of the authorities of the Conteu
crate States."

As our army is constituted, it is but right to lessen
the burdens they have to bear, and to cause the earth-
works upon ounortitications to be constructed by the
laborers who are inured to such service. The County
Courts are authorized to apportion the slaves called
for in their respective counties, and they ought to
make the appointment iv such manner as to be least
onerous upon their fellow-citizens, particularly as
there is no appeal from the decision they make. By
a caretul exercise of this power, much hardship may
be averted. If the Courts fail or refuse to comply
with ibe reqnisitons, the lew invests the Executivewith authority, by officers and agents of his own se-lection, with ihe aid of the Commissioners of ihe Rev-
enue, to impress the proportions of slaves demanded
irom the county, not exceeding five per centum ot the
entire slave population thereof. The perforata cc ofthis duty the Executive would gladly forego, greatly
prelerring that the justices elected by tne people, andwho know their situation and circumstances, should
discharge it, but if the failure continues after due no-
tice, the duty will be peitormed with unshrinking fi-
delity, under the full belief that the labor called for
is necessary, and ttiat the prompt completion of the
fortification will greatly conduce to thepublic defence.In addition to these several subjects, I deem it to
be my duty to call the attention of the people gener-
ally, but of the county and corporation courts espe-
cially, to the necessity that now exists for increased
vigijuuce in regard to domestic and county police.
Our slaves have hitherto been contented and happy,
peaceable and trust-worihy, and I doubt not they will
continue so, notwithstanding the disgraceful procla Imation of the President ofthe United States, and the |
shameful attempts of abolition emissaries and armies '
to render them discontented and insubordinate. But
in times like these it, is proper to be ever watchful,
ever on tbe guard. I therefore recommend, earnestly'
that the several county and corporation Courts shallforthwith proceed to execute the provisions of the
State lawrelative to establishing apatrol .neach coun-
ty and corporation, to visit, within snch bounds as the
Courts may iequire, all negro quartets and other pla-
ces suspected of having therein unlawful assemblies,
or such sl.ves as may stroll from one plantation toanother without permission. Let every master keep
a watchful guardianship overhis plantation, and cau.ehis siaves to keep within their own premises.and pro-hibit others from making unnecessary visits. If the
county courts cannot assemble promptly, Jet eaci.justice of the peace orderout patrols, as the law au-
thorizes him to do, to continue in service until the
next term of the county or corporation Court.

Am', finally, the President denounces, in appropri-
ate terms, the vile spirit ot extortion, now so rile inall portions of the Confederacy, and urgently appeals
to the Executives ofthe States to urge upon theirsev-eral Legislatures the necessity ofpassing such laws aswill effectually restrain and crush it. I earnestly in-
voke the patriotic everywhere to discountenance ex-tortion and extortioners, and if patriotic appeals will
not induce them to change their policy, and abandona course ofconduct calculated to prejudice our holycause, then 1 urge them to impress upon their Sena-
tors and Delegates in the General Assembly the uecessity ofadopting such legislation as will remedy
the evil at their next session in January.

We have another struggle to make against our un-
scrupulous foe. lt may uot be the last, but let it be
at least worthy ofour ancestors and ourselves. Letit be a gallant right ia which we shall put forth all ofmanhood, of vigor and ofcourage that has Deen given
us from Heaven. Let it be recorded in future
time that Virginians emulated their glorious sires and
fought with determ ned coolness and valor, leaving

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I Battle at Fredericksburg, Saturday, the 13th
Inst.

We clip the following account of the battle at
Fredericksburg, on Saturday, the 13th inst.,
from the Richmond Dispatch of the 16th :

About 9i o'clock the booming of the first gun
was beard at Hamilton's Turnout, away off to
the left, in the direction of the town. In a short
time the successive reports of aitillery told un-
mitsakably that the ball was opening, and along
tho whole line of the right wing the troops
buckled o _ their armor for tho conflict before
them. As the morning wore on, and the log
which had partially obscured the light was lifteo

from the earth, the cannonading became more
general until about 11 o'clock, when what had
before been but an occasional report became an
uninterupted roar. So general was this cannon-
ade tbat an unpracticed ear could scarce distin-
guish the report of our own from the guns 61
the enemy. __,> .7

About 1 o'clock, P. M., the long black col-
umns of the enemy, in regular order, were ob-
served moving up from their position near the
river, in the direction oi our batteries on the
hillside, three-fourths of a mile in advance of
Hamilton's crossing. As they moved acr\u25a0 _s the
wide valley, stretching along between the river
and the railroad, one of our batteries away ott to
the right opened upon them a fire which was
kept up until the head of their columns had
reached the woods in yyhich our line was formed,
when the sharp crack of infantry, first at inter-
vals and then in volleys quickly succeeding each
other, was observedfrom the surround-
ing bills. At tbis time the fight at this point
had become general and very severe, both sides
contesting the giouna with more than usual ob-
stinacy. Here, and to the left of the right
wing, the battle raged for perhaps an hour, our
engaged being A. P. Hill's division and a por-
tion ot Early's and Taliaferro's forces. Mean-
while, the enemy's columns were observed to
falter, and presently to recede when it very soon
became evident that the fire was too warm for
them, and that they were yielding and gradualy
giving way, as our own forces pressed on. For
a distance of about one mile they were followed
by our men, who then withdrew from the pur-
suit, and retired to the west side of the railroad,
in the woods where the line was first formed.?
Later in the afternoon, the enemy renewed the
attack, which was met with such spirit that it
was but faintly sustained, anj they again fell
back in the direction of the river. This endea

Brig. Gen. itfaxcy Gregg, ol S. C.

The name of Gen. Maxcy Gregg is historicalin this revolution, and there is no need of any-
detailed review of incidents in his career to re-mind the public of his virtues .nd services. Hisname is familiarly oupled with the first move-
ments ofthe war, he having been appointed tothe command of the First South Carolina regi-
ment, the am force from that State which ar-
rived in Virginia. The term of the service o{
this regiment having expired, it returned to
South Carolina, but its commander Col Gregg,
remained in Virginia, and subsequently reorgan:
iaed the regiment, which has since been con-
stantly and conspicuously in service. Its com-
mander was made a Brigadier General several
montbs ago.

General Gregg, although the occupations ol
his life were principally professional, had a large
and brilliant political reputation in his State.?He was a leading member of the bar and prac-ticed his profession with distinction and success
for a period of more than twenty years, we be-
lieve in Columbia. In politics he v*s an ex-treme State Rights man, and stood, with others,at the head of that pa>-ty in South Carolina

General Gregg was remarkable for his firmand unflinching temper. In the army he had an
extraordinary reputation for self possession and
"sang froid" in battle. He was never discon-certed, and had the happy faculty of inspiring
tbe courage of his troops not so much by wordsas by his cool determinationand even behaviour.

After the severe wound of Gen. Gregg wasreceived, he sent for Gen Jackson, with whomhe bad a long interview. When it was announ-
ced that the wound was considered mortal, he
requested one of his aids to send several mes-
sages to different friends in South Carslina.?
Among others was one to Gov. Pickens, which
was reported to us as follows: "Tell GovernorPickens, if lam to de at this time, I yield my
life cheerfully, fighting for the independence of
South Carolina."

Brig. Gen. Thos. R. R. Cobb, of Georgia.
We stated last week that this valuable officer

was killed in tho battle of Saturday the 13th.
The news of his death will scarcely reach a

family in his beloved State unaccompanied by
the most painful sorrow. Georgia loved him as
a great, learned and good man. Though never a
politician nor office-seeker, he filled with re-
markable fidelity and ability many positions of
public trust. He digested the statutes of the
State, was long the Reporter of the decisions of
the supreme Court of Georgia, and was ono of
the Committee to prepare the Code of Georgia.
He was also one of the most distinguished and
influential members ofthe Secession Convention
of that State, and afterwards one of the ablest j
members of our first Congress

When the war broke out, he raised a Legion
and entered the service of our country as a sol-
dier, aud no man in the army bas served his
country more arduously aad conscientiously.?
The feeling of love and confidence between him
aud his command was reciprocal, pure and sin-
cere.

Perhaps it is not saying too much for the dis-
tinguished dead to rank him as the ab_.est law
ocr ot his State?he was certainly the ablest of
his years. His services hay. been of incalcula-
ble benefit to the citizens .nd bar of his State,
by both of whom he was greatly loved and hon-
ored. .

In his death tho cause of education has lost a
faithful, laborious, efficieut ami distinguished
advocate; religion one of its purest, most de-
voted, humble, zea'ous and brightest ornaments.

The desperate encounter of Gen. Cobb's Brig-
ade with the enemy, occurred on Mr. John L.
Marye's place, just outside of the town of Fre -

ericksburg. A stone wall runs through this
place, on either side of a small building, and
behind this wall Cobb's men were concealed.?
The position is on a bill, separated from the
toyvn by an intervening valley known as Sandy
Bottom. A heavy column ofthe euamy advan-
ced to dislodge our small force at that point,
and when within musket range they laid down
and opened fire; but finding this had no effect,
they gathereu up for a charge. General Cobb
waited until they had approached within a hun-
dred yards, when he ordered his men to fire.?
The effect is represented to have been terrific.?
The approaching column was broken, and in the
retreat many were left dead upon the iteld. A
second, and yet a third ;i»tempt yva. made, by
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fresh troops, to take the position, but with tho
same result. The third time, after men had
discharged their pieces with deadly aim, they
leaped over the wall and pursued the retreating
Yankees, loading and tiring as they ran. The
position was held throughout the day; and after
the fall of the General, at 2 o'clock, P. M.,
there was not a man in tne brigade but seemed
inspired with a desiie to «'enge his death. It
was remarked that General Cobb displayed a
spirit of invincible courage, and doubtless the
fact that he was fighting iv sight ot his mother's
birthplace, now invaded and polluted by a mer_j
eenary foe, contributed somewhat to his deter-
mination to die there rather than surrender.
