Commandants of conscripts will cause the following
order to be published for at least seven times in a suf-
ficient number of newspapers in _each State of the
Confederacy to ensure its reaching every pert of the
country.

1. All commissioned officers and enlisted men who
are new absent from their commands, from any other
cause than actaal disability, or duty under orders
from the Secretary ot War, or from their department
goinmanders. will return to their commands without

elay.

I Commissioned officers failing to comply with the
provisions of the foregoing paragraph withina reas-
onable length of time, in no case to exceed twenty days
after the publication of this order, shall be dropped
from the rolls of the army in disgrace, and their
names will be furnished to the commandant of con-
geripts for enrollment in the ranks.

IIL. All enlisted men who shall fail to comply with
the provisions of Parapraph L., of this order, within a
reasonable length of time, shall be considered as de-
serters, and treated accordingly, their names to be
furnished to the commandant of conscripts in their
State, for publication or such other action as may be
deemed most efficacious.

IV. 1n order io ensure the efficient co operation. of
all concerned to carry this order into immediate ef-
fect, Department Commanders are directed to require
from the eommanding officer of each separate com-
mand in their Departments a prompt report of the
names of all commissioned officers and enlisted men
now absentirom their commands. These reports must
state in each case the cause of absence, and any regi-
mental, battalion, or company commander who shall
neglect to furaish such a report, or who shall_know-
ingly be guilty of concealing any case of unauthorizeéd
absence, shall on conviction thereof, be saummarily
dismissed.

V. Under the provision of the 2nd clause of para-
graph I, of General Orders, No. 82, commissioned of
ficers and privates who are incapable of bearing arms
in consequence of wounds received in battle, but who
are otherwise fit for service, are required, if not other-
wise assigned, to report to the nearest commandant
of conscripts in their respective States, who will, if
they are fitted for such duty, assign them to the col-.
lection of siragglers and the enforcement of the pro
visions of this order, with full power to call upon the
nearest military authority for such assistance as may
be necessary thereto.

VI, Officers of the Quartermaster’s Department,
charged with payment of troops, are hereby directed
not 1 pay any commissioned officer, non-commission-
ed officer or privaie, who %does not furnish satisfac-
tory evidence that he is not liable to the penalties de-
scribed in the foregoing order. Any disbursing offi-
cer who shall make payment in violation of this order

Biography of Stonewall Jackscn,

The New York Sund?v.;v Mercury publishes a
humorous biography of Stonewail Jackson. We
make the following extracts :

Your orrespondent has seen many biographi-
cal sketches of the renowned ¢Stonewall,’” but
they ail abcunded in inconsistencies, untruth
and inaccuracies. . In the handg of some histo-
rians his life is like the short India rubber blan-
ket of a long soldier, is stretched to suit the sub-
ject. To others this eventful history has beén a
lump of clay in the hands of a child—capable of
any degree of plastic distortion or beauty from
a Hindoo idol to a winged statuette of Appollyon
the Lovely. Some there be who declare him a
myth, a will-o-the-wisp, a dancing jack of the
wilderness, the creation of a mind— or any a-
mount of minds—disordered ; but they err, Mr.
Editor. Stonewall Jackson is a fixed fact. a
melancholy fact, a stubborn fact; and that his
life may not go down into darkness, that his
deeds of daring may Rot be wiped out forever
like a sum in simple™flvision on a schoolboy’s
slate, a hListorian 18 needed-—one that is faithful,
capable and unbiased ; like those, for instance,
who do the biographical sketches for the New
York morning dailies— one that is wholy compe-
tent aud that careth not apin for Northern praise
or Southern commendation ; in brief, one like
those who write the biographical histories for
the papers atoresaid. Such an one is Anno
Domini, and he herewitn presents ahistory which
he is willlng to take his affidavit is as reliable
and worthy as though it was written for one of
those immaculate sheets—the New York dailies.
Stonewall Jackson was born very early in life
—in fact, so young was he at that interesting pe-
riod of his history. that the'date thereof lurketh
not.in his own memory, nor yet in that of his
present biographer. Sufficient be it to say, he
was BORN. The ancestry of S. J. has hitherto
been shrouded in doubt. Some have asserted
that he is descended from Jack surnamed the
Giant Killer, and that the ‘sseven-league boots’’
of the aforesaid J. the G. K., are yct in his pos-
session, which accounts for the celérity of his
movements. -Others declare him. to be an off-
shoot of the Jacobin family, the founder of which
was Jackaloe the Chinese Pirate. They are all
wrong, Mr. Editor. Stonewall Jackson is des-
cended in a curved line from the Wandcring Jew.
In early time the Jew family was rich, but one
evil day the head of it went down into Egypt,
ssbucked’” against Pharoah, and came back with
nary shekel, having lost all in that interesting
game. From that time till the discoyery of Mis-
sissippi river, the family was too poor to have a
name. Stonewall’s grandfather ran a flatboat on
atoresaid river, and was extravagantly fond of
the classic game of ¢¢old sledge.”> He married,
and in the course of time had four sons, whom
he named—to commemorate his favorite' game—
Jack follow-
ed the example of his father, married, and had
one son, the subject of this sketch, who was nat-
urally called Jack’s son; and in course of time,
Jackson. A family trait lurks in Stonewall, for
at any critical stage of the game he is sure to
¢sturn’ up and become the trump.

Young Jackson in his youth gave great prom-
ise of his future usefulness, so much so, that
when he was sent to school he invariably ran
away to play ¢itag’’ and <leap frog,”” to the con-
stant study of which he owes his agility. One day
Jackson’s pere, learning of his son’s truancy, de-
termined to chastise it out of him, and so col-
lared the incipient hero and bent him. over his
knee, thus throwicg ‘a prominent part of the|
youth into bold relief.. Mrs. Jackson (the moth-
er) then seized a shirt board with both hands, P

of his duty by divers ponlerous blows. Young
Jackson squirimed like a fishworm ; but with that
Spartan firmness that has ever distinguished him,
At about the fortieth blow the
old lady paused while the old gent eased on his
hold, and inquired, <My son; wilst thou go to
school in future ?” * The young hero raised. his
head, wiped his sleeve across-his nose, and look-
ing up into his father’s face, said : <I say, old
gentleman, why am I like a cabin: passenger on
a canal boat 2’ ¢«My son, I knows not,’” sage-
ly observed Jackson, senior- . «¢Why,*” said the
young incorrigible, with a knowing wink, *¢its
because I am boarded astern.’® . The poor out
raged father could only ejaculate, ¢-board him
again old lady, board -him again.”” «Not 1,”
said the mother, dropping the shirt board. ¢You
might as well larrup a Stonewall.”
From that day to this the hero has gone by the
pame of Stonewall Jackseon. +¢Bat, mother,”’
said the father as the released youth skedaddled
from the room to finish his game of tag. = «What
shall we do with the boy 2>’ <«De? why send
him to West Pint, he ain’t good for nothin else.””
Stonewall ‘went to West Point. ' Many - intevest-
ing events occurred during his pupilage there,
but following the example of the New York pa-
pers—I condense. i g
Stonewall Jackson passed a creditable exami-
nation, and graduatéd number two-.(from the
foot) of his class, and the rebellion having just
commeuced, was immediately appointed a Brig-
adier General by the Southern Confederacy—
the United States Government paying his livery
stable at West Point and his passage to the rebel
lines. While passing through our army he stop-
ped to make a sketch of our fortifications, when
an inconsiderate sentinel demanded  his pass.—
The sentinel was immediately séntenced to be
hung. but was afterwards allowed to resign.
The New York papers have given such an ac-
curate account of Stonewall’s militgry exploits
that 1 need no more than give a brief epitome,
taken from the same reliable source,
His first battle was at Bull Run, in 1861, where
be slew a whole division of the Federal army
with.nis own hand, and then got siewed himself.
1n this battle both armies were defeated; but;
anfortunately, neither of them found it out in
time to take advantage of it. - The Union army
was greatly outnumbered, but <;gained a mate-
rial advaotage” (see McD’s dispatches.)
In June, 1862, he took command of 500,000
men, (see Northern papers.of that date) and
turned his attention to the potitical economy of
of the Shenandoah Valley. Not liking the state
of the currency there, he determined to abolish
Banks ; in doing which several desperate battles
were fought, in all of which, though outnumber-
ed, our troops ¢gained material advantage,”
(see B—Kk’s dispatehes) but our cavalry horses
becoming thirsty, the army fell back to the Po-
tomac to water them. ’
Jackson’s horse, also being dry, he pushed on
for the same watering place, but learning that
Fremont had cut loose, fell back. Fremont fol-
lowing, a desperate engagement took place at
Front Royal, in which Stonewall would have
been annibilated had not.the U. S. Government
stopped the battle, (N. Y. Tribune) to bold a
court of inquiry, to see if Fremont had not paid
three posiage stamps teo much for a bushel of
oats furnished through a California friend, to a
horse of his body guard. = While the court was
in session Stonewall skedaddled. Fremout fol-
lowed, however, and wonld have bagged him, if
he had not taken the wrong road,(N. Y. Herald)
and traveled North while Jackson was going
South. Getting safe back to Richmond, Stone-
wall bore a leading part in the battles in front
of that ¢«doomed’’ (see alt the papers) city.

According to the Northern prints, Jackson
suffered terribly in person in these battles. "He
lost his right leg at Hanover Court House, and
his left at Gainesville. The next day, wbile
ieading his corps into battle at Savage’s his horse
balked in front of a barrel of beans, which had
been abandoned by our army, and was compell-
ed to dismount and go it on foot, in doing which
he lost his right arm. The succeeding day he
lost his left arm at Peach Orchard.

Two days after, at the battle of Malvern Hll,
ke stooped down to fasten his shoe, and while
in that position his head was blown off by a 103-
060 pound shell. This was the unkindest cut of
all ; but the old veteran merely raised his mate
rial form erect, and said: <My bleeding coun-
try, I cheerfully make the sacrifice. Old head,
farewell!”’

Stonewall Jackson, in personal appearance is
most unlovely—and it is said that he—like the
Ashantees—files his teeth to a sharp point every
other morning. lle stands eleven feet five
inches, (or five feet eleven inches, I am not cer-
tain which) in his boots—when he has got any
to stand in.

His hair is black, and was furnished te order
by Bacholor, of New York. In religion he is at
times a devout Catholic—at least he followed
closely in the footsteps of the Pepe during one
of his campaigns ; ana at others he is a colpo-
teur for the American Tract Society—at any
rate he has probably left more tracks in Virginia
than any other white man; and accordipg to the

Three divisions of e enemy, McCowan’s,

sive columns, and charged impetuously on John-
son and Davis. A portion of the infantry, al-
most, indeed, before they had taken their arms
from the staci, and*one of the batteries, Edgar-
ton, was taken before it fired the third rcund.
Poor Edgarton! It wis not his fault. It was
his greatest ambition to take part in a battle.
His hour came at last. Tt found him ready :
but those upon whom he had a right to rely to
give him timely notice of the enemy’s arrival,
failed to do so, and ere his gun couid be loaded
and discharged three times, the rebel bayonets
had swept away his men, and he himselt fell
;vounded and bleeding iato the hands of the
oe.

The gallant and earnest Capt. Simonson fonght
like a hero, as he is, and bronght off at but two
of his guns. Caupt. Goodspeed strenuously en-
deavoured, after firing several rounds, to save
his cannon, but could only succeed in getting
away with two of them. Gen. Kirk, of Illinois,
commanding one of the biigades in Johnson’s
division, was severely wounded while endeavor-
ing to rally his regiment.

The enemy succeed=d in getting the right flank
completely hemmed in. A large number of offi-
cers of everygrade were shot down while stand
ing almost at the muzzles of the rebel muskots.
The brigades and regiments rusted upon one
another in disgraceful order; and the rout of the
division became irretievable,
I suppose I shall raise a storm about my head
for saying so, but I can’t, from all that I have
heard, come to any cther ccnclusion than that
the right wing of our army was completely sur-
prised, and that, too, under circumstances which
should bare rendered it particularly careful and
vigilant.

Brigade after brigade, battery after battery,

GovernOr
Robinson’s Message recommends that KentuckY
reject the President’s Proclamation, and protests
against any interfereace with her State policy
as unwarranted by the Constitution, tle thisks
the Proelamation giving freedom to the slaves
in the rebellious States inflicts upon Kentucky
a fatal though indirect blow.

He says that the saddest result of the procla-
mation will be to fire the whole South with oune
burning mass of inexhaustible hate, and destroy
all hope of restoring the Union, which is obly
possible by adhering to the Constitution as it
was ; and, furtber, that ia view of this most a-
larming act-of military necessity, he advised the
Legisiature to place on record their protest
against the Proclamation.

The message of Presid:nt Davis is a very able
document, and will prozuce an effoct in Europe .
It cannot fail to show European Governments
that they have been doing great injustice to the
Southern Confederacy under the gnise of neu-
trality. We are sorry that we have not space to
publish the message in full. We publish below
a brief synopsis of it, which will serve to furnish
the reader with aknowledge of i he chief subjects
discussed in it:

It opens with a view of the military position
of affairs, which are described as very satisfac-
tory.

The fourth great army of invasion has been
defeated in Virginia, and Gen. Barnside has ex—
perienced the fate of hiy three predecessors,
McDowell, McClellan and Pope. :
_In the West the fortunes of war have been va-
rious. Battles have been fought with fearful
carnage on both sides, but the hopes of the ene-
my of any decisive result have been bafiled.

: On the Atlantic coast the enemy are still con-
fined to the protecting cover of their fleets.

A review of our history shows that the war has
aow entered. its third and last stage. The first
effort was to restore the Union, and has been a-
bandoned. The second was to conquer the Sotth
and govern it as a dependency of the North ; this
too has proven impossible and has been abandon-
ed. The third design is to destroy and plunder
what they could not subjugate. If we continue
the same efforts as in the past this design will
likewise be defeated, and we may confidently ex-
pect that this is the closing year of the war.—
The enemy will posséss neither spirit nor resour-
ces for continuing it the fourth year in so0 ex-
hans}we a scale. We desire peace, but will
continue the war at any sacrifice until our rights

3 Our foreign relations are next reviewed. Our
right to recognition is shown by reference to the
past hiytory of other States, some of which were
recognized as independent by Great Britain in
the treaty of peace of 1783, and had beon previ-
ously allies in war with France. When our com-
missioners demanded recognition, they wer ¢
told that foreign governments could not decide
between the conflic’ing statements made by - our
government and that of the United States in re-
pect to our mutual relations; and that Earove
could simply recognize us as belligerents m':d
preserve a strict neutrality,.

I‘he'ls_ngnago of the French dispatch is construed
as a.lormal admission of-our ability to maintain
our independence, and jus:ifies the hope of early
recognition.
The barbarities committed by - the Northern
troops are referred to, and the action taken in
relatlon to the atrocities committed by Generals
B.ut'ler,. McNeil and Milroy explained. The o-
inion 1s expressed that the infamy of their con-
uct must be shared by their superiors, who
punished the perpetra-

ors of thes: crimes.
In relation to Linccln’s proclamation, the
President says our detestation is tempered by
profound contempt for his impotent rage. The
action of the government will be confined to de-
livering up all commissioned officers hereafter
captured in the ten States named in the procla-
mation, to be tried by the States under the laws
w:hlch punish those that excite servile insurrec-
tion. Tke proclamation is treated as posses-
sing great significance in a political view. It
proves what were the designs of the republican
party from the beginning, notwithstanding their
efforts to conceal them by false declarations. -

The proclamation is ‘next considered as a guaran-
tee against the possibiiity of reconstruction.——
Itis al'so treated as a confession of incapability
to subjugate the Sguth, which Europe will be
bouund to consider as justifying our immediate
recognition or an intimation to the people of the
L‘.Iorlh, that they must submit to a final separa

tion of the States.

The message, whichis the longest yet issued
by the President, embraces a comprehensive re-
view of the whole internal and external relations
of the country. It isconfident, even triumphant
in tone, and closes with a tribu‘e to our women,
without whose sublime sacrifices it declares that
our success wonld have been impessible.
