Dear Editor :—In the county of Caroline, near the
South bank of the late placidly meandering (but now
turbid acd swolien) Rappahannock, ensconced amid
a forest of piny cover, the ¢‘old Stonewall Brigade,”’
quietly reposing, rests—alter the arduous and excit-
ing scenes of its recent bloody campaigns. But, as
ever, awaits, at its commander's call, to add new
laurels to its colors and fresh pages to its country’s
history. A delightful camp, judiciously selected, and
arranged with all the regularity of the military pre-
cision—we g0 much pride in—spreads itself from East
to West along an undulating ridge—surrounded, on
a!l sides. by the well-grown {imber, that alike se-
cures us safe protection from the chilly blasts of Win-
ter and affords a plentiful supply of gnarled oak and
juicy pine to replenish the huge, comfortable fires—
around which cluster the weather-beaten, honest fea-
tures and stalwart forms of the true sonsof the Valley ;
who, well clad, well shod, well fed and well contented,
hurry the fleeting moments on with hearty laugh,
merry joke or swift rejoinder— oblivious of the past—
unmindful of the future—and, like true soldiers, live
the present. Without the sound of saw, or hatchet,
rude huts, mounds and gopher holes, as if by magic,
have sprung into form, arranged like the command :
«Into ecolumn of companies’’—perpendicular to the
““golor line”’—fronted by a beautiful parade ground,
prepared by the willing labor of the troops, on which,
daily, such exercise is taken—that, while others are
tossing restiessly on beds of ease, in homes of comfort,
arraigned before the bar of that inward monitor—
Conscience—fer countless deeds of extortion, here—

o Nature’s sweet restorer— balmy sleep”’—

soon closes the lids and sweetly wafts her votaries to
the reaims of Mod, notwithstanding the vigorous efforts
of army beef ¢to halt”’ them on the deceptive plains
of Dream-land.

A spacious log church lifts its clap-board roof amid
the timber to the ¢ God of battles” ; and humbly
there the grey-back sons of Freedom bow the head and
bend the knee to the great Arbiter of Right and
Wrong in meek submission to His will.

Bible classes have been established by the agency of
the chaplains of the different regiments, spd Sabbath
after Sabbath, to groups of attentive hearers, the
Word is expounded and the way explained, with all
the earnestness of faith,—when, the Southern mel-

May they be as
sugcegsful in this object as they have been in contrib-
uting to our pleasure.

‘*West Angusta,’”’ drop & tear to the memory of our
one hundred and seven comrades who have fallen in
our ranks on different fields of carnage or died in hos-
pitals during the past twelve months, and now sleep
the silent sieep of Death in soldiers’ graves 'neath the
green sods of the Old Dominion; congratulate the
three hundred and forty-two wounded on their hon-
orable scars; and give three such lusty cheers on the
success of our glorious cause as will make the “merry
welkin ring’’ again!

Correspondence between Milroy and General

Imboden—Threats and Ccunter-Threats,

The Wheeling (Va.) ¢Intelligencer,”’ of the

tween Gen’l Imboden, C. S. A., and Gen’l Mil-
roy, U. S. A., has been recoeived at the «Exec-
utive Department®’ there by Pierpont, and gives
the following resume of it :

Imboden says that Sheriff Trayhorn, of Bar-
bour county, was arrested by his order. He un-
derstands that two rebels named Henry Wilson
and Heory Bowman were recently murdered io
Barbour co. Imboden further understands that
15 citizens of Barbour county have been arrested
and confined in this city, and are to be executed
in 15 days if Trayhorn is not released within that
time. Imboden icforms Gen’l Miiroy that he
will not release Trayhorn, and if the 15 citizens
are executed, Imboden w:ll execute 30 Union
citizens and officers now in his possession. Iw-
boden says he is ¢resolved tLac within the lim-
its of the pretended State of West Virginia he
will at all times arrest as dangerous enemies to
his State every man he can lay his hands upon
who holds any office under the usurped State
Government at Wheeling.””> He says, further,
that when he ascertains for certain that Wilson
and Bowman have been murdered, he will cause
to be executed Lieut. Dawson, of the 1st Virgin-
ia cavalry, and Sergt. Atkinson, of the same
regiment, now in his possession.

Gen. Milroy replies to these threats that he is
not in command of any trou, s in West Virginia
ayd knows of nobody who has been murdered
except in battle. Gen. Milroy reminds Imboden
that the number of rebels in his possession is
much greater than the number of Union men
m Imbeden’s, and that he must not presume so
far upon the forbearance and superior humanity
of the Federal Government as to put his threat
of executing Dawson and Atkinson into execu-
tion. Gen. Milroy hopes that Imboden will not
compel him to the painful alternative which the
execution of his threat will render inevitable —
Gen. Milroy says in conclusion :

«I notice that the Confederate Government is
about to offer $100,000 for my head. Had you
not better come down to Winchester and go into
the speculation.”’

Wiison and Bowman, the parties alluded to in
the cerrespondence, were killed under the tol-
lowing circumstances; The morning after Sher-
ift Trayhora was kidnapped by the rebels a part
of a company of Union soldiers started in pur-
suit and overtaking Bowman and Wilson upon
the road, near the bouse of the latter, command-
ed them to halt; instead of haiting, they hurried
on, and were fired upon and killed.

Odoriferous Conflict,

The Ricbmond Examiner predicts that on the
1st of April fifty thousand negroes , who have
been previously drilled in various camps of in-
struction, will be debarked at Acquia Creek.—
Pugnacious Joseph Hooker, foaming at the
mouth from loug delay, will organize them into
br:gades and divisions with the velocity of fren-
zied impatience. But it will require six weeks
of incessant toil to perform this simple feat, It
is at last accomplished. The pontoons are laid
safely and crossed without cpposition. To pre-
vent accident, the Grand Colored Division is put
in the van. Greeley, its commander, remains ad
Acquia Oreek ¢swith a powerful glass,’’ after the
manner of Burnside. The skirmishers of the
Grand Colored Division are thrown out. Tkey
deploy.

The voice of an overseer calling hogs is heard
in a distant field . They rally on the reserve.-—
No rebels being visible, they are again thrown
forward. They feel for the enemy, but he is not
to be felt. They fire at nothing, fifty feet in the
air, and hit it every time. The rebels beingthus
driven to their earthworks, the Grand Colored
Divisions advance at the pas de charge, singing
a Methodist refrain, to storm the enemy’s pesi-
tion, and to *¢carry the crest’ at all hazards. Of
a sudden, the artillery of A. P. HilI’s command
belches forth a hurricane of shell and grapnel.—
There 18 a rising of wool, as ¢f quills upon the
fretful porcupine, under the caps of dusky Brig-
adiers and sooty Major-Generals; there isa si-
multaneous eflusion of mellifluons perspiration
from fifty thousand tarry bides; there is a dis-
play of ivory like fifty thousand flashes of light-
ning; fifty thousand pairs of charcoal knees are
knocking togeiher, and one handrpd thousand
Ethiopean eyeballs are rolling madly in their
sockets, like so many drusnken and distracted
moons dancing in an ebon sky; the Grand Col
ored Division trembles like a mighty pointer dog
on an icy pavement—there is an universal squail
as it all Atrica bad been kicked upon its shins,
at the self same moment a scatiering, as if all the
blackbirds, crows and buzzards in creation had
taken wings at opce. To a man, the Northern
army lieg prostraie in the fleld, asphyxiated by
the insuflferablie odour bequeathed to the atmos-
phere by the dark departed host. For a like
cause. the rebel army is in full retreat to Rich-
mond. Solitary and aloune, with his nese iu his
hand, A. P. Hill surveys the silent scene.

GENTLEMEN ;—

I have received your note of this date, presenting to
me, on behalf of the ofticers and men of this command,
a superb saddie horse. Heis a noble animal—iiter-
ally a ‘‘war horse” in appearance and qualities—that
any man might justly feei proud to own. But thecir-
cumstances under which I have become his fortunate
possessor_ attach to him a value far beyond his intrin
sie worth. Me is the gift, I am informed, not of a few
partial friends, but of *‘the officers and men of my
command.”” Who are these oilicersand men ? They will
have a placein history,not through any agency of mine,
—but because they have won it themselves. In Au-
gust last I ¢rossed the Sbenandosh mountain with less
than one hundred men, and entered a region that had
been lost by our armies and overrun and pillaged by
the enemy. With this little band I could have ae-
complished nothing ; but the brave men of the moun-
tains, whose loyalty and devotion to their country has
been tried in the ordeal of fire and sword, when they
heard that there was a nucleus around which they
might rally in defence of their homes, flocked to our
camp—soon we had a battalion—then a regiment—
now a brigade. The little partizan band has steadily
increased in the face of difficulties with which you are
all familiar. 1t has marched over 1,000 miles in five
months —chimbing mountains —wading rivers—travers-
ing, for consecutive days and nights, in the heat of
summer and the snows of winter, the howling wilder-
ness ; often without bread—all the time without shel-
ter, except the trees of the forests or clitis of the
mountains ; the men poorly clad--some barefooted,
apd yet yncomplaining even when lying upon the
frozen earth without as mych (in some ¢vmpanies) as
one blanket or warm coat to five men ; sometimes pur-
sued—at others surrounded by overwhelming num-
bers of the enemy, when escape could only be effected
by teilsome night marches; you have kilied and cap-
tured several hundred of (he enemy, with their arms,
horses,ac.; you have compelled him te withdraw his ad-
vanced posts in a large section of country, and to keep
from five to ten times your own number always under
arms and on the alert to protect the Baltimore & Ohio
Railroad—so yital to his exisience,

To have been the commanding officer of men who
have undergone these hardships and encountered these
dangers, is a high honor; and whatever of success has
attended us, is justiy due to the patriotic devotion and
heroic spirit of the command, and would have been
accomplished as well—perhaps better—under the lead-
ership of any oneelse who had fuiti in the mountaineers
1 bave had thig faith from the beginmng, and to re-
cieve now the solid, subsiantial assurance you have
given that I possess the confidence and atfection of my
brave officersand men, affords me far more sincere
pleasure than L could feel at receiving any mark of
favor trom any other quarter, [finour future cam-
paign for which we are now preparing, 1 shall have
the inestimab.e good forwne to retain this affection-
ate regard of the command, I know it must be by a
faithful discharge of duty to them and the country.—
Iuo this I hope to succeed. Please make known to
those you represent the feclings of profound grau-
tude with which I accept their gift, and receive
my thanks for the very flatiering manper in which
you have tendered it.

The sol-
diers at Murfreesboro, have held a meeting and
resolved to uphold the Democracy of their State.

RicuxoND, Feb. 14.—Northerm dates cof the
11th were received last night.

The steamsbip, Europa,has arrived at Halifax.

It is reported that she brings a propo-ition
from Nagpoleon offering mediation between the
North and Seuth ; that both appoint commis-
sioners to meet in Montreal or MeXico to arange
the preliminar-es of peace,

A Washington telegram to the New York ¥x-
press says, it is reported Seward has rejected
the proposition, but the Washington Chronicle
denies that there has been any sich indication
from the government, and adds there is reason
to doubt that portion of the news stating that a
suspension of hostilities is included in the terms.

The reported rejection caused gold in New
York to advance from 1524 to 1564, but subse-
quently it fell to 1543.

Strong peace resolutions have been introgduced
into the New Jersey Legislature proposing to ap-
point commissioners to proceed to Richmond to
ascertain whether the Confederate States will
consent to reaffirm adhesion to the Union, and
organize a Constitaticn, if not, on what terms
peace can be restored.

A serics of vigoroas war resolutions werc also
introduced.

The steamer Florida was at Nassau on the
last of January, and left a woek afterwards.—
She was chased thirty-six hours, but escaped.

The Alabzma landed 3 hgodred prisoners at
hingston (roin the Hatteras which she sunk.—
She put into Kingston for repairs, and six Yan-
kee vessels were watching tor her.

A Rappahannock correspondent reports innu-
merable desertions.

Admiral Porter reports an unsuccessful at-
tempt on the part of the Queen of the West to
capture the Confederate steamer City of Vicks-
burg, and acknowl-dges that the former with
difficulty escaped destruction. She was struck
twelve times and bad a gun dismounted.

A correspondent of the Cincinnati Gazette
says, a large body of tcoops will be landed on
the South side of Vicksbuag, and an attempt
made io cut the communication with Texas and
Louisiana.

VicksBurG, Feb. 13.—The enemy i8 reported
actively engaged in throwing up batteries on th.e
Louisiana stiore, with the supposed purpose of
proiecting their men when they commence
throwing ponteoon bridges across the river.

The report, however, is not believed here.

Our authorities appear to anticipate an early
attack, and our forces are prepared for the ene-
my night or day.

CuarLEsTON, Feb. 15- —Three steamers, the
Ruby, Leopard, and Wagner, from Nassau, on
the 9th, arrived in this port this morning, with
valuable cargoes. The steamwer Douglas ran out
last night, carrying James B. Clay, for Liver-
pool. The blockade is virtually raised. Not a
gun was fired by the blockaking gquadron.
