NAVIGATION OF THE MISSISSIPPI.

Mr. Oldham, of Texas, from the Committee of
Commerce, to whom was referred a joint resolu-
tion, relative to the tree navigation of the Mis-
sissippi river, reported back the same with the
following substitute:

Whereas, it is a well settled and recognized
rule of international law, thai the right ot navi-
gating for commercial purposes, a river which
flows from one State through the territory of an-
other State into the sea or into the territory of a
third State, is common to all the nations inhabi-
ting the different parts of its banks, the exorcise
of which right can only b_ effectually secured by
mutual convention regulating ihe same; that the
origin of this right is natural and uoi convention-
al, and cannot oe refused or so shackled by reg-
ulations, not necessary tor the peace or safely
oi the inhabitants as to render .ts exercise im-
practicable, without gross injury to the Sute ai \u25a0lectid thereby. Ami, Whereas, Tho States of
Alabama, Louisiana,ami Mississippi respectively,
through their sovereign conventions, have, by
ordinance, recognize- ihe right ot the navigation
of tbo .Mississippi f vtr,and its lnbutaries,tree it
all lriebdly people living upou the same; Aud,
Whereas, The Provision il Coug-esa of the Con

lederate States did, by an act approved 25th ol
February, 1861, declare ''the peac fut naviga-
tion oi the Mississippi river, free to any of tue
States upon Us borders, or upon the borders oi
its navigable tributaries;" now therefore,

Be it Resolved by the Congress of the Confed-
erate States ol America, That Hie Confederate
States again repeat the principles above set forih
aud declare the lice navigation ofthe Mississippi
river to be the natural ngnt of the people of ail
the States upon its bauks, or upon the banks of
its navigable tributaries.

Mr. Oiduani also presented a report from same
committee betting forth tho international law on
the subject, whicti, together with tue preamble
and resolution was ordered to be printed.

Since
ihut time they have been actively engaged iv
preparing food, aud making clothing, collecting
and sending to tho hospitals and army. Gene-
rally they have taken their contributions to tho
hospitals, aud with tbeir own fair ha. ds distri-
buted to the sick and wounded. And in Sending
to the army tncy have gotten trust-worthy per-
sons to take their contributions and see it dis-

I tributed among the soldieis, and thus prevent
ourkud sharks from consuming ti.e same. This
Society has contributed over three thousand
four hundred dollars, ($3400), apart from what
they have done for their relatives in the service,
which, in many cases, has been a very heavy
tax, as most of them are id the Cavalry. If tl.u
same spirit that has actuated this people were to
pervade our country, it would materially aid our
government, and destitution would soou be un-
known among our soldiers.

Permit me to add a word showing how so much
has been efijeted by a very smill portion of thy
county: It has been by a combination ofsystem,
ndustry and liberality. The society meets once
or twice a month, scndiug oil a packag > every
month; members paying monthly from 50 cents
to $5, others giving donations of $10,20, 30, 50,
and even as high as $6o?none from outside tbe
ring. And to this il added the labor of tbe so-
ciety. 1 will give one sample : one lady r mark-
ed whir, preparing a package of clothing -<«Jknow I will knit more socks than any one," andkutt 6 pair; but when the socks were brought to
the place of deposit, it was found that three
families (one a widow) bad knit 30 pair. Thusthe six pair failed to take ike first honor. Asmy article is already long, I will close. C. B.
