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A H lance over the Field.

The enemy are now preparing to at-,
tack us, with very large forces, at many j
places. Thesenotes of preparation are j
now heard all around our Confederacy, i
North, South, East and West. Attacks \
are daily expected at Charleston, S. C,
Savannah, Ga., and Port Hudson in
Louisiana; and, in a short time, we may
expect severe battles to be fought at
Vicksburg, Miss., and near Tullahoma,
Tennessee. Even Hooker, on the Rap-
pahannock, says that he has the strong-
est and best army in the world?that it
is not at all demoralized, and is pre-
pared for an advance as soon as the con-
dition of the roads will permit. It will
thus be seen that stirr-ng and important
news may be daily expected. The ene-
my recently have been again essaying
an attack u;»on Fort McAllister, one of
the out-post defences of Savannah.

So far, they have been able to effect
nothing, find our forces seem to be con-
fident of defending that city with suc-
cess. From late despatches it seems that
Banks, wilii a force of 30,000 men, is a
bout to attempt the capture of Port
Hudson, lie expects to succeed by get
ting in the rear of our fortifications. ?

Setting aside conside-
rations of passion, it is enough to know
that Lincoln has been invested with a
sovereign power overone ofthe greatest
countries of the world, on theexpressed
ground that he will destroy the South-
ern people, and take their property for
distribution among his followers. The
moment he departs from this purpose,
the sword and purse drop from his
hands, and he will be torn to pieces by
his own dogs. Therefore, while he
stands on the bad eminence where he i.<
now placed, he will fight us with an in-
veterate determination and with un-
changeable cruelty. While Lincoln is
President-dictator, and the North con-
tains a man or a dollar, they will be
used to carry on the war."

With it. and
with the unalterable resolve to practice it to the
end, we can afford to let the ontside world give
free utterance of their opinions.

With regard to France, she also remains for
the present inactive. The Emper«r, in plain
words, is not yet ready for his predestined war
with England. He knows that while England
keeps herself so accurately balanced upou her
position of "neutrality" it would need but a gen-
tle touch to precipitate her into an alliance with
the Yankees, lie knows that the one object
dearest in this world tv Eng and is the destruc
tion of his formidable fleet; and. when the inev-
itable war does come, which both nations luive
been preparing for these many years, ho is re-
solved to ma«e the occasion himself, and not al-
low it to be forced on him by others.

diplomacy no longer exists, and never shall be
seen on earth again.?Richmond Enquiier.
