Camp wear Bpckmsr's Neck, Va ,

Mrch 4th, 18,13.

Mr Editor.?Since our Army Corps has been en.
camDed at Buckner s Neck, discharging the ordinary
dv iesof Camp, ond picketing on the Rappahannock,
the good soldieri who were at tbeir posts during the
last campaign have had some time for re?t, and tbe
enjoyment ofthe society of their friends in C>mp, witb
the satisfaction of knowing that they had discharged,
to the best of their abilities, the duties devolving upon
them while enduiing the trying marohes, and engaged
in dead y conflict with the enemy during the series ol
battles through which we have passed But there wi; 1

ever bepainful associations connected with our quie
encampment upon the Rappahannock, the witne.-sinj
ot the execution of those who have so long shirkei
their duties. Since the Army has been at rest, thes<
men have been brought to trial, and severalhave beei
executed, and others condemned to suffer sentences a
severe as it. was possible to inflict and spare the life <
theptisoner. It was made my duty to witness tfa<
execution of a soldier on the 28th ult., and as ther>
have been so many cases of absence without leavi
from the Army, many who are thus absent now no
being aware of what they are ri-kiug by r?maini, j
from Camp until arrested ; and, as their families am
friends often influence them both to leave their post o:
duty, and to remain absent longer than they woulc
otherwise do, without thinking of what the awful con
sequences may be. I will give an account of the pub-
lic execution of one of those poor unfortunate men,
and'enJeavor to present some views in regard to the
influences which cause men to absent themselves from
Camp, 'and remain at their homes so long, thus leav-
ing the faithful soldiers to be cut to pieces in battle
for the want of the support which those very men
should give them.

By order ofMajor General Trimble, the Brigades
of Generals Paxton and Jones were paraded wit
side-arms, on the 2Sth ult, at 11 o clock, A. M, to
witness the execution of two soldiers of General Pax-
to.v 8 Brigade, ot the condemned prisoners es-
caped on the night of the 27th ult., which .eft but one
to be executed., The Brigades w.re matched to the
field previously selected, and were formed in the fu .*

OAing order, under tbe direction of Jthe Marshal oi
the day : Colonel Nzdenbush, 2d Va In antry : Pax-
ton s Brigaue in four ranks, facing in the direction of
a stake to which the prisoner was to be bound. Jones'
Brigade was formed, one-half of it on each flank olFaxton's Brigade, and perpendicularly to the front
facing inwards the troops thus forming three sides ut
a square In a short time, the tiring party, prisoner
and escort, appeared at some distance to the left and
rear, and moved in the direction ot the left, wing ol
lones' Brigade, the Brass Band belonging to

! A number who leave Camp without authority are
shirkers, and deserve but little sympathy, but there is
no doubt but that many soldiers are induced to leave
their Regiments by letters, which they received fr m
the r friends and those at home, stating, probably,
hat the soldiers' business arrangements are suffer og

on account ofhis absence, and many other reasons are
urged why he should make even- etiort to get home;
in some cases stating ttiat the family is suffering for
the necessaries of tffa. The soldier, meditating upon
these things, magnifios the distresses of his family,
until he becomes reckless He leaves Camp for his
home at the very time his services are most needed in
the field, fearing that, as his*family know that he U-
aware of their condition, if he does not at onoe make
arrangements for their comfortable support, they will

'J think him insensible to the wants of those who are
dearer to him than life itself, and hoping that his
friends and neighbors wiil attribute his neglect of duty
to his country under these circumstances, to his de-
votedness to his family.
