Th~ ¥ight in Culpeper.

The long continued silence on the
Rappahanncck has been broken by the
booming of cannon and the desperate
charge of cavalry columns. On Tues-
day morning last, the enemy, with a
strong force of cavalry and artillery,
crossed the Rappahannock River, at
Kelly’s Ford, in Culpeper county, and
advanced as far as Jamison’s woods,
within about six miles of Culpeper C.
H., where they were attacked by a por-
tion of Gen. Fitzhugh Lee’s command,
less than 2,000 strong. The Zzaminer
says that “the fighting is said to have
been terrifie, and the enemy are report-
ed to have fought with great stubborn-
ness. The battle wavered a long time,
and the great bravery of our men alone
won the victory. Our men dashed on
the enemy 1with all the force of an ava-
lanche, and for a long time the fight
raged—hand to hand. The Yankees
contested every inch of the ground, bat
finding the fire of our men toe mmuch
they fell back in great disorder, and re-
tired to the other side of the river. As
soon as the retreat was ordered,the Yan-
kees fled in great dismay and confusion,
leaving behind them their dead and
wounded on the field, and a number of
supplies. So rapid was the enemy's
flight across the river that his hospital
established in the rear for his wounded
was abandoned, and his dead lay strewn
over the ground—everything left be

hind in his panic.”

The number of the enemy in this fight
is supposed to have been abont 7,000.—
Our loss was between 200 and 250, and-
that of the eanemy more, but the number
is not known.

Our Armies in the West.

Advices from the West, says the
Richmond Examiner, represent our ar-
mies in fine condition.. A gentleman
who recently visited General Bragg’s
army, says his troops were in the best
spirits, and that every confidence is felt
for the issue ofthe approaching conflict,
whenever it may come off. © Gen. John-
ston is said to have the respect and con-
fidence of his command, and our armies
are represented as being everything that
could be desired in morale, discipline,
ond efficiency. General Bragg had en-
tirely recuperated his command, and by
his rare tact as a disciplinarian,
had his whole force in the finest trim.—
The Gencrals of the different corps—
Polk, Breckinridge and Hardee—are all
on the ground, and cverything is in
readiness for the enemy whenever he
shall attempt a movement.

We learn every confidence is felt a-
mong our troops that we shall be able
to hold our position in the West against
any attempt of the enemy. Particular-
ly is this the case with our garrison at

ort Hudson, who are sure of driving
back the enemy in every assault that is
made on that place. Our force is stron-
ger than we had expected, and the news
we get of our position and sitnation
there, makes us more hopeful than ever.

Battles Expected in the Caroliaas.

The FEraminer says that it is now
thought propable that battle on a grand
scale is even nearer to hand in the Car-
olinas than at Fredericksburg. The
preparations of the enemy indicate that
a great effort is about to be made to cut
the communications between Charles-
ton and Richmond, and that attack, with
which the former city has been so long
menaced, is about to be made by land
as well as sea. A great army, as well
as an enormous fleet has been assembled
for these purposes, and their employ-
ment in action canuot be much farther
delayed. For some time past the battles
and manceuvres of the enery have been
repetitions of battles they had fought a
previous periods,and manceuvres which
they had unsuccessfully tried betore.—
But we are now, perhaps, to witness a
new scene in the war.

We know nothing of it of our own
knowledge, and now call attention to it
that those,” whose duty it is, may exam
ine into the truth of the allegation. Tl.e
charge is, “That most of the distilleries
are in operation, and that the owners ot
them claim to have contracts with the
Government, when the trath is, that bat
Jew of them have such contracts.”  The
proper officers should exert themselves
to ascertain the truth. or falsehood of
this charge, and should have the utmost
penzlty ot the law inflicted upon its vio-
lators. There is much doubt in the
minds of the people of the wisdom of the
policy of having liquor distilled for the
use of the hosptals, as it is probable
that the most of it is used by those who
do not need it as a medicine, and for
whom it was not intended, and if it be
true, as alleged, that it gives opportuni-
ty, (of which many - avail themselves),
for the practice of fraud to any consi-
derable degree, there can be no doubt
that it is productive of more harm than
grod. To have the staff o#life, at this
time when so many are in extreme need,
converted, in violation of law, into the
“bhane of life”, is a crime against hu-
manity,and a §in against High Heaven
Those who are guilty of this offence
should be biought to justice. Each ecit-
izen shounld feel it to be his duty to re-
port to the proper officer every man
whom he knows to be engaged 1in the
distillation of grain in violation of law,
and the officer shonld perform his duty
rigidly and faithfully without “fear, fa-
vor or affection.” Let those who are
thus trampling upon the laws of their
country, and who are bringing want
and dis ress upon tlie poor, be exposed
to the just indignation of the communi
{y, and the severest penalty of the vio-
lated laws. To expect the “Given of
every good and perfect gift” to bless
our fields with fruitful harvests, when
we pervert their products to such sinful
uses, would be sacrilegicus.

SENATE, Wednesday, March 18.—The Senate
agreed to the amendment proposed by Mr. Clay,
of Ala., to the Supreme Court Bill, in the shape
of an additional sectioo, repealing the 45th and
46th sections of the Judiciary Act of the Previs-
ional Congress, giving appellate jurisdictiot to
the Supreme Court over decisions of the State
Courts. The bill, as amended, was passed. It
provides :

1. That the Court shall consist of a Chief Jus-
tice. and four Associate Justices, any three of
whom shall counstitute a quoram, and shall _hold
agnually at the seat of Government two sessions.

2. The Chief Justice shall be the presiding
judge of the Court and th: Associate Justices
shall have precedence according to the date of
their commissions, otherwise, according to age.

8. The Justices shall take the oaths prescribed
for the Judges of the District Courts.

4. Each Justice shall receive an a:nual salary
of $5,500. ;

5. All papers and judicial proceedivgs of any
kind, pending 1n or retcroable to the Provision-
al Supreme Court, are hereby transterred to the
Supreme Court created by this act.

6. Repeals the 456th aid 46th scctions of the
Judiciary Act of ths Provisionsl Congress.

'The Cureccy Act.

The bill to be entitled <an act to provide for
the funding and further issue of Treasury notes,’’
has passcd both Houses of Cungress. We sub-
Jjouin a synopsis of its pruvis ous:

1. Aii Treasury notes, not bearing interest, is-
sued previous te 1st of Decemuer last, shall be
fundabie 1o eight per cent. bonds or stock until
221 April, 1863 ; thereaiter, until 1st August
next, 1n sevedper cents, and thereafter ‘shail be
no isnger fundable at the pleasure of the holder,
but be receivable m paym-nt of public dues, ex-
cept the export duty on cotton, and payable six
months after the r«tification of a treaty of peace.
Notes issued after 1st December lasi, and within
ten days after the passage of this act, shill be
fandable only in fuur per cent. vonas. Ali such
notes not tunded shall be receivable, etc., as
atoresaid. Allcall certificates vutstanding «n 1st
July next, siall, afier tnat dite, be deemed 10 Le
bunds, vearing six per cent. :n erest.

2 Authorizes the Sccretary oi the Treasury to
1ssue. mouthly, amount of notes, not exceeding
fiftty miliions of duilars, fundable within six
mon:hs from date of issue, 10 s1x per cent. bonds
thereafter in tour per. ceni. bonds.

3. Notus fundable in six per cent. bonds may
be converted into call certificates bearing five
per cent. per sunum, and, if Lot recorverted
within six months, shall be exchanged for a six
per cent. bond. Notes fundable in four per cent.
vonds may be converted, at any time, into call
ceriificates, bearing four per cent. interest, until
reconverted or paid.

4. Ail bonds or stock issued under this act to
be payabie not less than thirty years afier date,
but shall be redeemal le five years atter date, at
tiie pleasure of the Goverument.

5. Authorizes the purchase of Treasury notes
bearing no interest issued sfter passage of this
act until whole amouat in ¢irculation shall not
exceed $175,000,000.

6. The notes shall be of any denomination not
less than $35, now authorized by law. §

7. Autborizes an increased issue of $1 and $2
aotes, and also an issue of Hfiy ceut notes, not
fundable.

8. Auttorizes the sale of six per cent. bhonds
at par for Treasury notes is ued since 1st Decem
ber to such of the Coufedera.e Stutes as may de- |
sire to purchase the same, ¢r the sale of suen!
bouds when guaranteed by any St te, to an
awmount not exceeding $200.000,000. Aiso au-

{ Pussed Murch 12th, 1863. ]

Whereas, the comfor:able support ot our soldiers in
